Statement on the elections in Haiti published on 28 December 1990
by the Twelve States members of the European Community

The European Community and its member States welcome the fair and orderly
manner in which the recent elections in Haiti have been conducted, as well as the
election of Father Jean-Bertrand Aristide to the presidency.

This expression of the people’s will through the democratic process has the
potential to be a major breakthrough in Haiti’'s long struggle towards the
establishment of a society built on the rule of law, respect for human rights and
the promotion of social justice and economic progress.

The Community and its member States, which under the Lomé Convention have
significant links with Haiti, are ready to support the efforts of the Government
that will be set up in the wake of the elections, to promote political, economic
and social progress in that country.
