' The information that the Republic of Somalia wms co-sponsor of the QAU
resolution under the item of "so-called French Somsliland (Djibouti)™ was given
to my Mission by the OAU Office here in New York end was apperently, and as now
explained to us by the Secretariat of the 0AU, based on information contained in
8 document which referred to some initiative taken by the Somali Delegation
garlier on in the negotiations.

I have now confirmed that though neither Ethiopia nor Scmalia co-sponsored
the draft resolution in question, they voted for the resolution in its final form.
