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"The Conetitution of FAO in Article IVII, Interprotation of
Congtitution provides:

'Any question or dispute concerning the interpretation of
this Constituticn or any interpationul conventlon adopted
therqunder shall be referred. for determination to an
-appropriate internaticnal court or arbitral tribumal in
the manner prescridbed by rules to be adopted by the
Conference.’

"at tha tima tha FAO Constitution was formulated and sdopted,
the United Natlons had not come-into existence and it was not
vexrtein whal form the Inbermatiomal Court would take. Therefore
‘the Constitution explicitly provided for the adeption of rules
br ths Conference ‘conoerning the manner of referving questlons
or disputes: to 'an appropriate international court or a,r‘bitral
tribunsl’. ‘

"In the negotiations between the negotiating committess of the
Eeontmic and Social Council and of PAQ, the former proposed that
FAO should recelve gimiler rights of access to the Court as those
provided for In the dralt agraemant with UNESCO, as follows:

'The Owrganization ia a.uthorizeﬂ. pursuant to Article 96 of the
Charter of the United Natlons, to¢ submit to the Internatlonal
Court 'of Juptice requasts for Opinions on legal questicns
arising within the scope of its activities other than
questions copcerning thas mutusl relationships of the
O¥ganization and United Nations or other speclalized agencies,
provided thet ihe Orgemization ghsall give prior notice to

the Council of all such requests. The Council ahall have
the right to declare that in its Judgment eny such request
should not be made. If, after the Councll has mede such a -
-declaration, the regiest ias not withdrawn, the General
Assenmbly shall, iteell Jetermine whether the request shall he
submitted to uhe Couxt,

'The nagotia.ting comnittee of FAO maintuined that the
Organizetlon ghould receive similar trestment to that
provided for in the dreft agraemant with the Internationsl
Labour Organiza.tion, nemely:

'The General ASSembly anthorizes -the Internationa.l Labowr

' Dxganization o vequest advisory opinicne of the Intermational
Sourt of Justice on legal questions arising within the scope
of its'activities other than questions conéerning the mutual
‘relationships of the. organization and the United Na'bions or
other anecia.lized. agencies.

*Such rc;:queat. may be addyessed to the Court by the Conference
or by the Governing Body acting in pursuance of an
sguthorization by the Conference.

‘When requesting the Interngtiompl Court of Justice to give
an advisory opinion the Imtermational Lebour Orgenization
. 8hall inform the Ecunomic and Social Council of the request.' *

“Since no agreamen’c could be raa,ched. on this poin'b, 1t vas
decided to leave Article IX (Relationships of the Intermational
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Court of Justice) blank in the draft agreement betwéen the !
United Netions and FAO pending further considerabcon by the Cour~M
The Executive Committee of TAC, at its meebing of June 28 to
July'2, after recelving the rsport of the FAQ nagotﬁltating

oammittse, unanimously upheld the view taken by the!negotimting
comiittee.

"The position of FAOC is as folloWa:-

"The Orgenization is en agreement with the Bcénomic and
Social Council that questions concerning the mutual‘relationship
of the Organization and the United Nations or otherispeclalized’
agencies should be excluded from any general authorization for
reference to the Court. It is most desirable that any such
questions should es far s possible be sebtled through the medium
of vhatever coordinating machinery is set up by the United Nations
end the specialized sgencies rather than that they Should be 1
referred to the Couzrt. -

"The Executive Cormittee of FAO, however, fesls stromgly that
in the matter of sdccese to the Court the position of FAO 1s
Parallel to that of ILO., During the negotiaticn off the draft
agreement, the spokesmsn for ESC justified the preferential
treatment which they proposed to give the TLO on th grounds:

(1) the historical position of IIO, and (2) that the Labour
Orgenization had negotiated and w&a responsible for international
actlion in regard to g laige number of labor conwanﬁlona. In
regard to the first point, the rospensidilities of FAO and its

,terma of veference are s wide and important as those of ILO,

In vregard to the second point, FAO will undoubtedly find it
necepsaxy to negotiate many conyantions, and proviadon ils made
for this In the Constitution, Article TV, paragraph 3:

. "Mhe Conference may by a two-thirds maJority‘of the votes
cast submit conventions oconcerming gquestions relatipg to food and
agriculture to nember mations by the appropriate constitutional

Procadurs.”

"Ihe type of international conventions which may be negotiate
through FAO and’ submitted to member natioms will be concemmed
vith undertakings by governments in regard to ralsing of national
levels of nutrition and standaerds of living, improvement of
agricultural production and distribution, and bettepment of the
condition of rurel populations. Any such conventidn must operate
nationelly and therefore will be anmmlogous to memy of the lsbor
‘conventlons, .

“Internahional conventions for the regulatiun of fisheries
‘elther Yo avoild disputes or to promote the conservetion of marine
resources are also importanﬁ and fall Within the terms of !
reference of FAQ.

"As 8 result of the absorption by FAQ of the functions of
the International Institute of Agriculture, FAO has, as from
Avgust, 1st, taken over responslbility for a numberhef conventions
namely:

Convention for Locust Control
Convention for Plant Protection
