‘such information and its swmerizing by the Secretary-General are entirely
in conformity with the spirit of Article 73 of the Charter ané should be
therefore duly noted and encduraged,
1. Recommends that, when the revision 15 underteken of the Standard
Form for the guldsnice of Members in the preparation of infofmation to
be trensmitted under Article T3 e of the Charter, general information
on geography, history, people and human rights should cease to be
claésified under the optional category of that Form;
2. Expresses ﬁhe hope that such of the Members as have not done so

may voluntarily include deteils on the govermment of Non-Self-Governing
Teryitories in the information transmitted by them under Article T3 e
of the Charter.
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
