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ANNEX 

The Unite& Stat&s President has taken en arbitrary decision to reneu 
economic sanctions against Libya on the grounds that it "encourages 
terrorism". 

The People's Bureau for l'oreign Liaison and International Cooperation 
considers this ste;, to represent an escala:ion of offensive measures and a 
deliberate attempt to harm the Libyan people and undermine its economic and 
social Gavelopmont. It also considers the step to be incompatible with the 
principles of international law, the purposes of the United Nations and 
relations betwean States. 

This move on the part of the United States - at a time of improved 
international relations and reduced teasi,.n, wher. nations an& peoples are 
endeavouring io solve the various issues be.'ore tiem by psaceful means and 
calling for productive economic cooperation &mng the various States aAId 
economic and political communities - no longei represents an appropriate 
manner in which to solve the problems afflict!.ag our contemporary world, which 
looks forward to security, pesce alid develoF*nt. 

The United Nations is now more khan ever called upon to make serious 
endeavours to halt the use of pressure for the purpose of inflicting hunger on 
peoples and threatening their security. These measures are incompatible with 
Article 1, paragraph 3, of the Charter of the Unitod Nations, which urges 
international cooperation in solving internationaf problems of p,n economic, 
social, cultural, or humanitarian character, and in promotinq and encouraging 
respec'c for human rightr and for fundamental freedoms for all. They are also 
inconsistent with Article 33, paragraph 1, of the Charteri which enjoins the 
parties to any dispute, the continuance of which iu likely to erndangec the 
naintenance of international peace and oscurity, to, first of all, seek a 
soiutfon by negotiation.. enqairy or other peaceful means rather than through 
prensura or economic or political coercion, as emphasised in article 32 of the 
Charter of Economic Rights and Duties of States, which was adopted by the 
General Assembly at its twenty-ninth session in 1974. Under the terms of this 
Charter, no State may use or ancourage the use of economic, political or say 
other type of measurea to coerce another Stats in order to obtain from it the 
subordination of the exorcise of its sovereign rights. In addition, the 
measures taken by the United State8 are incompatible with General Assembly
