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l. The information here presented c overs the period since my last oral report 

to the Security Council at its l357th 111eeting which started late in the evening 

of ll June. 

2. General Bull has reported the sit;;ation of the nine .observer teams on the Isreal 

side operated fror:: Tiberias Contro l Centre at 0900 GMT on 12 June as follovTs:

GenerRl Bull vlill be fonmrdin g details c oncerninc; the teams on the Syrian side 

as soon as possible. 

4. At last night's meeting of the Security Council, I noted that the key point in 

connexion ui th the ob servance .:;f t1w cease-fi re vms the question of vlhether Israel 

troops uere in Rafid and/or its environs before 1630 hours GI·1T on 10 June or lvhethe r 

they had advanced to the key sector after Lhe time set for it to go into effect. I 

asked General Bull uhether, despite the fact the. t United Nations observers vere not 
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in that area until the morning of ll Jun e, it might be possible by some means to 

determine the locati on of Israel fonmrd lines at 1630 hGlll"S GH'l' on 10 June and 

particularly i.Jhether Israel troops \vere in Rafid or had by-passed it at that time. 

5. Gen eral Bull had replied to lit;/ quer~· that he had no informati on as to 1-vhether 

Israel troops vlere in Rafid. or had by-pass ed ic. at 1630 hours GHT on 10 June. 

Genera l Bull recalls that on -:..o J tme the Chair:nan o: ISNA.C received a rr,essage 

from the senior Syrian delec;ate at 1953 hours GHT to the effect t!1at Israel 

paratroo:"s had dropped at Tel, approximately 30 kilometres east of Lake Tibe:::-ias 

and at Rafid , aprn·oxir:;ately 20 ldlometres south south-east of Kunei tra, from 

helicopters. I men tioned this message i n my e i ghth oral report to the Security 

Council on the evening of 10 June (Press Re l eas e SC/2917). General Bull also 

notes that his observers reported at 1005 hours GHT on ll June that a Syrian 

Liaison Off i cer had been taken prisoner by the Israel forces at checkpoint Echo , 

'.Vhich is i n the immediate vicini ty of Rafid , as mentioned in paragraph 4 of 

S/7930/Add.). 

6 . Genera l Bull tells me tha t in relati on to the effort to take United Nations 

ob~ervers in to Rafid area one obser ver team f rom Damascus is nou in t he general 

area of Rafid but is out of co!Yilntmication contact >;Ji th him. THo ad-ditional teams 

are gCiing out from Damnscus to the Rafiu area and were due to ar:::-ive at 0930 hours 

GHT on l2 June. From Tiberia s two teams are noir i n Kunei tra and their deployment 

in vari ous forward areas, including t he Rafid area, is to be arranged in Kuneitra. 

There is no in.t'ormat:i. on :1t present on tll r~ possible arrival in the Rafid area of 

any observer team on the Israel side. 

"( . Just afte r the Security Cc-unc :i.l had adjourned in tlH~ small .hours of this 

morning~ General Bull communicated to me the followin G messat;e from Mr. Tekoah 

of the Israel Foreign Office: 

"NcYiv that it is daylight: we r equest tha t observer teams sl1 ould start 
immedi a tely ·\'lith map,Ping the positions of the force s on the ground so tbat 
the cea~>e-fil'C can be effectively ensured along the entire front. The 
Government of Israel uould like to see the ceas e-fire stri ctly complied 
Hi th by the parti es and shall e2:tend co- operation to you in the lvork to that 
end. He ' ''ould appreciate if you 1vould inforlli us that the . Syrian Government 
is doinG tlle same thing. ;~e 1vcmld appr eciate it if yCJu i·Iould inform the 
Secretary-General immediately. 11 
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8. General Bull comments on Mr. Tekoah' s message that the mappinr; of the 

positions of the forces on t he gr:;und has been the first and lnighest priority task 

f or observers and it is i ndeed ti'!ei r first objec t i ve . General Bull notes tha t 

apart from the manr difficulties encount er ed in t he fie~d, achievement of this 

first objective vri l l be impossible vll thout adequate co~nmunications between him 

and h is observe~s. He e;npha sized tha t adequate communications' can only be 

ensured Hhen General Bull is 2. ~ain in his Headquarters in Government hou s e and 

can re-- es t ab lish communication from tha t locality and not from any other locality 

in the Israel-Syria area. 

9. Gener al Bull further c omments t hat t:1e necessity of r:iappi ng positions of the 

forces >·ms fi rst referred to by him at hi~ meeting with General Dayan on lO June, 

and it vras also i nplicit in the guidance gi ven by him to the Chairman of 

the IS.tvLA.C. He vrill also endeavour to obtain similar assurances fr om the Syrian 

authorities so that the mapping of the positions of the for ces can start as soon 

as possib l e.
