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Note by the Admi nistrator
1. The fourth country programme for Al bania was approved by the Executive

Board at its second regul ar session 1994 (decision 94/10), for the period
January 1994 to Decenber 1996

2. In view of the current devel opnments in the country, including the recent
general el ections, a one-year extension of the fourth country programme has been
requested. The objectives of the programme renmain valid as a basis for UNDP
activities in the country, as confirmed by the md-termreview, which was held
in April 1996. The areas of concentration of the fourth country programe are:
(a) alleviation of the social inmpact of structural economc reforns, focusing on
job creation and the creation of appropriate institutional and |egal franeworks;
(b) human resource devel opnent, including a focus on human rights and the
consol i dation of denocratic processes; and (c) national capacity-building,

i ncl udi ng managenent training and the restructuring of key sectors in both the
public and private domain. Particular enphasis is being given to programes
addressing poverty alleviation as well as issues of concern to women within the
UNDP mandat e for sustai nabl e human devel opnent.

3. The first country cooperation framework for the next period of UNDP
cooperation with Albania will be submtted to the Executive Board in 1998.

4. Agai nst this background, the Adm nistrator wishes to informthe Executive

Board that he has approved the extension of the fourth country programme for
Al bania for a period of one year, beginning 1 January 1997.
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
