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Introduction

1, En réponse a la note du Secrétaire général de la CNUCED datée du

23 novembre 1973, qui demandait aux pays donneurs de préférences de fournir
des renseignements sur le fonctionnement de leurs schémas respectlfs de
préférences généralisées, le Gouvernement norvégien a communiqué des
informations sur diverses catégories d° importations de prodults visés par son

.

schéma pour la perlode allant de 1987 a 1990 1/. Un résumé de ces informations

-est présenté ci-aprés. Les données relatives aux importations norvégiennes en

provenance de bénéficiaires figurent dans les tableaux 1 et 2 de 1° annexe 2/.

I. Importations norvégiennes en provenance de fournisseurs bénéficiaires

en 1987, 1988, 1989 et 1990

2. Ainsi qu'il ressort du tableau 1B, la Norvege a importé des produits

de 120 bénéficiaires de son schéma en 1987, 141 en 1988, 116 en 1989 et 109
en 1990. Quinze des bénéficiaires en 1987, 18 en 1988, 25 en 1989 et

20 en 1990 n'ont exporté aucun produit passible de droits et n'ont donc pas
profité des avantages offerts par le schéma. Un des bénéficiaires en 1987,
trois en 1988, deux en 1989 et quatre en 1990 n'ont pas pu pretendre a un
régime préférentiel parce que leurs exportations n'étaient pas visées par le
schéma. Enfin, 54 bénéficiaires en 1987, 59 en 1988, 31 en 1989 et 34 en 1990
n'ont pas bénéficié d'un traitement préférentiel au cours des années
considérées bien que certaines de leurs exportations fussent visées par le
schéma. Dans certains cas, celles-ci ne satisfaisaient peut-étre pas aux
régles d'origine. Cependant, il arrive souvent que les exportateurs
bénéficiaires ne demandent pas a étre admis au bénéfice du traitement SGP.
Ainsi, 50 bénéficiaires ont effectivement bénéficié d'un traitement
préférentiel en 1987, 61 en 1988, 58 en 1989 et 51 en 1990.

3. Comme le montre le tableau 1A, les importations totales de la Norveége en
provenance de l'ensemble des bénéficiaires se sont chiffrées & 1 milliard

824 millions de dollars en 1987, a 3 milliards 224 millions en 1988, a

4 milliards 585 millions en 1989 et a 3 milliards 877 millions en 1990.

Les importations passibles de droits ont représenté 755 millions de dollars
en 1987, 767 millions en 1988, 729 millions en 1989, 1 milliard 105 millions
en 1990 (soit, respectivement, 41,4 %, 23,8 %, 15,9 % et 28,5 % de la valeur
des importations totales pour les années con51dérées) Sur ces importations,
64 % (483 millions de dollars) étaient visés par le schéma en 1987, 61 %

(469 millions) en 1988, 59,9 % (437 millions) en 1989 et 67,6 % (747 millions)
en 1990. La plus grande partie des importations visées (389 millions de
dollars, soit 80,5 %, en 1987, 381 millions, soit 81,2 %, en 1988,

348 millions, soit 79,6 %, en 1989 et 646 millions, soit 86,5 %, en 1990)
consistait en produits industriels et en matiéres premiéres relevant des
chapitres 25 a 97 du Systéme harmonisé de désignation et de codification des
marchandises (SH). Le reste (94 millions de dollars, 88 millions, 89 millions
et 100 millions, respectivement, pour les années considérées) correspondait a
des produits agricoles relevant des chapitres 1 & 24 du SH. Les importations
qui ont effectivement fait 1°' objet d'un traitement préférentiel se sont
chiffrées a 208 millions de dollars en 1987, dont 36 millions (17,3 %) pour
les produits agricoles et 172 millions (82,7 %) pour les produits industriels.
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En 1988, la valeur des importations préférentielles a été de 227 millions de
dollars, dont 35 millions (15,4 %) pour les produits agricoles et 192 millions
(84,6 %) pour les produits industriels. En 1989, elle a été de 210 millions de
dollars, dont 33 millions (15,7 %) pour les produits agricoles et 177 millions
(84,3 %) pour les produits industriels. En 1990, les importations
préférentielles ont été de 269 millions de dollars, les produits agricoles
représentant 36 millions de dollars (13,4 %) et les produits industriels

233 millions (86,6 %),

4. Le taux global d'utilisation du schéma norvégien (c'est-a-dire le rapport
des importations préférentielles aux importations visées par le schéma) a été

de 43 % en 1987, de 48,4 % en 1988, de 48,1 % en 1989 et de 36 % en 1990.

Les taux d'utilisation pour les produits agricoles et les produits industriels
ont été, respectivement de 38,3 % et 44,2 % en 1987, 39,3 % et 50,4 % en 1988,
37,4 % et 50,8 % en 1989 et 35,5 % et 36,1 % en 1990. Cependant, comme on peut
le voir dans le tableau 1B, ces taux d'utilisation ont considérablement varié

selon les bénéficiaires.

