Customs patrolmen observed CORRALES enter the United States 

illegally from Mexicali, Mexico. They apprehended him, at which time 

he attempted to throw away a matchbox containing a marihuana cigarette. 

In his pockets were found four more marihuana cigarettes. He is on 

probation from a previous sentence imposed for possession of marihuana.
