2. Also in resolution 50/8, the General Assenbly decided that the Executive
Board woul d conprise 36 nmenbers el ected fromanong the States Menbers of the
United Nations or the States nenbers of the Food and Agriculture Organization of
the United Nations, and al so decided that the Economi c and Social Council and
the Council of the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations woul d
el ect 18 nmenbers each, as set forth in paragraph 2 of the resol ution.

3. At its organizational session for 1996, the Council drew |lots to determ ne
the terns of office of the elected nenbers of the Executive Board.

4. At its resunmed organizational session for 1996, the Council wll have to
el ect six nmenbers of the Executive Board, for a three-year term beginning on
1 January 1997, to fill the vacancies that will occur on 31 Decenber 1996 upon

the expiration of the terns of the follow ng menbers: Angola, Dom nican
Republ i c, Japan, Philippines, Uganda and United Kingdomof Great Britain and
Northern Irel and.
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5. The new nmenbers are to be el ected according to the foll ow ng pattern:

Two menbers from African St ates;

One nmenber from Asi an St at es;

One nmenber from Latin Anerican and Cari bbean States;
Two nmenbers from Western European and ot her States.
