1. By resol ution 48/ 162 of 20 Decenber 1993, the CGeneral Assenbly decided that
t he Governing Council of the United Nations Devel opnent Progranme/ United Nations
Popul ati on Fund shoul d be transforned into an Executive Board, and that the
Executive Board should have 36 nenbers, to be elected with due regard to

equi t abl e geographi cal representation and other relevant factors with a viewto
ensuring the nost effective and broadest representation.

2. At its resuned organi zational session for 1996, the Council wll have to
el ect 11 nenbers of the Executive Board from anong States Menbers of the United
Nations or nmenmbers of the specialized agencies or of the International Atomc
Energy Agency, for a three-year termbeginning on 1 January 1997, to fill the
vacanci es that will occur on 31 Decenber 1996 upon the expiration of the terns
of the follow ng nenbers: Bangl adesh, Bel gium Dennark, Japan, Mrocco,
Paki stan, Peru, Poland, Portugal, Sierra Leone, Trinidad and Tobago.
3. The 11 menbers will be elected on the follow ng basis:

(a) Two nenbers from African States;

(b) Two nenbers from Asian States;

(c) One nenber from Eastern European States;
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(d) Two menbers from Latin Anerican and Cari bbean St at es;
(e) Four nmenbers from Western European and ot her States.
