1. At its forty-eighth session, the Conmttee on the Elimnation of Racia
Di scrimnation considered copies of reports and other docunmentation relating
to Trust and Non-Self-Governing Territories subnmitted to it in 1996 in
accordance with decisions of the Trusteeship Council and the Special Conmittee
on the Situation with regard to the Inplenentation of the Declaration on the
Granting of |Independence to Colonial Countries and Peoples, in conformty with
article 15 of the International Convention on the Elimnation of Al Forns of
Raci al Discrimnation. The Committee's expressions of opinion and
recommendations ' were submtted to the General Assenbly at its firty-first
session in accordance with article 15, paragraph 3, of the Convention, as wel
as to the United Nations bodies concerned.

2. At its 1996 session, the Special Conmittee continued to follow the work
of the Conmittee on the Elimnation of Racial Discrimnation and to nonitor
rel ated devel opnents in the Territories, having regard to the rel evant

provi sions of article 15 of the Convention. ?2

3. Any further action which the Special Committee may take in connection
with the transm ssion of information to the Comrittee under article 15 of the
Convention will be brought to the attention of the Conmttee at a |ater date,
as appropriate.
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4, In accordance with earlier decisions of the Special Commttee and the
Trust eeshi p Council, however, the Secretary-General will make available to the

Commttee, at its fiftieth session, copies of the working papers on the
various Territories, prepared by the Secretariat for the Special Comrittee and
the Trusteeship Council in 1996. 3
