endangering the peace process in the country and jeopardi zi ng peace and
stability in the entire region

According to reliable accounts, the Taliban nmercenaries, heavily reinforced
from out si de, have very recently planned to once again wage a nassive mlitary
operation against the northern parts of the country within the upcom ng days.
The nobilization of forces carried out with direct cross-border assistance
al ready having reached the capital Kabul, continues to devel op at an enornous
rate. Thousands of paramlitary mlitia fromoutside, whose identity and
nationality have been well explained in previous comunicati ons addressed to the
President of the Security Council and to the Secretary-Ceneral of the United
Nations, are part of this nobilization. The Council, however, will recall that
the involvement of foreign mlitary personnel in the Afghan conflict was
identified as inadm ssible in Security Council resolution 1076 (1996) as well as
in General Assenbly resolution 51/195 of 17 Decenber 1996

Greatly concerned, the Islamc State of Afghani stan wi shes to request you
to take appropriate preventive measures in order to halt the planned massive
mlitary assault which would inevitably entail the loss of many |ives of the
i nnocent civilian population. Nevertheless, the allied forces of the Suprene
Counci| for the Defence of Afghanistan continue to take appropriate responsive
neasures to offset the onslaught.

The Islamc State of Afghanistan once again expresses its support for the
efforts of the United Nations Special M ssion to Afghani stan, headed by
M. Norbert Holl. If all sides involved in the conflict, as well as the
nei ghbouring countries, sincerely cooperated in the United Nations endeavours
for peace and stability in Afghanistan, the objectives of the related
resol utions of the General Assenbly and of the Security Council could be
realized
