The Ceneral Assenbly,

Havi ng considered the reports of the Secretary-Ceneral on the financing of
the United Nations Irag-Kuwait Cbservation Mssion,! the related report of the
Advi sory Conmittee on Administrative and Budgetary Questions,? and the report of
the Secretary-General on the activities of the Ofice of Internal Oversight
Servi ces, ®

Recal ling Security Council resolutions 687 (1991) of 3 April 1991 and
689 (1991) of 9 April 1991, by which the Council decided to establish the United
Nations Irag-Kuwait Cbservation Mssion and to review the question of its
term nation or continuation every six nonths,

Recalling also its resolution 45/260 of 3 May 1991 on the financing of the
onservation Mssion and its subsequent resol utions and deci sions thereon, the
| atest of which were resolution 50/234 of 7 June 1996 and deci sion 51/ 440 of
16 Decenber 1996,

Reaffirm ng that the costs of the Cbservation M ssion that are not covered
by voluntary contributions are expenses of the O ganization to be borne by

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Menber States in accordance with Article 17, paragraph 2, of the Charter of the
Uni ted Nati ons,

Recalling its previous decisions regarding the fact that, in order to neet
t he expendi tures caused by the Cohservation Mssion, a different procedure is
required fromthat applied to neet expenditures of the regul ar budget of the
United Nati ons,

Taking into account the fact that the econonically nore devel oped countries
are in a position to make relatively larger contributions and that the
econom cal ly | ess devel oped countries have a relatively limted capacity to
contribute towards such an operation

Bearing in mind the special responsibilities of the States pernmanent
menbers of the Security Council, as indicated in General Assenbly resol ution
1874 (S-1V) of 27 June 1963, in the financing of such operations,

Expressing its appreciation for the substantial voluntary contributions
made to the Cbservation M ssion by the Governnment of Kuwait and the

contributions of other CGovernnents,

M ndful of the fact that it is essential to provide the Observati on M ssion
wi th the necessary financial resources to enable it to fulfil its
responsi bilities under the relevant resolutions of the Security Council

1. Takes note of the status of contributions to the United Nations
I rag- Kuwait Cobservation Mssion as at 15 May 1997, including the contributions
outstanding in the anount of 9,455,734 United States dollars, representing
4 per cent of the total assessed contributions fromthe inception of the M ssion
to the period ending 30 April 1997, notes that some 32 per cent of the Menber
States have paid their assessed contributions in full, and urges all other
Menber States concerned, in particular those in arrears, to ensure the paynent
of their outstanding assessed contri butions;

2. Expresses its continued appreciation for the decision of the
Government of Kuwait to defray two thirds of the cost of the Cbservation

M ssion, effective 1 Novenber 1993;

3. Expresses concern about the financial situation with regard to
peacekeeping activities, in particular as regards the reinbursenent of troop
contributors, which bear burdens owi ng to overdue paynents by Menber States of
their assessnents;

4. Expresses its appreciation to those Menber States which have paid
their assessed contributions in full;

5. Urges all other Menber States to nmake every possible effort to ensure
payment of their assessed contributions to the Cbservation Mssion in full and
on tinme;

6. Endorses the observations and reconmendati ons contained in the report
of the Advisory Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Questions? and in the
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report of the Secretary-General on the activities of the Ofice of Interna
Oversi ght Services;?

7. Requests the Secretary-Ceneral to take all necessary action to ensure
that the Observation Mssion is admnistered with a maxi num of efficiency and
econony;

[8. Decides to appropriate to the Special Account for the United Nations
I rag- Kuwait Cbservation M ssion the anount of dol l ars gross
( dollars net) for the maintenance of the Cbservation Mssion for the
period from21 July 1997 to 30 June 1998, inclusive of an anpunt of __
dollars for the support account for peacekeeping operations and the anmount of

dollars for the United Nations Logistics Base, a two-thirds share of

this anount, equivalent to __ dollars, to be funded through vol untary
contributions fromthe Government of Kuwait, subject to the review by the
Security Council with regard to the question of term nation or continuation of

the M ssion;]

[9. Decides also, as an ad hoc arrangenent, taking into consideration the
fundi ng through voluntary contributions fromthe Government of Kuwait of the
two-thirds share of the cost of the Cobservation Mssion, equivalent to

dol lars, to apportion the anount of dol l ars gross
( dollars net), representing one third of the cost of the maintenance
of the Observation Mssion for the period from1 July 1997 to 30 June 1998, to
be assessed on Menber States at a nonthly rate of dol l ars gross
( dollars net), in accordance with the conposition of groups set out
i n paragraphs 3 and 4 of CGeneral Assenbly resolution 43/232 of 1 March 1989, as
adjusted by the Assenbly in its resolutions 44/192 B of 21 Decenber 1989, 45/269
of 27 August 1991, 46/198 A of 20 Decenber 1991, 47/218 A of 23 Decenber 1992
49/249 A of 20 July 1995, 49/249 B of 14 Septenber 1995, 50/224 of 11 April 1996
and 51/218 A and B of 18 Decenber 1996 and its decisions 48/ 472 A of
23 Decenber 1993 and 50/451 B of 23 Decenber 1995, and taking into account the
scal e of assessnments for the years 1997, as set out in its resolution 49/19 B of
23 Decenber 1994 and deci sion 50/471 A of 23 Decenber 1995, and 1998, * subj ect
to the review by the Security Council with regard to the question of term nation
or continuation of the Observation M ssion;]

10. Decides further that, in accordance with the provisions of its
resolution 973 (X) of 15 Decenber 1955, there shall be set off against the
apportionnent anong Menber States, as provided for in paragraph 9 above, their
respective share in the Tax Equalization Fund of the estimted staff assessnent
i ncome of 1,888,200 dollars approved for the period from21 July 1997 to
30 June 1998;

11. Decides that, taking into consideration the funding through voluntary
contributions fromthe Governnment of Kuwait of the two-thirds share of the cost
of the Cbservation Mssion, for Menber States that have fulfilled their
financial obligations to the Mssion, there shall be set off against the
apportionnent, as provided for in paragraph 9 above, their respective share in

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t he unencunbered bal ance of 1,723,200 dollars gross (1,440,000 dollars net),
representing one third of the unencunbered bal ance of 4,603,200 dollars gross
(4,320,000 dollars net) in respect of the period from1 January to 30 June 1996

12. Decides also that, for Menber States that have not fulfilled their
financial obligations to the Cbservation Mssion, their share of the
unencumnber ed bal ance of 1,723,200 dollars gross (1,440,000 dollars net) for the
period from1 January to 30 June 1996 shall be set off against their outstanding
obl i gati ons;

13. Decides further that two thirds of the net unencunbered bal ance of
4,320,000 dollars, equivalent to 2,880,000 dollars, shall be returned to the
Gover nment of Kuwait;

14. Requests the Secretary-CGeneral to continue his efforts to recover the
over paynent of m ssion subsistence allowance in the estimted amount of
988, 443.5 dollars and to report to the General Assenbly at its fifty-second
session on the results of action taken for its recovery, including neasures
taken with respect to those responsible for the overpaynent;

15. Invites voluntary contributions to the Cbservation Mssion in cash and
in the formof services and supplies acceptable to the Secretary-Ceneral, to be
adm ni stered, as appropriate, in accordance with the procedure and practices
establ i shed by the General Assenbly;

16. Decides to include in the provisional agenda of the fifty-second
session, under the itementitled "Financing of the activities arising from
Security Council resolution 687 (1991)", the sub-itementitled "United Nations
I rag- Kuwai t Cbservation M ssion”
