The Special Conmm ttee,

Havi ng consi dered the question of sending visiting missions to Territories,

Havi ng exami ned the report of the Chairman on the question,?

Recalling the rel evant resolutions and decisions of the General Assenbly
and the Special Committee requesting the adm nistering Powers to cooperate fully
with the United Nations by receiving visiting mssions in the Territories under
their adm nistration,

M ndful that United Nations visiting m ssions provide an effective nmeans of
assessing the situation in those Territories and of ascertaining the w shes and
aspirations of the peoples thereof regarding their future status,

Consci ous that United Nations visiting mssions enhance the capacity of the
United Nations to assist the peoples of Non-Self-CGoverning Territories in
attaining the objectives set forth in the Declaration on the Ganting of
I ndependence to Col onial Countries and Peoples, contained in General Assenbly
resol uti on 1514 (XV) of 14 Decenber 1960, and in other relevant resolutions of
t he Assenbly,

Noting with appreciation the continuing exenplary cooperation of New
Zeal and, as an adnministering Power, in the work of the Special Conmittee, and
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that, at the invitation of the Government of New Zeal and, a visiting m ssion was
di spatched to Tokelau in July 1994, 2

Recalling the dispatch in 1979 of a United Nations visiting mssion to the
Territory of Guam noting the recommendati on of the 1996 Pacific Regi ona
Sem nar that a visiting mssion be sent to Guam and taking note of resol ution
No. 464 (LS), adopted by the twenty-third Guam | egislature on 19 July 1996, in
which it requested the dispatch of a United Nations visiting mssion to that
Territory,

Wl com ng the conmencemnent of informal dial ogue between the Specia
Conmittee and sonme adm ni stering Powers,

1. Stresses the need to dispatch periodic visiting mssions to Non-Self-
Governing Territories in order to facilitate the full, speedy and effective
i npl enentati on of the Declaration on the Granting of |Independence to Col onia
Countries and Peoples with respect to those Territories;

2. Calls upon the adm nistering Powers to cooperate or continue to
cooperate with the United Nations by receiving United Nations visiting mssions
in the Territories under their admnistration

3. Requests the adm nistering Powers to consider new approaches in the
work of the Special Committee, and calls upon themto cooperate with the Specia
Conmmittee in its efforts;

4. Requests its Chairman to continue consultations with the adm ni stering
Power s concerned on the inplenentati on of paragraph 2 of the present resol ution
and to report thereon to the Special Conmittee as appropriate;

5. Al so requests its Chairman to enter into consultations with the
adm ni stering Power of Guamwith a viewto facilitating the dispatch of a United
Nations visiting mssion to that Territory.
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
