Thefollowing corrections should be made to ST/SG/AC.10/C.3/1997/53:

1. The name of the organic peroxide “DI-m-TOLUOYL PEROXIDE + BENZOYL-m-
TOLUQYL PEROXIDE + DIBENZOYL PEROXIDE, with concentration not more than 42 % and
not less than 58 % of diluent Type B” on page 2, page 1 of Annex 1, and pages 10, 11 and 12 of
Annex 2 should read “BENZOY L-m-TOLUQY L PEROXIDE + DIBENZOYL PEROXIDE + DI-m-
TOLUQYL PEROXIDE, with concentration not more than 42 % (18 + 4 + 20 %) and not less than
58 % of diluent Type B”. The name of the composition (item 2.1) on page 10 of Annex 2 should read
accordingly as above.
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2. The name of the organic peroxide “2,2-BIS (4,4-Dl-tert-BUTYL PEROXYCY CLOHEXYL)
PROPANE, with concentration not more than 22 % and diluent Type B” on page 2, page 1 of
Annex 1, and pages 21, 22 and 23 of Annex 2 should read “2,2-DI(4,4-Dl-tert-
BUTYLPEROXY CYCLOHEXYL) PROPANE, with concentration not more than 22 % and diluent
Type B”. The name of the composition (item 2.1) on page 10 of Annex 2 should read accordingly as
above.

3. The concentration “TOTAL < 42 %" in the fourth line of the second column in Annex 1
shouldread “<18+ < 4+ < 20 %".

4. The result of Item 4.4 on page 1 in Annex 2 should read “Y es, dowly”.

5. Onpages?2, 8,11, 14, 18 and 26 in Annex 2, in the paragraph with the proposed assignment,
add “TEMPERATURE CONTROLLED” to the proper shipping name.
