1. Welcomesthe first humanitarian affairs segment of the Economic and Social Council held during

4. Invites the Economic and Social Council to consider ways to enhance further the humanitarian
segment of future sessions of the Economic and Social Council, as outlined in agreed conclusions 1998/1.
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
