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5. To t,he Israel delegation such an international procedure seems vital to 

the further development of the international human rights movement, for it would 

constitute an organic link indispensable for that purpose, between ~,ll the 

~embers of the international society. 

6. During the Committee's discussions the Israel delegation has had 

occasion to exprt:;;ss it..s regret that the representatives of States Members have 
, 

been divided between supporters of a· single covenant and supporters of two 
• 

covenants, one for civil and political rights and the other for economic, social 

and Cl'ltural rights. The Isr(3el 1elegation considers that the only justifiable 

divergence of view is that existing between delegationa accepting an inter­

national procedure for implementation, and· delegations wh-ich ba_ve not yet 

decided to do so. · 

7. - The States which accept the principle of an international procedur!3 

for im:ple:mentat ion thereby agree to a certain amount of internationa 1 s·uperviaion-

concerning human rights. It is however doubtful whether, in spite of all their 

goodwill, those States would sign a covenant containing obligations which they 

could not fulfil in practice, for they would then find any internati~~al super­

vision in.tolerable. 

8. An acceptable international -procedure for implemen~ation must therefore 
I 

be ada·:ptable to those possibilities. 'At the same tim~ it lnuet not. be static, 

~ut flexible enough to keep up with the progressive dev~lopment of human rights 

in tne various States. 

9. The first question should be how the government of a given State -

would haye to, relate the problem of the implementation of human rights to its 

own dornestic law, A governn:ent need not ask :whether a right is politic~l or 

cultural, civil or economic. . In the last resort, it will divide all human 

rights, whatever their n_ature, into the following two categories: . ... · .. : 
• Category 1. Rights which are capab~e of_ effecti-vely becoming a 

reality through immediate ·1egis;Lative or administr~tive 
action on the part of each State and· which ·-may be 

·expected to be enforced wit.bout delay by the ·. Judicial . or 
administrative processes of domestic law. (This 
category includes · the rights which are already in 
existence by virtue of -action as aforesaid taken prior 
to the signature of the Cove;nant,); · 
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Rights whi9h, . alt.hough recognized in principle, cannot 
effectively come into •existence ·in · 1aw until after the 
exe-cu-cion of programmes , including economic and social 
programmes, which may vary in duration and feasibility. 

For convenience of _expos.ition the rights in Category 1 will be provisionally · · 

described as Illegal rights" and the rights i:q Category 2 aa "programme tights".

11. The hun:an rights which deserve to be assigned to one or . other of 

Categories 1 and 2 are n:ot, howeyer, the same for all S_ta_tes. Between the 

various States there are notorious differences of development and structure, 

What is a "legal right" for some may well be no more than a "programme right',' for 

others. Various examples may be noted in c;:ompuJ,sory and free education, social 

security, judicial organization and so forth. It .is also necessary, therefore, 

to provide a system of assigning hurcan rights to th~ two categories sufficiently 
' flexible to allow for that undeniable diversit.y. 

12. The Israel delegation has therefore conc],uded that the decision ought 

to be n:ade that Stateb signing the Covenant on Human Rights shall announce on 

signature or ~atification of the Covenant, each insofar as it is concerned, 

how the civil, civic , political, social or cultural r1eht,A rP,r,ogni?;F.ld by the 

Covenant are in effect a.istrib'uted botwF.Jen categories 1 and 2, :!.n the1:i:· . voun'br.ies 

and, accordingly, to what extent they will be subject to one or other of the 

procedures of implementation.
