Thanks to the measures taken to expedite 的 transport
~f-~e~ having landed on H.M.S. OCEAN, I was transferred at sea to 
H.M.S. MAURITIUS, the Flag ship. 

The operation, which was intended for D-Day was carried 
out normally. The sweep of the zone in which the Support Group 
would be cruising, was finished by the same evening. At 2000 
hours, I was transferred to the 斗nesweeper B骂S 2075, which v!as 
going to take part the following day- in part of the sweep, an~ 
whicf1 would also carry the Mine -Disposal- Officer as well as mfself, 
At 7.30 am, on the 13th November, the operation of cleari~~ the 
(;orfu Channel began with four BYMS Minesweepers and five Fleet 
廷inesweepers and three danlayars_. 

The first lap was carried out by four BY.MS with ~~e~~ 
sweeps to port working· from North to South on the westeril li~it of 
the Channel, followed- at a certain distance by the five ~leet 
出inesweepers. During this lap two mines came to the surra~e~ ?ne 
was towed to the North Coast of Corfu, and the oth~r exp~od~d i~ 
the sweep. The second lap was made from south to i\orth by tne fird 
Fleet 红nesweepers followed by three BYMS-with 吓eeps to s~~rboara I 

In th1s zone, which was closer than the preceeding one to the 
Albanian shore. seven mines came to the surface. The. third lap , 
was made from Horth to South with sweeps to port during which 
thirteen mines came to the surface. 

At the end of this lap the sweep of the Corfu ~l_lannel 
could be considered as completed with the-following results:

3) ~e eight mines which I saw myself had apparently 
been in the_ water for a length of time which I 
should estimate at the maximum of six months and 
probably less. There was no trace of ruslr or marine 
growth or barnacles apparen~. I had in my hand 
several pieces of the first mine which was rendered 
safe by -t;;he 皿ine Disposal Officer. The detonator and 
the primer and the horns all had the appearance of 
being new, and the unscrewing of the horns appeared 
to be very easy as the lead of the horns was not even 
marked by the spanner. 

4) The density o!" the mines cut increased as the sweepers 
got closer to the shore: two mines in the firs;t lap, 
seven in· the second, and thirteen in the third.

In the report I presented at Rome on thel6th 

November last, concerning the minesweeping operations in the Corfu 
Chann~l, I reported that I had examined the mines while they were 
in the water and that I had identified them as being of'the German 
G.R. type. 

Owing to the difficulty of getting ashore before nightfall 
I was not able to examine them personally on shore. 

The mines were subsequently taken to Mal ta, where I 
examined them in detail on the 23rd November. Without any possible 
doubt these mines are of the German GY type and not GR. Severa~ 
characteristics, which I had not been able to check whi~e ~he mines 
were afloat make 1 t impossible to confuse these types of mine.
