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At the 90th plenary meeting of its thirty-seventh session, on 3 Dpecember 1982,
the General assembly adopted resoluticn 37/39, entitled "adverse consequences for
the enjoyment of human rights of political, military, economic and other forms of
assistance given to the racist and ccolonialist régime of South pfrica®. 1/ In
paragraph 5 of that resolution, the General assembly B

"Requests the Security Qouncil urgently to consider complete and
mandatory sanctions under Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations

against the racist régime of South Africa, in particular:

fa) The prohibition of all technological assistance or cocllaboration in
the manufacture of arms and military supplies in South Africa;

(b) The cessation cf all collaboration with South africa in the nuclear
tield;

{c} The prohibition of all levans to, and all investments in, South
africa and the cessation of any trade with South africa;

(d}y An embargo on the supply of petroleum, petroleum products and other
strategic goods to Scuth africa™,
