I

By resolution 414 (XIII), paragraph 45, the Council decided to hold a
limited number of meetings ("resumed 13th session") before the emd of 1951 for
the purpose, inter glia, of working out, with the assistance of the Secretary-
General, a tasic programme for 1952. The Council decided under other mrts
of the same resolution (paragraph 8(a) and (f)}) to consider at each seesion the
provislonal sessicnal agenda drawn up hy the Secretary-General for the next
regular session. Accordingly, it appears to the Secretary-General that it would
be convenilent to present his proposals for the tasic programme for 1952 in the
form of draft provisional agenda for both the lhth and 15th sessions, with
annotations. It will be understood that the proposals relating to the 15th
gsession are necessarily formulated more tentatively than those for the 1bth
session; also, proposals for the grouping of related items and for the fixing
of dates for the commencement of discussion of thoss groups are made for the
14th session only. This would be done for the 15th session towards the end of
the 1u4th session, at the time the provisional sessional agenda for the 15th
gession 18 being settled.

Fixed dates during the fourteenth session are suggested for a limited number
of groups of items and for & few other spescific items only; 1t will be understood
that to attempt to fix too many such dates would mske the arrangements
Impracticable to carry out and so defeat the object of ensuring stable dates
for the major groups of subjects.
