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Review of the role of the United Nations in the field of disaymament

The General Assembly,

Recalling its resolutirns 39/151 G of 17 December 1984, 40/94 O of
12 December 1985, 41/59 O of 3 December 1986 and 42/38 0 of 30 December 1987,

international peacs and security,

through the effective implementation of the security system provided for in the
Charter of the United Wations and the speedy and substsntial reduction of arms and
armed forces, by international agreement and mutual example, leading ultimately t-
general arnd complete disarmament under effective international control,

Reaffirming its conviction that genuine and lasting peace can be created only

Reaffirming further that the United Nations, in accordance with its Charter,

has a central role and primary responsibil_ty in the sphere of disarmament,

and primary responsibility in the sphere of disarmament, to play a more active role
in the field of disarmament in accordance with its primary purpese under the
Charter to maintain international peace and security,
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Taking into account the part of the report of the Disarmament Commission
relating to this question, 1/ and noting the progress made in the consideration of
the said question at its fif -eenth special session,

Bearing in mind the universal concern expressed at the third special session
devoted to disarmament on the necessity to strengthen the role of the United

Nations in the field of disarmament and the increased reaffirmation of faith in the
United Nations as an indispensable instrument for inte.national peace and security,

1. Requests the Disarmament Commission to continue its consideration of the
role of the United Nations in the field of disarmament as a matter of priority at
its next substantive session, in 1989, with a view to the elaboration of concrete
recommendations and proposals, as appropriate, taking into account, inter alia, the
views and suggestions of Member States as well as the aforementioned documents on
the subject;

2. Further requests the Disarmament Commission to submit its report on the
subject, including findings, recommendations and proposals, as appropriate, to the
General Assembly at its forty-fourth session;

3. Decides to include in the provisional agenda of its forty-fourth session
an item entitled "Review of the role of the United Nacions in the field of
disarmament: report of the Disarmament Commission".
