The Gover t has become increasingly 

impatient over the delay in the elimination of the Turkish Cypriot positions, 

especially as it had suspended work on the Trypimeni-Vitsadha road project. This

20. On 19 July my Special Representative and the Force Co tier informed the 

Foreign Minister of the stand taken by the Turkish Cypriot leaders and advised him 

that GJXFICYP would continue to urge the Turkish Cypriots to ccmply fully with the 

CNFICYP plan. 

21. As I bring thLa situation to the attention of the Security Council, I wish 

once again to address an earnest appeal to all concerned for prompt acceptance 

and implementation of the UVFICYP plan for a solution of the difficulties which 

have arisen in the Trypimeni area. The plan, in my beat judgement, is fair ana 

impartial and will not impair the security of either the Greek or Turkish Cypriot 

inhabitants of the area or affect the positions of principle of either aide.
