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Decision concerning the second instalment of Palestinian late claims for damages up to USD 100,000
(category “C” claims) taken by the Governing Council of the United Nations Compensation
Commission at its 135th meeting, on 11 March 2004

The Governing Council,

Having received, in accordance with article 37 of the Provisional Rules for Claims Procedure
(“the Rules”), the report and recommendations made by the panel of Commissioners concerning the
second instalment of Palestinian late claims for damages up to USD 100,000 (category “C” claims),
covering 965 claims, *

1. Approves the recommendations made by the panel of Commissioners,
2. Notes that of the 965 claims covered in the instalment, which claimed atotal amount of

compensation of USD 53,679,478.65, the panel of Commissioners determined that 406 claims satisfied
the threshold digibility requirement, namely whether the claimants had afull and effective opportunity
tofiletheir claims, as set out by the Governing Council, and that 559 claims did not satisfy that
reguirement,

has determined that 91 of these category “D” claims are eligible for inclusion in the late-claims
programme, and will be transferred to the category “D” panels of Commissioners for review, and that
