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FOREWORD

The CIS Forum on Y outh held on 24-26 September 2003 in Kiev, the capital of Ukraine, was
an important event. It manifested both the politica will and commitment of the Governments
of the Commonwesalth of Independent States to aleviate negative social implications of
transition, focusing their attention on the social groups, which are most vulnerable and at high
risk. It goeswithout doubt that youth is one of such groups.

On-going reforms open new horizons and opportunities for the peoples of the Commonwealth
of Independent States and carry the promise of more prosperous future for young generations.
However, as we all know from history, reforms do not come without costs, and additional
efforts are required to ensure that the benefits of change are widely spread.

Let uslook at some figures. By the mid of the 1990s, the contraction of production in some of
the CIS countries was more than 50 percent of the 1989 level. Economic hardship, along with
conflicts and tension in some parts of CIS, has been accompanied by a significant deterioration
of social condition manifested in:

The impoverishment of large segments of the population;

Therise of social inequalities,

Large-scale unemployment;

Devaluation of salaries and social benefits, and, in some cases, even their complete
abolishment;

e Thewage and pension arrears of governments and enterprises,

e Digplacement of millions of people causing refuge, resettlement; and

e Destruction of assets.

Families with children have been hurt most. Even now, after some years of economic growth,
and in spite of intensified efforts by governments, civil society organizations, and, since
recently, some parts of the newly emerged corporate sector to alleviate socia distress, amost
millions of children and young people in the CIS countries live in poverty.

Due to the crisis of socia protection arrangements and deep cuts in public expenditure on
education and health, the financial responsibilities of the families with regard to the education
and health care of their younger members have dramatically increased. Contrary to earlier
anticipations, a significant proportion of the families has not been able to withstand this shock.
Many families collapsed often leaving their younger members without any parental guidance
and support.

The cumulative effect of the societal crisis experienced by many CIS countries was manifested
in declining school enrolment rates, increasing use of child labour, threatening to wash out the
earlier achievements in the area of education. Deterioration of public health, including that of
children, has reached an aarming proportion, reducing the male life expectancy at birth in
Russia and Ukraine by more than 10 years.

The societies under stress were slow in providing an alternative framework for socializing and

mainstreaming young people in new social and economic arrangements. This has been
effectively exploited by various criminal groups, which took advantage of the conditions of



uncertainty. The implications of such a situation have been quite visible: trafficking in
children, teenagers and young people, growing drug-addiction among the young, rising
juvenile crime, prostitution, violence, and other forms of social deviance, accompanied by rise
of HIV/AIDS and other sexually transmitted diseases. Therefore, opportunities brought about
by recent political and economic reforms along with developments in science and technology
remain largely underutilized and the potential for growth unused.

The collapse of the child socialization system has left its mark on millions of children in the
CIS region. Many may not recover ever and may remain on the margin of their societies,
paying for the lost years of schooling, failed parental guardianship, social deviance and
psychological trauma.

The CIS Forum on Youth was one of the many recent initiatives of Governments and civil
society throughout the CIS region, which aimed at reversing and mitigating effects of the
negative trends mentioned above. It provided CIS Governments and youth organizations with
an opportunity to jointly review current trends in the youth situation and evaluate the
effectiveness of policiesin place.

The Forum demonstrated a growing commitment of the Governments of the CIS countries to
effectively address the situation of youth. This induced a strong sense of support and optimism
among the entire UNECE country membership. We strongly believe that the CIS countries,
with their great cultural and scientific traditions, outstanding human potential, would be able to
return soon to their top positions among the advanced countries and continue to contribute to
the economic, technological and social advancement of the UNECE region and of the entire
world community.

The second part highlights a cumulative effect of
transition on the youth situation in the CIS countries, the magnitude of the youth problems to
be addressed, the evolution of the youth movement and government response. The third part is
focused on the responses of various stakeholders and their attempts to aleviate the distress of
youth, but also to build up new mechanisms and structure of mainstreaming young people in
economic activities suitable to the market conditions. The main accent of the fourth part ison
the youth health status, as well as on the proliferation of HIV/AIDS and other both new and
traditional diseases among young people, and policy measures to improve the hedth situation
in the CIS countries. The fifth part largely reflects an on-going dialogue between the
Governments and youth organizations regarding the principles and forms of interaction and
cooperation, as well as the search of youth for its role and place within the emerging societal
structure and socia hierarchy of the newly established democracies.

The UNECE secretariat hopes that this publication will be of practical value to the
congtituencies of the CIS countries concerned with the youth well-being, as it contains
information on the on-going experimentation with various forms, means and methods of social
integration of youth in order to identify the most effective, efficient and suitable ones to the
cultural and socio-economic conditions of the CIS countries.

BACKGROUND

The UNECE Firg Regional Forum on Y outh: “Security, Opportunity and Prosperity”, held on
24-26 August 2002 in Geneva, made a number of important recommendations aiming to
mobilize public action to dleviate distress and problems faced by many young people in the
region as aresult of structural changes.

One of such recommendations was the organization of sub-regional forums on youth with the
purpose of bringing all the stakeholders in youth prosperity together to work out solutions to
the youth problems, which would be suitable to and effective under the specific conditions of
each of the UNECE sub-regions.

In response to this recommendation, the Government of Ukraine proposed to host a youth
forum of the Commonwealth of Independent States in Kiev (Ukraine) on 24-26 September
2003, which would be organized under the auspices of the UNECE in cooperation with the
Government of Ukraine, the Executive Committee of the Commonwealth of Independent
States and the UN agencies that sponsored the First Regional Forum on Y outh.

This proposal was welcomed and accepted by UNECE. UN specialized agencies, including
UNICEF, ILO, UNAIDS and UNDP, which were among the sponsors of the First Regional
Forum on Y outh, responded positively to thisinitiative.

The Department of Economic and Social Affairs of the United Nations Secretariat agreed to be
a co-organizer of the CIS Forum on Y outh.

YOUTH SITUATION IN THE CISMEMBER COUNTRIES

Y outh situation in all the CIS countries has been worsening since the breakdown of the Soviet
Union and the onset of transition, although with a different pace and magnitude. Among the
major factors responsible for the distress of youth were institutional and organizational changes
in the area of youth socialization, coupled with a steep decline of public expenditure on health
and education, and economic hardship, experienced by most of the families.



In some of the CIS member countries, the impact of these factors on youth welfare has been
aggravated by intra- and inter-State conflicts, which have pushed large number of families in
refuge. High fertility rates and the growth of births to teenage mothers outside the marriage, in
some other CIS member countries, added to the heavy social costs of transition in terms of
poverty and socia differentiation. Asaresult, young people throughout the CIS countries have
witnessed an erosion of their opportunity sets and growing barriers to education, health
services and jobs.

A cumulative effect of these factors has revealed itself in declining school enrolment rates and
rising school drop out rates. In Georgia, for example, the general secondary enrolment rate fell
from 41 percent in 1989 to 28 percent in 2000, in Kygyzstan, from 37 percent to 23.5 percent,
and, in Tgjikistan, from 40 percent to 23 percent. Practically all the CIS countries have
experienced a dramatic fal in vocationa/technical secondary enrolments with the largest
decrease in Armenia and Azerbaijan. Even basic education enrolments have deteriorated in
some of the CIS countries, especially, in Armenia, Georgia and Tajikistan.

Youth registered unemployment has soured in most of the CIS member countries, but the
findings of special surveys conducted in CIS countries imply that the real youth unemployment
is even higher. According to some estimates, ailmost 18 million of young people are neither at
school nor in the labour market. Many of these young people are believed to have been
labouring in the informal sector, where the work conditions are often appaling, and the risk of
abuse is extremely high.

Job opportunities for young people are limited in many CIS countries despite of a recent
resurgence of economic growth. Apart from the enormous production contraction, this is
explained by a widening mismatch between the demand and supply of skills and by a virtual
collapsed of vocational training.

In some of the Central Asian and South Caucasian countries, the situation is further
complicated by continuous de-industrialization process. As a consequence of this trend,
thousands of young people have been moving to the rura areas or migrating.

In the Slavic CIS countries, decline and stagnation of some industriad areas, like Donbass
(Ukraine), for example, resulted in the emergence of deep poverty pockets, in which youth is
trapped in a hopeless situation of gaining any decent job or income.

Y outh socialization has undergone a serious change. While new organizational forms have
risen and new structures have been put in place, they are far from being inclusive and/or
effective, therefore, allowing thousands of young people to fall through.

Furthermore, the stress of rapid change and economic hardship of families throughout the
transition process have weakened their capacity to raise their young. As aresult, many young
people and children have been growing without a proper family care, or, worse, in the street.
Many were handed over into the public care. An outcome of such a situation has been an
increase in juvenile crime, substance abuse, youth and child prostitution and other forms of
socia deviance.

One of the most serious consequences of the above trends has been an increase in the youth
vulnerability to all the potential risk factors, including the threat of HIV/AIDS. According to
reliable sources, including UNAIDS, aimost 80 percent of new cases of HIV infection between



1989 and 2000 in the CIS countries were among the young people of 15-29 years of age.
While initially new infection cases were concentrated among the drug-users, since the end of
the 1990s, sexual contacts have become a major source of HIV infection. The proliferation of
sexually transmitted diseases, including HIV, among the young clearly points out to the lack of
knowledge of safe sex practices and early symptoms of such diseases. In the absence of
systematic and vigorous preventive measures against these diseases, the threat of widespread
epidemic with heavy losesin human life and devastating economic consequencesisvery real.

GOALSAND EXPECTED OUTPUT OF THE CISFORUM ON YOUTH

In the light of the above, the organizers of the CIS Forum on Y outh decided to invite various
stakeholders and social agents concerned with the youth situation to consider possible remedial
policy measures, assess their own best practices and schemes, as well as those originating from
other UNECE member States. Therefore, major goals of the CIS Forum on Y outh were as
follows:

1. Toraisethe awareness of the problems faced by young people in the CIS countries,

2. Tomobilize collective action to remedy the situation;

3. To promote the exchange of experiences and best practices in developing youth
entrepreneurship and partnerships between governmental and non-governmental
organizations concerned with youth issues;

4. To mobilize government support of various initiatives that aim at reducing youth
unemployment and poverty;

5. To jointly identify policies and policy measures, which could ensure a progressive

improvement of the life and well-being of youth in al the countries — participants of the

Forum;

To encourage cooperation among youth organizationsin all areas;

To draw the attention to the problems of disadvantaged youth; and

To provide support for initiatives and programmes, striving to transform societies into

more inclusive and tolerant ones.

The key issues to be discussed by the Forum included:

Y outh employment and employability

Y outh entrepreneurship

Y outh migration

Y outh health

Y outh security

ICT and youth social integration

Organization and political participation of youth
Therights of youth

Tolerance and socia cohesion

Integration of disadvantaged youth, and some other issues.

It was expected that the CIS Forum on Y outh would generate a strong impulse to respond to
the youth in distress both comprehensively and systematically. It was dso anticipated that
participating representatives of mass media would induce a sense of urgency of remedial
measures into the larger societies, hence, bringing youth issues to the forefront of the political
agenda.



Finally, it was hoped that the other UNECE member countries, regional and sub-regional
country groupingg/initiatives and organizations would respond constructively to the needs of
the CIS countries by providing assistance in building up new mechanisms, competencies and
capacities needed for integrating youth into the mainstream activities under the market
conditions.

Final report on the CISForum on Youth

Background

CIS Forum on Youth: “Youth of the XXI Century: Realities and Perspectives’ was held in
Kiev (Ukraine) on 24-26 September 2003 upon a recommendation of the First UNECE Forum
on Youth: “ Security, Opportunity and Prosperity” (Geneva, August 2002) with the purpose of
bringing al the stakeholders together to work out solutions to the youth problems, which
would be suitable to and effective under the specific conditions of the CIS sub-region.

The Forum was organized at the invitation of the Government of Ukraine under the auspices of
the UNECE in cooperation with the Executive Committee of the Commonwealth of
Independent States and with support of the Department of Economic and Social Affairs of the
United Nations Secretariat (UNDESA), UNAIDS, UNDP, UNICEF and ILO. In addition to
the substantive input, UNDESA provided financial support to cover expenses of some
participants from the CIS countries.

The Forum was attended by the participants from the following countries: Austria, Armenia,
Azerbaijan, Belarus, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, Czech Republic, Georgia, Germany,
Hungary, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Latvia, Poland, Republic of Moldova, Russian Federation,
Serbia and Montenegro, Slovenia, Sweden, Switzerland, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, United
Kingdom, Ukraine and Uzbekistan. Most of the delegations from the CIS countries were
headed by the Ministers responsible for youth affairs and/or their Deputies. Representatives of
the CIS Executive Committee, UNDESA, UNAIDS, UNICEF and ILO actively participated in
the Forum. A large number of international and national non-governmental organizations,
including such NGOs as Junior Chamber International, Junior Achievement-Y oung Enterprises
Europe, World Youth Bank were also in attendance. A large number of participants
represented local state authorities and youth NGOs at the regional level. In total more than 400
participants took part in the event.

The work of the Forum was organized as follows: opening and closing plenary sessions were
held on the first and last days of the Forum. The second day was devoted to the discussions at
the following five sections:

Y outh Employment and Employability;

Development of Y outh Entrepreneurship;

Socid Protection of Youth and Socia Work with Y oung People;

Y outh Health; and

Role and Place of Y outh Organizations in Addressing and Solving Y outh Problems.

Each session was conducted by the co-chairpersons representing host authorities and
international organizations. At the closing plenary session the co-chairpersons reported on the
outcome of the deliberations within respective sections.

Below are short summaries of the discussions held as well as conclusions and
recommendations prepared in each section as presented by the co-chairpersons.

Opening plenary session

The Forum was officially opened by Ms. Valentyna Dovzhenko, Chairperson of the State
Committee on Family and Youth Affairs of Ukraine who welcomed the participants and
wished success to the Forum. Welcoming addresses from Mr. Leonid Kuchma, President of
Ukraine, Mr. Viktor Yanukovych, Prime Minister of Ukraine, Mr. Yuri Yarov, Chairman of
the Executive Committee and Executive Secretary of the Commonwealth of Independent States
were read out. Mr. Paolo Garonna, Deputy Executive Secretary of UNECE, greeted the
participants and presented the welcoming address to the Forum participants from Ms. Brigita
Schmdgnerova, UNECE Executive Secretary. Greetings to the organizers and participants
were delivered by Ms. Kateryna Samoilyk, Chairperson of the Committee on Y outh Policy,
Sport and Tourism of the Verkhovna Rada (Parliament) of Ukraine, Mr. Sergey Borschevsky,
CIS Executive Committee, Mr. Yuri Kovrizhnykh, Deputy Minister of Education (Russian
Federation), Mr. Intigam Babayev, Deputy Minister of Y outh, Sport and Tourism (Azerbaijan),
Mr. Asror Latipov, Chairman of the State Committee on Youth (Tajikistan), Mr. Vazgen
Khachikyan, Chairman of the National Council of Youth (Armenia), Ms. Marina Ezhova,
Director of the Youth Department of the Ministry of Education (Belarus), Mr. Irakli Todua,
Deputy Head of the Department of Culture, Education, Science and Youth Affairs, State
Chancellery (Georgia), Ms. Khaticha Djafarova, President of NGO “Business & Professional
Women” (Uzbekistan), Mr. Bakhtibek Zhekshenov, Deputy Chairman of the State Committee
on Tourism, Sport and Youth Affairs (Kyrgyzstan), Ms. Stasa Baoh-Plahutnik, State
Secretary, Ministry of Labour, Family and Social Affairs (Slovenia), Ms. Barbara Khyla-
Makovska, Deputy of the Parliament (Poland) and Mr. Tomislav Bogdanic, President, World
Y outh Bank (Croatia).

At the second part of the plenary session, the following participants provided detailed
information on the youth problems and ways of their solution in their countries: Ms. Valentyna
Dovzhenko, Chairperson of the State Committee on Family and Youth Affairs (Ukraine), Mr.
Vitaliy Khomutynnik, Deputy of the Parliament, Chairman of the National Council of Y outh
Organizations (Ukraine), Ms. Stasa Baloh-Plahutnik, State Secretary, Ministry of Labour,
Family and Social Affairs (Slovenia), Mr. Vadym Kostyuchenko, Chairman, Ukrainian Social-
Democratic Youth (Ukraine), Mr. Yuri Kovrizhnykh, Deputy Minister of Education (Russan
Federation), Mr. Igor Buzovski, Second Secretary of NGO “Belarusian Republican Union of
Youth” (Belarus), Mr. Intigan Babayev, Deputy Minister of Youth, Sport and Tourism
(Azerbaijan), Mr. Alexander Sokolov, Chaiman of the National Council of Youth and Children
Organizations (Russian Federation) and Mr. Vadym Tochenyi, Chairman of the Ukrainian
National Committee of Y outh Organizations (Ukraine).

The following participants from international organizations informed the participants of the
Forum on the activities of their organizations aimed at developing international cooperation on
youth issues: Ms. Martina Lubyova, Senior Employment Specialist (ILO), Mr. Josephus
Theunissen, Department for Economic and Social Affairs (United Nations Secretariat, New
York), Ms. Jantine Jacobi, Inter-Country Coordinator (UNAIDS), Mr. Jeremy Hartley,



Representative of UNICEF in Ukraine and Mr. Dominique Angles, Executive Vice President
(Junior Chamber International).

Section 1: Youth Employment and Employability

Co-Chairpersons: Ms. Natdia Zinkevich, First Deputy Director, State Employment Centre,
Ministry of Labour and Social Affairs (Ukraine), Ms. Martina Lubyova, Senior Employment
Specidist (ILO), and Mr. Vaeriy Yaroshenko, Director, Kiev Youth Labour Centre (Ukraine).

During presentation of 16 papers and following discussions, the participants agreed that under
market conditions of economic development all the stakeholders should take into account and
ensure the redization of the state policy in the sphere of employment and socia protection of
youth from unemployment, creation of market infrastructure that would ensure full satisfaction
of youth demands on the labour market, investment in human capital through education, active
support and promotion of youth entrepreneurship, creation of equa opportunities aimed at
effective youth employment, creation of new work places, financing programmes for active
support of unemployed young people from the state budget, further development of market
mechanisms of social protection of youth, in particular insurance schemes for unemployed
youth.

The absence of decent or suitable work and worthy income sharpens the problem of poverty, in
particular amongst young families with children, incomplete families and young people with
disabilities, the number of whom is constantly growing as a result of technogenic and
ecological catastrophes, war conflicts and acts of terrorism. According to the ILO data, more
than 100 min. young people in the world register every year at the employment centres and
about 70 min. young people could not find a job. Concern was voiced that poverty, lack of
work and of necessary knowledge forced the young people to accept low-paid and unskilled
jobs and/or to become the victims of dave trafficking.

During the discussions it was acknowledged that in many countries positive experience in
finding the solutions to urgent problems of youth at labour markets had been accumulated;
legal and normative framework had been created; different forms of support for unemployed
young people had been used and financed; social services and financial assistance had been
provided; work places had been created; programmes of vocational training adjusted to market
conditions had been implemented; youth entrepreneurship, internship abroad and participation
in international volunteer programmes had been supported. It was also noted that in that
respect the useful experience had been accumulated by the State Employment Service of
Ukraine, the Kiev Youth Employment Centre, students employment services of other youth
NGOs, volunteers organizations of Belarus as well as in the course of implementation of
programmes of securing work places for the graduates from higher education ingtitutions in
Poland.

The participants also believed that nobody should stay away from the process of solving urgent
problems of youth labour market. These problems should be resolved by means of securing
macroeconomic stabilization, ratification of and adherence to relevant international norms and
treaties, developing cooperation and consolidation of efforts of governments, Parliaments,
socia partners, non-governmental organizations, international community and attraction of
international technical and financial assistance.

In their conclusions and recommendations, the participants underlined the need to:
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1 integrate the youth employment policy into the overall national employment
strategy and undertake the evaluation of effectiveness of branch and corporate
development from the view point of consequences of such development at the

labour market;

2. stimulate the creation of additional work places for young people by employers,

3. provide preferences in employment to young people with disabilities,

4, create conditions for the secondary employment of young people and provide
opportunities to students to work in their free time without breaking education
process;

5. promote the activities of youth employment centres;

6. secure legal framework for labour migration of young people outside their countries

of residence, including in the CIS countries;
7. create relevant conditions in higher education institutions for training highly-
qualified specialistsin the field of youth employment;

8. increase the number of international and national projects and programmes which
would expand opportunities for youth employment at the labour market;
9. conduct research on the current and future situation at the labour market under the

conditions of the excess supply of unneeded specialists;

10.  organize the internship and employment of young students beginning from the third
year of their studies with the aim of their full employment after graduation from the
higher education ingtitutions and ensuring their competitiveness at the labour
market;

11.  renew and improve the legal-normative basis regarding youth employment; and

12.  continue and renew collaborative relations between organizations deaing with
youth employment, and keep population informed at the broad scale of the practical
steps aimed at resolving problems at youth employment market.

Section 11: Development of Youth Entrepreneurship

Co-Chairpersons: Mr. Kostyantyn Vaschenko, First Deputy Chairperson, State Committee for
the Regulatory Policy and Entrepreneurship (Ukraine), Mr. Antal Szabo, Regional Adviser
(UNECE), Ms. Tetiana Bezulik, Director, Department of Y outh, State Committee on Family
and Youth Affairs (Ukraine), and Mr. Denis Krasnikov, President, Council of Youth
Entrepreneurs (Ukraine).

The presentation of 21 reports and following discussions were structured around the following
four topics: government policies supporting youth entrepreneurship, exchange of experiences
of young entrepreneurs, school business and business education for dropout students, and
project proposals on youth entrepreneurship development.

It was noted under the first topic that UNECE had developed a guide on the development of
youth entrepreneurship within the framework of national SME policy of the CIS countries.
What is needed is a national youth policy, which mainstreams youth-related policies by al
sectoral ministries, government authorities and other stakeholders, including NGOs, dealing
with the issue of youth from employability to entrepreneurship, from education to health, from
housing to entertainment, etc., and provides resources to solve the problems faced by youth.
While developing a national youth policy, attention should be given to youth entrepreneurship
and enterprise-based youth employment policies. Y outh entrepreneurship is a means to move
young people into self-employment, thus creating jobs, contributing to economic
empowerment and eventually alleviating poverty.
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The participants from the CIS countries shared their vision of youth entrepreneurship problems
and the experience accumulated in their countries for solving these problems. The
representative of ILO highlighted the UN Secretary General's Y outh Employment Network that
strengthened the coherence of youth employment-related activities. The moddities of work of
the Y outh Business International, a worldwide network which provides business mentoring and
access to finance was aso highlighted. Swiss experience to promote young entrepreneursin a
simple, efficient and successful way was presented by W. A. de Vigier Foundation. This
unique foundation provides grants to young entrepreneurs, so that they have sufficient equity to
establish alimited or joint-stock company.

The participants agreed, that the key elements of the development and implementation of youth
entrepreneurship programmes in the transition economies should focus on: promotion of self-
employment, creation of youth business incubation programmes, skill training, financing,
mentoring and organizing youth entrepreneur’ s competitions.

Three entrepreneurs from different countries spoke the ways they started their business, the
obstacles they faced to become entrepreneurs. In spite of the different cultural and economic
roots, they were optimistic and confident, that everyone who makes the first step could reach
the goal, if she/hereally wants that.

The participants agreed that school environment was a fundamental basis for forming the
knowledge, behaviour and orientation of young men and women. The growth of
entrepreneurship programme in education ingtitutions has been remarkable for the last decade.
There are different interpretations of school business, but so far no definition has been adopted.
The most important thing is to develop entrepreneurial curriculum and introduce
entrepreneurship as a possble career option. This requires the involvement of teachers and
business persong/entrepreneurs who can teach entrepreneurship from an entrepreneurial point
of view.

Various methods and schemes on how to prepare young people in primary and secondary
schools to become entrepreneurs were presented. Experiences show, that students getting
information on how to start a business will become entrepreneurs roughly after 8-10 years after
graduating from the institute, while student getting involved in business during the school
years will turn toward entrepreneurship after 5 years of leaving the school. Attention was
drawn to the value of a dua vocationa training system in Germany, where schools and
companies are partners in training. While vocational schools are focusng on theoretical
teaching and learning, the companies provide training within areal work environment.

The following four project proposas on youth entrepreneurship development were presented:
creation of an International Centre for Education and Training of Young Entrepreneurs in
Belarus, creation of a Y outh Business Development Centre for the Caucasus, development of a
Y outh Business Development Centre in the Republic of Moldova, and establishment of an
International Y outh Information and Analytical Centre in the Russian Federation.

