The United Kingdom’'s position was last set out in detail by the United
Kingdom’'s Permanent Representative to the United Nations, Sir Emyr Jones Parry,
in a written right of reply dated 4 October 2006 (A/61/535) to the statement by
President Nestor Carlos Kirchner of the Argentine Republic in the United Nations
General Assembly on 20 September 2006. That remains the United Kingdom’s
position.

The United Kingdom has no doubts about its sovereignty over the Falkland
Islands, South Georgia and the South Sandwich Islands and their surrounding
maritime areas.
