Summary

The Meeting of the Parties established the Impldatem Committee for the review of
compliance by the Parties with their obligationslemthe Convention with a view to assisting
them fully to meet their commitments (decision JI/fhe present report gives an account of the
thirteenth meeting of the Implementation Committesdd from 30 October to 1 November 2007
in Geneva, further to (a) the structure and fumdiof the Implementation Committee and
procedures for review of compliance (decision )ll&nd (b) the adopted workplan (decision
[11/9). The meeting prepared draft findings andamenendations (a) further to a submission by
Romania regarding its concerns about Ukraine’s damge with its obligations under the
Convention, and (b) regarding Armenia’s implemaotabf the Convention.
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l. INTRODUCTION

1. Representatives from the following Parties membéthe Implementation Committee
attended the meeting: Armenia (Ms. Margarita Korklagan), Croatia (Mr. Nenad Mikulic),
Finland (Ms. Seija Rantakallio), Germany (Mr. MahSauer), Kyrgyzstan (Mr. Kubanychbek
Noruzbaev), Poland (Mr. Jerzy Jendroska) and Siav@kr. Tomaernohous). The former
Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, a member of the @diee, was not represented.

2. The Chair of the Committee, Ms. Rantakallio, opetiedmeeting on Tuesday, 30
October 2007. The Committee adopted its agendeepgsied by the secretariat.

3. The secretariat informed the Committee that theaxssmtative of The former Yugoslav
Republic of Macedonia had left her country’s Mingstf Environment and Physical Planning
but had not been replaced. Further information exgeected at the next meeting of the Working
Group on Environmental Impact Assessment (EIApedield from 21 to 23 November 2007.
The Committee agreed not to elect a Vice-Chair imnukately, pending further information.
The Committee welcomed the new representative ofyastan.

Il. REVIEW OF THE COMPLIANCE REPORTING SYSTEM

4. The Committee continued its consideration of specidmpliance issues identified
through the examination of the previous reviewngbliementation. Further to the Committee’s
decisions at its eleventh meeting (ECE/MP.EIA/W@00/7/4, para. 13), the secretariat in
consultation with the Chair had contracted a cdastiko provide technical advice to review the
Armenian current and draft legislation on EIA inmaletail, with reference to paragraph 7 and
subject to paragraph 11 of the description of tben@ittee’s structure and functions (appended
to decision I1l/2). The Committee thanked the stmiat, together with the Organization for
Security and Co-operation in Europe, for arrandgorga consultant to examine the
implementation of the Convention in Armenia, andoemed the consultant, Mr. Dmytro
Skrylnikov, to the meeting. The Committee thanked $krylnikov for his informal report to the
Committee.

5. Mr. Skrylnikov provided a verbal report on his @ssnent, including clarifying the
relationship between EIA and the similar systenmgriited from the former Soviet Union by
several countries with economies in transition.ddscribed the current relevant legislation in
Armenia, draft future legislation and those impletney regulations that had yet to be drafted.

6. The Committee, with the exception of Ms. KorkhmazyArmenia), then drafted its
findings and recommendations regarding Armeniajgl@mentation of the Conventiofihe
Committee asked the Chair to send these to Armeniaviting its comments or
representations in accordance with paragraph 9 ofite description of the Committee’s
structure and functions. Given the limited period before the fourth meetirighe Partiesthe
Committee agreed that it would not translate the daft findings and recommendations into
Russian. The Committee agreed to finalize its findigs and recommendations at its next
meeting. The findings would be provided as an appendihéodraft decision on the review of
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compliance, to be put before the Meeting of thai@afor its consideration, and any
recommendations would be included within the ddeftision itself.

IV.  OPERATING RULES

7. The Committee noted that the Working Group on BlAsatenth meeting had welcomed
without comment the draft operating rules, and dgidted that delegations provide detailed
comments on the draft operating rules in writingh® secretariat by 21 June 2007
(ECE/MP/EIA/WG.1/2007/2, para. 15). No comments badn received, gbe Committee
agreed to present the draft rules unchanged to theext meeting of the Working Group

draft findings and recommendatioffie Committee asked the Chair to send these to th&o
Parties, inviting their comments or representationsn accordance with paragraph 9 of the
description of the Committee’s structure and functons. Given the limited period before the
fourth meeting of the Partiehie Committee agreed that it would not translatelte draft
findings and recommendations into Russian. The Comittee agreed to finalize its findings
and recommendations at its next meetinglhe findings would be provided as an appendix to
the draft decision on the review of compliancehégout before the Meeting of the Parties for its
consideration, and any recommendations would daded within the draft decision itself.
