Repor t of the Secretary-ceneral

l. The United Nationa Trust Fund for soulh Africa, escablished in pursuance of
Paragraph 2 of ceneral Asgenbly resolutlon 20s4 B (xx) of 15 Decenber 1965, ls nade
up of voluntary contributione from States, organizations anal indivlaluals,
Governnents of countries actlng as hosts to refugees fron South Africa, and otherapproprlate bodles, to be used for the fotlowing purposes:

(a) Legal as€istance to peraona persecuted undeE repregsive anddiscrinlnatory Legislation of South Africa,
(b) Rellef to such per€ons and their dependants,

(c) Education of such peraons and thelr dependants,

(d) Rellef for refugees from South Afrlca,

(e) Rellef and asEistance to persons persecuted under repEessive anddi6crlninatory legislation in Nanlbia.

2. In resolution 38/39 H of 5 December 19g3, the ceneral A8senb1y comnended thesecretaly-ceneral and the cornnittee of Trustee€ of the unlted Nationa Trust Fundfor south Afrlca for thelr efforts to pronEte humanitarian and lega1 a'ei'tance to
Persona Persecuted under rePreaslve and discrimlnatory Legislation in south Africaand Nanibia' aa rrerl as asslEtance to their fanir.iea and to refugees from southAfrica. The As.enbly expressed its appreclation to the covernmenta, organizations
and indivialuarB that had contributed to the Trust Fund and to the voruncary
agencies engaged in rendering hunanitarian and legal asaistance to the victlma ofaPartheid and racial discr i,mlnation, anat appealed for generouF and increased
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contrlbutions to the Trus! Fund, as well as direct contr ibutions to the voluntary
agencies engaged in assistance to the victims of apartheid and racial
dlscrinination in Soulh Africa and Namibla.

3. The Cor nittee has continued Eo ensourage direct contri,butlonB to voluntary
organizations engaged in Providing assistance to the victlns of ggElll and
racial discrinination in souEh Africa and Nanibla. ft has been lnforned tha!
direct contributions were made to the International Defence ancl Aid Fund for
Southern Africa by the Byelorussian Soviet Socialis! Republic, Canada,
czechoslovakia, Denmark, the European Econonic conmuni ty (EECIr Finland, the German
Denocralic Republic, the Nelherlands, Norway, Sweden, the Syrian Arab Republlc r the
Ukrainian Soviet socialist Republic and the Union of Soviet Soclalist RePubIics.
Denmark and creece have inforned the conmittee of Tru6teea of thelr direct
contributions to Ebe world council of churches.

4. During the period under reviewr the conrnlttee followed wlth grave anxlety the
increasing repression in south Africa in response to resistance to the new racisl
conseitution and peaceful denonstration against rent lncreases and forced renFvals
or for trade union rights. Scores of people have been killedr hundreds lnjured and I
and a large number of opponents of 3Eglheld, inclualing trade unionlats, I
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journallatg, religiouE and comnunlty leaders, students and con€clentious objectore,
have been detained or othenrlae persecuted thEoughout south Africa. political
EriarE have increaEed and barsh sentences have been funposed on those convicted.

5. In the face of the continued and extensive haralshlps faced by tbe opponenEs of
aDartheid and their faniliee in south Africa and Nanibia, the committee oi Trusteesfeels that aaldltionar efforts ahould be made to pronrote greater contributiona tolhe Trust Fund and to voluntary organizations providing assistance to the vlctinsof represeive and diacrini,natory leglslatlon in South Afrlca anal Namibia,

6. The conmittee wishesl once againp to express its al4)reciation and gratituate tothe Secretary4eneral for hi.s encouragemgnt and assiatance. It also Hiahes Eo
express lls appreciatlon to the unlced Natlons Hlgh conmissioner for Refugeea and
to the voluntary organlzatlons concerned for thej,r continued co-op€ratlon.
