1. By ceneral Assernbly resolution 845 (Ix) of 22 Novenber ].954. Menber states
r{ere invited to extend to the inhabitants of Non-se1f-covern lng Territories offers
of facilities not only for study and training of university standard, but also for
study at the post-prinary level, as wefl as technical and vocational tralning of
inmediate practical va1ue.

2. fn accordance with ceneral Assenbly resoluCion 1696 (xVI) of 19 Decernber 196Il
offers extended under resolution 845 (IX) are corununicated by the Secretariat to
the administering Poh'ers to enable them to give appropriate publicity to the offers
in the Territories under their adninistration.

3. A description of the scholarships nade available uhder the prograrune is
contained in a brochure prepared by the Secretariat for the infornation of
prospective applicants. fnforrnation about these offers is also included in the
twenty-fourth edition of the handbook entitted Study Abroad (1983-84, 1984-85,
1985-86), published by the United Natlons raucaEonal, Sc.ientific and Cultural
Organization (UNESCO).

4. Under the terms of ceneral Assernbly resolution 845 (IX) and other resolutions
relaLing to scholarships adopted in subsequent years, I/ the Secretary-General
subnits to the General Assenbly each year a report containing detailed infornation Ion the offers nade and the extene to which they r,r'ere otilized. 2/ t

5, The thirtieth report, vrhich covers the period fron 1 October 1983 to
30 septenber 1984 is subnitted herewith in accordance with paragraph 5 of General

B. Offers and ar^'ards

8. fn a noCe dated 19 September 1984, the Pernanent Representative of Austria to
the United Nations inforned the sec reta ry-General that the Austrian Governnent was
currently planning a training project for students from Nanibia for the year 1985.
During the past year, no apptications had been received for the scholarships
offered by his Goverrunent !o students fron Non-Self-Governing Territories.

ezechoslovakia

9. In a note dated 20 September 1984, the Pernanent Representative of
Czechoslovakia to the United Nations informed the Sec reta ry-General that each year
the Czechosl-ovak covernnent offered, through United Nations channefs'
20 scholarships to students fron Non-Self-Govern ing Territories for studies at
czechoslovak insititutions of higher learning. However, no use had been made of
those schol-arship offers in the academic years 1983/84 and 1984/85,

Greece

10. In a note dated 19 september 1984' the Pernanent Representative of Greece to
the United Nations informed the Sec reta ry-ceneral thaC the Greek Governrnent ldas no
longer in a position to offer scholarships to students fron Non-Self-Governing
Territories, since the existing rules and regulations of the conpetent Greek
authorities did not provide for scholarships for undergraduate studies.

Poland

11. In a note dated 27 septenber 1984' the Pernanent Representative of Poland to
the united Nations informed the Sec reta ry-4eneral that the Polish Governrnent had
granted five scholarships for candidates fron Trust Terrltories for the L984/85
acadenic year.

12. Any additional inforrnation lrhich the Secretary-ceneral may receive in this
connection will be issued in an addendun to the Present report.
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III. APPITCATIONS IT4'DF TI,ROUGB THF UNTTED NATIONS

13. rn accordance reith the procedure estabtished rn General Assernbry resorution1695 (xvr) ' applications for scholarshlps received by the united Nationssecretariat fron inhabitants of Non-self-coverning Territories are transnittedsinultaneously to the offering states for consideration and to the adninisteringPowers for information.

14. Between I October 1983 and 30 Septenber 19g4, 9t students requestedinfornation and application forms fron the secretariat. Most of th€se stuatents
''€re not inhabitants of Non-self-eovernrng Terrrtories. Requests for infornationand apprications received frorn Nanibian students are forwarded to the office of theunited Nations comnissioner for Nanibia for consideration under the schorarshipprogranme for Nanibians and to the united Nations Eduational and rraining programrefor southexn Africa.

15' Applicants who wlsh to study in chana, poland, the unlon of soviet socialistRepublics and the united states of America are reguested, in the rnfornation sentto them, to apply directly to the covernment concerned; consequently, not allapprications for study in those countries are received by the secrelariat. Anumber of olher offering States also receive applications mailed directly byapplicants from Non-self-Governing Territories, and act on thern without goingthrough the Secretariat.