5. En 1987, les importations en provenance de 11 principaux fournisseurs

ont représenté 82 % (396 millions de dollars) du total des importations visées
par le schéma norvégien et 82,3 % (171 millions) de la valeur totale des
importations qui ont effectivement bénéficié de préférences. En 1988 et 1989,
les 12 principaux fournisseurs sont entrés, respectivement, pour 81 %

(380 millions de dollars) et 81,5 % (356 millions) dans le total des produits
importés visés par le schéma : leur part dans le total des importations qui
ont effectivement bénéficié de préférences s'est élevée & 85,9 % (195 millions
de dollars) et 84,8 % (178 millions), respectivement, au cours de ces

deux années. En 1990, les importations en provenance de 11 principaux
fournisseurs ont représenté 80,2 % (599 millions de dollars) du total des
importations visées par le schéma et 82,2 % (221 millions) de la valeur totale
des importations ayant bénéficié d'un traitement préférentiel. Classés d'aprés
la valeur de leurs exportations visées par le schéma en 1990, ces fournisseurs
étaient les suivants : République de Corée, Chine, Panama, Hong Kong,
Singapour, ancienne Yougoslavie, Israél, Turquie, Malaisie, Thallande et Inde.
Par ailleurs, 1'Argentine, le Brésil et le Maroc ont cessé en 1990 de figurer
sur la liste des principaux fournisseurs (méme si leurs exportations se sont
accrues ou sont restées plus ou moins stationnaires), tandis que le Panama y
faisait son entrée.

6. Les importations norvégiennes passibles de droits en provenance de

30 pays comptant parmi les moins avancés (PMA) 3/ en 1987, 36 en 1988,

26 en 1989 et 25 en 1990 ont atteint 11 millions de dollars pour chacune des
trois premiéres années considérées et 18 millions au cours de la derniére
année. Vu que le schéma norvégien s'applique & tous les produits importés
provenant de PMA, les importations visées correspondent aux importations
passibles de droits 4/. Sur ces importations visées, celles qui ont fait
1'objet d'un traitement préférentiel ont représenté 15,4 % (1 694 000 dollars)
en 1987, 15,9 % (1 742 000 dollars) en 1988, 17,3 % (1 883 000 dollars)

en 1989, et 25,7 % (4 483 000 dollars) en 1990. Sept des PMA en question ont
bénéficié d'un traitement préférentiel en 1987, huit en 1988, sept en 1989 et
neuf en 1990. Le Bangladesh (2 865 000 dollars), le Népal (592 000 dollars),
la République démocratique populaire lao (506 000 dollars) et le Botswana
(328 000 dollars) ont compté pour 95,7 % dans le total des importations
préférentielles en 1990.
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7. Les importations norvégiennes de produits visés originaires de pays
méditerranéens (MED) et ACP (Afrique, Caraltes, Pacifique), qui bénéficient de
preferences tarifaires partlculleres sur le marché de la Communauté économique
européenne, se sont chiffrées a 83 millions et 5 millions de dollars,
respectivement, en 1990. La valeur des produits qui ont bénéficié d'un
traitement préférentiel en 1990 a été de 27 millions de dollars pour la
premiére source et de 2 millions pour la seconde. Ainsi, en 1990, ces deux
groupes de pays ont fourni 11,8 % des produits pouvant recevoir un traitement
préférentiel au titre du schéma et 10,8 % des importations totales qui en ont
effectivement bénéficié.

II. Importations des principaux produits visés par le schéma de préférences

norvégien en 1990 et principaux fournisseurs

8. Le tableau 2 de 1'annexe indique, pour 1990, la valeur des importations
norvégiennes des principaux produits visés par le schéma, en provenance de
1l'ensemble des bénéficiaires et des principaux fournisseurs, ainsi que

la valeur de celles qui ont effectivement bénéficié d'un traitement
préférentiel. Les importations, en provenance des bénéficiaires des principaux
produits, visés par le schéma en 1990 correspondaient a 189 lignes du tarif
douanier de la Norvége, dont 16 étaient des produits agricoles et 173 des
produits industriels. Les importations de ces pr1nc1paux produits en
provenance de bénéficiaires se sont chlffrees, a 596 millions de dollars, soit
79,8 % du total des importations visées par le schéma (747 millions de
dollars) en 1990. Sur ces importations, 34,9 % ont bénéficié d'un traitement
préférentiel.

9. Vingt et un produits, dont les importations visées s'élevaient

a 4 millions de dollars ou plus, sont entrés pour 55,9 % dans les importations
visées totales des principaux produits en 1990. Par ordre d'importance,

ces 21 produits (désignés selon les lignes du tarif norvégien) étaient les
suivants : 89.05.2000 Plates-formes de forage ou Q' explcoitation, flottantes ou
submersibles (171,4 millions de dollars); 08.05.1000 Oranges (17,5 millions);

Les importations en provenance du Cambodge, de Madagascar, des Iles Salomon,
de la Zambie et du Zalre ne sont donc pas comprises dans les importations
norvégiennes de produits provenant des PMA.

4/ Cependant, pour 1990, les importations passibles de droits différent
légérement des importations visées par le schéma.