In their conclusions and recommendations, the participants underlined the need to:
1. cdl upon CIS Governments to elaborate national medium-term youth
entrepreneurship policies followed by action plan for each country. The CIS

Executive Committee is encouraged to elaborate a joint action plan. UNECE could
provide ass stance in elaboration of such aplan;
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2. recommend UNECE to continue the activities of the UNECE Team of Specialists
on Entrepreneurship in Poverty Alleviation: Youth Entrepreneurship that plays an
important role in raising awareness toward youth entrepreneurship;

3. recommend UNECE to collect information on best practices in enterprise-based
curriculum in primary and secondary schools, and produce a publication on the
subject for wider dissemination;

4, strengthen cooperation and networking among NGOs in the field of youth
entrepreneurship;

5. investigate the possibility of creating a UNECE Portrait Gallery of Youth
Entrepreneurs similar to that on women entrepreneurs,

6. draw attention of the CIS countries to the UN Secretary Genera’s Youth
Employment Network and encourage them to take part in thisinitiative; and

7. recommend UNECE and the World Youth Bank to continue their activities in
collecting and developing projects related to youth entrepreneurship.

Section I11: Social Protection of Youth and Social Work with Young People

Co-Chairpersons: Mr. Victor Diachenko, Deputy Minister for Labour and Social Affairs
(Ukraine), Mr. Josephus Theunissen, Department for Economic and Social Affairs (United
Nations Secretariat), and Ms. Svitlana Tolstouhova, Director, State Youth Social Services
(Ukraine).

During presentation of 18 papers and following discussions, the participants spoke about the
necessity of improving the legal framework of various States on the basis of the principles of
youth policy proclaimed by the United Nations, studying international experience of youth
policy implementation, working out the mechanism of cooperation between governmental and
non-governmental organizations aimed at involving NGOs in the formulation and
implementation of youth policy, interaction between NGOs of various countries with the aim
of achieving unity amongst young people as citizens of the world and redlization of their
interests at national and international levels.

The participants stressed the importance of supporting young families, in particular students
families, and the need to work out state programmes on their socia protection, to increase
students allowances up to the level of minimum living wage and to resolve their housing
problems.

The problems of young people with disabilities and creation of conditions for securing their
equality with other citizens in education, employment and self-realization were discussed. The
problems of gender policy and gender equality, prevention of people trafficking, in particular
children trafficking were touched upon. There is a need to support women NGOs aimed at
broadening their participation in socio-political life of their countries. Youth today
demonstrates an active life position and is ready to become not just a simple consumer but also
an active human resource, in particular through involvement into international volunteers
movement. At the same time, there were some controversial opinions regarding the
advisability to define youth as socio-demographic group or to combine state youth policy, and
children and family policies.

Some other issues being considered as important and actual ones were the need for NGOs to

provide quality social services and the necessity to evaluate the effectiveness of activities of
both governmental and non-governmental organizations that could constitute a basis for setting
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priorities in financing target youth programmes. It was also stressed that alongside with the
need for state assistance youth NGOs should more fully utilize their own resources.

In their conclusions and recommendations, the participants underlined the need to:

1 support by all means the unity of youth of the planet with the aim of activating its
potential in organizing social protection and support of young generation,
developing mutual understanding and unity of young people as citizens of the
united globalised world;

2. secure participation of youth in the formation of practica youth policy based upon
background principles that were proclaimed by the United Nations;

3. use fully international experience of NGOs and other social institutions of the civil
society on the problems of social work, social protection and support of youth, in
particular young people from vulnerable groups;

4, work out targeted programmes of state support for various youth groups, for
example talented young people, young people with special requirements, as well as
students and young students families, in terms of securing their social protection,
raising students allowances up to the level of minimum living wage and resolving
their residential problems;

5. develop the network of governmental and non-governmental social institutions as
an important insrument for rendering social support and services for the young
people;

6. monitor the development of youth social demands under the conditions of
deepening market changes,

7. create conditions for education and formation of law culture of youth through

organizing open public and distant discussions, international schools, seminars,
training courses, thematic camp gatherings, etc; and

8. shape the common information and education space for the young people actively
participating in social work.

Section 1V: Youth Health

Co-Chairpersons: Mr. Vladimir Zagorodnyj, Deputy Minister of Health (Ukraine), Ms. Jantine
Jacobi, Inter-Country Coordinator (UNAIDS), and Mr. Oleksandr Y aremenko, Director, State
Institute on Y outh and Family (Ukraine)

During presentation of papers and following discussions it was acknowledged that socio-
economic changes that accompanied the process of formation of the economies in transition
alongside with some undisputable achievements had brought about problems one of the most
dangerous of which was the deterioration of health of the young generation. This fact is
witnessed by birth and mortality rates of young people, spread of socially caused diseases,
namely: tuberculosis, HIV/AIDS, drug abuse, sexualy transmitted and other diseases
registered by health and demographic statistics.

There are alot of evidences to suggest that development of such a situation is connected first of
al with the way of life of the considerable part of young people that is characterized by
widespread smoking, consumption of acohol and drugs, dangerous sexual behavior,
unsatisfactory level of physical exercises, irrationa nutrition and other habits harmful for
health. Among other factors leading to health deterioration and to a large extent being caused
by declining educational potential of family, schools and out-of-schools structures are difficult
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psychological relations in social surroundings, decline in moral sphere where consumption
values and criminal moods often prevail. Very slow solution of such social problems as
poverty, homelessness, violence, unemployment, accessibility to quality education and
perspective professional training, opportunities for meaningful spending of leisure time also
negatively affect the youth health. The current state of physical, psychological, spiritual and
socia health of young people presents a potential threat to the health of the whole population
and future national development.

The world experience of the last two decades, as reflected in the WHO background documents
such as the Ottawa Charter For Health Promotion (1986), World Health Declaration “ Health-
for-all policy for the twenty-first century” (1998) and many others, suggests an effective
remedy for preventing danger to youth health. This remedy isthe targeted systematic activity
of main social institutions aimed at disease preventing and creating conditions for the fullest
realization by each person of his/her health potential. These activities that are defined as “the
formation of the healthy way of life” include, first of all, the range of practical measures aimed
at strengthening state social policy for the sake of youth health and promoting the development
of NGOs that act on the principles of involvement of youth itself into decision-making and
realization of these decisions.

There are important pre-conditions in the CIS countries for expanding activities focused on the
formation of the healthy way of life of youth, in particular favourable legal framework,
practical experience of many governmental and non-governmental organizations as well as
contacts with international organizations active in this area. But a the same time, these
activities that are supported by the State are hampered by, first of al, lack of coordination and
integration of efforts and resources of state authorities and NGOs that implement numerous
progranmes and projects in the field of youth health. There are evidences that many
organizations in the CIS countries that are dealing with similar problems act independently of
each other and unable to maintain fruitful cooperation amongst themsel ves.

In their conclusions and recommendations, the participants underlined the need to:

1 support by state authorities NGOs that deal with the formation of the healthy way of
life of youth; develop socia advertisement; ban completely tobacco and acohol
advertising in mass media;

2. set up single coordination centres that would unite the efforts of various
governmental structures, coordinate the activities of the local authorities and NGOs;
work out long-term national strategies on the formation of the healthy way of life of
youth; and

3. work out and adopt national programmes on the formation of the healthy way of life
of youth for 5-10 years taking into account the provisions of the UN Millennium
Development Goals.

Section V: The Roleand Place of Youth Organizationsin Addressing and Solving Y outh
Problems

Co-Chairpersons: Mr. Igor Pekarev, First Deputy Chairperson, State Committee on Family and
Youth Affairs (Ukraine), Mr. Jeremy Hartley, Representative of UNICEF, Mr. Vitaliy
Khomutynnik, Chairman, National Council of Y outh Organizations (Ukraine), and Mr. Vadym
Tochenyi, Chairman, Ukrainian National Committee of Y outh Organizations (Ukraine).
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During short presentation of 26 papers and following discussions, the participants underlined
that young people were more able than others to generate new ideas and new approaches to
solving problems important for the society. They are often the champions of demographic,
socio-economic, political and spiritud development, determinants for changes adequate to
urgent demands and challenges of time.

The youth NGOs are one of the most important instruments for attracting young people to
participate in societal changes, to enhance their activities aimed at solving both their own
urgent socio-economic problems as well as those of their countries as a whole. They are
specific intermediary between state authorities and young people in the process of youth policy
realization. Youth NGOs have played and continue to play an important role in the formation
and development of democratic societies in the CIS countries. They wish to integrate rapidly
in the international youth structures and to become an indispensable part of the youth
movement in Europe and world as awhole.

At the same time it was stressed that many youth NGOs and youth movement as a whole are
still at the phase of formation, adjustment of form and methods of their activities to the new
realities of transition period underway in their countries. They need the support from the state
authorities and the society at large. The gtate authorities and society should recognise high
importance of attracting as many young people as possible, first of all through NGOs, to the
formulation and implementation of youth policy.

In their conclusions and recommendations, the participants underlined the need to:

1. set up a CIS Council on Youth Affairs;

2. expand cooperation between youth NGOs and state authorities in the
implementation of youth policy and solution of urgent problems of the young
people;

3. focus NGOs' projects and programmes on the solution of the most important social
problems facing young people. To expand their financing from the state budget;

4, consolidate youth movement, coordinate the activities of youth NGOs and set up for
this purpose a Council of National Committees of Youth NGOs of the CIS
countries;

5. expand information basis of the youth movement and set up for this purpose a CIS
International Youth Information Centre with the support of the CIS Executive
Committee;

6. support the training programmes for youth leaders on the part of CIS state
authorities and UNECE; and

7. expand internationa contacts of youth NGOs of the region and their involvement in
the international youth structures at the European and world levels.

Closing plenary session

During the closing session, the Co-Chairpersons of each section reported on the outcome of the
deliberations held in their sections that are summarized above.

An “Apped of the Participants of the CIS Forum on Youth “Youth of the XXI Century:
Realities and Perspectives” to Governments, Non-Governmental Organizations and CIS
Youth” was read out by Ms. Marina Ezhova (Belarus) and adopted by the participants (see
Annex).
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In conclusion, Ms. Valentyna Dovzhenko thanked all the participants of the Forum for their
active participation and wished them success in their future work.

Accompanying events

In the process of the preparation for the Forum an International Contest was launched in 7
nominations, namely: “Y oung entrepreneur — 2003”, “Young lawyer — 2003”, “Y outh |eader —
20037, “Young farmer — 2003”, “Young scientist — 2003”, “Young talent — 2003” and
“Manager of youth social services — 2003". The Ukraine' s National Organizing Committee
has received a number of applications under the above nominations from the state authorities
and NGOs, slected the winners and recommended that the winners of the International
Contest be awarded with Diploma from UNECE and CIS Executive Committee. The awarding
ceremony took place during the opening and closing sessions.

During the Forum an exhibition of 8 governmental organizations and 15 NGOs dealing with
youth affairs was arranged in the lobby of the Conference Salle of the Kiev Institute of
International Relations of the Kiev National University where the Forum took place. It gave
the possibility to the participants to get better acquainted with the activities of these
organizations, including concrete programmes and projects aimed at supporting young people.

After closing deliberations in sections, interested participants had the opportunity to visit: the
Kiev Employment Centre, Y outh Labour Exchange, NGO “Find Job Together”, All-Ukrainian
Youth Centre for Entrepreneurship Development, Centre for Social Aid to Youth of Dnepr
Digrict (Kiev), Centre on Work with People with Disabilities, City narcotic hospital
“Sociotherapy” — clinics for treatment of drug-dependent youth, Rehabilitation Society
“Marjina School”, Centre of Youth Re-socialization of the All-Ukrainian Youth Association
“Youth Againg Crime and Drug Abuse”, All-Ukrainian NGO “Y outh Against Corruption” and
International Centre “La Strata— Ukraine”.

We, representatives from 25 countries, participants of the CIS Forum on Y outh “Y outh of the
XXI Century: Readlities and Perspectives’ that took place in Kiev (Ukraine) on 24-26
September 2003 under the aegis of the United Nations Economic Commission for Europe:

- underline a fundamental role of youth in the formation and development of
democracy in our countries;

- welcome the efforts of the state authorities aimed at formulating youth policy that
meets aspirations, interests and needs of youth;

- consider that youth policy should be built upon the principle of active participation
of youth itself in the formation and realization of youth policy, and envisage close
alignment of youth policy with child and family policies,

- deny violence, war and terrorism as inadmissible for youth,

- believe that the process of globalization which secures access to the achievements
of world civilization should be accompanied by strengthening and further
development of cultural traditions of all the countries of the world,;

- voice concern over the existence of consderable problems of youth in the
realization of its basic rights in education, on labour market, in public health care
and in formation of the healthy way of life.

- state support of the youth movement, attraction of youth to the formation and
redization of youth policy, broadening the international contacts of youth NGOs in
the region and their joining international European and world youth structures,
creation of the CIS Council on Youth Affairs, adoption of the programmes for
training and support of those involved in work with youth and young leaders of the
countries of the region,

- promotion of youth employment, creation of conditions for youth professional
orientation and training, guaranteeing young people the first work place;

- development of entrepreneurial initiatives of youth, facilitation, to the extent
possible, of the mechanisms of providing credits to young entrepreneurs, creation of
conditions for international cooperation;

- broadening the social protection of youth and deepening social work with youth, in
particular young people living in poverty and young people with disabilities;

- undertaking the range of practical measures to strengthen the state socid policy
aimed at securing the youth health, promoting the healthy way of life of young
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people, prevention of spreading socially dangerous deceases, in particular drug
abuse and HIV/AIDS.

We consider it necessary to convene regularly regional youth forums with the aim of further
exchanging experience and strengthening friendship and cooperation.

“Youth is the future, and | believe we should involve young people in solving any problems
facing the state and society.

The adults are not always able to find aright solution because they lack ambition, desire and
passion, which are the attributes of youth”.

|. Changesin the Youth Situation

Transition and Its Social Implicationsfor Youth in the CIS Countries

UNECE Secretariat

From the very onset of transition its social implications have been both underestimated and
downplayed due to varying reasons. They still are in some of the transition countries. Such a
situation was prone to disastrous outcomes, as the rise of poverty and income inequality,
conflicts and mass displacement, criminalization and corruption have attested. The price of
transition in terms of socid distress was high, and youth has paid its share

Youth is one of the high-risk groups, whose vulnerability could be easily augmented even
under stable societal conditions. Transition, as any fundamental societal changes, has affected
al basic ingtitutions of society. It has made many forms of the earlier social organization
obsolete, including the socialization of youth. Deay in socia mobilization or failure to
respond to new conditions in some of the CIS countries has lead to sgnificant losses of human
potential both in quditative and quantitative terms. These losses will be felt more strongly
with the yearsto come. Thisisthe time, when forward-looking pro-active strategies need to be
launched to alleviate their impact on the future.

Social effectsof transition

Among the factors, affecting the youth situation in the CIS region, changes in the opportunity
set have been most important. Under the previous social arrangements young people were
guaranteed: employment, free access to health and education, minimum income and shelter. It
was the responsibility of the State to deliver these social benefits and, therefore, ensure that
individual socia and economic rights could be fully exercised.

Under the new conditions, brought about by transtion, this is not the case anymore in most
instances despite the fact that some of the above-listed economic and social rights were assured
by new Constitutions. Changes in property rights, including in the education and health sector,
have dramatically altered the opportunity sets available to young people through the CIS
countries. As the responsbility for raising and caring after the young has been shifted to
families, their capacity to implement this task has become a crucial factor in shaping the
opportunity set of youth.
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Proliferation of poverty and income inequality in all the CIS countries since the beginning of

transition indicates that the capacity of most families to meet this task is very limited (see

Tablel).

Transition reforms have changed the income structure, which in the past had been heavily
dominated by wages. Prolonged economic depresson and macro-economic instability,
coupled with the failure of the State to provide an adequate social protection, brought about a
significant erosion of the real value of household incomes. Real wages fell well below the
1989 level and have not yet fully recovered in most of the CIS countries (see Table 2). The
same has happened to socia benefits, especially family allowances, which in some countries
were practically abolished (in Georgia, for example).

The erosion of labour and social income have degpened income inequality, which was further
aggravated by privatisation of assets. In the majority of the CIS countries, production assets
were actualy captured by a few, giving rise to wealth inequality, which in combination with
uncertain property rights regimes, restricted access to borrowing, administrative barriers to the
entry to market, wide-spread corruption and other constraints, has prevented most households
from utilizing new income opportunities, and, hence, creating new assets.

The lack of income opportunities in the formal economic sector has pushed many families into
the informa economic sector. In some of the CIS countries, the size of the informa economy
has swelled up to 40-60 per cent of GDP (in Armenia, Russia and Georgia, for example). The
informal activities range from growing vegetables on private plots for household consumption
to underground production, assembly and repair of sophisticated hi-tech equipment and
criminal activities, such as drug trafficking, prostitution, etc. The conditions of work are
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generally harsh and dangerous, while the earnings are relatively low and unstable. The
informal workers are open to abuse by employers, crime groups and corrupted officials.

Box 1. Poverty in the Russan Federation

In an interview with Novaya Gazeta, the Director of the Institute of Socio-Economic Problems
of the Population, reeled off a list of grim stati stics about how poor most of Russia remains.

The institute estimates that the minimum wage needed to live in Russia is 2,065 roubles (£41) a
month, but the legal minimum wage is just 450 roubles (£9). In some regions, up to 70% of the
population is living on 60 roubles a day (£1.20). Poverty is one of the main causes for the
drastic decline in Russia's population, which, according to the estimates of the Institute, would
decrease by a third by 2045.

Nor is the Russian population a picture of health. "The life expectancy of a modern Russan
man aged 25 or older isequal to or lower than that at the end of the 19th century."

Poverty, but also insufficient economic growth, in many CIS countries, is one of the factors
responsible for high youth unemployment, which is usualy twice the level of adult
unemployment, but not in this case (see Table 3 and Table 4). As many families are unable to
pay for quality education of their young members and/or provide support while they are
studying, the latter have to look for job. However, depressed labour markets in most countries
have been unable to asorb the supply of young workers even in the aging societies.

Persistently high rates of registered youth unemployment (Uzbekistan, Kazakhstan, Tajikistan)
imply deprivation of work experience, which is, together with education and training, play a
crucia role in the formation of work habits, right attitudes, skills, and, therefore, determine
future employment perspectives and income returns of young people.

Low average wages and, hence, per capita incomes in most of the CIS countries have had
another implication for young people seeking jobs — most jobs that are made available to them
are in the lowest-pay category. Some observers believe that the lack of economic opportunity
for many of young people has led to the general loss of motivation, as well as alienation from
the society. According to UNICEF estimates, in the CIS region, amost 18 million of young
people in the age category of 15-25 were missing in 2001. They were neither a school nor in
the labour force.

Because of economic problems facing most CIS countries, the Governments, at both the central
and the local levels, have been obliged to drastically cut back on many of the services provided
to the public. These include the medical services and education, with rural areas and small
urban communities being the most adversely affected.

Reduced public funding of education coupled with growing poverty has been responsible for
deterioration of school enrolments. The basic education enrolments declined in 10 of the 12
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CIS countries, the general secondary enrolment rates - in seven, and the tertiary rates - in 3
countries, between 1989 and 1998.

Curtailed medical services, in their turn, have contributed to the sharp decline in male life
expectancy, especially in Russia and Ukraine, which is now 61 compared to 65 in 1986 (female
life expectancy is 70). Other causal factors include rising alcohol, tobacco and drug
consumption.

Unemployment has been particularly serious among young people from economically
backward regions, as well as those with low education levels and/or from socially deprived
families. Specific categories of youth being most heavily affected were orphans, disabled and
those in refugee camps. The probability of gaining employment among these latter categories
of youth isthe lowest.

Rural-urban social differences among youth have been further heightened by transition. In
1998, in Kyrgyzstan, for example, 41 per cent of the rural youth in the age category of 15-24
years old were unemployed against 27.4 per cent of the urban youth. Twenty-six per cent of
the Kyrgyz rural youth were neither in education nor in the labour force againgt 17 per cent of
the urban youth. In Russia, the corresponding figures were 21 per cent and 9 per cent.

Apart from the shortage of new jobs, the increasingly deepening mismatch between the supply
of skills and labour demand has also been responsible for high rates of youth unemployment in
the CIS countries. As some of the presentations in this publication show, this mismatch has
stemmed from awhole set of factors:

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e Slow response of the educationa establishments to new conditions and a rapidly
changing demand for skills

e Breakdown of ties between vocational training/high education schools and the
enterprise sector

e Shortage of knowledge and expertise in some areas to provide training adequate to
market requirements (such as in Finance, Marketing, M anagement, etc.)

e Strong hold of tradition on education with the emphasis on theoretical knowledge and,
to alesser degree, on the practical application of knowledge

e Drastic curtailing of public financing of education and the absence of aternative
sources of funding

e Abrupt impoverishment of the population and inability of families to compensate for
the loss of public funding

e Changes in value orientation among youth with regards to future profession and career
choice

o Effects of societal anomie (wide-spread petty theft, corruption, organized crime,
predator behaviour and etc) that have induced rent-seeking incentives

Joblessness at the early stage of adulthood has heavy psychological and, hence, socia
implications. Youth is full of expectations, hopes and energy and disappointments are not
easily managed due to the lack of life experience. Responses may range from suicidal
behaviour, escape to drugs and other substance abuse to rage and meaningless violence. Inthe
Russian Federation and Ukraine, for example, the registered juvenile crime rate almost doubled
between 1989 and 1995. In both countries, tough measures have been applied resulting in
increase (by 100%) of the juvenile sentencing rates.

Other grim statistics confirm the pattern. Suicide rates of males in the age category of 15-19
years old dramatically increased in Belarus, Kazakhstan, Russian Federation (two times)
between 1989 and 2001.> Substance abuse has been on rise among youth in many CIS
countries, including drug-addiction (see Figure 1 and 2, Box 2).

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Box 2. Tajikistan: Youth and Drugs

Tajikistan is one of the Central Asian states in the front line against drug traffickers operating
from Afghanistan, the world'slargest producer of opium.

"You only have to ask a couple of your friends and they know where you can go" says one
young Tajik in a matter-of-fact tone.

"It's very popular and widespread in Dushanbe. In each street you can buy any kind of drug
here."

According to the government Drug Control Agency, Tajikistan has in the last three years seen
a sharp increase in drug addiction. It estimates that around two-thirds of the country's drug
addictsare less than 30 yearsold.

Drug pushers are known to target universities and schools. In a playground, with the bell
ringing for the end of lunch-break, one eight-year old pupil explained:

"They come and offer the first few doses free of charge. Then they come back with more, and
you haveto pay".

At a clinic for drug addiction in the capital Dushanbe a doctor confirmed that 70% of her
patients were young people.

"I'm 21" whispered one of them - a pale, thin figure Ssumped on a bed.
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"I've been using heroin for six months. Maybe because | have nothing to do - that's why | take
drugs. So do my friends. They don't work either."”

Crime and substance abuse are not the only companions of poverty. The diseases and, hence,
bad health also are (see Box 3). With proliferation of drug-addiction among youth in CIS
countries, the incidence of various diseases, including the deadly HIV/AIDS infection, has
been on rise among them (see Box 4).

Box 3. Russian Federation: Drugsand Crime

About four million Russians are addicted to drugs, according to the State Committee on Illegal
Drugs.

More than 60 percent of addicts are under 30 years of age, and an estimated 20 percent are
schoolchildren. The average Russian drug addict begins his or her habit at the age of 15-17,
according to the official.

Onein 10 crimesin Russia is now drug-related and the illegal trade is now worth about $10

billion a year. However, this is a mere fraction of global turnover - reckoned by some to be
about $400 billion.

According to UNAIDS, the Europe and Central Asia Region continues to experience the
fastest-growing epidemic in the world. In 2001, there were an estimated 250,000 new
infections, bringing to 1 million the number of people living with HIV/AIDS. The Russian
Federation and Ukraine remain at the forefront of the HIV/AIDS epidemic in ECA, but many
other countries are now experiencing rapidly emerging epidemics.

Box 4. UNICEF Warning

HIV/IAIDS is spreading at a fager rate in parts of Central and Eastern Europe and the
Commonwealth of independent States (CEE/CIS) than anywhere else in the world, according
to UNICEF. It warnsthat infection from the virusis now the greatest threat to the health of the
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region’s young people as it moves “virtually unchecked” into the mainstream population.

In the CIS, almost 80% of new infections were registered among people under 29 between
1997-2000. In Estonia, the report found that 38% of newly registered infections are among
those aged under 20, with 90% among people less than 30 years of age.

UNICEF says the implications for the region’s economic growth and social stability are
“alarming”. “ Young people account for most new infections (in the region) and their low
levels of HIV awareness, combined with increasingly risky behaviour, herald a catastrophe. It
is clear that the gravity of the situation has been underestimated and that precious time has
been lost. Without immediate and radical action, there is little to stop the spread of the
disease.”

By the end of 2001, there were an estimated one million people with HIV/AIDS in the region,
up from 420,000 in 1998, and an infection rate 20 times higher than the EU average in some
regions The growth in substance abuse, particularly drug injection, the earlier sexual activity
of young people and the growing numbers of sex workers have been the main reasons for the
rapid spread of the disease. Women accounted for 25% of officially registered infectionsin CIS
countries between 1997 and 2000, but their proportion has been on rise, suggesting — since
women are less likely to be injecting drug users - sexual transmisson has been probably a
source of infection.

UNICEF has been increasingly concerned with large-scale national responses to HIV having
little impact, with any small preventative successes being grass-root mode!.

Although the countries of Central Asiaare ill at the earliest stages of an HIV/AIDS epidemic,
there is cause for serious concern. Drug trafficking routes pass through the region (see Table
5). There is ample evidence from other regions that drug-trafficking, injecting drug use, and
HIV infection are closely woven together, with the spread of HIV following drug trafficking
routes (see Box 5).

Surging HIV/AIDS infection in some of the Central Asian countries conform to this
observation. Registered cases have amost doubled each year since 2000 in Kazakhstan. The
first case was reported in 1987. By end-2001 the number of registered cases had grown to
2,343. UNAIDS estimates that the true number is at least twice as high, while other experts
believe that the number is at least 10 times higher. All oblasts now have confirmed HIV+
cases. The worst affected regions are Karaganda, Pavlodar and Koustanay, and Almaty city.
The most common mode of transmission is infected syringes and needles while injecting drugs.

The virus is concentrated among unemployed youth and prisoners. Almost 75% of affected
persons were unemployed at time of infection. The disease is also increasing rapidly among
prisoners.

Young people, especially young men, have been disproportionately affected. Over half the

infected people are between 20-29 years, aimost 90% are between 15-39 years, and amost
80% are men.’
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The potential for continued rapid spread among injecting drug users is acute. There are 43
thousand registered drug users athough the true number is probably five times greater (see
Figure 3).

Box 5. Central Asa: Poverty Fuelsthe Drug Trade, Addiction and Hence,

an ExplosveHIV Crids

Central Asia isa critical drug trafficking route, with cities on the route having some
of the highest registered rates of HIV in Central Asia. The countries of Central Asia
lie on the corridor through which much of the world's hard drug trade from
Afghanistan, Pakistan, and Central Asia itself, is conducted. The cities of Timertau
(Kazakhstan), Yangi Yul (Uzbekistan), and Osh (Kyrgyzstan), which lie directly on drug
trafficking routes have some of the highest documented rates of HIV in Central Asia.

Poverty is fuelling the drug trade in Central Asia and the narcotics industry has
become deeply embedded in the economy. The collapse of the USSR hit Central Asia
especially hard. As incomes from agriculture all but disappeared, the local population
became increasingly involved in the drug trade as couriers, local distributors, and
users. One report on Tajikistan found that 30% of the population is dependent on the
illicit drug business. There are reports of women serving as drug couriers in exchange
for food to feed their families and of payment for servicesin drugs rather than cash.

Poverty is fostering an increase in drug use and the method of drug use is becoming
more risky. A long history of psychoactive substance abuse is reported for the region.
Now, access to more potent drugs is becoming both easier and cheaper. The Open
Society Institute estimates that 10% of total drugs smuggled are consumed in country.
Furthermore, people are switching from the more expensive vodka to cheaper heroin,
and heroin users are starting to switch from smoking or snorting to injection.

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e The culture of fear is driving drug users 'underground’ where they can spread the
HIV virus undetected. Drug users often face arrest/persecution from police when they
try to access services, even when they are drug-free. Control of a potential HIV
epidemic that is concentrated amongst injecting drug users requires that drug users
have access to service providers --clinics to treat STIs, harm reduction or needle
exchange programs, and treatment centersto treat the drug addiction.

Other long-forgotten diseases are back, such as, for example, tuberculosis, despite high
immunization rates of children under one year old in all the CIS countries. The tuberculosis
incidence tripled in Georgia and Kyrgyzstan between 1989 and 2001. It doubled in Russia,
Ukraine and Moldova. This implies the worsening of living conditions, as well as the crisis of
the health sector.

Various studies confirm that the access to health services and medication has been increasingly
constrained by insufficient incomes (see Box 6). In all countries, the share of public
expenditure on health in GDP fell. In Georgia, it shrank from 3.2 percent in 1990 to 0.9 per
cent in 2001, in Kazakhstan — from 3.3 per cent to 1.6 per cent, and, in Moldova — from 4 per
cent to 2.9 per cent.* Inred terms, thisfall was even more severe, when considered against the
magnitude of the real GDP reduction.

The CIS countries urgently need to respond to the distress of youth in a persistent and
systematic manner. This is critical for sustaining economic growth, eradicating poverty and
ensuring future competitiveness at the globa markets.

While many of them have established government bodies, whose responsibilities include youth
affairs, the latter have been largely unsuccessful in remedying the situation. To some extent,
the lack of funds could be blamed on, but not aways. Apathy, mistaken assumptions
(especially with regards to the capacity of families to subgtitute the State), lack of compassion
and/or consensus on policy measures, etc., all have contributed to the delay of social
mobilization.

Coordination between different government bodies has been meagre in many countries often
due to the weakness of strategies. This has led to adiffusion of limited resources, reducing the
impact of government action.

Formation of an institutiond and organizational framework, which could alow for
participation of other stakeholders in youth affairs, including the enterprise/corporate sector,
has been slow in most countries. This has undermined the effectiveness of government
measures, especially with regards to the integration of young people into the labour market.

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Box 6. Health CareCrisisin the CIS Countries

Wha is Paying for Health Care in Eastern Europe and Central Asia?

The results of the 1997 survey in the Russian
Federation indicate considerable inability to
afford health services and prescription drugs,
especially among some income groups. Figure 6
summarizes the percentage of houscholds,
across four income categories, reporting
nonconsumption of health care due to lack of
resources.

The lowest income group (those earning less
than USS60 per month) did not purchase half of
the prescribed drugs and had to forego more
than one-third of medical visits due to income
constraints. Even those in the highest of the four
income groups were deterred from purchasing
drugs and outpatient services roughly one-fifth
of the time.

Patterns of outpatient use across the income
quintiles for Poland can be seen in Figure 7. The
highest income group in this case spends
roughly five times what the lowest quintile
houschold does. Evidence from the Kyrgyz
Republic shows similar results. While 36
percent of the population overall could not
afford to fill prescriptions, 70 percent of the poor
were unable to do so  (Abel-Smith and
Falkingham 1996).

Why the poor pay less on average for services
may be due to their lower or more limited
consumption, or that they pay less for
comparable services. The fact that demand for
health care does not rise on a one-to-one basis
with income would also suggest that the poor
would spend relatively less than higher-income
patients. Qualitative results from Azerbaijan and
Ukraine suggest that providers will often set
prices that discriminate in favor of low-income
patients, particularly in rural areas (World Bank
1997h; KIIS 1999): this practice appears to be
uncommon in Armenia, however {Kurkchiyan
1999).

Reports of the sick not seeking assistance due to
the high cost of care suggest further
impediments to access. Data illustrating the
financial impediments to health care in six
countries are shown in Figure 8. In Georgia, 94
percent of respondents were unable to seek
health care in 1997 due to its high cost. High
costs elsewhere, notably Albania and Tajikistan,
also posed major difficulties for many people. A
significant proportion of the populations in all
six countries could not atford, or found it hard to
find the resources to pay for, health care.




Under emerging market conditions, the CIS countries need to establish new mechanisms of
youth integration. Structural mismatches between the skills supply and demand could be
addresses through specific arrangements, involving educators, employers and trade unions.
Barriers in the access to education and health services could be reduced through various
targeted programmes.

The challenge of socid re-integration of marginalized youth cannot be met by Governments
alone. Participation of NGOs, but also enterprises, is extremely important in ensuring the
effectiveness of government programmes. Governments could consder introducing various
incentives, including fiscal ones, to encourage private companies to more actively participate in
youth employment/entrepreneurship schemes.

ADAPTING TO NEW CONDI TIONS

I. Combating Youth Unemployment

South Caucasus Youth Development Agency

Kakha Nadiradze, Georgian World Development Bank Network, Georgia

Georgia, as a former Soviet Republic, has gone through a number of stages of socio-economic
transformation. Today Georgia, being a sovereign state, has the political will and commitment,
strategy and ideological orientation to bring out the country and the whole population from the
current economic and social difficulties. Therefore, the creation of an ingtitutional environment
supportive of constructive efforts and the overall development process is considered to be one
of the fundamental tasks for both, the governmental and non-governmental sectors.

| have the honor to introduce the achievements of the network of non-governmental youth
organizations - the Youth Employment Summit’s Country Network of Georgia, which were
accomplished since its foundation on 30 May 2002, at the initiative of the Association for
Farmers Rights Defense, AFRD. The network embraces nearly 30 non-governmental
organizations. This significant arrangement was preceded by active and truthful negotiations
and consultations with our future partner organizations and governmental, non-governmental
and youth organizations, different loca and international ingtitutions, donors and diplomatic
representatives accredited in our country. The inauguration meeting gathered over 30 NGOs,
experts, stakeholders (business, Governments, NGOs, academies of sciences, mass media), and
youth representatives.

Previoudy isolated, Georgia is now facing the challenge of becoming a part of the globa
processes. This requires many social, economic and political changes in the Georgian system,
which was inherited from the past. Nowadays, Georgia is transforming itself from the old,
centrally planned, economy into a new free market one. Within the context of transformation,
the question of employment of the population, especially the employment of youth, is very
acute. Moreover, the impact of the civil war and unsettled conflict makes the need to address
the employment issues even more urgent. This is one of the reasons, why the problem of youth
employment assumes such a great importance for Georgian non-governmental organizations.

Georgia and South Caucasus countries are not the only ones that are facing youth
unemployment, the other former Soviet republics aso are. Our purpose is to develop a
coordination mechanism between the young people of the three Caucasian countries on the
bass of mutual projects, programs, monitoring, seminars and trainings. Our purpose is. the
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aleviation of youth problems, and this purpose guides our lobbyist activities in defense of the
rights of youth everywhere, in governmental and non-governmental and other institutions, in
close cooperation with UNDP, UNECE, UNICEF, ILO, FAO, WYB, YES.

The short and long-term concerns of youth, all are important to us. If the Government takes
these concerns into consideration, it could create necessary conditions for solving youth
problems. Therefore, we are striving for a certain synergy of our and government’s efforts in
improving the youth situation. It is, for example, necessary to simplify the banking
requirements and reduce rates on borrowing and mortgage that bar youth from testing their
strength in private business. The establishment of youth banks or youth funds is necessary for
any developing country, if afull participation of youth in the mainstream economic activities is
sought.

We welcome and encourage the establishment of World Y outh Bank’s Network in Georgia,
which is especially important for our country and for the youth of Georgia. With a view of
establishing a better coordination, our network has put forward an initiative to create a South
Caucasus Youth Development Agency, the main function of which would be: reducing youth
unemployment through retraining, improving professional skills and promoting integration of
youth in the world youth, student and professional institutions and organizations.

We also hope that by joining efforts with the Southern-Caucasian Y outh Parliament, the South
Caucasus Y outh Development Agency could be able to contribute to establishing closer links
with the Y outh Parliament of the European Council and, thus, creating additional opportunities
for our region, from the socio-political perspective.

No country is capable to sustain progress without promoting entrepreneurial activities,
including those of youth, and the creation of small and medium enterprises on the mass scale.
However, to bring in youth would require some additional measures, such as: provision of
youth with long-term loans under beneficial terms, neutralizing gender-biased attitudes and
practices, rendering ass sance to students during probation period, provision of the opportunity
to acquire second profession and improvement of professional skills.

We hope that the issue of youth unemployment and the provision of jobs will be solved on the
bass of coordination between the governmental, private, non-governmental organizations,
donors and different financial institutions. And this could be realized provided that this activity
is widely implemented in all CIS countries, and the experiences and expertise are widely
shared among all.

CONCEPT OUTLINE: BUILDING A YOUTH EMPLOYMENT INFRASTRUCTURE

Among the critical challenges facing the present generation of young people in Georgia,
Armenia, and Azerbaijan is the lack of employment opportunities, and with this comes the loss
of positive motivation and hope for a better future This is true for youth living in
municipalities and cities with traditional labor markets, and in the rura areas, where jobs are
few.

The situation is not unexpected. Few institutions and organizations in the South Caucasus
region are specializing in the preparation of youth for work. In the post-Soviet era, far too
many out-of-school and out-of-work youth are not getting up-to-date career information or
have a necessary training or background to be employable; this is, unfortunately, now true for
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the secondary school and college graduates. Most youth are not aware of different career or
entrepreneurial activity choices that may exist now or appear in the future, and they do not
have the education, entry-level job skills, confidence, or practical experience that employers
want. For many young people, the very notion of entrepreneurship and self-employment is
unknown or is not considered to be realistic.

In addition to the detrimental impact that persistent unemployment has on individual young
people and their families, there are serious societal implications that, over time, will adversely
affect macro-economic situation, social services, delinquency patterns, and ultimately the
overall community stability. Unless concerted action is taken at the policy and program level to
reverse the downward trends and create more coherent and stable pathways to productive
employment, future generations of young people would share similar fate marked by poverty
and human deprivation.

This proposal aims to create an organizational infrastructure to systematically and strategically
address youth unemployment in three South Caucasian countries.

EMERGING COLLABORATION

For the past year or so, representatives of 30 NGOs in Georgia, Armenia, and Azerbaijan have
been investigating a possibility to form a regional network to address education and
employment needs of young people in the South Caucasus — with special attention being given
to the rural youth unemployment.

Our ideais to build up a comprehensive regional “second-chance” youth employment system
that will significantly improve the education, economic, and social conditions for unemployed
young men and women in each country. The target population is youth aged 18 to 30, whose
future prospects are limited by background, gender, poor motivation, insufficient education or
job skills, and access to productive work, self-employment opportunities, training or credit
because of geography or other circumstances.*

The GWYB has set up an ambitious 5 to 10 year youth employment development agenda,
which envisages the development of projects and joint ventures aimed at preparing youth to
better utilize employment opportunities, as well as to create a range of self-employment
possibilities for those young people, who:

- are school-leavers and graduates, and who have not found productive, decent, or full-time
employment;

- have not been successful at the existing labor market or are under-employed,;

- do not have the basic education, self-confidence, linkages to employers, job training,
specific occupational or technical skills, or the work experience required by employers; or

- are not aware of the knowledge and skills needed for starting up a small-sized business, or
do not have the financial means, social status, and professional skills needed to become a self-
employed.

1 The term “second chance” refers to a structured approach to assist out-of-school youth without adequate job or
career skills or access to employers, are under-employed, require additiona education or training, or have an
interest and aptitude in expl oring sel f-employment opportunities — hence, a comprehensi ve approach to providing
young people with a*“ second-chance” to be successful.
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While these needs are similar, the solutions cannot be the same for each of the three South
Caucasian countries. Experience in other countries has demonstrated that relying on just one
single approach to youth unemployment is not sufficient to improve job and career prospects of
diverse populations of youth with multiple needs.” The issues are also too complex to rely on
simple and incomplete solutions. Therefore, a comprehensive strategic approach needs to be
developed over the next 12-18 months, which would specify priorities for each country, while
achieving common goals. This approach requires joint planning, goal-setting and selection of a
programme model, which would be effective in alleviating the distress of youth of the South
Caucasian region.

South Caucasus Youth Development Agency

The operationd vehicle for this historic regional initiative will be the South Caucasus Youth
Development Agency (SCYDA), an independent project to be jointly undertaken by
committed individuas and innovative organizations. Once operational, the SCYDA will work
with public officias, private sector representatives, international donors, and non-governmental
organizations in to accomplish five core tasks:

- To provide career information to young people;

- Todevelop and administer pilot training and projects;

- To launch, monitor, and evaluate youth employment programs serving a large number of
youthin all three countries;

- To expand youth employment initiatives that demonstrated promise and are successful; and

- To promote education and employment policies beneficial to young people.

Asafirst gep, since early in 2003, the GWY BN Network has been assessing the existing local
and national youth policies and the education and workforce development models currently in
use to establish a baseline before making any recommendations concerning new policies or
programme models. Simultaneoudly, it has launched a consultation process, which aims at:

- Convincing local and regiona leaders to conduct a study on youth employment situation
and gaining their active support;

- Beginning a diaogue with young people in Georgia, Armenia, and Azerbaijan about their
education and employment needs and the critical problems they face in gaining skills and
jobs,

- Establishing a South Caucasus Y outh Development Agency Working Group charged with
research and making recommendations on the organizational structure, program priorities,
means and ways of implementation and the SCY DA governance, including on how to better
coordinate projects and programmes with awide-range of multi-sectoral partners;

- Securing public and private partnerships to provide support and resources needed to launch
SCY DA initiatives; and

% Prior research and practical experience designing, implementing, and assessing the characteristics of successful
youth employment programs throughout the world suggest that a range of policies, program models, and services
are needed.
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- Esablishing the Board of Directors, who will be responsible and accountable for the
activities of the SCYDA.

The purpose of this process is to ensure that al stakeholders and potentia partners understand
the purpose of the SCYDA, are committed to its goals, participate in key decisions, and accept
a joint responsibility for the results of its activity.> By working together and being intimately
involved in the planning and decision-making for the SCYDA, participants will establish
stronger working relationships, build internal leadership, and be better prepared to work
cooperatively in the years to come.

The GWYBN is confident that it would be able to gain a support of our governments,
parliamentarians, and key private and public sector stakeholders, representing industry,
academia, secondary education, mass media, business and financial institutions, and, of course,
young people and their families in undertaking this initiative. However, given the lack of
regional stability, it goes without saying that the GWYBN must be sensitive to the history,
culture, customs, beliefs, and local power structures of our countries that can affect the ability
of SCYDA to improve the life circumstances and change the employment outcomes for young
people in the South Caucasian countries.

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Box 9. Youth Situation in Uzbekistan

Youth unemployment is increasingly becoming long-term. In 2002, the average duration of
youth unemployment was 5.6 months.

Each fifth unemployed in Uzbekistan is a young person of 16-25 years of age.
Many students have to work in order to meet their subsistence needs.

Low pay received by young workers force them to look for additional job. Many work at two-
three places simultaneously. Almost 50 per cent of the young workers employed in the public
sector have additional job.

Young people dominate the SME sector. Around 80 per cent of the newly registered SMEs are
those created by young people of 25-30 years of age. Almost 3 per cent of total youth
established their own businesses.

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II. Integrating Disadvantaged, Marginalized and High-Risk Y outh

Associative Sector of Young Peoplein the Republic of Moldova.
Contribution of Associative Lifein Solving the Y outh Problems

Olga Rosca, Youth Business Centre, Republic of Moldova

The difficult economic situation of the last decade has been largely responsble for a high rate
of youth unemployment, no possibilities for self-realization and absence of social guaranties —
all these estrange young people from the actual processes of the economic and social life of the
country and make them to lose belief in their own prosperous future.

A solution of the youth employment problem cannot be achieved without simultaneously
addressing the whole range of economic, political, educational and other factors, shaping the
youth situation in Moldova.

It is only when considered against this background, the unique role of the associative sector
becomes apparent in providing young people with opportunities for development and self-
realization. From the total number of about 2.700 non-governmental organizations of the
Republic of Moldova, there are about 200 youth NGOs, concerned with the youth problems.
There are some specific domains where youth NGOs managed to achieve some Successes.
These are human rights and health education, social exclusion prevention, the work with
persons infected with HIV/AIDS. A sign of maturity of youth organizations is represented by
the consolidation of National Y outh Council of Moldova formed of 44 youth NGOs, including
those regional. The Council is an umbrella organization that promotes the youth interests in
relation with the state and international organizations. Thus, young people that are members of
these organizations have the possibility to develop themselves, to get acquainted with the
opportunities that they have, to be involved actively in some social projects, where they acquire
practices and abilities of work, which will be used in realization of their own initiatives.

Speaking about youth participation in the decison making process, the most significant
projects are the Youth Parliament, the Children Parliament, local Councils of Children and
Y outh. Thousands of children and young people benefited from information about and their
direct involvement in the decision-making process. As a part of the Children and Y outh Local
Councils project, about 50 local councils have been created in towns and villages throughout
Moldova. They provided young people with the possibility to participate in the community
life, to be involved in solving of local problems.

Apart from the youth participation projects, youth NGOs have been also very successful inthe
health education. They established a network of “trust phone” in some towns of the country.
This network offers daly informational and counseling services to young people in
psychological distress. The majority of these successful models have been financially
supported by UNICEF Representation in Moldova and other international organizations.
Unfortunately, the State does not dispose any sufficient funds for assuming and multiplying
these practices.
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Nevertheless, even if all the above-mentioned projects are examples of success, the number of
young people actualy involved in the community activities is very low, aout 5% of the tota
number of young people.

With regards to the support of the States, a very limited material and financial support was
made available. The Youth and Sport Department of the Republic of Moldova announces
annualy a project contest for youth NGOs. The total amount of grants does not exceed
15,000-18,000 USD for all NGOs. Thisamount constitutes about 70% of the public budget for
the national youth policy.

In order to avoid the decrease of the human potential of the youth of Moldova, it is necessary
to orient the national youth policy towards solving the major problems facing the young
generation, creating the conditions that will ensure the participation of youth in the economic
and socid life, decision making, simulate youth activism. In this context, in order to facilitate
the social integration and civic participation of youth, the National Program of Actions for
Y outh has been elaborated. This Program focuses on the promotion of durable policy, oriented
to the youth development, economic support and establishing of collaborative mechanisms of
public authorities with the associative sector.

Highlighting the activity of Y outh Business Centre of Moldova (YBCM, founded in October
2002), which main god is to support youth entrepreneurship, the following important projects
should be mentioned:

I Organization of the International Workshop “Promotion of Small and Medium
Enterprises — Development of Youth Entrepreneurship”, 27-28 March 2003, with
the support of United Nations Economic Commission for Europe, Black Sea
Economic Cooperation, Konrad Adenauer Foundation (financial support).

Il Implementation of the project “Practical Studies’, March-May 2003. Purpose: to
offer a support to the students studying economics, in order to observe directly how
the principles of market economy are being implemented in practice. Activities:
organization of some visits at enterprises, at their departments and section of
production; participation in an organized dialog with the general director and an
expert.

These projects had a great impact on youth entrepreneurship promotion, stimulation of youth
activity in the associative sector.

Participation of the representatives of Youth Business Centre of Moldova in international
conferences contributed to discovering new visions, work strategies, the cooperation in the
associative sector, for example, participation at the Study Session , Regional Cohesion in
Youth NGOs Work”, European Y outh Centre Budapest, Hungary, 2-9 February 2003. This
purpose of this event was the exchange of knowledge and experience between about 40 youth
NGOs from eastern Europe, Caucasus and the Bdtic States.

In conclusion, there are a lot of problems that young people face, but the fact is that the
associative sector assumes the responsibility for solving them and a lot of successes have been
achieved in different domains as health, education, business, etc. The most important fact is
that young people discovered for themselves that there is still a chance for a good future and a
great opportunity to realize their ideas and wishes even if it isa hard and long way.
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Box 12. UNICEF Executive Director Launches Regional Campaign to
Combat Exclusion of Children

e Over 18 million children are excluded by poverty

ISTANBUL, 16 June 2003 — Arguing that the exclusion of millions of children in the countries
of Eastern Europe and the Commonwealth of Independent Sates is undermining the
development of those nations, UNICEF Executive Director Carol Bellamy joined civil society
representatives from 27 countries at the launch of a major regional campaign to “ Leave No
Child Out” ».

Speaking to representatives of hundreds of non-profit groups from across the region, Bellamy
declared that “ exclusion from basic services and a dignified start in life creates a vicious cycle
of disadvantage, with harm passed from one generation to the next in a legacy of poverty, ill
health, lack of education, and lack of prospects. It undermines stability and democracy and
holds societies back economically due to over-burdened public services and lost productivity.”
“ A world fit for children, “ she said, recalling the vision that emerged from last year’s UN
Special Session on Children, “is a world in which no child is discriminated against or
excluded. The enormous challenges emerging in this region can only be overcome by
investment in the well-being of children —all children. “

The yearlong advocacy campaign is being spearheaded by the Regional Network for Children
(RNC) in Central and Eastern Europe, the Commonweal th of Independent States and the Baltic
States — an association of non-governmental organizations that work with children in
partnership with UNICEF. The campaign follows on the heels of the Say Yes for Children
initiative that gathered 26 million pledges in the region in 2001-2002, identifying “ Leave No
Child Out* asthe number one priority fromamong ten key issues facing children globally.

Organizers said the campaign is based on the non-discrimination principle of the 1989
Convention on the Rights of the Child. It targets seven main forms of discrimination and
exclusion: poverty, ethnicity, institutionalisation, disability, the impact of conflict, gender
discrimination, and the stigma of HIV/AIDS.

Noting that these factors often work in combination to create layer upon layer of exclusion,
RNC Secretary-General Diana Nistorescu said they “ slow progress being made on other fronts
and undermine the original goals of democratic transition” that began with the fall of the
Berlin Wall in 1989.

Research conducted by UNICEF’ s Innocenti Research Centre See .www.unicef-icdc.org puts
numbers to the problem of discrimination in the region:

o Of the region’s 117 million children, nearly 18 million are living in poverty, often
denied basic services and opportunities to which they are entitled.
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e Children belonging to minority groups — such as the Roma population of some 9
million — receive “ second-class’ education in many countries, often suffer from ill-
health and face prejudice and violence in their communities.

e Around 1.5 million children are living in public care instead of with their families, an
increase of 150,000 since 1989. Around 1 million of them live in Soviet-style
institutions.

e In the one-third of the countries of the region where armed conflicts have taken place
snce 1989, there were approximately 2.2 million internally displaced people and
almost 1 million refugeesin 2000 — most of them women and children.

e And now the region faces the fastest growing rates of HIV infection in the world, with
over a million cases estimated by UNAIDS — most of them young people who face
stigma and exclusion.

UNICEF added that excluded children are particularly vulnerable to violence, exploitation,
and abuse, and noted that trafficking of women and children is a large and growing trend in
the region. “ One of the keys to leaving no child out is ensuring that all children areraisedina
protective environment; in other words, that the adults around them — in school, at home, in
law enforcement, and at work — understand children’s unique vulnerabilities and act together
to protect them from exploitation.”

Emphasizing that “all of this excluson is preventable,” Bellamy said that the return of
economic growth and the consolidation of democracy in nearly all countries in the region
mean that the resources and the basic policies arein place to turn things around.

The “Leave No Child Out” campaign will include year-long efforts to raise the issues of
exclusion in the media; roundtable symposiums at the university as well as community level;
research into the impact of exclusonary policies on progress for children in the region; and
advocacy with governments and other key institutions.

The ultimate goals, said organizers, isto remind the region’s governments of the commitments
they have made to ensure the rights of all children — including the obligation to uphold the
Convention on the Rights of the Child and agreement to achieve the Millennium Devel opment
Goals. The NGOs participating in the 3-day conference in Istanbul are drafting an Open Letter
that will appeal to governments to honour the promises they have made to children.

UNICEF Regional Director Philip O’ Brien stressed, however, that the campaign does not only
seek improved policies, laws and services — as important as these are. “ It must also address
the deep-seated prejudices that fuel excluson and intolerance, while celebrating the diversity
that represents the region’s richness and potential,” he said.

Preparing for youth entrepreneur ship

Klaus Haftendorn, International Labour Office

Introduction

More than 1 billion people today are between 15 and 25 years of age and nearly 40 per cent of
the world’ s population is below the age of 20. Eighty-five per cent of these young people live
in developing countries where many are especially vulnerable to extreme poverty. The ILO
estimates that around 74 million young women and men are unemployed throughout the world,
accounting for 41 per cent of al 180 million unemployed® persons globally. These figures do
not take in consideration underemployed that are estimated to 310 millions worldwide, and
many more young people are working long hours for low pay, struggling for eke out aliving in
the informal economy. There are an estimated 59 million young people between 15 and 17
years old who are engaged in hazardous forms of work. Young people actively seeking to
participate in the world of work are two to three times more likely then older generations to
find themsel ves unemployed.?

Confronted with this reality the ILO is actively working on policy recommendations
programmes and tools for its member countries targeting the reduction of youth
unemployment.

Sdf-employment and micro and small enterprise creation is one of the ways that young people
could explore to actively forge their future.

Labour market and employment situation of youth

The world's population is growing at a time when traditional, stable labour markets are
shrinking. In developed and developing countries alike, rapid globalisation and technological
change have altered both how national economies are organised and what is produced.
Countries differ widely in their restructuring practices, depending on tradition and culture, as
well asthe legal and regulatory framework. But a common factor is that traditional employees,
entrepreneurs, managers and the roles of men and women are changing throughout the world.
In most countries, redundancies and unemployment have been one of the main social costs of
the restructuring taking place.

The following graphic shows the movements within the labour market as well as the entrances
and the exits. The demand for wage labour comes from the public sector with its
administration, public facilities and state owned companies. However, the trend in recent years
was to decrease the employment in the public sector by increasing the productivity of the
administration, by reducing the services provided to the population and by privatisation of
public enterprises. The private sector with its large, medium and small enterprises could in
most of the case not absorb this labour. In the contrary in the case of economic crises aso this

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sector released workers and employees that increased the unemployment rate and the creation
of micro-enterprises or self-employment operating in the informal economy.
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The situation of Youth employment in most of the countries is worse than the general
employment situation. Y outh unemployment is twice to three times higher than the average
unemployment rate mainly because of those young with low-level education and no vocational
training. There are only a few countries in the world where the general unemployment rate and
the youth unemployment rate are the same. In economically disadvantaged areas, local labour
markets cannot even absorb the graduates of basic and higher education systems. Here under-
employment is a major problem and young people usually move further a field in search of
jobs that match their skills set, leading to significant brain drain and the emptying out of areas.
Furthermore, high-school graduates are increasingly worse off than those with higher degrees
over the past 15 years since the possession of higher degrees is seen by employers asimplying
the possession of qualities that are more useful in the labour market. For the less well educated,
where once a strong back and awill to work guaranteed steady employment, these people now
find themselves in low-paid, high-turnover service sector jobs.

In such a situation young peoples entering the labour market have hardly a chance to find an
employment. Self-employment is often a survival strategy to generate some income for
subsistence.

Becoming owner of a micro or small enterprise could be an alternative for a young person who
has an entrepreneurial mindset but also possesses some basic requirements like skills and
knowledge. However, awareness about this career option on one hand and the given enabling
environment for enterprise creation on the other hand plays a crucial role for a successful start-
up.
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However, only a small percentage of the labour market population belongs to the group of
private entrepreneurs or self-employed. The number depends on the prevailing political system,
the cultural acceptance of entrepreneurship and the economic strength of the country.

Socio — economic context affecting youth entrepreneur ship
Cultural influence on entrepreneurship

Recent research tries to find out, how the nationa culturd attitude influences the
entrepreneurial activities of the population of a country or aregion.

Cultural standards are determinant for a national culture. They are understood as al kind of
recognition, thinking, values and activities that the majority of members belonging to the same
culture considers for themselves personally or for others as normal, natural, typical and
binding. Behaviour is controlled on the base of recognised cultura standards.

The individua form and the group-specific form of cultural standards differ within a certain
range. Central cultura standards in one culture can be completely missing in another culture or
only have peripheral meanings or fundamental different functions. (A.S. Thomas 1991)

Entrepreneurship is understood in a wide social, cultural and economic context, as well as
being innovative in home, school, leisure and at work. Entrepreneurship involves life attitudes
including the readiness and the courage to act in social, cultural and economic context.

Entrepreneurial qualities or behaviour includes:

creativity and curiosity

motivation by success

willingness to take risks

ability to cooperate

identification of opportunities

being innovative and tolerate uncertainty.

Cultures that value and reward such behaviour promote a propensity to develop and introduce
radical innovations, whereas cultures that reinforce conformity, group interests, and control
over the future are not likely to show risk-taking and entrepreneurial behaviour (Herbig and
Miller, 1992).

Hofstede conducted perhaps the most comprehensive study on how values in the workplace are
influenced by culture. Form 1967 to 1973, while working a IBM as a psychologist, he
collected and analysed data from more than 100,000 individuals from forty countries. From
those results he developed a modd that identifies five primary dimensions to differentiate
cultures:
e Power distance focuses on the degree equality or inequality between people in the
country’ s society;
e Individualism focuses on the degree the society reinforces individua or collective
achievement and interpersonal relationship;
e Masculinity focuses on the degree the society reinforces or does not reinforce the
traditional masculine role model of male achievement, control and power;
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e Uncertainty avoidance focuses on the degree the society reinforces, or does not
reinforce uncertainty and ambiguity within the society; and

e Long-term orientation focuses on the degree the society embraces, or does not embrace
long-term devotion to traditional, forward thinking values.

Based on Hofstede' s model Shane (1992 and 1993) conducted studies on national culture and
entrepreneurship in 33 countries to find out “what effect does national culture have on national
rates of innovation” by using the dimensions individualism, power-distance, uncertainty and
masculinity. He found out that national rates of innovation are positively correlated with
individualism and negatively correlated with uncertainty avoidance and power distance.

This cultural difference may explain, why different countries shows very different figures on
entrepreneurial activities as it is monitored by the 2002 Global Entrepreneurship Monitor
Report® that was published by the London Business School, the Kauffman Foundation and
Babson College.

The GEM report researches the Total Entrepreneurial Activity (TEA) of a country based on
the percentage of the labour force that is actively sarting up a business or is the
owner/manager of a business that is less than 42 months old. It then examines why those
countries level of TEA differ. The latest rankings are given below.

However, the cultura difference is not the only reason why and how many people become
entrepreneurs.

The report identifies two types of entrepreneurs, those voluntarily pursuing an attractive
business opportunity and those that engaged in entrepreneurship out of necessity, as they can
find no other suitable work. These split 60:40 and young people seeking work particularly in
the developing world, falls mainly into this “necessity” group.

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Relationship between cultural patternsand entrepreneurship

Research work and aso the GEM report clearly show that there is a strong influence of
national culture on enterprise creation.

A model of Culture' s association with entrepreneurship was devel oped by Hayton, George and
Zahra (published in an article of ET&P, Summer 2002) that takes in consideration the studies
described above. This model is quite similar to that used for the GEM report.

The model includes the individual aspect that consists of cognition, needs and motives,
believes and behaviour and the cultural values at individua and societal level. The
complementarities of cultura characteristics and ingtitutional and economic context influence
entrepreneurship.

This mode could be used to explain at which level actions has to be taken to create broad
acceptance of people towards entrepreneurship and favours the development of an enterprise
culture that makes al so youth to the beneficiaries of it.

To change the pattern of culturad determinates is a medium or long-term process. It needs
socia campaigns to create postive attitudes towards entrepreneurship and entrepreneurs and
entrepreneurial education has to be an integrated part of national curricula in primary,
secondary, vocational and higher education. Focussing on awareness raising programmes at
education institutions and start-up programmes for youth alows Governments to positively
influence the cultural attitudes towards a positive perception of entrepreneurial activities.
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The ILO Recommendation 189" indicates how these cultural attitudes could be influenced.
“Member states (of the ILO) should adopt measures, drawn up in consultation with the most
representative organizations of employers and worker, to create and strengthen an enterprise
culture which favours initiatives, enterprise creation, productivity environmental
consciousness, quality, good labour and industrial relations, and adequate social practices
which are equitable.

M embers should consider:

1. pursuing the development of entrepreneuria attitudes, through the system and
programmes of education, entrepreneurship and training linked to job needs and the
attainment of economic growth and development, with particular emphasis being given
to the importance of good labour relations and multiple vocational and managerial
skills needed by small and medium seized enterprises;

2. seeking, through appropriate means, to encourage a more positive attitude towards risk-
taking and business failure by recognising their value as a learning experience while at
the same time recognising their impact on both entrepreneurs and workers,

3. encouraging a process of lifelong learning for all categories of workers and
entrepreneurs,

4. desgning and implementing, with full involvement of the organisations of employers
and workers concerned, awareness campaigns to promote:

a) respect for therule of law and workers' rights, better working conditions, higher
productivity and improved quality of goods and services;

b) entrepreneurial role models, and award schemes, taking due account of the
specific needs of women and disadvantaged and marginalized groups.”

The ingtitutional context, that includes the social systems institutions, the social partners, the
regulatory and legal system reflects as well the cultural background of a society. Changes
within the ingitutional context towards a conducive enterprise culture, however, can be
reached at medium term if there is astrong political will.

Economic growth is the key element for enterprise creation and enterprise growth.
Entrepreneurial activities will reinforce the dynamic of growth. Policy that favours enterprise
creation and enterprise expansion will amplify the process of economic growth and create new
and more employment needed to absorb young people entering the labour market.

In conclusion, the main characteristics that influences the labour market and the
entrepreneurship situation in a country are:

e enterprise culture
e institutional context

Socio-economic context countriesin transition

Since the beginning of the nineties the countries with central planned economies were
transforming their political and economic system into parliamentarian democracies and market
economies. This process was accompanied with political instability, local armed conflicts,
emergence of economic sectors without legal control and impoverishment of a large share of
the population in particular elder people.

Now after ten years of transition process political stability improved and the lega framework is
adapted to the new political and economic conditions. The start of EU accession negotiations
indicates the comparatively successful progress of these countries towards full democracy and
free market enterprise. Naturally, though, some problems persist. In areas such as
environmental standards, governance and law enforcement, there is a wide discrepancy with
EU norms.

However, beside and partly within the accession countries the economy did not yet reach the
performance before the transformation process. Still a number of state owned unprofitable
companies are not yet privatised or closed. The agriculture sector faces the same problems; the
state-owned production units were dismantled but privatisation of land did not follow and/or
the individua plots distributed to farmers were two small for a mechanised production. Self-
employment for survival as street-vendors, day-labourer or subsstence farmer are often the
only source of income. The informal sector had become a substantial part of the economy.

The economy is still weak and not able to generate sufficient taxes to allow the governmentsto
maintain the social security network. Unemployed get only little benefits and help for
reintegration in the labour market. Retired people cannot live from their pensions.

The education system also suffered from the transition process, as the state could not afford to
cover the cogts for schooling and for higher education. Skills training were linked to the state-
owned enterprise sector and training centres disappeared with enterprises. A new vocational
training system that could take over these centres and adapt them to the needs of modern
technology needs huge investment. Nevertheless, the transition countries still dispose a well-
educated and well technically trained labour force that makes its adaptation for modernised
enterprises easy.

Enterprise creation comes not in the mind of unemployed or wage labourers threaten from
dismissal, as there is no private enterprise culture. Here is a real chance for young people that
have studied during the transition period market economy, modern management and that is
willing to take risks.

Unemployment is but one dimension of the employment problem faced by young people.
Those that are able to cope, exercise their entrepreneurial spirit by carving out a living from
activities in the informal sector of the economy, such as artisan crafts, street vending, co-
operative work, recycling. However their social, economic and cultural isolation and lack of
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ties makes them vulnerable to exploitation and a multitude of dangers that include organized
and random crime, unemployment, sexually-transmitted diseases, cultura intolerance, and
escalating drug and alcohol abuse. The problems facing youth are more significant in rural
areas due to the lack of support systems. In poorer countries, where public or family sources
provide little income support, jobless young people are often denied the "luxury” of remaining
unemployed. They eke out a living by means of low productivity work in the lower,
subsistence-oriented, reaches of the informal sector or in such low yield activities as odd jobs,
hawking and car washing. Here the problem may not be short hours but excessively long hours
with little reward. The widespread stagnation and decline of employment opportunities in the
forma sectors of most developing countries has intensified the problem in recent years, with
young women bearing a disproportionate burden.

Promoting youth entrepreneur ship and enterprise creation

The importance of education and training for an entrepreneurial society has been underlined on
several occasions through United Nations Declarations and Conventions. A key event in the
international development of enterprise education was the Intergovernmental Conference on
Education and the Economy in a Changing Society held under the auspices of the Organization
for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD) in Paris in 1988. The OECD
educational monograph, Towards an Enterprising Culture, issued soon after that conference,
said, 'Changes in educational method are needed to foster competence in 'being enterprising’ as
a vitally important qualification needed by the young as they enter society. This competence
means having the ability to be creative and flexible, to be flexible to take and exercise initiative
and to be able to solve problems.

The importance given by the European Community to entrepreneurship education was recently
underlined in the European Charter for Small Enterprises (adopted by the General Affairs
Council, 13 June 2000, and welcomed by the Feira European Council, 19-20 June 2000) which
stated:

“ Europe will nurture entrepreneurial spirit and new skills from an earlier age. General
knowledge about business and entrepreneurship needs to be taught at all school levels.
Specific business-related modules should be made an essential ingredient of education schemes
at secondary level and at colleges and universities. We will encourage and promote
youngsters entrepreneurial endeavours, and develop appropriate training schemes for
managersin small enterprises.”

Promoting entrepreneurship and enterprise creation is therefore high on the policy agenda of
amost al countries in the world as successful created enterprises generate additional
employment. But Governments should be aware that awareness programmes at primary and
secondary school level only have long-term effects. Programmes at vocational training schools
are supposed to have medium-term effects while at universities the programmes can produce
results in term of business creation at medium- and short-term.

Entrepreneurship education involves getting young people to think about entrepreneurship and
the role of business entrepreneurs in economic and socia development. They also get an
opportunity to analyze the changes taking place in their countries and are encouraged to
consider self-employment as a career choice.
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National gover nment policy

Few, if any, countries have created clear and comprehensive policy frameworks to promote
youth entrepreneurship and self-employment. Instead, what we find are elements of education
and training policy at different levels as they relate to the world of work and the world of
business. Increasingly, the concern of governments at national level is generally to foster a
spirit of enterprise and a number of countries, especially in the European Community, promote
self-employment as an important part of their efforts to reduce youth unemployment.

The responsibility for appropriate education and training programmes to this end is located
within the Ministry of Education in collaboration with the Ministry of Labour and sometimes
with Minigtries of Trade and Industry. In some cases, special inter-Ministerial committees have
been convened. Concrete actions focus on programme interventions at secondary and tertiary
levels (see later chapters), awareness-raising campaigns or providing technical and financial
support and training through specifically designed government interventions.

Awareness rising programmes at primary and secondary school level with the aim of
familiarizing pupils with the philosophy of entrepreneurship by developing beliefs, behaviours
and motivation will have a long-term effect and by having a positive influence on enterprise
culture. Such programmes integrated in vocational training curricula and lectured at
universities will prepare the ground for a career option as entrepreneur.

Programmes that aims at immediate enterprise creation for young people can be run at
vocational training schools, universities but will have the greatest effect outside the education
system with the upper age-group of youth.

Within nationa education systems, there has been some debate on the meaning of
entrepreneurship and the form that entrepreneurship or enterprise education should take>. The
Austraian Ministerial Council on Education, Employment and Training and Youth Affairs
adopts the following definition of enterprise education:

"Learning directed towards developing in young people those skills, competencies,
understandings, and attributes which equip them to be innovative, and to identify, create,
initiate, and successfully manage personal, community, business and work opportunities,
including working for themselves.”

The University of Durham (United Kingdom) suggests that there are a number of different
objectives and outcomes that can be achieved:

e Firstly, and most universally, enterprise education can be a path towards developing
enterprising skills, behaviours and attitudes through any curriculum subject a every
phase of education to provide awider preparation for autonomy in life. That relates to
work, family or leisure;

® Enterprise education is a highly contested theme. There is a tension between what might be termed pedagogica
preoccupations, on the one hand and politica and labour market versions of enterprise, on the other. Many
teachers are hogtile to the notion of pupils being oriented to the free market in what may be termed the more
externally driven models of enterprise. On the other side, politicians and policy-makers look to enterprise
education as away of making pupils and students more 'realistic' or more ambitious about the world of work that
lies ahead.
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e Secondly, it can provide insight into and help young people understand about the
entrepreneurial and business development processes through business education in
secondary schools and in further and higher education allowing young people to work
more effectively in a flexible labour market economy or working in a small business;
and

e Findly, it can develop awareness of, and capability for, setting up a business now or
sometime in the future. This approach can be used in vocational and professional
education.

The learning effectiveness of such programmes should be measured not in terms of rote
knowledge but the acquisition of practical life skills and the ability of students to anticipate and
respond to changes societal changes more easily.

Teacher training and professonal development

Within schools and non-formal education programmes, the agents of change are teachers or
facilitators.

Studies by the European Commission have highlighted the need for professional development
of teachers in order to provide them with the confidence to develop enterprise education to
make them more aware of how they can assist pupils or students in the development of their
entrepreneurial attitudes and skills.

Many countries now require teachers to take part in teacher training courses, such as the
Skelleftea School Project in Sweden. In Scotland, a series of guides for secondary school
teachers have been developed which encourage reflection on the relationship between the
curricular aims of “Education for Work” - A guide for Primary Teachers Guide for work
experience and teaching and learning within the 5-14 curriculum and subjects post 14.

In addition, the National Centre: Education for Work and Enterprise has been established at
Strathclyde University. The role of the National Centre is to raise awareness among educators
in Scotland of the vital role they play in providing young people with the skills and abilities
they need. It seeks to encourage employers and entrepreneurs to involve themselves fully in
education. The Centre is working with partners in Scotland to: promote vigorously the cause of
Education for Work and Enterprise with educators and employers and develop teacher
capability, undertake research, promote new ideas and generaly ensure that Education for
Work is given a high priority by all.

The German Development Bank DtA funded a training package for teacher on “Entrepreneur
Culture” developed by the Federal Working group School — Enterprise sector for students of 15
years and higher.

In the United States, EdTec (an internationa not-for-profit) provides teacher training through
videoconferencing and the EDGE University "certified entrepreneurship instructor” training,
annua entrepreneurship educators conference. New Y outh Entrepreneur Instructor’'s Guide:
Developed in conjunction with the Ewing Marion Kauffman Foundation, this 239-page
companion guide to the New Youth Entrepreneur curriculum provides information on
implementing the curriculum, module overview, supplemental learning activities, and
handouts.
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In Kyrgyzstan, the ILO the training programme Know About Business (KAB) became part of
the national curriculum for vocational training. The programme aims at creation awareness of
entrepreneurship and self-employment as a career option, particularly for trainees in vocational
training and technica institutions. It provides knowledge of the required attributes and
challenges for stating and operating a successful business. The core of the implementation
process of KAB is the training of loca teachers and the adaptation of the training material to
the local context. Kazakhstan is in the process of introducing KAB in vocational training
centres.

In the developing world, methodologies for training teachers at different levels of educational
provision have been developed, such as CEFE. This was employed by the Department of
Vocational Education's Small Entrepreneur Development Project in Thailand for several
training of trainers (TOT) courses at the Rajamangala Institute of Technology (RIT). The
teachers applied their learning in the diploma and bachelor level curricula. A Small-Scale
Industry curriculum was developed with the objectives of making students understand: (a) how
to start a business, (b) how to get funds, (c) techniques of creating entrepreneurship, (d) system
of production and services, and (€) attitudes required for creating a job opportunity. The
Foundation for Entrepreneurial and Business Development (FEBDEV) in South Africa
provides training to educators with the skills to assist students to become entrepreneurial and
believes it contributes to creating a spirit of enterprise through workshops and networking with
decision-makers.

The need for support for teachers has also been reflected in a number of projects and initiatives
undertaken in Central and Eastern Europe. An example is the national programme to develop
enterprise and business understanding within secondary schools undertaken in Slovenia
between September 1996 and March 1998. The overal aim was to provide a solid base for the
national development of enterprise and business understanding within the core curriculum of
al general secondary schools in Slovenia. Under this programme a core group of teachers
attended a train the trainers type workshop, in order that they could disseminate their
knowledge and skills to other schools across the country.

At University and Business School level, the difficulty in finding appropriate trainers with first
hand experience of managing a business is being resolved by the Centre for Enterprise at
Leicester University through an exchange programme. The programme recognises that
entrepreneurship might be best learned from other entrepreneurs and that these rarely find the
time to give seminars. The scheme therefore offers academics the chance to change places with
business people for part of the week. This gives entrepreneurs the opportunity to work within
an academic ingtitution and to share their experience of managing an SME with students.

A number of countries have provided additional support for teachers through dedicated web
sites. In the UK, the Department of Trade and Industry Enterprise guide site provides guidance
for teachers in developing enterprise education and entrepreneurial skills among pupils in the
11 to 16-age range. Through information and case studies it shows teachers how they can
incorporate enterprise education into their schemes of work. The enterprise Education web site
in Australia has been developed with support from the Australian Department of Education
through the Enterprise Education in Schools programme.
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Resource materialsand training packages

The emergence of entrepreneurship education over the past few decades has increased the need
for curriculum and training packages and resource materials. The latter vary in the scope of the
information and methods presented based on the intended socio-economic and educational
audience. At lower levels of education, many educational materials are intended to impart a
basc-to-intermediate understanding of business and market systems, and will inculcate in
students a desire to learn more about entrepreneurship and business in the future. At higher
levels, texts are designed to provide a balance between theory and practice. Other materials are
designed for older students, those that live in disadvantaged communities, offering them an
aternative to drugs, violence, and many other problems prevalent in the inner-city.

ILO’s Start Y our Business (SY B) training programme develops skills necessary to start a small
business. SYB uses participatory training methods and brings together basic theory, relevant
information and, and practical activities. The course is a cost-effective means to help potential
entrepreneurs think through the most important issues related to starting a business. One
practical result of the training is the self-developed business plan for the potential business that
can be presented to a credit ingtitution. The training materials are the handbook and workbook
for the trainees, the business game that is a dynamic tool for creating a simulated business
environment where trainees can experience the consequences of their business decisions and
the guide for the trainers.

The SYB programme for start-ups and the Improve Your Business (IYB) programme for
existing small enterprises has been introduced in more than 80 countries and translated in more
than 15 languages (among them in Russian, Serbo-Croat, Kyrgyz and Turkish).

Partnership arrangements

National Ministries of Education are beginning to forge genuine alliances with agencies that
possess comparative advantage in various aspects of training provision. In western countries,
this usually involves collaboration with enterprise promotion agencies, local Chambers of
Commerce, the business community, public education and training institutions, community-
based organizations and regiona government. In developing and transition countries, national
Ministries of Education are working with international development assistance partners, local
and international NGOs and the private sector.

Partnerships with the business community are not limited to providing infrastructure and
financial support to the implementation partner. Some programmes established partnerships
with the local business community on the basis of linkages into local supply chains, which
further strengthened the sustainability of the programme. Two examples are the Philippines
Agribusiness project or the Mukti Sadana project in India.

Partnership arrangements® have often proved to be a key factor in the success of many projects
and programmes.

® Here, partnership means arrangements where governments, the international community, businesses and schools
commit through mutual beneficia activities to give students greater insights into questions rel ated to the world of
work and business and to prepare them for sel f-empl oyment.
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Theroleof inter-governmental and bilateral agencies

At the international level, the Globa Partnership for Youth Development (GPYD) was
launched in early 1999 by the WB, the IYF and the Kellogg Company to study, promote and
invest in good examples of tri-sector partnerships in youth development around the world. The
GPYD brings together influential leaders, multinational corporations and smaller companies,
government officials, regiona development banks, overseas development ass stance agencies
and local and international foundations. In many countries, this has resulted in the
implementation of interventions to promote and support self-reliance through entrepreneurship
and self-employment. The International Y outh Foundation (I'Y F) provides the global secretariat
of the GPYD.

An example of a regional partnership with an inter-sectoral focus is the Inter-American
Working Group on Youth Development (IAWGYD). This is a consortium of international
donor agencies that supports new approaches to positive youth development and participation
in Latin America and the Caribbean’. The IAWGY D exchanges information on best practices,
jointly mobilises technical and financial resources, collaborates on specific projects and
advocates for effective youth policies.

Another example of a network at the regional level isthe European Y outh Forum, established
by national youth councils and international NGOs to represent the interests of young people
from al over Europe. It provides a platform for youth representation in government policy and
ingtitutions and in international ingtitutions, namely the European Union, the Council of
Europe and the United Nations. |deas and experiences are exchanged among the network of 91
members. The main areas of implementation include: advocacy; citizenship and life long
learning; employment and social affairs; human rights and equality, global youth co-operation;
youth work devel opment; membership and training and communications.

The Y outh Employment Network initiated by the UN Secretary General during the Millennium
Summit brought together the UN, the ILO and the World Bank to fight against youth
unemployment. The YEN considers itself as a network of networks with the ILO as its
secretariat.

Therole of the busness community

At international and national levels, the private sector is working directly with national and
local governments to facilitate interventions. Such partnership arrangements have helped to
strengthen curriculum areas through the engagement of mentors from the loca business
community and to draw the school in to a broader plan for local economic and community
development. Business owners often serve on the advisory boards and curriculum committees
of secondary schools and higher education institutions, particularly vocational education,
technical colleges and business schools. They may also act as classroom speakers or work
placement employers.

" The IAWGY D includes the Canadian International Devel opment Agency, Global Meeting of Generations, Inter-
American Development Bank, Inter-American Foundation, Inter-American Institute for Cooperation on
Agriculture, International Youth Foundation, Organization of American States, Pan American Hedlth
Organi zation, Partners of the Americas, UNESCO, UNICEF, United Nations Youth Unit, United States Agency
for International Devel opment, United States Peace Corps, the World Bank and Y outh Service America.
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Youth Business International (YBI), implemented by the Prince of Wales Youth Business
Trust (United Kingdom) is a world-wide network whose purpose is to enable the business
community to help young people work for themselves by providing business mentoring and
access to finance. The Youth Business Initiatives work with local training and micro-credit
partners and organisations such as the British Council and Shell LiveWire during the start-up
and early growth stages. Participating countries and organisations include: Y outh Business
Foundation, Canada; Baharatiya Yuva Shakti Trust (BYST), India; Hambantota Y outh
Business Trust, Sri Lanka.

At the national level, in Norway, the Confederation of Norwegian Business and Industry
(NHO) is contributing to the realisation of the intentions in the Core Curriculum (L93) where it
states that "education shall provide learners with awareness of the variety and scope of the
world of work,” and that "the world of work is part of the school's broader learning
environment." The arrangement involves elementary education, secondary education and
teacher education. More specifically, the partnership contributes to the development of
teaching aids to make the world of business a significant part of the learning environments in
schools. The collaboration may entail sudents visiting businesses; businesses visiting schools
(e.g. guest lecturers); businesses adopting a class; work in projects around themes connected to
the world of business; and business leaders functioning as consultants to student enterprises. A
consultant is hired full-time or part-time in al regions of the country as part of the
Confederation of Norwegian Business and Industry (NHO)-Partnership.

The University Institute of Technology (IUT) in France has established a partnership
arrangement with local bankers, lawyers from the Chamber of Commerce and the APCE (the
local agency for the creation of companies) to support successful student ideas for new
businesses. Within the non-formal sector, the Agro-Business for Rura Y outh in Philippines
and the Drug Abuse and Prevention Programme for Marginalized Youth in Asia (DAPP) are
both based upon partnerships with the local business community in which products created as a
result of the skills-based training are linked into loca supply chains, thereby keyed into local
economic development and more likely to be sustainable in the long term.

In Kenya, the Kenya Management Assistance Programme (K-MAP) gets large businesses to
make their mid level and top level managers available to the owners of small scale business for
advice and counselling, on a voluntary basis. Such programmes are usualy aimed at the
emergent entrepreneur rather than the subsistence self-employed. At the international level,
actors such as Shell, Compag, Motorola and Cisco Systems have been key players through
programmes such as Shell LiveWire, Motorola X X| etc.

Theroleof civil society/NGOs

There are also a number of national and international foundations (both civil society and
corporate), al of which have formed partnerships with national governments and NGOs to
promote enterprise growth among young entrepreneurs nationally and internationally. NGOs,
throughout the world, but especially in the developing world, tend to have a focus on the
education and training opportunities for at-risk youth.

The International Youth Foundation (IYF) has been heavily involved in raising awareness
about issues facing youth. YouthNet Internationa is I'YF's vehicle for the development and
exchange of information on effective programmes and practices that support the development
of children and youth ages 5 through 20 by: linking the field experiences of programmes
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around the world to academic and policy research; fostering networking and interaction among
those with common concerns and interests; organizing workshops and meetings; disseminating
published and electronic information; and, facilitating partnerships and learning exchanges.

Speciadised NGOs have evolved dealing with different dimensions of self-employment and
micro-enterprise. Some NGOs are concerned with the promotion of free market values (e.g. the
Urban Foundation in South Africa). Others focus entirely on the small-scale credit side,
product development, women entrepreneurs, or the vocational training of the young people in
rural and urban situations. Here, NGOs (both southern, northern and in partnership) are
probably a more significant source of support than central or local government schemes®.

However, there are a very large number of NGOs which are interested in training for its social
benefits above all else and have developed frameworks for dealing with issues such as
HIV/AIDS awareness, health, environment and support for women by focussing on the holistic
development of the individua and through activities to create sustainable livelihoods’. Micro
finance programmes in this context are relatively new and such programmes tend to develop
much more specific linkages between different socia problems affecting youth or community
development strategies'®.

NGOs concerned with vocational training are a highly diverse group. There are northern
organisations with worldwide coverage down to those with links to a single village. Thereis a
variety of coverage among southern NGOs too, athough very few (e.g. CIDE in Latin
America) are more than nationa in their scope. Some NGOs have religious origins (e.g.
CADEC in Zimbabwe); others derive from political parties (e.g. the German Konrad Adenauer
Stiftung and Friedrich Ebert Stiftung); but many have more practical origins. In many
countries, for example Kenya and India, afirst generation of religious NGOs has tended to be
complemented by a second generation of more secular agencies.

Most common programme features

In spite of the broad differences in economic, social and cultural contexts for entrepreneurship
and enterprise education across regions and countries, there are nevertheless some similarities
in the way that these programmes at different levels of education have been conceived and are
delivered. All the projects and programmes suggest, to varying degrees, that the key to
promoting entrepreneurid initiative is in engaging the imagination of students, that is, in
assisting them to think of developing their own business ideas, by showing them, at least in
part, what it could be like to establish and run their own businesses.

° A livelihood is everything people know, have, and do to make a living. Applied to youth, the livelihoods
approach comprises a broad and interrelated set of programmes and policies that include: giving youth
opportunities to generate and earn income; providing credit, savings and other financial services and related
training in job and business skills; developing ingtitutions, alliances and networks for youth to advance their
economic interests; and promoting policy and socia changes that improve young peopl€’ slivelihood prospects. In
many cases, training is provided in diverse skills and specidities in order to diversify the economy and reduce
reliance on one product.

19 For example, many micro-finance organisations in the hardest-hit countries in sub-Saharan Africa now offer
products specificaly for AIDS-affected clients and househol ds, although some of these products may have limited
applicability. Innovative financial products geared to AlDS-affected youth include the establishment of education
trusts for minors and alowing youth from AIDS-affected househol ds to use micro-finance services.
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Most programmes tend to combine classroom-based ingtruction with mentoring, guidance and
counselling, practical experience and a menu of support that is adapted to the socio-economic
circumstances of the participants and is flexible enough to evolve as their needs and priorities
change. In North America, not-for-profits specialising in enterprise and entrepreneurship
education are now servicing programmes in both the formal and non-formal sectors. In the
developing world, toolkits and methodologies such as SI'YB from ILO, CEFE from GTZ, the
Commonwealth Y outh Credit Initiative and Street Kids International, to name afew, have been
developed and replicated widely.

All the projects and programmes suggest, to varying degrees, that the key to promoting
entrepreneurial initiative is to engage young people as active generators of knowledge, rather
than passive receivers. Thisis done by assisting them in the development of their own business
ideas and showing them, at least in part, what it could be like to establish and run their own
businesses.

An important part of stimulating the imagination in thisway is the process of "learn-by-doing,"
or experiential learning, which nurtures the personal qualities, characteristics and attitudes of
successful entrepreneurs. The learner reflects on personal experience and relates it to the
theoretical aspects, creating a dynamic relationship. Repeated cycles of learning from
classroom experiences represent the essence of the entrepreneurial way of learning.

Business owners often serve on the advisory boards and curriculum committees of secondary
schools and higher education institutions, particularly vocational education, technical colleges
and business schools. They may also act as classroom speakers or work placement employers.
In the informal sector, innovative delivery models, such as Shell LiveWire, offer loan funds
within an integrated package of assistance.

A common theme running through entrepreneurship and enterprise education programmes,
irrespective of socio-economic context, isthat they are often delivered within the framework of
partnership arrangements'* and coalitions at both national and international levels. The rise in
popularity of public/private sector partnership arrangements within the formal sector is often
primarily to facilitate learning and promote sustainability within the framework of a coherent
plan for local economic development. In western countries, they often take the form of
strengthened cooperation between education and training authorities and business associations
and enterprise boards. The Golden Vale Young Entrepreneurs Scheme Awards (YES) in
Ireland, for example, is carried out in association with City and County Enterprise Boards
throughout the country.

In developing countries, strategic partnerships are formed to enable Centre for Education and
Enterprise Development (South Africa) to ddiver a holistic and integrated programme to its
target group. The private sector, such as Shell LiveWire in Singapore runs an outreach
campaign to ensure that potential entrepreneurs outside the student population are able to
participate in workshops; an awards scheme and a mentoring programme.

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SME policy and youth entrepreneurship in countriesin transition

Antal Szabo, Regional Adviser on Entrepreneurship and SMEs, UNECE

Introduction

The experience of the UNECE region evidences that the heart of political and economic
transformation of any country in transition (CITs) lies in the creation of the private sector, the
development of entrepreneurship and small- and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) for the
following reasons:

e SMEs dimulate the formation of private ownership and entrepreneurial kills;

e They areflexible and can adapt quickly to changing market demand and supply
Situations,

e They generate employment; and

e SMEs help to diversify economic activity and make a significant contribution to
trade and economic growth.

Considering the capabilities of SMEs in stimulating economic growth, the emphasis should be
made on the creation of a business friendly environment, including good governance. Within such
a framework a successful transformation of a society towards a market economy is more likely
benefit all citizens acrossthe life cycle from youth to the old age.

Over the last decade tremendous progress has been made in the transition process towards a
market economy in the former socialist countries. Several countries have successfully
converted their economies and now are rightfully considered belonging to the emerging market
economies. However, inadequate legal and regulatory conditions and unfavorable
macroeconomic environment in two-thirds of the transition economies in the UNECE region
still impede the development of entrepreneurship and private sector. In order to facilitate the
transition process attention must be paid to creating better conditions for entrepreneurship and
SMEs.

Twelve countries are currently adopting their national policies to join the European Union.
The Czech Republic, Estonia, Hungary, Latvia, Lithuania, Poland, Slovakia and Slovenia are
the ,,champions’ in adopting the acquis communautaire. Croatia, which is not an accesing
country, belongs, however, to the leader group in the field of entrepreneurship. Bulgaria and
Romania are on the way to adopting the acquis communautaire on entrepreneurship and SME
development.

To assst countries in transition in this endeavor, UNECE regularly updates and reviews the
development of legislation and provides statistical data highlighting the problems faced by the
SME sector under the economic transition process in individua countries. The review of
statistics, regulations and support measures is based on country responses to the Questionnaire
on Small and Medium-sized Enterprises in Countries in Transition (CITs). The Report on the
SMEs in CITs in 2000-2001 (UNECE document OPA/AC.32/1) is available on-line at
http://www.unece.org/i ndust/sme/smepubli.pdf.
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Results of economic analysis and observations gained during meetings and advisory missions
by the UNECE suggest that the development of the SME sector in countries in transition is at
different levels. It is a continuous process, which needs commitment, both from the
Governments and the society, as well human and financial resources, time and patience.

This development, essential to the growth of the SME sector in countries in transition, is most
effective when activities and assistance are integrated and are carried out at three distinct
levels™ 2

(i) Strategic leve (policy-making);

(i) Ingitutional level (support institutions);

(iii) Enterpriselevel (entrepreneursand business entities).

The above-mentioned levels create a SME Development Pyramid structure, in which the
strategic level is considered as the highest priority and is "located" at the top of the pyramid.
The institutional level is located in the middlie and is interlinked with both, the SME policy-
makers at the top and the entrepreneurs at the bottom, for whom they are created and to whom
their services are offered. The third level is the base of the whole structure: entrepreneurs and
business erntities are the actors of the SME sector, whose performance, behaviour, efficiency
and inefficiency are reflected in the mirror of economic transformation. The whole building is
sound only when there is simultaneous progress and interaction, acceptance by each other and
operative cooperation. Youth employment and the development of youth entrepreneurship
should be considered against this background.

1. YOUTHEMPLOYMENT AND ENTREPRENEURSHIP
1.1 Situation of youth and young entrepreneursin countriesin transition

Since the beginning of the 1990s, the traditional cycle of school-to-work-to-retirement has
changed not only in the CITs, including the Commonwedth of Independent States (CIS).
Increasing globalization and internationalization have significantly modified the patterns of
labor markets. Multinational companies are pressing trade unions to accept more flexible labor
relations. At the same time, opportunities for youth to learn on job have contracted. Y outh
unemployment is growing and the changing patterns of employment provide a new context for
these problems, as well as serious concerns for youth and the future stability.

A more profound gpproach to the youth current problems is needed to reduce the risk of youth
poverty, and, therefore, recruitment of young people by illega and informa businesses,
including drug dealers, which has been on rise in some of the countries of the region.

Current youth studies prefer to focus on social and community aspects of the youth situation
rather than to analyze the effectiveness of youth employment policies and strategies. Thereisa
lack of research, which could help to better define the relationship of youth entrepreneurship
with wider youth employment programmes.

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1.2 UNECE Pro-Youth Activities

The UNECE has focused on youth employment and entrepreneurship at two recent meetings.

During the First Regional Forum on Youth: “ Security, Opportunity and Prosperity”, held
on 26-28 August 2002, in Geneva, the participants referred to growing difficulties young
people are facing in entering the labour market and ensuring a decent income. They identified a
number of processes, which, in their view, would impact income opportunities for youth in the
region in the forthcoming future:

Unfinished transition and consolidation of new market economies;

EU enlargement;

Globalization and a growing competition pressure from low-income developing
countries;

The aging of the population in many transition countries and the need to provide elderly
with work;

Rapid technological change; and
Expressed concern that most policy options targeting youth appeared ineffective in
providing alasting solution.

According to some country studies, the average survival rate of the SMESs created by young
entrepreneurs ranges between 10-15 percent.

Nearly in al transition economies the highest unemployment rate is anong two populations
categories:

(i) Young people under 25 years, and
(i) Low skilled and less educated.

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In Hungary, for example, youth represented 26.9% of the total number of unemployed in 2000,
while the unemployment rate of this age group was 12.1%, about 5 percentage points lower
than the EU average unemployment rate for the same age group. °

In the EU candidate countries, since the beginning of the 2000s, a new phenomenon has
emerged: government authorities and transnational companies are looking for start-ups
employees with the minimum experiences of 2-3 years. There is a growing dilemma facing the
young people, how to obtain the first two-year experience in the situation, when the youth
unemployment is so high.

In many countries in transition, especialy in the CIS, Governments appear either
underestimating the magnitude of the youth problems and, therefore, passive, or lacking
adeguate resources to provide an effective support of youth entrepreneurship and employment
schemes. Thisis confirmed by the fact that the responsibility for youth affairs is spread among
different Government agencies, and/or that Ministries or agencies responsible for youth affairs
do not receive resources adequate enough to provide support for youth programmes, which
could make a difference.

During the BSEC Workshop on “Promotion of SMEs — Development of Youth
Entrepreneurship”, held on 27-28 March 2003, in Chisinau (Republic of Moldova), the
participants identified the following challenges in the area of youth employment and
employability:

e The average unemployment among the young people in transition economies is higher
than that of adults, and the involvement of youth in the shadow and informal economy
is considerable;

e There is a mismatch between the knowledge and sKills required by enterprises and
those offered by the young entrants to the job market;

e Enterprises demand highly skilled, well-trained employees and are reluctant to invest in
training. In many CIS countries, managers are looking for secretaries with university
degrees, but without training in office management, while professional secretaries face
difficultiesin entering the job market;

e In many countries/regions, the labour market cannot absorb the supply of university
graduates, especially economists, lawyers, psychologists, while there is strong demand
for skilled blue-collar workers;

e The involvement of employer organizations in developing curricula for apprenticeship
is important. Quadifications should be adjusted to the skills requirements of the job
market; and

e Young people do not participate in the decision-making process regarding their
education and employment policies that affect their future.

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1.3 UNECE TEAM OF SPECIALISTSON YOUTH ENTREPRENEURSHIP

The UNECE two-year sub-programme “ Entrepreneurship in Poverty Alleviation” is focused on
promoting youth entrepreneurship within the framework of a larger programme, such as
Industrial Restructuring, Enterprise Development and Entrepreneurship. Within this
framework, youth entrepreneurship is seen as a means of alleviating the risk of poverty in
declining industrial areas by utilizing the potential of young people in developing new and high
value industrial activities in such regions

The Team of Speciadigs elaborated its Programme of Work for the biennium 2003-2004,

concentrating on the following activities (see Report of the Meeting
TRADE/WP.8/AC.2/2003/12):*

e In order to fulfil the objectives of the Millennium Declaration in the area of youth, a
number of important initiatives have been launched. UNECE will seek to contribute to
the implementation of these initiatives, and, hence, of the mgor goas of the
Millennium Declaration. The initiatives to be considered are the following:

(i) Youth Employment Network, established by the UN Secretary General;
(if) Youth Employment Summit Campaign, established as an international NGO;

(iif) Youth Business International; and

(iv) Junior Chamber International.

Raising awareness on youth-related issues. Organising sub-regional workshops and
forums;

Promoting the development of school businesses;

Launching a project on match-making jointly with the World Y outh Bank; and
Preparation of Youth Entrepreneurship Report.

14 UN SECRETARIAT
1.4.1 Youth Employment Network

This initiative was launched by Mr. Kofi Annan, UN Secretary-General. He caled for
establishing a High-Level Panel on Youth Employment Network, consisting of the most
creative leaders of the private sector, economic policy-making and civil society (including
youth leaders) for exploring imaginative approaches to the youth employment challenge. These
outstanding experts, brought into a network, are expected to develop recommendations on
possible sources of solutions, including the contribution that information technology and the
informal sector could make in employment generation. They will provide guidelines on actions
that should be implemented to improve the position of young people in the labor market.

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One of the mgjor areas under discussion concerns youth entrepreneurship. The UNECE and
other UN and international donor agencies are ready to provide expertise and assistance in the
area of youth entrepreneurship, as well as step-by-step recommendations on how to increase
the survival rate of young entrepreneurs. The UNECE calsfor CIS Governments and NGOs to
join this Network.

Y outh programmes are new to the Governments not only in CITs, but also in advanced market
economies. Moreover, Ministries for Economic and Social Affairs, Youth and Sport in
countries in transition are often new administrative structures with little experience with
regards to youth policy under the conditions of market. In the majority of cases, there islack of
co-operation between Government authorities, which are responsible for economic
development, entrepreneurship development, education, and those, which are responsible for
youth affairs. Governments are, therefore, encouraged to create cross-sectoral bodies
responsible for the coordination of efforts of different governmental structures to implement
youth programmes, including those on young entrepreneurship. Governments should elaborate
an action plan taking into consideration the recommendations of the UN Y outh Employment
Network.

15 EUROPEAN REGIONAL ACTIVITIES
1.5.1 European Union

During the last decade, many things have evolved in the youth sector in the European Union.
The European Commission thought that the moment had come to widen and deepen the
political debate, to go beyond the current EU programmes and to consider the development of a
genuine co-operation policy for the future decades.

The European Parliament and the Council of the European Union in 2002 decided to establish
a Y outh Community Action Programme in order to develop a European area of cooperation in
the field of youth policy, based on information education and training.”> Perhaps the Executive
Secretariat of the CIS would like to issue a similar action programme.

The European Commission White Paper on Y outh Policy was published in 2001. Its stakes
consist in “deepening the Community co-operation to the benefit and with the involvement of
young people, as a specific and essential element of a policy which is resolutely directed
towards the future.” The Commission thus indicated its will to make this policy acquire a
genuine Community dimension in complementarity and close co-operation with the locd,
regional and national authorities of the member States.®

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“Following enlargement, there will be 75 million young people in Europe
between the age of 15 and 25.” Whatever their differences (in terms of access to
the labor market, education, family life, income, etc.), young people see
themselves as fully-fledged citizens with all attendant rights and obligations.
Investing in youth is an investment in the richness of our societies, today and
tomorrow. It is therefore one of the keys to achieving the political objective
laid down by the Lisbon European Council: making Europe “the most
competitive and dynamic knowledge-based economy in the world” .

1.5.2 Candidate Countries

In most countries of the region, there are government structures, which are responsible for
formulation of national youth policies and promotion of programmes. There is a need to assess
the results of implementation of Government policies and measures, as well as numerous
private and non-governmental initiatives, targeting youth. The UNECE has just published the
Report on “Youth in the UNECE region: Realities, Challenges, Opportunities’, which
represents an attempt to fill up this gap.?

The candidate countries, adopting the acquis communautaire, are required to take the following
steps:

i) Contribute to the development of quality education which shall include the
European dimension and shall support and complement the action of the member States
while respecting their cultura and linguistic diversity (Article 149, ex-Article 126) with
regard to the content of teaching and the organisation of education systems,

(if) Implement a vocationa training policy, which shall support and supplement the
action of the member States (Article 150, ex-Article 127) and shall aim to facilitate
adaptation to industrial change and increase employability.

These provisions are mainly implemented via three main EU action programmes: Socrates’,
L eonardo da Vinci'® and Youth for Europe®.

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The main objectives of the Youth for Europe programme are as follows:

o To alow the young to acquire knowledge, skills and abilities which can serve them in
their future development;

o To promote an active contribution by young people to the building of Europe through
their participation in transnational exchanges,

o Toinvolve the young in community life and alow them to become responsible citizens;

o To encourage young peopl€e's initiative, enterprise and creativity so that they may take
an active role in society while at the same time stimulating recognition of the value of
informal education acquired within a European context;

o To support the fight to promote respect for human rights and to combat racism and
xenophobia; and to reinforce cooperation in the field of youth.

In the recent Polish Government’s Policy Guideline for 2003-2005 adopted by the Council of
Ministers on 4 February 2003, there is a special programme on Shaping of entrepreneurial
attitude, which aims at, among other, to popularise entrepreneurship, especially among young
people, women, handicapped persons and the unemployed. This initiative is being
implemented by the following government institutions: the Ministry of Economy, Labour and
Social Policy, the Ministry of National Education and Sports, the Government Plenipotentiary
for Equal Status of Women and Men, and the Polish Agency for Enterprise Development. *2

The Slovenian Program of Developing Entrepreneurship and Creativity among Young
People is a joint program of the Ministry of Labor, Family and Socia Affairs, Ministry of
Education and Sports, Ministry of Economic Activities, Ministry of Small Businesses and
Tourism, Ministry of Agriculture and other Ministries. By supporting this program, they have
enabled the development of entrepreneurship and enterprises in their respective fields. The
Program of Developing Entrepreneurship and Creativity among Young People marks the
beginning of systematic work that most certainly will generate postive long-term effects, as
the experience of other countries has attested. Such programs generate trickle-down effects
benefiting individuas. With this systematic approach, the quality implementation of the
program will be raised, which would consequently create a larger number of potential young
entrepreneurs, who will become employed or self-employed and who will participate in other
forms of work and establish themselves more easily on the labor market. **

The key objectives of these programmes are:

= To ensure an appropriate system of guiding and financing the development and
implementation of various forms of training for individua target groups of young
people,

= Toattract local and other sources of funding, and

= To promote the goals and activities as part of the program in an appropriate manner.

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The Baltic Sea Youth Ministerial Conference, held in Vilnius on 6-9 June 2002, brought
together the Ministers responsible for youth affairs in the Baltic States, as well as
representatives of the National Youth Councils, European Commission, the Y outh and Sport
Directorate of the Council of Europe, the National Agencies of the EU Y outh Programme and
other stakeholdersin the Baltic Searegion. The Ministers agreed on the following priorities for
co-operation in the Baltic Sea region: **

= Todevelop knowledge-based youth policies;

= To promote concepts of non-formal education and lifelong learning;

= To encourage close co-operation between the governmental and non-governmental
actorsin the field of youth policy, for example, in promoting the concepts of e-learning
and e-community, and in removing barriers to youth networking, while developing a
knowledge -based Baltic Sea economy. In this framework attention will be devoted to
the provision of relevant information for young people;

= To promote a cross-sectora approach to youth policies, taking in consideration co-
management and co-decision making. Support active youth participation in the civil
society and democratic processes in general;

= To securethe integration of young people from disadvantaged backgrounds who are not
able to match the demands of the knowledge society;

= To provide young people with the incentive and possibility to develop the Baltic Sea
region identity through fostering intercultural and inter-religious dialogue and removing
barriers to youth mobility, while maintaining co-operation with other sub-regional areas
of Europe; and

= To strengthen co-operation between the Baltic States in the youth field, both in terms of
a closer intergovernmental co-operation between all the states and encouraging the co-
operation between non-governmental organisations and various youth groups in the
region.

Following the Ministerial Conference, a special web site, www.lijot.It, and the newspaper “Po
Skeciu” was created in order to inform young people and youth organizations about different
events happening around the world and in Lithuania,

2. PROGRESS MADE AND OBSTACLES ENCOUNTERED IN DEVELOPING
AND IMPLEMENTING YOUTH POLICIESAND PROGRAMMES

Since the mid-1990s, many nations have recognized the importance of youth policies. The
countries of the EU are leading this process and the candidate countries have been forced to
develop smilar policies in accordance with the acquis communautaire. However, national
youth policies are often exposed to political battles between the competing parties and, as a
consequence, the progranmmes are delayed and often changing, and the supporting
infrastructure are not sustainable.

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What is needed is a visonary integrated national youth policy. Such a pro-youth policy
should be reinforced by mainstreaming youth-related issues into al the sectora policies. In
many cases, there is no need to spend more money, but rather strengthen the communication
and coordination of different governmental authorities, the private sector and NGOs to ensure
that the most alarming problems will be solved and that services and programmes, affecting
youth, will be more effective and efficient.

If the Government neglects youth, it also neglects the future of its own country. This is why
investment in youth is the most valuable input into the development of any society. This needs
full commitment and a national-wide consensus in order to release the creativity and energy of
young men and women, and, thus, improving the perspectives of a country’s participation in
the globa and regional economies.

2.1 Youth Entrepreneurship

In developing a national youth policy, attention should be given to youth entrepreneurship and
enterprise-based youth employment policies.™ Y outh entrepreneurship could move young men
and women into self-employment, and, therefore, generate jobs. It could contribute to
economic empowerment and aleviate poverty. Young entrepreneurs could provide useful
goods and services to the society, find new solutions and propose ideas on doing things in a
more innovative way. It is no wonder that many advanced market economies, especially the
US, provide many opportunities for innovative young men and women. They have enriched
these countries and their economies with innovative ideas.

It is important, however, to recognize that youth entrepreneurship is not a solution to youth
unemployment and economic problems facing countries. The promotion of youth
entrepreneurship is rather ameans to develop new skills and acquire new experience that many
young men and women need and which they could and will apply in coping with many
challenges of their life.

The Y outh Business International found that, in the UK, 20 out of 100 young men and women
are entrepreneurial. However, not more than five of these start up their businesses. There is a
need to develop speciad programmes in order to encourage young people to develop their
entrepreneurial skills and start-up their own business.

2.2 Orientation of youth entrepreneurship support programmes

Y oung people face the challenge of skill-acquisition in technical field, as well as in the market
and human relations, to overcome the congraints of their limited life and work experience.
They also face the challenge of the lacking financial resources. However, they are more
innovative, more open to risk-taking and have a better understanding of IT, honest and naive,
but sometimes they lack responsibility and could easily gamble and take unnecessary risks.

The experiences of various international youth enterprise promotion programmes show that the
promotion of youth entrepreneurship should be based on two consecutive steps:

1> Simon White and Peter Kenyon: Initiatives for the development of enterprise action and strategies. InFocus

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First: Raising awareness and understanding of entrepreneurship and business, and
Second:  Creating self-employment and/or micro-enterprise.

This sequence is essential. Starting up without a business plan can be fatal leading to
bankruptcy and liquidation. The result, which could have a devastating psychological effect, on
a young business man or woman, but also damage the reputation at the very start of his or her
business career. In many countries, including the majority of CITs, the failed start-ups are not
given a second chance like a second loan or support to restart her/his business.

3. POLICY DEVELOPMENT
3.1 Promotion of entrepreneurship and enterprise culture

The attitude of people towards entrepreneurship and entrepreneurs widely varies across all the
55 countries of the UNECE, and the differences are great between the different sub-regions.
The level of entrepreneurship in the EU is very high, and there are many initiatives
encouraging and adopting the most appropriate approach for producing more entrepreneurs.
The attitude of the citizens of the CITs towards developing entrepreneurship could be
improved. Compared to the EU and the USA, there is less of an entrepreneurial dynamism in
the CITs.

There are many factors influencing the decision of young men and women to start their own
business. One way, in which they learn about entrepreneurship, is the family business. This
means growing up in the families, where doing businessis away of life.

In CITs, aside from some Eastern European emerging market economies, there is a limited
possibility of gaining such an experience. SMEs are newcomers with little experiences. In
many cases, children, who have witnessed the difficulties of their parents, including their
struggle to cope with frequently changing political and economic environment, the red tapes
and administrative obstacles, high taxation, weak supporting infrastructure, unfair competition
and etc., when they become young adults are not inclined to start up their own business.

In many CITs, the society is suspicious of entrepreneurs, thinking that they are just driven by
greed and wish to become reach overnight. Mass media frequently shows enterprises in a
negative light instead of trying to set up postive role-models of entrepreneurs, who are
producing goods and services needed by communities, which are in shortage or not yet
available.

There is a need to develop an enterprise culture based on a set of principles and values, which
would be acceptable to a society and/or community and would aspire entrepreneurial people to
create new enterprises. We should strive to set up such an environment, within which people
would not be just forced into self-employment, because of the need to survive, but because of
the all excitement and satisfaction entrepreneurship could bring in their life.

3.2 Development of enterprise-based curriculum in primary and secondary schools

School is not only a means of acquiring knowledge. Its environment leaves a lasting imprint
on the behaviour pattern and value-orientation of young men and women.
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“Non scolae, sed vitae discimus.”
We learn not for school, but from life

Latin proverb

There is a growing mismatch between the school curriculum and the needs of life in many
CITs. The former school curriculum was more oriented towards providing classical
encyclopaedia knowledge, preparing students for maturity examination, and the best ones, with
school-leaving certificates, continued their studies at high schools and/or universities. Students
that fell behind had to enter vocational training schools or to start their carrier as desk clerks at
public offices.

During the last decade the school system was significantly transformed in most of the
advanced market economies. Its orientation became more in line with the above-cited Latin
proverb. The IT technology became an everyday practice in majority of schools and enterprise-
focused curriculum became an important part of many education institutions. The EU has
established a special programme encouraging development of school business education.

The growth of entrepreneurship programme at education institutions has been remarkable for
the last decade. The introduction to entrepreneurship starts in pre-school years, in
kindergartens, as it is crucial, playfully, to develop the creativity, honesty, responsibility in the
children of this age, as they are extremely keen to learn about everything new. Most school
entrepreneurship programmes are initiated a the primary and secondary schools, and continued
at the college and university level.

There are different interpretations of school business education, but so far no definition has
been adopted. The most urgent thing is to develop an effective entrepreneurial curriculum and
introduce entrepreneurship as a possible career option. This requires specially trained teachers
and business persons/entrepreneurs-volunteers, who could teach entrepreneurship from the
perspective of their bus ness experience.

One of the most structured school business programmes was developed in the United
Kingdom. The Young Enterprise is a national education charity programme with the mission to
inspire young people to learn and succeed through enterprise. The Young Enterprise runs six
programme, each for adifferent age group, from 5 to 25 year-old students. These are run on the
“learning by doing” principle:*®

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e Primary programme: for children ages4 to 11,

e Project business: for 14-15 year old students,

e Company programme: students aged 15 to 19;

e Team programme: for young people aged 15 to 19 with difficulties to learn or
disabilities; and

e Entrepreneurship Master: for experiences students running their own business.

The Canadian Entrepreneurship Education System in Nova Scotia Schools is based on a
curriculum plan designed to develop entrepreneurial qualities in students, starting the primary
school and up to 12-grade, by exposing them to the concept of entrepreneurship and
introducing it as a career option. *’

The Youth Entrepreneurship Support and Development Center (YESDC) in Belarus assists in
promotion of economic literacy among Belarusian students and provides support and
disseminates achievements in teaching economics and entrepreneurship. The main goal is to
provide amethodical journal for teachers - “Keep-up with the Economy”.*®

To UNECE Team of Expert on Youth Entrepreneurship in its programme of work envisages
the promotion of school businesses and the implementation of two pilot projects in Hungary
and in the Russian Federation in the area of school business education.

3.3 Creation of linkages between education and businesses

Linkages between education institutions and local business communities allow students to
obtain first-hand experiences in business and explore opportunities and possibilities of
self/employment. Enterprises, participating in such kind of programmes, benefit by gaining a
positive corporate image amnong youth people, their parents and the general public at large.
Their staff also benefit by improving presentation skills, while communicating with young
people.

4. DEVELOPMENT AND IMPLEMENTATION OF YOUTH ENTREPRENEURSHIP
PROGRAMMES

The development of a youth entrepreneurship programme has to be based on the recognition,
that the promotion of young entrepreneurship is a part of the national youth development
programme, as well as an organic part of the small business development programme, with the
purpose to contribute to economic development, job creation, economic empowerment and
poverty aleviation.

While national youth programme is the “mother” of youth entrepreneurship, the national SME
focd point organization is the “father” of this programme and is responsible for the
development of the entire small business sector. Other governmental organizations like
Ministries of Labours, Health, Education, or Ministries of Family and Y outh Affairs, also have
an important role to play in this process.

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The key objectives of youth entrepreneurship promotion programmes should be the following:

Support self-employed and micro-companies,

Provide business consultation through business services institutions or mentoring;
Secure adequate start-up funds;

Help in marketing and finding business partners,

Help in improving the rate of survival and success of micro businesses,

Assist inimplementing new business ideas and innovation.

The design and implementation of young entrepreneurship promotion programmes should be
based on different approaches. Whether there is a need for creation of a specialized agency, or
whether the same genera promotion agencies should be used makes no difference. Both types
of institutions have advantages and disadvantages. The main issueis, that persons, deaing with
young people, must have sufficient experience and be also sympathetic with the impatient and
inexperienced start-ups.

4.1 Promotion of self-employment

No one is born an entrepreneur. Running a business is both challenging and rewarding.
However, operating a business is not for everyone. Running a business can entail a lot of
pressure and stress, and test of managerial and leadership skills.

In CITs, there were many very good engineers, excellent schools and a highly educated
population. However, the lack of capital in CITs coupled with the lack of experience with
financial techniques complicates the development of entrepreneurship and SMEs. CITs may be
adopting market economy accounting and financial practices, but an important part of business
know-how is lacking, namely, in how to present an investment project in terms of loca needs
and priorities.

One of the popular motivations for self-employment is to “make my own and independent
business’. In many cases, this decision is made because of the collapse of stated-owned
companies and unemployment, or because of the dropping out from school.

A recent study prepared by the Irish Centre for Innovation and Partnership highlights that
amost 70% of the people decided to become a self-employed do not prepare themselves
properly for their new responsibilities. Almost 90% of them do not study their market, and, as a
result of these two reasons, half of al the newly established businesses fail in Europe within
the first five years of the enterprise life. *°

In order to avoid such kind of difficulties, the preparation for self-employment is of paramount
importance at the last years of the secondary education, as well as before the graduation from
the University, especially for the students, who do not intent to continue their studies.

Loca communities, development agencies, encourage young people to acquire relevant skills
that would make them more prepared for self-employed.

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The UNECE developed specia Guides for start-ups operating in CITs, which is called: “How
to Prepare a Business Plan”,? as well as a “ Risk Management” guide,®* which could be
useful by young men and women in learning about business, self-employment and business

environment.

4.2 Youth businessincubation

Entrepreneurship has a vital role to play in improving competitiveness of small businesses and
Europe's employment situation. Among many solutions proposed, business incubation seems to
be one of the most effective means of assisting entrepreneurs in starting up a business
enterprise, nurturing young enterprises, and helping them to survive during the vulnerable
start-up period. %

In fact, instead of speaking about “business incubators’ emphasis should be put on the term
“business incubation” - an interactive development process aiming at encouraging people to
start up their own businesses and supporting start-up companies in the development of
innovative products. Incubation also means the development of a supportive and stimulating
environment for entrepreneurship. The UNECE elaborated Guidelines on Best Practice in
Business I ncubation, which can be used in designing and implementing a business incubation
project and also for the development of youth entrepreneurship. 2

Probably, one of the first Y outh Business Incubator Centres in Central and Eastern Europe was
established in 1996, at the Business Polytechnic School in Budapest based on the Wandsworth
Y outh Enterprise’s model. From its very start, the Budapest Y outh Enterprise Centre (BY EC)
has developed into an engine of youth entrepreneurship in Hungary. The Centre currently has
21 business units and employs a team of staff supporting the need of over 200 young
Hungarian businessmen and women. The BYEC pilot project was funded by the European
Commission through the PHARE Partnership Programme. The project objective was to
promote the start up and development of micro and small businesses in the region, providing
positive socio-economic benefits for the wider Hungarian community and other regions of
Europe.

The main beneficiary groups are young people aged 17 — 30, who are unemployed or on low
income, and young people from the under-represented and disadvantaged groups. The target
groups tend to have limited life and work experience and require more intensive and
specialised support if they are to successfully set up and develop abusiness. %

Another successful example to be mentioned is the Jesenice Incubator Centre in Slovenia.® It
was founded in 2000. It provides total 12 business units with 377 square meters of space.

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The Centre focuses on Information Technology and targets people of al ages from the local
community. A section of the Centre is set aside to specifically accommodate a youth enterprise
programme. A unique feature of this programme is that it avails on-site mentoring and business
counselling services.

An interesting and promising initiative is the Global Youth Incubator formed by
representatives from the Global Forum (www.glocalforum.org), the Digital Y outh Consortium
(www.gioventudigitale.net, the www.e-inclusionsite.org) and donors. Seven grass-root projects
were selected by a joint panel for demonstrating the possibilities of the IT and innovative use
of new technologies towards the development of an e-society and closing the Digital Divide.?®
It would be useful to consider a possibility to develop a Global CIS Y outh Incubator for similar
objectives, which could be sponsored, at least in part, by domestic I T-based companies.

4.3 Skill training

What skills does anyone need to succeed in business and how they could be acquired? There is
no smple answer to this question. Lyve Alexis Pleshette, Senior Staff Writer of an American
media company, considers the following five must-have skills one needs to have as an
entrepreneur and to succeed in today's competitive market:?’

- Sales and marketing skills;

- Financia know-how;

- Sdf-motivation skills;

- Time management skills; and
- Administration skills.

Certainly these requirements are a bit smplified. Start-ups in transition economies have aso to
be able to communicate and negotiate with various business agents; deal with authorities; plan;
make decisions, search for information and identify business opportunities, and many others
things.

Among many enterprise-training programmes those are successful, which are designed around
certain location and region needs, knowing the requirements of special branches or market
segments. Training courses should be flexible in structure and timing, and be talored to
accommodate people with various needs. Young peopl€ s needs are a special case, in which the
attention should be utmost to minimize the risk of failure, which could have a devastating
effect on young entrepreneurs.

44 Financing

Financing of small businesses in CITs is one of the major problems faced by starting up
entrepreneurs, especially, in securing the initial capital necessary for accessing a credit. The
absence of credit higory and own finance also impede the access of youth to financial
resources.

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For ensuring an effective financial support of small businesses, including young entrepreneurs,
legal and regulatory changes and innovative policies and policy schemes should be introduced
with regards to the banking issues. Governments of the CIS could consider establishing a credit
guarantee scheme, leasing, start-up credit scheme or equity facilitation, - the approaches, which
have worked successfully in other countries.

In addressing the problem of securing financial support for start-ups, the following financial
strategies and programmes have been used:

e Provision of grants for youth entrepreneurs;
e Provision of soft loans,
e Creation and operation of special financial schemes.

45 Mentoring

Mentors are businessmen or women, who are willing to volunteer their time, have an interest in
supporting youth entrepreneurship in their local communities, and who have enough business
background to be able to offer their experience and wisdom to aspiring young entrepreneurs.
The mentor role is designed to share wisdom and challenge and support young entrepreneurs.

Mentor’s support can be offered to young entrepreneurs, who do not have business experience
or have had few contacts with the business community.

The mentoring element is an essential component especially in a loan program. Successful
programme has been offered, already for many years, by the Prince’s Trust in the U.K. A few
years ago, aresearch conducted in Ireland on the success rate of businesses in the loan program
found that the addition of mentoring to the business support program had significantly
enhanced the success rate of the businesses of the young entrepreneur. Recently, the Canadian
Y outh 2%usi ness Foundation created its business support program in Canada using the same
model.

Mentoring programmes may be developed by youth bus ness development agencies in all over
the CIS region.

4.6 Theroleof youth entrepreneurs contests

Competition is a means to encourage performance and raise awareness about innovative and
creative young entrepreneurs. Every society needs excellent entrepreneurs. Those young
entrepreneurs, who accomplished high achievements, could become a role model for the rest of
the youth. Competition award of the best performance provides specia incentives to winners,
allowing them to implement their business ideas.

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The Shell LiveWIRE Young Entrepreneur of the Year Awards take place between February
and June of each year.*® Young people of the age between 16 and 30 prepare their business
plans and submit them to the project panel of judges, who then assess them and choose
winners. A winner can get an award of £10,000.

Similar business planning competition was organized by the Kiev Y outh Business-Centre for
young start-ups. However, the programme was suspended due to lack of financial resources to
award the winners.

Since 1987, the W.A. de Vigier Foundation awards five excellent innovative and future
oriented projects in Switzerland every year. The prize is CHF 100,000 for each of the selected
winners. Besides acquiring a start-up capital, the winners receive aso a prestigious support of
mass media, including TV and radio. * Mr. Jean Claude-Strebel, Vice-Chairman and
Executive Director of the Foundation, is adso the Vice-Chairman of the UNECE Team of
Y outh Entrepreneurship. Currently, we are investigating the possibility of creation of a special
UNECE Y outh Entrepreneurship Award scheme.

CONCLUDING REMARKS

Entrepreneurship, self-employment and SM Es make a significant contribution to the prosperity
of the UNECE region, as well as to the national economy of each of the UNECE member
countries. They are considered to be one of the principal driving forces of economic
development. They stimulate the expansion of private ownership and the acquisition of
entrepreneurial skills, ensuring a quick adaptation of local producers to ever-changing market
demand and supply situation.

The creation of a positive political and economic environment, favouring the creation of a
strong and sound SME sector in CITs and emerging market economies, is one of the major
tasks of the Governments of these countries together with industrial and enterprise
restructuring. This must be an integral part of the transition reforms.

In promoting entrepreneurship and the SME devel opment special attention should be given to
formulating and executing a youth entrepreneurship programme both within the framework of
the overal national youth policy as well as of the SME promotion.

The learning of business culture and skills has to start a school ages. The entrepreneurial
culture of any society sgnificantly determines the orientation of youth. Clever advocacy and
well structured national and local entrepreneurship support programmes should give young
men and women a possibility to discover the flavour of doing business, to become self-
employed and start up their own business.

CIS policy-makers, business communities and the societies as a whole are encouraged to
investigate potential benefits of youth entrepreneurship.

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A Swiss solution to promotion of young entrepreneursin a simple,
efficient and successful way

Mr. Jean-Claude Strebel, W.A. de Vigier Foundation, Switzerland

Since 1987, the W.A. de Vigier Foundation has actively promoted young entrepreneurs in
Switzerland. Over the past 12 months, approximately 30,000 new companies were established
in Switzerland, despite the lacklustre state of the economy. Four of these were established
thanks to financial support from the W.A. de Vigier Foundation. 4 out of 30,000? An
altogether insignificant number? Seen purely in terms of the arithmetic, the answer is“Yes’ —
our Foundation plays an insignificant role in the Swiss economy. So why is the interest in the
activities of the W.A. de Vigier Foundation al over the world so great?

I'n our opinion, its successis due primarily to the following factors:

The unique nature of the Foundation,

The personality of the Founder W.A. de Vigier;

The competence of the Foundation’s Board Members;

The unique nature of the Foundation,

The high value of the prizes,

The quality of the young companies to which prizes are awarded; and
Our activities on anational scale

Do you know another foundation that makes contributions available to young people, in the
form of an outright grant, so that they have sufficient equity to establish a joint-stock company
or limited company? A foundation that also takes a holding in the newly established companies
and provides them with coaching for working with the media, before they enter the world of
entrepreneurship?

The Foundation is able to disburse up to half a million Swiss francs per year. Today, atota of
more than 4 million Swiss francs in equity have been given away to 40 young entrepreneurs! It
is undoubtedly the most significant sponsorship prize for young entrepreneurs.

All the statistics show that the survival progpects of young companies are minimal. Today, our
Foundation has beaten the statistics. Out of atotal of 37 companies established, today “only” 7
have ceased activity. A good 1/3 of the companies still in existence have already reached
break-even, 1/3 are close to doing so — mostly still in the development phase, but with real
chances of success, and the remaining third of the companies are fighting to survive.

The fact that we have out-performed the statistics is, of course, linked to the quality of the
projects to which prizes are awarded and, above dl, to the abilities and the perseverance of our
prize-winners. In the past, we received projects from all over Switzerland. Out of more than
1300 projects, approximately 70% were submitted by applicants from German-speaking
Switzerland.

Our universities and polytechnic institutions offer an excellent breeding-ground for young
entrepreneurs. For this reason the Foundation, in collaboration with the Rectors, is choosing an
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“ambassador” who will help us to make the Vigier sponsorship prize known to the institutions
concerned by providing information, organising information events and networking.

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Box 16. Experiencesin Youth Entrepreneurship in Eastern Hungary

Debrecen is the second biggest city in Hungary. It is the centre of education in eastern
Hungary with its 100 elementary schools, vocational and secondary grammar schools.

It is important to change the way of thinking of the youth in education — youth
entrepreneurship should be developed on the basis of the students' abilities and talents.

The paper focuses on the theoretical and practical aspects of youth entrepreneurship in
accordance with the following stages:

1.

Elementary education (from the age of 6 to 14) is concentrated on artistic education with
special orientation on the Hungarian folk arts and crafts (spinning, weaving, embroidery,
wood-carving, lace-making, pottering, etc.)

Secondary education (fromthe age of 14to 17). There are two types of vocational schools:

- where Hungarian crafts are taught for 3 years,; and

- where vocational training is performed and students get a certification after taking the
School Leaving Exams after 4 years.

Secondary grammar schools
Besides preparing for higher education, talented students can start their own
entrepreneurship.  Students display their products at fairs (there are fairs in Debrecen
twice a year, at their school at Christmas, on Mothers Day, at the Flower Carnival,
display at international fairs).

It isimportant to maintain national traditions and teach handicrafts in secondary schools.

The SME sector congitutes an important component of the national economics in each
country.

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Box 22. Impact in CIS of the“Junior Achievement Economics’ Programme

JA Economics is a one-semester course, in which students learn the fundamental concepts of
micro-, macro- and international economics and apply them in intellectually engaging ways.

Since the mid-1990s, when the programme was initiated in Ukraine, more than 34000 students
are participating in the program now. Those numbers increase with each academic year.
Thanks to the support of USAID and the local private sector, “ Junior Achievement Ukraine” is
one of the fastest growing and most successful NGO’ s in the country.

Through programs like “ Economics’, Junior Achievement combines theory and practice in a
dynamic and interesting way. Furthermore, bringing experienced business people into the
classroom as volunteers to work directly with teachers in the delivery of the program is a
highly effective way of making the content relevant and “ alive”. JA Ukraine works directly
with the Ministry of Education to train teachers and implement the program nation-wide.

All JA programs have technology enhancements and are designed to support basic skills and
competencies. These programs also augment the school-based, work-based, and connecting
activities for communities with school-to-work initiatives.

“Junior Achievement Economics’ is recommended for students aged 15-16 in Ukraine.
Instructional materials include textbooks and study guides. The Sudent Company and a
business ssimulation activity - described here below - are two other basic components of the
program that are run alongside the coursework.

The Student Company

Students form a mini-company using real money and real products that they make themselves.
The students sell stock, elect officers, produce and market products or services, keep records,
conduct stockholders meetings, and liquidate (usually returning a profit), all in about 15
weeks.

The Management and Economic Simulation Exercise (MESE)

MESE is a computer-simulated program, in which teams of students make production and

marketing decisions for an imaginary product. During the simulation, students decide on
pricing, the amount to produce, the marketing budget, capital investment, and R&D spending.
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The most successful teams will be those that best balance supply and demand at the highest
level of production and price.

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Y oung talents programme

The "Young talents program” of the International non-profit organization "International
Investment Center" was established in 1989 and is aimed, firs of all, at detecting and
developing creative and entrepreneurial abilities of youth.

It enables young people to become acquainted with the principles of management and control
in small business and to learn how to make first gepsin practical business.

On the other hand, the program alows to identify leaders in youth environment, which are
capable to organize and to head activities, where al the responsibility for production activities
lieswith a creative group, while a director is only the coordinator.

The creative projects in youth companies allow taented youth to become familiar with the
culture of their own country.

As a matter of fact, the youth company supplemented with development programs of
leadership skills can become ameans in promoting a model of good citizenship.

It is especialy important because in present Russia there is no systematic approach to
educating youth in this area. Today, unfortunately, Russian youth often spends its free time in
the streets, backyards and/or cellars. Young people, however, cannot and should not spend
their time sitting on the sofain front of TV-set. But what options are offered to them?

At many recent protest meetings and demonstrations students, who are absolutely poor by any
international poverty measure, were demanding payment of grants. The standard of living in
Russia is about $150. The student’s grants oscillate between 10 and 20 US dollars per month.
Isn't it a paradox - strong young people demand miserable amount from the government
instead of demanding what is really vital — the creation of jobs for youth, which would provide
them with the means to earn money for living, entertainment and education.

The creators of the "Young taents program” consider youth as a special category of the
population with their own requirements, needs, desires, and, at last, with their own capabilities.
It would be naive to expect that young people could match the capabilities and qualification of
adults, but they possess something, which most adults have long lost. They also have needs,
which differ from those of adults and, hence, represent a segment of the consumer market.

Youth is completely unique, unlike the other categories of the consumers of goods and
services, it asks for goods and services, which are specific, often of completely different
quality and relatively low-priced. This could result in the creation of a market of youth goods
and services, where both suppliers and customers could be young people. As a matter of fact,
the "Y oung talents program™ has already made the first step towards this direction.
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If we analyze the announcements for workforce, existing nowadays in Russia, it appears that
practically all employers prefer hiring the workers, who have already received professional
training. And what to do, if your professional activity has just started? Now, in Russia, only
few “youth employment services’” are being offered and programs like "New start" cannot
change the situation.

A redlistic, but effective, youth entrepreneurship public policy could change the situation by
promoting the formation of a new youth market segment, within which young people can
supply themselves with necessary goods, while receiving professional experience. Such a
conclusion we can draw from the experience of "Young talents program”. Creative and
entrepreneurial young people quickly react to the market trends and are able to fill in niches
with their own products, especially in such fields, as. entertainment (discotheques, youth
theatres), mass media (youth newspapers, broadcasting), production of fashion accessories and
jewellery.

The invaluable help to the government in solving youth unemployment problem can be given
by non-profit organizations, and it is necessary to attract them to cooperation.

Working with youth, we are constantly reminded that we deal with the special category of the
population. The “Young talents program” affects young citizens of Russia in the most
important period of their life — a search for a place in life. Our am isto help young people, to
guide them through the most turbulent period of their life, thus, they can reach the adult life
with reinforced knowledge and professional skills, believing in better future and being
convinced of their necessity and usefulness for the country.

From 1989 to 1993, the "Y oung talents program" was included, as a part, in a more general
development program of self-employment created with the purpose of development of crafts
and economic education of the unemployed. The program was implemented with the financial
support of the International Investment Center without any government subsidy and has been
profitable.

During those five years, in different regions of the Russian Federation, the experts of the
program organized more than 500 working places, accumulated a unique teaching and
organizing experiences. In 1995, the Director of the Center, Ms. Olga Kashina, was granted a
“Patsy Preston Fellowship” and awarded with a grant of the World Bank Group Volunteer
Services "in recognition of the commitment to improving the lives of women and children in
Russia’.

The essence of the program consisted in the creation of small businesses for production of
souvenirs and crafts, using for this purpose leftovers from cloth-production industry,
construction and forest industry. The unemployed women were main workers in these
businesses, and they also brought in  members of their families, in most cases, school children
into their business activities. Businesses consisted of 10-20 members with each having its own
specialization: ceramic toys production, textile dolls, hand-painted brooches and boxes,
jewellery made of semi-precious stones, souvenirs made of leather and furs.

In the beginning of the programme operation, the first workers were trained by specialists, then
most qualified employees themsel ves provided training to newcomers.
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Items from museums of decorative-applied arts inspired the first models, then, workers
themselves began to create. Most items were made in small series and were displayed at
various exhibitions and sold in art shops and souvenir racks.

Taking into account a huge success of the program, it was restored in 2000 with the aim to
develop youth creativity and business skills in the Central Russia region. It was given a new
name - "Y oung talents program".

At the beginning of this program, the educational training in business-planning, marketing and
management was offered to representatives of small business, during which more than two
thousand people were trained.

The purpose of the program is to assist young people with gaining practical experience in the
field of business, in the creation and management of the firm. During the training the
participants carry out marketing research, produce and sell goods and services, prepare
accounting documents and financial reports, i.e. pass all milestones of formation, development
and everyday activities of business.

The programmer is a kind of economic and business laboratory, which allows students to test
many theoretical economic concepts, such as: demand, supply, variable and constant costs,
productivity (output) and so on. Working together, the young people apply their theoretical
knowledge in solving actual business problems.

The advisers (mentors) from the business community can provide invaluable assistance. Such
an adviser could come from any relevant field and may be either an accountant, marketing
expert or artist. They come one-two times per month and consults a youth established
company on all problems arising from the operational activity of the firm.

Working in the small businesses, young people acquire a better understanding of the rational
behind various commercial decisions. Many advisers try to apply teach young entrepreneurs to
apply quality management methods, which could help to eiminate the possibility of error
during the production stage rather than later on.

The second relevant component of the program is the integration of modern information and
communication technologies into the business practice. This, first of al, includes Internet
networking, but also electronic trade.

Electronic trade enables young companies to receive the orders from abroad and reduce their
dependence on the local demand, thus, ensuring a stable inflow of orders and, hence, earnings,
by expanding their business activities across the national borders. It should be noted with
satisfaction that international structures like the Center of Electronic Ttrade of UNCTAD/WTO
(Trade Point) have allowed young people to find foreign partners and learn about current trends
at the global markets utilizing the Internet.

CONCLUSION:
1) The participation in the activities of the youth company enables young people to put the

laws of business and economic theory into practice, as well as to develop the responsibility,
administrative and leadership skills;

Richard Street, the Prince of Wales | nternational Business Leaders Forum,
United Kingdom

There are 300 million young people between 18 and 30 years old around the world who are
unemployed. At least 20% of these young people have the potential to become entrepreneurs
yet less than 5% do. This is an unacceptable waste and presents the business world with a real
challenge and opportunity to help reduce youth unemployment.

His Roya Highness, The Prince of Wales, addressed the chalenge and established The
Prince’'s Trust in the UK inthe early 1980’s. The simple concept was to mobilise the business
community to work in partnership with local and national organisations, to provide access to
finance and business mentoring to young people with a viable business ideas and thus enable
them to work for themselves.

Y outh Business International (YBI) was created to take up this challenge internationally. By
adopting and adapting the model pioneered by The Prince’s Trust in the UK, YBI is helping
young people realise their ambitions to start their own business.

Building on the work of a number of supporters over the last 10 years, and as part of The
Prince of Wales International Business Leaders Forum, the Y Bl programme has been launched
in over 20 countries. The level of interest continues to grow and within the UNECE Region
the UK and Hungary both have well established programmes and many others are evaluating
the potentid of new initiatives.

What isYBI?
Youth Business International (YBI) is a worldwide network of Youth Business Initiatives
whose purpose is to enable the business community to help young people work for themselves
by providing business mentoring and access to finance. YBI helps to develop new ideas,
exchange best practice and benchmarks and build partnerships with business, NGOs and
government.
Working with young people to help them start up in business releases one of the greatest areas
of potential growth in an economy. Working for yourself and starting your own business is a
tough challenge, and young people need al the help they can get to create businesses that will
last.
YBI method
Each of the Y outh Business initiatives operates on three core principles:

e They work with young people.

e They provide access to financia support to those with a viable business proposition but
who are unable to find finance elsewhere.
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e They provide successful applicants with a volunteer business mentor and full access to
the organisation’ s loca and national business support network.

Each country then develops ways of building these business support networks and providing
finance and training, based on their loca culture and needs.

How doesit help?

YBI allows local communities and business to build for the future. It helps them create
initiatives to reduce youth unemployment and alleviate poverty through wealth creation. These
initiatives benefit society through the opportunities created to reduce the frustration of young
people and their dependency on the state and develop an entrepreneurial culture among young
people and significantly increase their employability. They generate wealth and dynamism in
the small business sector of the economy and give business people an opportunity to recycle
their experience and energy into their local communities.

For young people it increases self-esteem, increases their employability and helps them
achieve economic independence.

For business it encourages involvement in the local community, develops an entrepreneurial
culture, improves workforce skills and encourages the development of a dynamic small
business sector.

For society it reduces youth unemployment, helps to alleviate poverty, helpsin genera wealth
creation and reduces youth alienation and social conflict.

Accessto Start-up Funding

This is given in the form of loans and grants depending on the circumstances of the young
person. Average loan sizes vary between $500 & $5,000 US. No collateral or guarantees are
demanded which enables the organisation to take risks other financial organisations cannot
take. Typically the loan is repaid over 2 to 3 years and may include a repayment holiday for
the first six months to allow the new business to become esteblished.

Mentoring and L ocal Business support networks

At the heart of the YBI programme is the business mentor, an experienced local business
person who works with the young person as a guide, teacher and friend for the critical first two
or three years. They provide bus ness advice and act as a sounding board for new ideas. Local
Boards in turn support the mentors with a network of specialist advice and help as well
assessing and approving the applications for finance.

It does not take up alot of time, on average 5 to 6 hours amonth, but the young person always
has someone they can turn to for help. Some mentors also offer their expertise to a number of
businesses in areas such as marketing, production or accountancy as the need arises. The
Business community can thus build a support network, recycling their experience and expertise
into their local area, learning about the people they serve and contributing to their prosperity.
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Partnerships

The principle partnership is with business. Business people are involved in the governing
Boards who steer the national organisations and with the local boards who look at the
applications for funding and build the local support networks

Training and secondary finance are also essential ingredients of a successful start-up. The
organisations work closely with local training and micro-credit partners both in preparing the
young person for self-employment and helping them grow their new business.

Y outh Business International works with several major partners globally including the ILO and
Rotary International as well as with several major multi-national companies and is supported
by The Prince of Wales International Business Leaders Forum and The Prince’s Trust.

A YBI accreditation programme is in place and any initiative that wishes to use the YBI brand
has to sign a memorandum of understanding with YBI, demonstrate that it meets the core
principles and report regularly on certain key performance indicators.

Resultsto date

The results have been startling. To date over 60,000 young people had been set up in business.
Most impressive of all have been the business survival rates. Around 60% of those started up
are till trading in their third year and a significant proportion of those who ceased trading did
so because they had been offered a job. Through the experience of working for themselves,
they had become much more employable.

A United Nations Initiative on Youth Employment
Context of Youth Employment

More than 1 billion people today are between 15 and 25 years of age and nearly 40 per cent of
the world’ s population is below the age of 20. Eighty-five per cent of these young people live
in developing countries where many are especially vulnerable to extreme poverty. The
International Labour Office estimates that around 66 million young women and men are
unemployed throughout the world, accounting for 41 per cent of all the 160 million
unemployed persons globally, and many more young people are working long hours for low
pay, struggling to eke out a living in the informal economy. There are an estimated 59 million
young people between 15 and 17 years of ago who are engaged in hazardous forms of work.
Y oung people actively seeking to participate in the world of work are two to three times more
likely than older generationsto find themselves unemployed.

Background of the Secretary-General’s Youth Employment Network

In September 2000, the largest gathering of Heads of State and Government ever met at the
United Nations in New York for the Millennium Summit. During this summit, as part of the
Millennium Declaration, they resolved to “develop and implement strategies that give young
people everywhere areal chance to find decent and productive work.”* In preparation for this
meeting, Mr. Kofi Annan issued a report entitled “We the Peoples: the Role of the United
Nationsin the 21st Century.” Here the Secretary-General first proposed his Y outh Employment
Network:

Together with the heads of the World Bank and the International Labour Organization, | am
convening a high-level policy network on youth employment drawing on the most creative
leaders in private industry, civil society and economic policy to explore imaginative
approaches to this difficult challenge. | will ask this policy network to propose a set of
recommendations that | can convey to world leaders within a year. The possible sources of
solutions will include the Internet and the informal sector, especially the contribution that
small enterprises can make to employment generation.?

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The twelve-member panel® of the Y outh Employment Network met for the first time in July
2001 at ILO Headquarters in Geneva under the chairmanship of Kofi Annan, and together with
Juan Somavia, Director-General of the ILO, and James Wolfensohn, the President of the World
Bank. At this meeting, Mr. Kofi Annan emphasized the need for both immediate action and
long-term commitment to achieving the millennium goa on youth employment. He also
invited the panel to continue working with him in an advisory capacity on an ongoing basis.
Finally, he requested the ILO to take the lead in organizing the future work of the YEN and to
assume the responsibility for hosting a permanent Secretariat.

Recommendations of the high-level panel of the Youth Employment Network

The panel’s recommendations® encourage world leaders to take persona responsibility for
translating the commitments taken at the Millennium Summit into action through a specific
political process. First Heads of State and Government are invited to develop national action
plans on youth employment with targets for the creation of jobs and for the reduction of
unemployment and to present these plans to the United Nations in a year’s time. Preparing
these actions plans should be based on a critica and self-critical review of past national
policies. Furthermore, ten governments are invited to volunteer to be champions of this
process, to take the lead in preparing their action plans and in showing the way to others.

In developing their plans, governments are encouraged to closely involve young people and to
integrate their actions for youth employment into a comprehensive employment policy.
Employment policy is seen not as a sectoral policy among others; it is rather the successful
mobilization of all public policies.

The recommendations present youth as an asset, not as a problem. In the next 10 years 1.2
billion young women and men will enter into the working age population, the best educated
and trained generation of young people ever, a great potential for economic and social
development.

The panel has come up with a straightforward political message, which can be summarized in
four principles:

e Employability: invest in education and vocational training for young people, and
improve the impact of those investments;

e Equal opportunities: give young women the same opportunities as young men;

e Entrepreneurship: make it easier to start and run enterprises to provide more and better
jobs for young women and men;

e Employment creation: place employment creation at the centre of macroeconomic

policy.

The Secretary-General furthermore transmitted the recommendations to the President of the
General Assembly where they were discussed on 19 November 2001 in the overal framework
of follow-up to the Millennium Summit.

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A permanent Secretariat for the Youth Employment Network has been st up a ILO
Headquarters, and a full-time Secretary has been named, as of September 2002.

The high-level panel has set up four Working Groups, two of which have met, on the priority
areas of its policy recommendations (A/56/422), i.e.,, employability, equal opportunities,
entrepreneurship and employment creation, in order to further elaborate on its
recommendations and to provide guidelines for countries in preparing their action plans.

Thus far, five countries’ have come forward to champion the preparation of youth employment
action plans as called for in the High-Level Panel’s policy recommendations and more
countries have turned to the ILO asking for assistance on youth employment in the framework
of the Secretary-General’s Network. Follow up missions have been undertaken or are planned
in these and a number of other countries, often resulting in concrete measures to both develop
projects and to include youth employment in the country’ s policy framework.°

The high-level panel members have been actively advocating for the Youth Employment
Network through their own respective networks, thereby transforming the Secretary-General’s
Network into a network of networks.

The Network is strengthening the coherence of activities on youth employment. This involves
three aress:
e A Political Process:. linking Policy to Action;
e “Mapping” the challenge of youth employment; and
e Promoting Initiatives and Programme with Proven Impact on Youth Employment
through Network Development

The High-Level Panel Meeting met again on 30 June - 1 July 2003 at the ILO in Geneva.
Together with the President of the World Bank and the Director-Genera of the ILO, a letter
will be sent to the UN Secretary-General presenting him five new steps for building a Global
Alliance for Y outh Employment under framework of the Y outh Employment Network:

— Endorse the draft 2003 Recommendations on Youth Employment presented in the
panel’ s report;

— Endorse a plan presented in this report to build momentum for a process by which
national governments trandate the recommendations into national youth employment
plans,

— Endorse aninitiative presented in this report for “twinning” and regional cooperation in
mobilising funding of national youth employment programmes,

— Encourage al economic and socia partners to build bridges between education/training
and working life so as to integrate young people in the world of work; and

— Invite youth organisations to advise in the design of youth employment programmes
and to audit the implementation of these programmes.

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Entrepreneur ship Group

The Youth Entrepreneurship group is one of 4 groups working on Youth Employment. This
paper focuses on youth entrepreneurship though there are links with the work of the other
groups that are highlighted in the text.

Roadmap for Youth Entrepreneurship

There are approximately 300 million unemployed and underemployed (working poor) young
people aged 16 to 30 years around the world’. At least 20%° of these young people have the
potential to become entrepreneurs, less than 5% do®. Removing the barriers and providing the
wherewithal to start a business can help this group find employment and build a strong
entrepreneurial economy.

This Roadmap outlines policy guidelines to reduce the impediments to young people becoming
entrepreneurs and identifies what would stimulate this process. The third column gives some
ideas of where you can find practical examples of overcoming impediments and building on
stimulants. This roadmap is not a comprehensive document nor does it make any judgment of
the various sites or publications lists.™® This s the first edition of what has been designed as a
living document which will be updated regularly. Any other materials which readers think
would be useful can be added to the pages in the ILO website where al referenced documents
are stored. ™

" ILO figuresindicate there are 50 million unemployed young people between the ages of 16 and 30, 75 who are
underemployed and 300 million earning below US$1 per diem. The figure of 300 million reflects the scale of the
challenge of tackling the growing worl dwide problem of youth unemployment. It is a conservative figure as
official unemployment figures often underestimate actual levels.
8 Research carried out by The Princes Scottish Y outh Business Trust by MORI in 1993 found that 20% of 18 —
30 year olds had the potentia to become entrepreneurs. The experience of the 12 accredited Y BI programmes and
partners working with young entrepreneurs have agreed this is an acceptable indicative figure.

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It is important to realize that these initiatives cannot take place in isolation but should be an
integral part of each country’s overall economic and enterprise development plans. Mogt
countries have policies for developing enterprise and the Small and Medium Enterprise (SME)
sector and the development of youth entrepreneurship has to be viewed within this context.
The Roadmap focuses on those aspects of policy that specifically help young people find
decent and productive work through entrepreneurship, particularly those coming from a
disadvantaged background.*

If the HIV epidemic becomes generalized among economically active age groups, annual
economic growth rates could decline by 0.5 to 1.0 percentage points. In addition, health
expenditures could increase by 1-3 percent. Furthermore, the dependency ratio (the ratio of
non-economically active to economically active people) could rise, straining social protection
systems, especially in such countries as Belarus, Moldova and Russia, where fertility rates are
already dropping.

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Box 26. Russian Youth SpendsUSD 2.5 Billion on Drugs Every Y ear

The annual turnover of drugs in Russa is esimated at USD 5 billion. As a Rosbalt
correspondent reports, this was announced by President of the Russian Association for the
Prevention of Drug-Trafficking Mr. Alexander Kolmarogov today. He said that half thissumis
“gpent by adolescents on drugs’. He added that drug-traffickers in Russia enjoy a profit
margin of over 500%.

Mr. Kolmagorov said that over the last twelve years Russans “have not only begun to
consume large quantities of drugs but they have become one of the leading drug producersin
the world. What makes things worse is that the drug-traffickers provide financial support to
international terrorist organisations’. In order to confront this problem, he stressed, it is
essential to unite the efforts of security forces and civilian organisations as well as those
“willing to offer their help.

Moreover, we should not only concentrate on preventing drug-trafficking but also on reducing
the demand for drugs among young people. ‘'Today is the international day for the prevention
of drugs and various meetings are taking place in Moscow for this reason. We want the Youth
againg drugs movement to gain national recognition” .

According to Mr. Alexander Davydor, a member of the Federation Council, about 3-3.5
million Russians take drugs and these people are mainly between the ages of 17 and 30. The
use of drugs is most widespread in the Tiumen Region where more than 50 thousand drug
addicts have been officially registered. The number of drug-related crimes has also risen
sharply according to Mr. Davydor. The number of drug-related crimes in 2002 was 80 times
higher than the figures for the early nineties.

HIV and Aids are spreading faster in Eastern Europe than anywhere else in the world, posing
a major threat to young peopl€'s health, experts warn.

A report by UNICEF says radical action is needed to stop the spread of the disease in Central
and Eastern Europe and Russia and the former Soviet Republics, now the Commonwealth of
Independent Sates (CIS).

In the CIS, almost 80% of new infections were among people under 29 between 1997 and
2000. In Estonia, 90% of newly registered infections are in people under 30.

UNICEF says HIV/Aids is developing "unchecked", because of a growth in substance abuse,
particularly drug misuse, people having sex earlier and the growth of prostitution.

Box 32. Addressto the L eadersof the CIS Countries

Joint Institute for Nuclear Research (Dubna, Russia) hosted the regular meeting of the Council
of International Association of Academies of Sciences (IAAS). IAAS is an international non-
governmental organization, which comprises National Academies of all CIS countries. The
meeting took place on June 21-22, 2000. The Council reviewed the issue of science status in
the CIS and the practical application of scientific results and also the issues of general
formation of common scientific and technical space of the CIS. The IAAS launched this
initiative. It was noted at the meeting that in spite of recent meaningful attention of the
authorities to the science sector, the measures, which they took could not fight the existing
negative tendencies.
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In some of the CIS countries the legal base determining the specifications for scientific activity
is not developed enough. The financing of the science keeps being implemented due to the so-
called "net book value principle". Allocation of the budget money mainly for salary payment
purpose would not allow renewing material and technical base and providing the meeting of
science information requirements. All that leads to science degradation. Scientific
achievements usually remain unclaimed because of the absence of the tools increasing the
innovation activity of the enterprises. Principle governmental decisons on science are
frequently not executed in a proper way in the CIS or just being ignored. Scientists labor
prestige turnsto be very low.

There is an extremely urgent problem of involving the talented youth in the science sector and
providing steady jobs for them. Scientists and specialists are forced to leave the country. It
brings the irreversible losses of the state finance allocated for their training. Plans of
integration of science and education in the majority of CIS countries are not supported by the
so-called "purpose budget financing”. Scientific and technical cooperation between our
countries stands on the low level. The process of formation of common scientific and technical
gpace of the CIS countries requires much more efforts and lately this activity declined. The
attitude to the science in the CIS countries is clearly far from the Declaration on Science and
Application of Scientific Knowledge, adopted at World Conference on Science (Budapest,
1999).

Together with the above mentioned 1AAS is indebted to turn to you with the request to consider
by the Council of the Heads of CIS countries the issue of science statusin the CIS countries, its
application as a key resource for overcoming crisis in the economy, maintaining economic
growth and sustainable development of the society (with Report of the IAAS) and also the
promotion of the Council decision which would give an incentive to the development of
scientific potential in the CIS countries, acceleration of the integration processes in the sphere
of science and the active implementation of the recommendations of World Conference on
Science both on national and regional levels.

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Box 33. EU Youth Programme: Cooperation Opportunities
for Young Peopleof theCIS

YOUTH PROGRAMME

The YOUTH programme is the EU’s mobility and non-formal education programme targeting
young peopl e aged between 15 and 25 years.

Above all, the Youth programme (1) offers young people opportunities of mobility and of
playing an active role in the construction of the Europe of the third millennium. It aims at
contributing to the achievement of a ‘ Europe of knowledge’ and creating a European arena for
cooperation in the development of youth policy, based on non-formal education. It encourages
the concept of lifelong learning and the development of aptitudes and competencies, which
promote active citizenship.

Opportunitiesfor young peoplein Europe:

To encourage the creation of a European education area through the promotion of informal
education schemes for young people involving in particular physical mobility, while building
on experience gained from previous measures in the youth field (Youth for Europe and the
European Voluntary Service) and the objectives set out by the Commission in its
communication entitled " Towards a Europe of knowledge".

The Programme is open to youth in 30 European countries. The YOUTH programme offers
possibilities to young people in the form of group exchanges and individual voluntary work, as
well as support activities. The YOUTH programme started in spring 2000 but incorporates,
and is based on, the experiences faced by the former Youth for Europe and European
Voluntary Service programmes. There are National Agencies for the YOUTH programme
established in all 30 Programme Countries. The Agencies asss with the promotion and
implementation of the Programme at national level. Furthermore, the Euro-Med Youth
programme Il, involving 27 Euro-Mediterranean partner countries, is one of the YOUTH
programme’ s main activities. National Coordinators based in the 12 Mediterranean partner
countries facilitate the implementation of this Programme. The YOUTH programme also
supports co-operation activities with other third countriesin the SEE and the CIS countries

Objectivesand priorities

A key priority for the European Commission is to give young people with less opportunities
(from a less-privileged cultural, geographical or socio-economic background, or with
disabilities) access to the mobility and non-formal education activities developed within the
YOUTH programme.

Objectivesand prioritiesof YOUTH PROGRAMME

The Programme strives to achieve and maintain a balance between personal development and
collective activity across all sectors of society while pursuing the following objectives:
e Facilitating the integration of young people into society at large and encouraging their
spirit of initiative;
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e Helping young people acquire knowledge, skills and competencies, and recognising the
value of such experience;

¢ Allowing young people to give free expression to their sense of solidarity in Europe and
the wider world, as well as supporting the fight against racism and xenophobia;

e Promoting a better understanding of the diversity of our common European culture and
shared heritage as well as of our common basic values;

e Helping to diminate all forms of discrimination and promoting equality at all levels of
society; and

e Introducing a European element into projects which will have a positive impact on
youth work at local level.

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Key role of youth participation in the sustainable and independent
nation and state building process

Tomislav Bogdanic, World Youth Bank

We, at the World Y outh Bank (WY B), consider CIS Forum on Y outh as a major breakthrough
in dealing with youth problems in this region (as well as the First UNECE Regional Forum on
Y outh: “ Security, Opportunity and Prosperity” held in Genevain 2002).

Never in the history have various UN bodies and affiliated organizations held an international
Forum on a theme so fundamental and so long-term neglected — the role of youth in the
development. Political, economic and even religious matters have been talked over, elaborated,
evaluated and discussed on many occasions and in every possible way, but the role of youth in
the nation and state building process comes as the last, but not the least, important theme to be
elaborated, evaluated and agreed upon.

WYB sincerdly hopes that various policies and policy instruments will be discussed and
elaborated in order to agree on approaches and conditions necessary for the full development of
youth in the Eurasian region. Vast natural and socia resources as well as the unique cultural
heritage and precious historic background of this region raise hopes that, in the nearest future,
this region could become not only economically advanced but powerful strategic partner of the
developed world. We aso hope that the key historic role of youth in that process at all levels,
national, regional and local, will soon be recognized, empowered and legally formulated.

At the very beginning, let us be reminded on the basic Globa Youth Facts and Figures as
described by UN Secretary-General’ s “Y outh Employment Network”:

e Over 510 million young women and 540 million young men live in the world today
according to United Nations estimates. Approximately one personin five is between the
ages of 15 and 24 years: youth comprise almost 18 per cent of the world’ s population;

e The majority of young people, 85 per cent, live in developing countries, with
approximately 60 per cent in Asia alone. By 2020, the number living in developing
countries will grow to about 89 per cent;

e Over 70 million young people are unemployed throughout the world according to ILO
estimates. In countries as diverse as Columbia, Egypt, Italy and Jamaica, more than one
in three young persons are classified as “unemployed”’—declaring themselves to be
without work, to be searching for work and to be available for work. However, even
more youth are struggling for survival in the informal economy;

e Half of the world' s unemployed are between the ages of 15 and 24 and women are
particularly disadvantaged;

e The United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO)

estimates that approximately 96 million young women and 57 million young men are
illiterate, most of them in developing countries,
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e Of the 30 million people with HIV infection or AIDS, at least 10 million are aged
between 10 and 24 years according to the Joint United Nations Programme on
HIV/AIDS (UNAIDS). It is egimated that every day 7,000 young people worldwide
acquire the virus. This means that there are around 2.6 million new infections a year
among young people, including 1.7 million in Africa and 700,000 in Asia and the
Pacific; and

e Access to primary education is gill a luxury in many parts of the world. Gross
enrolment rates for Sub-Saharan Africa and South Asia are 78 and 100 per cent
respectively. Net enrolment rates—which measure primary school accessto the 7 to 11
age cohort rather than counting all children enrolled in primary school—tell a different
story. Net primary enrolment drops to 51 per cent in Sub-Saharan Africa and 77 per
cent in South Asia

Als0, let us here be reminded on the famous evaluation of Global Y outh state-of-affairs:

"Youth make up more than 40 per cent of the world's total unemployed.
There are an estimated 66 million unemployed young people in the world
today — an increase of nearly 10 million since 1965. Under-employment is
also another growing concern. The majority of new jobs are low-paid and
insecure. Increasingly, young people are turning to the informal sector for
their livelihood, with little or no job protection, benefits, or prospects for the
future.”

Kofi Annan, UN Secretary-General, July 2001

With the world major economies slowing down and threatening the growth prospects of
developing countries, the unemployment of youth is now a mgor focus for concerted UN
action.

Besides the UN, the ILO has set up atask force, led by the In_Focus Programme on SKills,
Knowledge and Employability, to coordinate an Office-wide technical contribution to the
activities of the Youth Employment Network. In close collaboration with the UN Secretariat,
through its Division of Economic and Socia Affairs (DESA), and the World Bank, through its
Human Development Network, the ILO contributed to the substantive preparatory work for the
High-Level Panel meetings. The technical preparations focused on five policy areas:

e Incorporating youth employment into development strategies, including major UN
system initiatives,

e Promoting youth employment in poverty reduction programmes at the country level;

e Improving the impact of education and training on youth employment;

e Generating opportunities for young people through information and communication
technologies,

e Bridging the gap between the informal sector and the knowledge economy.

The ILO’s substantive work in this regard is guided by the overal policy framework and

strategic directions established within the Decent Work agenda, taking into consideration ILO
standards, policy instruments, knowledge and experience that have particular relevance for the
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promotion of youth employment. The Office (YEN) undertakes additional research and
analytical work, aswell as operationa networking with a number of technical partners.

World Youth Bank — Key impact of Poverty Alleviation on global level

From the earliest times of its development, mankind knows that basic fundament of any form
of Poverty is Ignorance. Lucky as our generation is, Knowledge is being recognized today as
the fourth pillar (productive power and resource) of the development of any form of capital
(global, regional, national, local - "fourth” besides economic/financial assets, labour and land).

Therefore, Poverty is basically three-dimensional: material (biological, economic), intellectual
(education, knowledge, science) and spiritual (moral, religious, etc). Also, burdening principle
of actual "state-of-poverty-affairs’ is the "ignorance mix" of previous, actual-ruling and
oncoming-young generations (a so three-dimensional).

If we could agree on that, it seems that key development of mankind as a whole is being
structurally unresolved for several thousand years - because Poverty is not the cause but the
consequence of our misgoverned development as the Human Civilization. Accordingly, Y outh
Poverty is not the cause but the consequence of the Poverty of the related society as the whole
(material, intellectual or spiritual - inherited, prevailing or future).

So, in order to deal with Youth Poverty on a long-term basis, one has to recognize that this
multidimensional problem requires related structurad multidimensional approach, meaning
coordinated political, economic, spiritual, cultural and broader socid action on all levels
(global, regional, national, local) throughout all three key sectors of our contemporary form of
Sustainable Development - governmental, private-business and Civil Society.

In our opinion at the WY B, major international and various national Y outh policies have to be
upgraded in the above described manner in order to meet the requirements of their common
task - to explore the common understanding of the general nature of youth poverty and models
of its sustained alleviation.

To describe here how various visible and invisible forms of Youth Poverty feed each other
would be out of reason, because they are magnificently elaborated in recent World Bank report
"Breaking the Conflict Trap". A series of regional WB/UN/ILO/WHO/FAO/etc. (WY B)
conferences on that theme could open many closed doors for sustained Youth Poverty
Alleviation on al levels.

We, a WYB, consider ILO's "Decent Work" agenda (and all that it implies) the main
"methodological dynamo" of attacking Y outh Poverty on a global scale, on all levels of course.
Dignity and decency of contemporary life is at stake everywhere, and it reflects grown-ups,
elderly and youth almost the same. Therefore, Education (as the key social tool for sustained
eradication of Ignorance) should also be promoted on a tripartite basis (education of Youth,
grown-ups and elderly alike, because they all live in the same, new, subgantially
unmanageable and complex, Global World). Therefore, for us at WYB all programs that
promote and empower trans-generational partnership and understanding had proved to be the
mogt efficient in Y outh Poverty Alleviation.

Also, in our opinion a WY B, Africa should be our common globa responsibility on which we,
as the civilized mankind, should prove or disapprove our human, common sense of
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responsibility for al! African Youth, being the most endangered generational segment of the
World, should be empowered to realize what "freedom for something” really is, not only to
have partial rights to "free themselves from something" always and forever.

As the conclusion, fighting Youth Poverty is best done by trans-generational approach of
"shared responsibilities’ between al existing generations - and in our Globa World, this seems
to be more dependent on "political good-will" than on economic knowledge or "resources’
(although "political good-will" can be easily managed by economic means, it seems that
"political good-will" is lacking on globa level, not only on national, local and regional)... this
iswhy we at WYB believe that besides "UN Role in the 21 Century", there will soon have to
be elaborated a brand new "WB Role in the 21 Century" as well (which will include Civil
Society in the decision-making process at WB much more substantially in order to achieve the
state of human development as self-sustainable).

Breaking the Conflict Trap

Civil War and Development Policy

(A World Bank Policy Research Report — April 2003
- from the “Foreword”)

“...civil war usually has devastating consequences: it is development in reverse. As civil wars
have accumulated and persisted, they have generated or intensified a significant part of the
global poverty problem that is the World Bank’s core mission to confront. Part of the purpose
of this report is to alert the international community to the adverse consequences of civil war
for development. These consegquences are suffered mostly by civilians, often by children and by
those in neighbouring countries. Those who take the decisions to start or to sustain wars are
often relatively immune to their adverse effects. The international community therefore has a
legitimate role as an advocate for those who are victims. The second reason why the World
Bank should focus on civil war is that development can be an effective instrument for conflict
prevention.

The risk of civil war is much higher in low-income countries than in middle-income countries.
Civil war thus reflects not just a problem for development, but a failure of development. The
core of this report sets out the evidence on the efficacy of devel opment for conflict prevention
and proposes a practical agenda for action. The World Bank and its partner development
agencies can undertake parts of this agenda, but other parts depend on international collective
action by the governments of industrial countries. One important forum for such action is the
Group of Eight.

Our research yieds three main findings. First, civil wars have highly adverse ripple effects
that those who determine whether they start or end obviously do not take into account. The first
ripple iswithin the country: most of the victims are children and other non-combatants.

The second ripple is the region: neighbouring countries suffer reduced incomes and increased
disease. The third ripple is global: civil war generates territory outside the control of any
recognized government, and such territories have become the epicenters of crime and disease.
Many of these adverse consequences persist long after the civil war has ended, so that much of
the costs of a war occur after it isover.

The second finding is that the risks of civil war differ massively according to a country’s
characterigtics, including its economic characteristics.
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As a reault, civil war is becoming increasingly concentrated in relatively few devel oping
countries. Two groups of countries are at the highest risk. One we refer to as the marginalized
developing countries, that is, those low-income countries that have to date failed to sustain the
policies, governance, and ingtitutions that might give them a chance of achieving reasonable
growth and diversifying out of dependence on primary commodities. On average, during the
1990s these countries actually had declining per capita incomes. Such countries are facing a
Russian roulette of conflict risk. Even countries that have had long periods of peace do not
seem to be safe, as shown by recent conflictsin Cote d' Ivoire and Nepal. It is imperative that
such countries are brought into the mainstream of development. The other high-risk group is
countries caught in the conflict trap. Once a country has had a conflict it is in far greater
danger of further conflict: commonly, the chief legacy of a civil war is another war. For this
group of countries the core development challenge is to design international interventions that
are effective in stabilizing the society during the first postconflict decade.

The third finding is that feasible international actions could substantially reduce the global
incidence of civil war. Although our proposals are wide-ranging, including aid and policy
reform, we place particular emphasis on improving the international governance of natural
resources. Diamonds were critical to the tremendous economic success of Botswana, but also
to the social catastrophe that engulfed Serra Leone. The Kimberley process of tracking
diamonds isintended to curtail rebel organizations' access to diamond revenues. The “ publish
what you pay” initiative, launched by the nongovernmental organization Global Witness, is
intended to increase the transparency of natural resource revenues to governments.
Transparency is, in turn, an input into enhanced domestic scrutiny of how such revenues are
used. If rebe finances can be curbed and citizens come to believe that resources are being well
used, civil war will be less likely. A third element in a package of improved international
governance of natural resources is to cushion the price shocks that exporters commonly face.
Price crashes have been associated with severe recessions that directly increase the risk of
civil war and have sometimes destabilized economic management for long periods. At present
the international community has no effective instrument to compensate for these shocks.

International collective action has seldom looked so difficult, but the cost of failure will be
measured in violence and poverty” .

New Europe?

Born in the middle of the «big-bang» of the cold-war World Order, raised by the nuclear socio-
economic fission of the so-caled Socialist system on its eastern «front», troubled by its
warring neighbourhoods (War in ex-Yugodavia, Middle-eastern «disputes» between Israel and
Paestinian Occupied Territories, stubbornness of Iraq and recently globalized terrorist threats
and political violence of various kinds and forms), New Europe is projected to develop into a
fully-integrated, sustainable and manageable socio-economic system against al historic and
present odds. Never before in the history had preconditions for the «Making of Europe» been
more unstable, un-secure and non-promising than today and never before had nations of
Europe been affront such an intriguing common task — to build an international community
based not only on higtoric experience, but on their common, complex and dynamic ever-
evolving knowledge-base. Four-dimensional fully balanced European democracy is therefore a
civilization minimum on which we should be building our Common Destiny, without pre-
considering some of us «more» and some of us «less European» than others. If we do not start
the process of just balancing of European «development diamonds, indexes and cubes» by
implementing the principle of «equal opportunities for all», enlargement of Europe will only
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lead us to new divisions on Global Level instead being a sustained model for nuclear socio-
economic fusion of the One World of Tomorrow. Thisiswhy today the Eyes of the World are
directed towards Europe, just as they were focused on America more than two hundred years
ago — it depends only on us whether Europe will become an Intelligent Vanguard of the Real
New World or will it stay an old, tired and rductant lady who can not think of a New
Beginning because her End is much too near to be neglected!

New World?

As we have learned at the NY SE and other SE’s recently, inherited global economic system is
non-reliable and un-secure because it is non-transparent, non-ethical and unaccountable and
therefore it is non-decent and non-responsible, and by that it is non-democratic, «mysterious»
and non-sustainable. We sincerely hope that New European Economy will be based on a new
synergy of knowledge, new socia values and economy because New Economy is really new
only if it is knowledge-based, and New Knowledge is socio-economically approved only if it is
productive and profitable for al! Therefore New European Economy has to be accountable if it
wants to be responsible, decent if it wants to be democratic and ethical if it wants to be
sustainable. In our opinion, only in that manner European socio-economic system may emerge
into a fully integrated manageable political system based on intercultura tolerance and
understanding as sustained preconditions for real development of the expected European
Participatory Democracy, Information Economy and Knowledge Society.

Almogt the same goes for the rest of the World as well.

“Classical” Sustainable Development definition (United Nations World Commisson on
Environment and Development, 1987) is: “development is sustainable if it meets the needs of
the present without compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own needs’.
Intergenerational Justice that under-lays this honourable concept of SD shows that there are
many preconditions needed for its practical implementation, one of which is most assuredly the
new concept of Humanity as such (according to UNDP “Human Development Report”, 1996 —
“Human Development is the end — economic growth a means’). According to various UN
documents, Human Development is measured by life expectancy, adult literacy, access to dl
three levels of education as well as peopl€’ s average income, which is a conditio sine qua non
of their freedom of choice. This proves that Culture of Sustainability is a trans-political
concept, which should not be limited but empowered by politics, economy and other social and
natural resources (renewable and non-renewable). This leads us to a logical conclusion that
benefits of economic growth of SOME should be transferred into the higher quality of life for
ALL if our Globa Civilization really aims to become a Globa Culture of Sustainability,
eventually one day. We must be reminded today that contrary (selective and therefore non-
sustainable) model of development had ruined several human civilizations so far!

From the viewpoint of the present Globa Monetary System, experts of the World Bank use so-
called “development diamonds’ to portray the level of socio-economic development of related
country or society: the relationship between life expectancy at birth, gross primary (or
secondary) enrolment, access to safe water and GNP per capita, which then form a joint
development polygon (rather problematic comparative approach to countries which belong to
different income groups, but almost ideal for individual country analysis).

On the other side, United Nations experts use “Human Development Index” to measure
development — a simple average of three indexes. achievement in health and longevity
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(measured by life expectancy at birth), education (measured by adult literacy and combined
primary, secondary and tertiary enrolments) and living standard (measured by GDP per capita
in purchasing power parity terms). HDI, being an abstract value, in most cases expressed as
decimal share of the supposed ided, does not allow us to see which component is crucial for
related change over a certain period of time, but is amost ideal for comparative socio-
economic development analysis.

World Y outh Bank experts (WY B IEEB) have elaborated a new tool for measuring the level of
development of any country or society (could be implemented on measuring the level of
development of human civilization as a whole, if we suppose it exists as One): so-called “Life
Quality Cube’. It is based on a Trans-generational Equality Agenda (past, present and future
being an indivisible whole, separated only by human perception) and represents the complex
network of indicators, which form the basic standard, or “Qudity of Life’ of related
individuals, groups, minorities, majority and society as awhole.

Four groups of indicators, which form the WY B “Life Quality Cube”:

Dimensions: past, present, future;

Levels politics, economy, nature, culture;

Capital & Productive Resour ces: natural, physical, human, financial; and
Marketsand Distribution Networks:. global, state, private business, civil society
(subdivisions: local, regional, national, international, transnational).

Notice: If any of Indicators become self-sufficient and eventually separates from the whole
as an “independent” entity, the whole cube-architecture falls down, inevitable
process of erosion starts and development heads into a non-sustainable direction
with rather catastrophic socio-economic and other consequences.

Specid WYB “Life-quaity Cube Match-making progranmes’ (LQCMMP) are now at the
developing stage and it is expected that their implementation will strongly empower the very
sustainability of countries and societies in which WYB Network operates (higher level of
employment and job-creation, especially Y outh Employment and Y outh job-creation).

New (civic) Humanity?

According to relevant UN, ILO and World Bank Annua Reports and other internationally
referrd documents, Youth are in most cases socially, economically, politically and culturally
mistreated, underestimated, miss-conducted, mislead and misgoverned throughout the world,
being irrelevant whether they live in highly developed, developed, developing, underdevel oped
or non-developed countries or societies. This is why participants of the World Assembly of
Y outh “European Y outh Dialogue” (23-28 March 2002, Brijuni Islands, Croatia) had adopted
the “Declaration on Youth as a Global Banking & Financial Resource” which had truly
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recognized Civil Society as a brand new LABOUR & CAPITAL MARKET, with Youth as its
real key vehicle and the utmost ever-renewable resource of Sustainable Development as such.
Proposed Y outh Banking Concept is therefore deeply rooted in a new form of contemporary
socia differentiation (state-governmental, private business and civil society sectors), based
upon new division of labor and related to new forms of capital (“intelligent capital”,
intellectual property rights, etc) that are emerging and taking affordable shape on a day-to-day
bass.

Civil Society is usudly called a “non-for-profit sector”, which usually leads us to a wrong
conclusion that there is no profit, gain or surplus value in this segment of society - that it is not
productive, efficient or effective part of economic human life in general. But, the only
difference between co called profit and non-for-profit sectors is that in the later net income
after taxation has to be reinvested into related programs and projects — it cannot be taken out of
production process (in broader sense) and spent in any known and usual private-consuming
practices. Strategically speaking from the points of view of contemporary New Labor and New
Capital, Civil Society is the “third pillar” of any reasonable Sustainable socio-economic
Development, and it deserves to develop its own, distinctive and specific, banking and
financial standards and practices through its own, brand new organizations and institutions.

As other “two pillars’ (state-governmental and private business sectors) are overly developed
in relation to the “third pillar” (Civil Society), the very process of gaining its red self-
sustainability will take longer time than usualy projected for other commercial “projects’. It is
of utmost importance to notice that Civil Society sector, mainly manned with young people,
does not have any real chance of development without strategic long-term partnership with
other two sectors, and that this “two pillars’ will forever be in their present unstable and
insecure condition without the full development of their “third” counterpart. Being the
unforeseeable, ever-renewable and unavoidable development resource, it is of the utmost
strategic socio-economic interest of other two sectors to develop it fully so as to become really
productive, operational, efficient and effective in any possible sense (models of that support on
global level is a question of the broader tripartite inter-sector consensus, so we propose that
this be eaborated through BWI (UN, WB, WTO, ILO and other) e.g. State Youth Bonds,
various legal-framework adaptations (tax deductions for Direct Y outh Investment, etc) on both
national and international levels.

Being rooted deeply in the Civil Society sector, but always closdy related to other two
“pillars’ of Sustainable Development, Youth Banks (according to the World Youth Bank
Authors' Project) should be first established as NGOs for sustainable redistribution of banking
and financial assets with main mission to empower the “third pillar of SD” and Global Y outh
in all its segments, and then to steadily develop and emerge into sustainable Y outh Banks and
sustained Civil Banking System in general. Socio-economic benefits of such development
direction are more than high, if compared with traditional investment short-term profits. Civil
Banking, implemented through the World Youth Bank Network, should reconstitute national
and international monopolies, make Global Economy in general more just, decent, human,
efficient, propulsive, beneficiary and productive for al, and therefore become the real and
sustained “third socio-economic pillar of the Decent and Responsible Sustainable Development
for all”.

It is especialy important to notice that Civil Banking and World Y outh Bank represent the free

and democratic will of Global Youth, recognized and recommended by the World Assembly
of Youth “ Special Resolution on the World Y outh Bank”.
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WYB estimates that Youth of the World (Globa Y outh) are anong its key socio-economic
resources, but also that without empowering the real Youth sovereignty in economic and
financial sense, their prolonged stay in their under-developed homelands looks more like a
dream than a sustained reality (which puts into serious quegtion the very sustainable
development of the World as awhole). Aswe have aready learned, rea democracy requires an
economic minimum (or better to say an optimum), so let us altogether empower young people
for their oncoming Decent and Responsible Development for All!

WYB Expert Economic Board, in collaboration with a number of international organizations
and specialized financial ingitutions and agencies, is currently developing a specific project
code-named “WYB Global Debt Re-program — estimated role of WYB Network System in
reprogramming of national and international financial relations’, in order to highlight the
power-impact that New Knowledge, Innovativeness and Entrepreneurship of younger
generations could have in boosting the needed development process on dl levels. WYB
estimates that major and intensive investments in Y outh (vocational training, skills, education
and technology-transfers as well as easy-access to capital and ICT) are several times more
socially and economically efficient, profitable and cost-effective than obsolete traditional “debt
management” which turns Poor into Hopeless, and Developed into Rich Without Frontiers over
and over again.ll.
