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Preface 

The 2010 United Nations Statistical Yearbook is the fifty-fifth issue of the publication, prepared by the Statistics Division 
of the Department of Economic and Social Affairs. Ever since the compilation of data for the Statistical Yearbook series 
was initiated in 1948, it has consistently provided a wide range of internationally available statistics on social and 
economic conditions and activities at the national, regional and world levels. 

The tables include series covering from one to ten years, depending upon data availability (as of 31 December 20 II) and 
space constraints. The ten-year tables generally cover the period up to 2009 or 20 I 0. 

The Yearbook tables are based on data which have been compiled by the Statistics Division mainly from official national 
and international sources as these are more authoritative and comprehensive, more generally available as time series and 
more comparable among countries than other sources. These sources include the United Nations Statistics Division in the 
fields of national accounts, industry, energy and international trade, the United Nations Statistics Division and Population 
Division in the field of demographic statistics, and over 20 offices of the United Nations system and international 
organizations in other specialized fields. In some cases, official sources have been supplemented by other sources and 
estimates, where these have been subjected to professional scrutiny and debate and are consistent with other independent 
sources. 

The United Nations agencies and other international, national and specialized organizations which furnished data are listed 
under "Statistical sources and references" at the end of the Yearbook. Acknowledgement is gratefully made for their 
generous and valuable cooperation in continually providing data. 

The 60 tables of the Yearbook are organized in four parts. The first part presents key world and regional aggregates and 
totals. In the other three parts, the subject matter is generally presented by countries or areas, with world and regional 
aggregates shown in some cases only. Parts two, three and four cover, respectively, population and social topics, national 
economic activity and international economic relations. Following the last chapter are brief technical notes on statistical 
sources and methods for all tables of the Yearbook. 

The three annexes contain information on country and area nomenclature and the conversion coefficients and factors used 
in the various tables, and list those tables which were added to or omitted from the last issue of the Yearbook. 

The Statistical Yearbook is prepared by the Statistical Dissemination Section, Statistical Services Branch of the Statistics 
Division, Department of Economic and Social Affairs of the United Nations Secretariat. The programme manager is Mary 
Jane Holupka and the chief editor is Jacob Assa. They are assisted by David Carter, Anuradha Chimata and Aida Diawara. 
Bogdan Dragovic developed the software.

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Preface 

L 'Annuaire statistique des Nations Unies 2010 est Ia cinquante-cinquieme edition de cette publication, preparee par Ia 
Division de statistique du Departement des affaires economiques et sociales. Depuis son instauration en 1948 comme outil 
de compilation des donnees statistiques internationales, i'Annuaire statistique s'efforce de constamment diffuser un large 
eventail de statistiques disponibles sur les activites et conditions economiques et sociales, aux niveaux national, regional 
et mondial. 

Les tableaux presentent des series qui couvrent d'un a dix ans, en fonction de Ia disponibilite des donnees (a Ia date du 31 
decembre 2011) et des contraintes d'espace. Les tableaux decennaux couvrent generalement Ia periode jusqu'a 2009 ou 
2010. 

Les tableaux de i'Annuaire sont construits essentiellement a partir des donnees compilees par Ia Division de statistique et 
provenant de sources officielles, nationales et internationales; c'est en effet Ia meilleure source si !'on veut des donnees 
fiables, completes et comparables, et si !'on a besoin de series chronologiques. Ces sources sont: Ia Division de statistique 
du Secretariat de !'Organisation des Nations Unies pour ce qui concerne Ia comptabilite nationale, l'industrie, l'energie et 
le commerce exterieur, Ia Division de statistique et Ia Division de Ia population du Secretariat de !'Organisation des 
Nations Unies pour les statistiques demographiques; et plus de 20 bureaux du systeme des Nations Unies et 
d'organisations internationales pour les autres domaines specialises. Dans quelques cas, les donnees officielles sont 
completees par des informations et des estimations provenant d'autres sources qui ont ete examinees par des specialistes et 
confirmees par des sources independantes. 

Les institutions specialisees des Nations Unies et les autres organisations internationales, nationales et specialisees qui ont 
fourni des donnees sont enumerees dans Ia section "Sources statistiques et references" figurant a Ia fin de l'ouvrage. Les 
auteurs de I' Annuaire statistique les remercient de leur precieuse et gene reuse collaboration. 

Les 60 tableaux de I' Annuaire sont regroupes en quatre parties. La premiere partie presente les principaux agregats et 
totaux aux niveaux mondial et regional. Dans les trios parties suivantes, les themes sont generalement presentes par pays 
ou regions. Les agregats mondiaux ou regionaux ne sont indiques que dans certains cas seulement. Les trois parties autres 
sont consacrees a Ia population et aux questions sociales (deuxieme partie), a l'activite economique nationale (troisieme 
partie) et aux relations economiques internationales ( quatrieme partie). Le dernier chapitre est sui vi par de breves notes 
techniques sur les sources et les methodes statistiques utilisees pour chaque tableau de l'Annuaire. 

Les trois annexes donnent des renseignements sur Ia nomenclature des pays et des zones, ainsi que sur les coefficients et 
facteurs de conversion employes dans les differents tableaux. Une liste des tableaux ajoutes et supprimes depuis Ia 
derniere edition de I' Annuaire y est egalement disponible.

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New features in this issue 

One objective of the Statistical Yearbook is to provide updated information annually for most of the regular tables. In 
addition, the Yearbook team strives to improve the publication and add new and useful features whenever possible. 
Several such additions have been made to this issue of the Statistical Yearbook. 

New tables 

The following new tables have been introduced in this issue of the Yearbook:

• Table 14: People living with HIV 

New data sources 

Two national accounts tables that have been included in the Yearbook for many years now derive their underlying data 
from a new source. Instead of Main Aggregates and Detailed Tables, the following tables are now compiled from National 
Accounts Estimates: Analysis of Main Aggregates: 

• Gross domestic product by type of expenditure at current prices 
• Value added by industries in current prices 

As a result these tables now include a more complete time series available in the new source. 

Changes in presentation 

The current issue of the Statistical Yearbook is organized slightly differently than previous editions. To improve the 
readability (and save space and paper), the English and French texts are now shown separately rather than side-by-side for 
the preface, introduction, this page (new features), and all technical notes. Furthermore, the technical notes are all 
presented together after the last table, rather than after each chapter, in order to improve the flow of data presentation. 

Explanatory notes 

In general, the statistics presented in the present publication are based on information available to the Statistics Division 
of the United Nations Secretariat up to 31 December 2011. 

Units of measurement 

The metric system of weights and measures has been employed throughout the Statistical Yearbook. For conversion 
coefficients and factors, see annex II. 

Country notes and nomenclature 

As a general rule, the data presented in the Yearbook relate to a given country or area within its present de facto 
boundaries. A complete list of countries and territories is presented in Annex I. It should also be noted that unless 
otherwise indicated, for statistical purposes, the data for China exclude those for Hong Kong Special Administrative 
Region of China, Macao Special Administrative Region of China and Taiwan province of China. 

Symbols and conventions used in the tables 

A point is used to indicate decimals. 
A hyphen between years, for example, 2008-2009, indicates the full period involved, including the beginning and

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Introduction 

The 2010 United Nations Statistical Yearbook is the fifty-fifth issue of this publication, prepared by the Statistics 
Division, Department of Economic and Social Affairs, of the United Nations Secretariat. The tables include series 
covering from one to ten years, depending upon data availability (as of 31 December 2011) and space constraints. The 
ten-year tables generally cover the period up to 2009 or 20 I 0. 

Objective and content of the Statistical Yearbook 

The main purpose of the Statistical Yearbook is to provide in a single volume a comprehensive compilation of 
internationally available statistics on social and economic conditions and activities, at world, regional and national levels, 
covering a ten-year period to the extent possible. 

Most of the statistics presented in the Yearbook are extracted from more detailed, specialized databases prepared by the 
Statistics Division and by many other international statistical services. Thus, while the specialized databases concentrate 
on monitoring topics and trends in particular social and economic fields, the Statistical Yearbook tables aim to provide 
data for a more comprehensive, overall description of social and economic structures, conditions, changes and activities. 
The objective has been to collect, systematize, coordinate and present in a consistent way the most essential components 
of comparable statistical information which can give a broad picture of social and economic processes. 

The content of the Statistical Yearbook is planned to serve a general readership. The Yearbook endeavours to provide 
information for various bodies of the United Nations system as well as for other international organizations, governments 
and non-governmental organizations, national statistical, economic and social policy bodies, scientific and educational 
institutions, libraries and the public. Data published in the Statistical Yearbook may also be of interest to companies and 
enterprises and to agencies engaged in market research. The Statistical Yearbook thus provides information on a wide 
range of social and economic issues which are of concern in the United Nations system and among the governments and 
peoples of the world. A particular value of the Yearbook is that it facilitates meaningful analysis of issues by 
systematizing and coordinating the data across many fields and shedding light on such interrelated issues as: 

• General economic growth and related economic conditions; 
• Progress towards the Millennium Development Goals; 
• Population by sex and rate of increase, surface area and density; 
• Unemployment, inflation and prices; 
• Energy production and consumption and the development of new energy sources; 
• Expansion of trade; 
• The financial situation of countries; 
• Education, training and eradication of illiteracy; 
• Improvement in general living conditions; 
• Pollution and protection of the environment; 
• Assistance provided to developing countries for social and economic development purposes. 

Organization of the Year book 

The 60 tables of the Yearbook are grouped into four broad parts: 

• Part One: World and Region Summary (chapter I, tables 1-4); 
• Part Two: Population and Social Statistics (chapters II-VI: tables 5-16); 
• Part Three: Economic Activity (chapters VII-XV: tables 17-50); 
• Part Four: International Economic Relations (chapters XVI-XIX: tables 51-60). 

The more aggregated information shown in part one provides an overall picture of development at the world and region 
levels. More specific and detailed information for analysis concerning individual countries or areas is presented in the 
other three parts. Each of these parts is divided into chapters, by topic, and each chapter has corresponding "Technical 
notes" (following the last chapter), which provide brief descriptions of major statistical concepts, definitions and 
classifications required for interpretation and analysis of the data. 

Part One, World and Region Summary, comprises four tables highlighting the principal trends in the world as well as in 
each of the regions and in the major economic and social sectors. It contains global totals of important aggregate statistics 
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needed for the analysis of economic growth, the structure of the world economy, major changes in world population and 
expansion of external merchandise trade. The global totals are, as a rule, subdivided into major geographical areas. 

Part Two, Population and Social Statistics, comprises 12 tables which contain more detailed statistical series on 
population, gender, education, nutrition and communication. 

Of the 34 tables in Part Three, Economic Activity, 16 provide data on national accounts, interest rates, labour force, 
prices, energy, environment and science and technology; 18 tables provide data on production in the major branches of the 
economy (using, in general, the International Standard Industrial Classification, ISIC), namely agriculture, hunting, 
forestry and fishing, and manufacturing. Consumption data are combined with the production data in tables on specific 
commodities, where feasible. 

Part Four, International Economic Relations, comprises ten tables on international merchandise trade, international 
tourism and transport, international finance and development assistance. 

Annexes and regional groupings of countries or areas 

The annexes to the Statistical Yearbook, and the section "Explanatory notes" preceding the Introduction, provide 
additional essential information on the Yearbook's contents and presentation of data. 

Annex I provides information on countries or areas covered in the Yearbook tables and on their arrangement in 
geographical regions and economic or other groupings. The geographical groupings shown in the Yearbook are generally 
based on continental regions unless otherwise indicated. However, strict consistency in this regard is impossible. A wide 
range of classifications is used for different purposes in the various international agencies and other sources of statistics 
for the Yearbook. These classifications vary in response to administrative and analytical requirements. 

Similarly, there is no common agreement in the United Nations system concerning the terms "developed" and 
"developing" when referring to the stage of development reached by any given country or area, and its corresponding 
classification in one or the other grouping. The Yearbook thus refers more generally to "developed" or "developing" 
regions on the basis of conventional practice. Following this practice, "developed" regions or areas comprise Canada and 
the United States in Northern America, Japan in Asia, Australia and New Zealand in Oceania, and Europe, while all of 
Africa and the remainder of the Americas, Asia and Oceania comprise the "developing regions". These designations are 
intended for statistical convenience and do not necessarily express a judgement about the stage reached by a particular 
country or area in the development process. 

Annex II provides detailed information on conversion coefficients and factors used in various tables, and annex III 
provides a list of tables added and omitted in the present edition of the Yearbook. Tables for which a sufficient amount of 
new data is not available are not being published in this Yearbook. Their titles nevertheless are still listed in the table of 
contents since it is planned that they will be published in a later issue as new data are compiled by the collecting agency. 

Data comparability, quality and relevance 

The major challenge continuously facing the Statistical Yearbook is to present series which are as nearly comparable 
across countries as the available statistics permit. Considerable efforts have already been made among the international 
suppliers of data and by the staff of the Statistical Yearbook to ensure the compatibility of various series by coordinating 
time periods, base years, prices chosen for valuation, and so on. This is indispensable in relating various bodies of data to 
each other and in facilitating analysis across different sectors. Thus, for example, relating data on short-term interest rates 
to those on prices makes it possible to arrive at a general understanding about the inflation environment, and relating a 
country's data on tourism expenditure in other countries to those on its per capita GDP provides a gauge on that country's 
wealth status. In general, the data presented reflect the methodological recommendations of the United Nations Statistical 
Commission issued in various United Nations publications, and of other international bodies concerned with statistics. 
Publications containing these recommendations and guidelines are listed in the section "Statistical sources and references" 
at the end of the Yearbook. The use of international recommendations not only promotes international comparability of the 
data but also ensures a degree of compatibility regarding the underlying concepts, definitions and classifications relating 
to different series. However, much work remains to be done in this area and, for this reason, some tables can serve only as 
a first source of data, which require further adjustment before being used for more in-depth analytical studies. While on 
the whole, a significant degree of comparability has been achieved in international statistics, there will remain some 
limitations, for a variety of reasons. 
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One common cause of non-comparability of economic data is different valuations of statistical aggregates such as national 
income, wages and salaries, output of industries and so forth. Conversion of these and similar series originally expressed 
in national prices into a common currency, for example into United States dollars, through the use of exchange rates, is 
not always satisfactory owing to frequent wide fluctuations in market rates and differences between official rates and rates 
which would be indicated by unofficial markets or purchasing power parities. The use of different kinds of sources for 
obtaining data is another cause of incomparability. This is true, for example, in the case of employment and 
unemployment, where data are obtained from different sources, namely household and labour force sample surveys, 
establishment censuses or surveys, official estimates, social insurance statistics and employment office statistics, which 
are not fully comparable in many cases. Non-comparability of data may also result from differences in the institutional 
patterns of countries. Certain variations in social and economic organization ~nd institutions may have an impact on the 
comparability of the data even if the underlying concepts and definitions are identical. These and other causes of non­
comparability of the data are briefly explained in the technical notes to each chapter. 

A further set of challenges relate to timeliness, quality and relevance of the data contained in the Yearbook. Users 
generally demand the most up-to-date statistics. However, due to the different development stages of statistical capacity in 
different countries, data for the most recent years may only be available for a small number of countries. For a global print 
publication, therefore, a balance has to be struck between presenting the most updated information and satisfactory 
country coverage. Of course the United Nations Statistics Division's website offers greater flexibility in presenting 
continuously updated information and is therefore a useful complement to the annual print publication. Furthermore, as 
most of the information presented in this Yearbook is collected through specialized United Nations agencies and partners, 
the timeliness is continuously enhanced by improving the communication and data flow between countries and the 
specialized agencies on the one hand, and between the United Nations Statistics Division and the specialized agencies on 
the other. The development of new XML-based data transfer protocols will address this issue and is expected to make 
international data flows more efficient in the future. 

Data quality at the international level is a function of the data quality at the national level. The United Nations Statistics 
Division in close cooperation with its partners among the UN agencies and the international statistical system continues to 
support countries' efforts to improve both the coverage and the quality of their data. Metadata, as for example reflected in 
the footnotes and technical notes of this publication, are an important service to the user to allow an informed assessment 
of the quality of the data. Given the wide variety of sources for the Yearbook, there is of course an equally wide variety of 
data formats and accompanying metadata. An important challenge for the United Nations Statistics Division and its 
partners for the future is to work further towards the standardization, or at least harmonization, of metadata. 

The final challenge relates to maintaining the relevance of the series included in the Yearbook. As new policy concerns 
enter the developmental debate, the United Nations Statistics Division will need to introduce new series that describe 
concerns that have gained prominence as well as to prune data as they become outdated and continue to update the 
recurrent Yearbook series that still address those issues which are most pertinent. Often choosing the appropriate moment 
when the statistical information on new topics has matured sufficiently so as to be able to disseminate meaningful global 
data can be challenging. Furthermore, a balance has to continuously be found between the ever-increasing amount of 
information available for dissemination and the space limitations of the print version of the Statistical Yearbook. 
International comparability, data availability and data quality will remain the key criteria to guide the United Nations 
Statistics Division in its selection. 

Needless to say, more can always be done to improve the Statistical Yearbook's scope, coverage, design, metadata and 
timeliness. The Yearbook team continually strives to improve upon each of these aspects and to make its publication as 
responsive as possible to its users' needs and expectations, while at the same time focusing on a manageable body of data 
and metadata. Since data disseminated in digital form have clear advantages over those in print, as much of the Yearbook 
information as possible will continue to be included in the Statistics Division's online databases. Still, the Statistical 
Yearbook will continue to claim its rightful place among the products of the Statistics Division as a useful resource for a 
general understanding of the global social and economic situation.

Objectif et contenu de I' Annuaire statistique 

Le principal objectif de l 'Annuaire statistique est de foumir en un seul volume un inventaire complet de statistiques 
intemationales concernant Ia situation et les activites sociales et economiques aux niveaux mondial, regional et national, 
sur une periode s'etalant, dans Ia mesure du possible, sur dix ans. 

La plupart des donnees qui figurent dans I'Annuaire statistique proviennent de bases de donnees specialisees davantage 
detaillees, preparees par Ia Division de statistique et par bien d'autres services statistiques intemationaux. Tandis que les 
bases de donnees specialisees se concentrent sur le suivi de domaines socioeconomiques particuliers, les donnees de 
l'Annuaire sont presentees de telle sorte qu'elles foumissent une description globale et exhaustive des structures, 
conditions, transformations et activites socioeconomiques. On a cherche a recueillir, systematiser, coordonner et presenter 
de maniere coherente les principales informations statistiques comparables, de maniere a dresser un tableau general des 
processus socioeconomiques. 

Le contenu de I'Annuaire statistique a ete elabore en vue d'un lectorat large. Les renseignements foumis devraient ainsi 
pouvoir etre utilises par les divers organismes du systeme des Nations Unies, mais aussi par d'autres organisations 
intemationales, les gouvemements et les organisations non gouvemementales, les organismes nationaux de statistique et 
de politique economique et sociale, les institutions scientifiques et les etablissements d'enseignement, les bibliotheques et 
les particuliers. Les donnees publiees dans I'Annuaire peuvent egalement interesser les societes et entreprises, et les 
organismes specialises dans les etudes demarche. L'Annuaire presente des informations sur un large eventail de questions 
socioeconomiques liees aux preoccupations actuelles du systeme des Nations Unies, des gouvemements et des peuples du 
monde entier. Une qualite particuliere de I'Annuaire est de faciliter une analyse approfondie de ces questions en 
systematisant et en articulant les donnees d'un domaine/secteur a !'autre, et en apportant un eclairage sur des sujets 
interdependants, tels que : 

• La croissance economique generale, et les conditions economiques qui lui sont liees; 
• Les progres accomplis dans Ia realisation des Objectifs du Millenaire pour le Developpement; 
• La population selon le sexe, taux d'accroissement, superficie et densite; 
• Le chomage, !'inflation et les prix; 
• La production et Ia consommation d'energie et le developpement de nouvelles sources d'energie; 
• L'expansion des echanges; 
• La situation financiere des pays; 
• L'education, Ia formation et !'elimination de l'analphabetisme; 
• L'amelioration des conditions de vie; 
• La pollution et Ia protection de l'environnement; 
• L'assistance aux pays en developpement a des fins socioeconomiques. 

Presentation de I' Annuaire 

Les 60 tableaux de I'Annuaire sont groupes en quatre parties: 

• La premiere partie : Aper9u mondial et regional ( chapitre I, tableaux 1 a 4 ); 
• La deuxieme partie : Statistiques demographiques et sociales ( chapitres II a VI, tableaux 5 a 16); 
• La troisieme partie: Activite economique (chapitres VII a XV, tableaux 17 a 50); 
• La quatrieme partie : Relations economiques intemationales ( chapitres XVI a XIX, tableaux 51 a 60). 

Les valeurs les plus agregees qui figurent dans Ia premiere partie donnent un tableau global du developpement a !'echelon 
mondial et regional, tandis que les trois autres parties contiennent des renseignements plus precis et detailles qui se pretent 
mieux a une analyse par pays ou par zones. Chacune de ces trois parties est divisee en chapitres portant sur des sujets

donnes. Apres le demier tableau, les notes techniques de chaque chapitre apportent une breve description des principales 
notions, definitions et classifications statistiques necessaires pour interpreter et analyser les donnees. 

La premiere partie, intitulee "Aper~u mondial et regional", comprend quatre tableaux presentant les principales tendances 
dans le monde et dans les regions ainsi que dans les principaux secteurs economiques et sociaux. Elle foumit des chiffres 
mondiaux pour les principaux agregats statistiques necessaires pour analyser Ia croissance economique, Ia structure de 
l'economie mondiale, les principaux changements dans Ia population mondiale et !'expansion du commerce exterieur de 
marchandises. En regie generale, les chiffres mondiaux sont repartis par grandes regions geographiques. 

La deuxieme partie, intitulee "Population et statistiques sociales", comporte 12 tableaux ou figurent des series plus 
detaillees concernant Ia population, Ia situation des femmes, !'education et Ia communication. 

La troisieme partie, intitulee "Activite economique", comporte 34 tableaux, 16 qui presentent des statistiques concernant 
les comptes nationaux, les taux d'interet, Ia population active, les prix, l'energie, l'environnement, et Ia science et 
technologic; et 18 qui presentent des donnees sur Ia production des principales branches d'activite economique (en 
utilisant en general Ia Classification intemationale type, par industrie, de toutes les branches d'activite economique): 
agriculture, chasse, sylviculture et peche, et industries manufacturieres. Les tableaux traitant de certains produits de base 
associent autant que possible les donnees relatives a Ia consommation aux valeurs concernant Ia production. 

La quatrieme partie, intitulee "Relations economiques intemationales", comprend dix tableaux relatifs au commerce 
international de marchandises, au tourisme et transport internationaux, aux finances intemationales, et a !'aide au 
developpement. 

Annexes et groupements regionaux des pays et zones 

Les annexes a l'Annuaire statistique, et Ia section intitulee "Notes explicatives" qui precede !'introduction, offrent 
d'importantes informations complementaires quant a Ia teneur et a Ia presentation des donnees figurant dans le present 
ouvrage. 

L'annexe I donne des renseignements sur les pays ou zones couverts par les tableaux de l'Annuaire et sur leur 
regroupement en regions geographiques et groupements economiques ou autres. Sauf indication contraire, les 
groupements geographiques figurant dans 1'Annuaire sont generalement fondes sur les regions continentales, mais une 
presentation absolument systematique est impossible a cet egard car les diverses institutions intemationales et autres 
sources de statistiques employees pour Ia confection de 1'Annuaire emploient, selon !'objet de l'exercice, des 
classifications fort differentes en reponse a diverses exigences d'ordre administratif ou analytique. 

II n'existe pas non plus dans le systeme des Nations Unies de definition commune des termes "developpe" et "en 
developpement" pour decrire le niveau atteint en Ia matiere par un pays ou une zone donnes ni pour les classifier dans l'un 
ou !'autre de ces groupes. Ainsi, dans l'Annuaire, on s'en remet a !'usage pour qualifier les regions de "developpees" ou 
"en developpement". Selon cet usage, les regions ou zones developpees sont le Canada et les Etats-Unis dans !'Amerique 
septentrionale, le Japon dans I' Asie, I' Australie et Ia Nouvelle-Zelande dans I 'Oceanic, et I 'Europe, alors que toute 
I' Afrique et le reste des Ameriques, I' Asie et I 'Oceanie constituent les regions en developpement. Ces appellations sont 
utilisees pour plus de commodite dans Ia presentation des statistiques et n'impliquent pas necessairement un jugement 
quant au stade de developpement auquel est parvenu tel pays ou telle zone. 

L'annexe II foumit des renseignements sur les coefficients et facteurs de conversion employes dans les differents 
tableaux, et l'annexe III contient Ia liste de tableaux qui ont ete ajoutes ou omis dans Ia presente edition de l'Annuaire. 
Les tableaux pour lesquels on ne dispose pas d'une quantite suffisante des donnees nouvelles, n'ont pas ete publies dans 
cet Annuaire. Comme ils seront repris dans une prochaine edition a mesure que des donnees nouvelles seront depouillees 
par !'office statistique d'origine, ses titres figurent toujours dans Ia table des matieres. 

Comparabilite, qualite et pertinence des statistiques 

Le defi majeur auquell'Annuaire Statistique fait continuellement face est de presenter des series aussi comparables entre 
les pays que Ia disponibilite des statistiques le permettent. L.es sources internationales de donnees et les auteurs de 
l'Annuaire ont realise des efforts considerables pour faire en sorte que diverses series soient compatibles, en harmonisant 
les periodes de reference, les annees de base, les prix utilises pour les evaluations, etc. Cette demarche est indispensable si 
l'on veut rapprocher divers ensembles de donnees, et faciliter !'analyse intersectorielle de !'economic. Ainsi, lier les 
donnees concernant les taux d'interet a court terme a celles des prix permet d'arriver a une comprehension globale de 
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l'environnement de l'inflation; lier les donnees de depenses touristiques d'un pays dans d'autres pays a celles de son PIB 
par tete fournit un indicateur de Ia richesse de ce pays. De fac;on generale, les donnees sont presentees selon les 
recommandations methodologiques formulees par Ia Commission de statistique des Nations Unies, et par les autres entites 
internationales impliquees dans les statistiques. Les titres des publications contenant ces recommandations et leurs !ignes 
directrices figurent a Ia fin de l'Annuaire, dans Ia section "Sources et references statistiques". Le respect des 
recommandations internationales tend non seulement a promouvoir Ia comparabilite internationale des donnees, mais elle 
assure egalement une certaine comparabilite entre les concepts, les definitions et classifications utilises. Mais comme il 
reste encore beaucoup a faire dans ce domaine, les donnees presentees dans certains tableaux n'ont qu'une valeur 
indicative, et necessiteront des ajustements plus pousses avant de pouvoir servir a des analyses approfondies. Bien que 
l'on soit parvenu, dans )'ensemble, a un degre de comparabilite appreciable en matiere de statistiques internationales, 
diverses raisons expliquent que subsistent encore de nombreuses limitations. 

Une cause commune de non comparabilite des donnees economiques reside dans Ia diversite des methodes d'evaluation 
employees pour comptabiliser des agregats tels que le revenu national, les salaires et traitements, Ia production des 
differentes branches d'activite industrielle, etc. Il n'est pas toujours satisfaisant de ramener la valeur des series de ce 
type-exprimee a l'origine en prix nationaux-a une monnaie commune (par exemple le dollar des Etats-Unis) car les 
taux de change du marche connaissent frequemment de fortes fluctuations, et parce que les taux officiels ne coincident pas 
avec ceux des marches officieux ni avec les parites reelles de pouvoir d'achat. Le recours a des sources diverses pour la 
collecte des donnees est un autre facteur qui limite Ia comparabilite. C'est le cas, par exemple, des donnees d'emploi et de 
chomage, obtenues par des moyens aussi peu comparables que les sondages, le depouillement des registres d'assurances 
sociales et les enquetes aupres des entreprises. Dans certains cas, les donnees ne sont pas comparables en raison de 
differences entre les structures institutionnelles des pays. Des changements dans I' organisation et les institutions 
economiques et sociales peuvent affecter Ia comparabilite des donnees, meme si les concepts et definitions sont 
fondamentalement identiques. Ces causes, et d'autres, de non comparabilite des donnees sont brievement expliquees dans 
les notes techniques de chaque chapitre. 

Un autre ensemble de defis a relever concerne Ia fraicheur, Ia qualite et Ia pertinence des donnees presentees dans 
I'Annuaire. Les utilisateurs exigent generalement des donnees les plus recentes possibles. Toutefois, selon le niveau de 
developpement de Ia capacite statistique des pays, les donnees pour les demieres annees peuvent n'etre disponibles que 
pour un nombre limite de pays. Dans le cadre d'une publication mondiale, un equilibre doit etre trouve entre Ia 
presentation de !'information Ia plus recente et une couverture geographique satisfaisante. Bien entendu, le site Internet de 
la Division de statistique des Nations Unies offre une plus grande flexibilite, puisqu'il propose une information actualisee 
au fil de l'eau, et constitue ainsi un complement utile a Ia publication papier annuelle. Par ailleurs, etant donne que Ia 
plupart des informations presentees dans cet Annuaire sont collectees parmi les agences specialisees des Nations Unies et 
autres partenaires, Ia fraicheur des donnees est continuellement amelioree, grace a une meilleure communication et un 
meilleur echange de donnees entre les pays et les agences specialisees d'une part, et entre Ia Division de statistique des 
Nations Unies et les agences specialisees d'autre part. Le developpement de nouveaux protocoles de transfert de donnees 
bases sur le langage XML devrait contribuer a rendre, a l'avenir, les echanges de donnees internationales encore plus 
efficaces. 

La qualite des donnees au niveau international est fonction de Ia qualite des donnees au niveau national. La Division de 
statistique des Nations Unies, en etroite collaboration avec ses partenaires dans les agences de l'ONU et dans le systeme 
statistique international, continue de soutenir les efforts des pays pour ameliorer a la fois la couverture et Ia qualite de 
leurs donnees. Des metadonnees, comme 1' ill us trent les notes de bas de page et les notes techniques de cette publication, 
constituent un important service fourni a l'utilisateur pour lui permettre d'evaluer de maniere avisee la qualite des 
donnees. Etant donne la grande variete des sources de I'Annuaire, il y a bien entendu une non moins grande variete de 
formats de donnees et de metadonnees associees. Unimportant defi que Ia Division de statistique des Nations Unies et ses 
partenaires doivent relever dans le futur est d'aboutir a Ia standardisation, ou au moins !'harmonisation, des metadonnees. 

Le dernier defi concerne Ia constance de la pertinence des series presentees dans 1'Annuaire. Au fur eta mesure que de 
nouvelles preoccupations politiques penetrent le debat lie au developpement, Ia Division de statistique des Nations Unies 
do it introduire dans l' Annuaire de nouvelles series qui leur sont liees, et, ce faisant, effectuer une coupe sombre parmi les 
donnees qui lui semblent depassees, tout en s'assurant de continuer a actualiser les series recurrentes de qui paraissent 
encore pertinentes. Souvent, choisir le moment idoine auquel les donnees statistiques sur de nouveaux themes sont 
suffisamment matures pour qu'elles puissent, au niveau mondial, etre diffusees sans hesitation, est un defi en soi. Par 
ailleurs, un equilibre doit continuellement etre trouve entre le volume toujours croissant d'informations disponibles a Ia 
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diffusion, et les contraintes d'espace de Ia version papier de I'Annuaire statistique. La comparabilite internationale, Ia 
disponibilite des donnees et leur qualite devront rester le principal critere a considerer par Ia Division de statistique des 
Nations Unies dans sa selection. 

Inutile de dire qu'il est toujours possible d'ameliorer I'Annuaire statistique en ce qui concerne son champ, sa couverture, 
sa conception generale, ses metadonnees et sa mise a jour. L'equipe en charge de I'Annuaire s'evertue en permanence a 
ameliorer chacun de ces aspects, et de faire en sorte que cette publication reponde au plus pres aux besoins et aux attentes 
de ses utilisateurs, sans toutefois oublier de mettre !'accent sur un corpus gerable de donnees et de metadonnees. Puisqu'il 
est avere que les donnees diffusees de maniere digitale ont des avantages compares a celles diffusees sur papier, autant 
d'informations de I'Annuaire que possible continueront d'etre inclues dans les bases de donnees electroniques de Ia 
Division de statistique. L'Annuaire statistique garde toujours une place de choix parmi les produits de Ia Division de 
statistique comme une ressource utile pour une comprehension general de Ia situation sociale et economique globale.

Regional totals between series may be incomparable owing to differences in definitions of regions and lack of data for 
particular regional components. General information on regional groupings is provided in annex I of the Yearbook. 
Supplementary information on regional groupings used in specific series is provided, as necessary, in table footnotes and in 
the technical notes at the end of chapter I.

In 2004, the number of scats in parliament was raised from 300 
to 345, with the addition of 45 reserved seats for women. These 
reserved seats were filled in September and October 2005, being 
allocated to political parties in proportion to their share of the 
national vote received in the 200 I election. 
The parliament was dissolved on 27 October 2006, in view 2 
of elections that are yet to take place. Women held 52 of the 345 
seats (15%) in the outgoing parliament.

Chapter 1: World and region summary 

Table I 

The series of world aggregates on population, output, production, external trade and finance have been compiled 
from statistical publications and databases of the United Nations and the specialized agencies and other 
institutions. The sources should be consulted for detailed information on compilation and coverage. 

Table 2 

The table presents estimates of population size, rates of population increase, crude birth and death rates, surface 
area and population density for the world and regions. Unless otherwise specified, all figures are estimates of the 
order of magnitude and are subject to a substantial margin of error. 

The population estimates and rates presented in this table were prepared by the Population Division of the United 
Nations Secretariat and published in World Population Prospects: The 2010 Revision. The average annual 
percentage rates of population growth were calculated by the Population Division of the United Nations 
Secretariat, using an exponential rate of increase formula. 

Crude birth and crude death rates are expressed in terms of the average annual number of births and deaths 
respectively, per 1,000 mid-year population. These rates are estimated. Surface area totals were obtained by 
summing the figures for the individual countries or areas. Density is the number of persons in the 2010 total 
population per square kilometre of total surface area. 

The scheme of regionalization used for the purpose of making these estimates is presented in annex I. Although 
some continental totals are given, and all can be derived, the basic scheme presents macro regions that are so 
drawn as to obtain greater homogeneity in sizes of population, types of demographic circumstances and accuracy 
of demographic statistics.

Chapter II: Population

The table is based on detailed data on population and its growth and distribution published in the United Nations 
Demographic Yearbook. Only official national population estimates reported to the United Nations Statistics 
Division are included in this table. For a comprehensive description of methods of evaluation and the limitations 
of the data, consult the Demographic Yearbook. 

Unless otherwise indicated, figures refer to de facto (present-in-area) population for the present territory; surface 
area estimates include inland waters. 

Table 6 

"Life expectancy at birth", "Infant mortality rate" and "Total fertility rate" are taken from the estimates and 
projections prepared by the Population Division of the United Nations Secretariat, published in World Population 
Prospects: The 2010 Revision. 

"Life expectancy at birth" is an overall estimate of the expected average number of years to be lived by a female 
or male newborn. Many developing countries lack complete and reliable statistics of births and deaths based on 
civil registration, so various estimation techniques are used to calculate life expectancy using other sources of 
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data, mainly population censuses and demo-graphic surveys. Life expectancy at birth by sex gives a statistical 
summary of current differences in male and female mortality across all ages. However, trends and differentials in 
infant and child mortality rates are the predominant influence on trends and differentials in life expectancy at 
birth in most developing countries. Thus, life expectancy at birth is of limited usefulness in these countries in 
assessing levels and differentials in male and female mortality at other ages. 

"Total fertility rate" is the average number of children that would be born alive to a hypothetical cohort of women 
if, throughout their reproductive years, the age specific fertility rates for the specified year remained unchanged. 

"Infant mortality rate" is the total number of deaths in a given year of children less than one year old divided by 
the total number of live births in the same year, multiplied by I ,000. It is an approximation of the number of 
deaths per 1 ,000 children born alive who die within one year of birth. In most developing countries where civil 
registration data are deficient, the most reliable sources are demographic surveys of households. Where these are 
not available, other sources and general estimates are made which are necessarily of limited reliability. Where 
countries lack comprehensive and accurate systems of civil registration, infant mortality statistics by sex are 
difficult to collect or to estimate with any degree of reliability because of reporting biases, and thus are not shown 
here. 

The "under-five mortality rate" is the probability (expressed as a rate per 1,000 live births) of a child born in a 
specified year dying before reaching the age of five if subject to current age-specific mortality rates. 

Data on maternal mortality are estimates developed by the World Health Organization, UNICEF and the United 
Nations Population Fund and published in Trends in Maternal Mortality: 1990 to 2008. 

Chapter III: Gender 

Tables 7-9: The three tables on gender presented in this chapter are all based on indicators for the Millennium 
Development Goals (MDGs). For more on MDGs, visit mdgs.un.org. 

Table 7 

The table shows the percentage of seats held by women members in single or lower chambers of national 
parliaments. National parliaments can be bicameral or unicameral. This table covers the single chamber in 
unicameral parliaments and the lower chamber in bicameral parliaments. It does not cover the upper chamber of 
bi-cameral parliaments. Seats are usually won by members in general parliamentary elections. Seats may also be 
filled by nomination, appointment, indirect election, rotation of members and by-election. 

The proportion of seats held by women in national parliament is derived by dividing the total number of seats 
occupied by women by the total number of seats in parliament. There is no weighting or normalizing of statistics.

Table 8 

The share of women in wage employment in the non-agricultural sector is the share of female workers in wage 
employment in the non-agricultural sector expressed as a percentage of total wage employment in that same 
sector. 

The non-agricultural sector includes industry and services. "Industry" includes mining and quarrying (including 
oil production), manufacturing, construction, electricity, gas, and water, corresponding to divisions 2-5 in the 
International Standard Industrial Classification of All Economic Activities (ISIC-Rev.2) and to tabulation 
categories C-F in ISIC-Rev. 3. "Services" include wholesale and retail trade and restaurants and hotels; transport, 
storage, and communications; financing, insurance, real estate, and business services; and community, social, and 
personal services, corresponding to divisions 6-9 in ISIC-Rev. 2, and to tabulation categories G-Q in ISIC-Rev. 3. 

Employment refers to people above a certain age who worked or held a job during a specified reference period 
(according to the ILO Resolution concerning statistics of the economically active population, employment, 
unemployment and underemployment, adopted by the Thirteenth International Conference of Labour Statisticians 
(ICLS), October 1982). 
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Wage employment refers only to wage earners and salaried employees, or "persons in paid employment jobs". 
Employees are typically remunerated by wages and salaries, but may be paid by commission from sales, piece­
rates, bonuses or payments in kind such as food, housing, training, etc. These persons are in wage employment as 
opposed to self-employment- that is employers, own-account workers, members of producers' cooperatives and 
contributing family workers. The different statuses in employment are defined according to the ILO Resolution 
concerning the International Classification of Status in Employment (ICSE), adopted by the 15th ICLS (1993).

Table 9 

The ratio of girls to boys (gender parity index) in primary, secondary and tertiary education is the ratio of the 
number of female students enrolled at primary, secondary and tertiary levels of education to the number of male 
students in each level. To standardize the effects of the population structure of the appropriate age groups, the 
Gender Parity Index (GPI) of the Gross Enrolment Ratio (GER) for each level of education is used.

Chapter IV: Education 

Detailed data and explanatory notes on education can be found on the UNESCO Institute for Statistics web site 
www.uis.unesco.org. Brief notes which pertain to the statistical information shown in tables IO and I I are given 
below. 

Table 10 

The table shows the total number of teachers at a given level of education, as well as the proportion of female 
teachers expressed as a percentage of the total (male and female) at the same level in a given school year. The 
data sources include school census or surveys and teachers' records. 

Teachers are defined as persons whose professional activity involves the transmitting of knowledge, attitudes and 
skills that are stipulated in a formal curriculum programme to students enrolled in a formal educational 
institution. 

Table 11 

Public expenditure on education consists of current and capital expenditures on education by local, regional and 
national governments, including municipalities. Household contributions are excluded. Current expenditure on 
education includes expenditure for goods and services consumed within the current year and which would need to 
be renewed if needed the following year. It includes expenditure on: staff salaries and benefits; contracted or 
purchased services; other resources including books and teaching materials; welfare services; and other current 
expenditure such as subsidies to students and households, furniture and equipment, minor repairs, fuel, 
telecommunications, travel, insurance and rents. Capital expenditure on education includes expenditure for assets 
that last longer than one year. It includes expenditure for construction, renovation and major repairs of buildings 
and the purchase of heavy equipment or vehicles. 

Chapter V: Nutrition and health 

Table 12 

Estimates on food supply are published by the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations in Food 
Balance Sheets and on its Web site http://faostat.fao.org, where the data give estimates of per capita food supplies 
per day in terms of caloric value. Per capita supplies in terms of product weight are derived from the total 
supplies available for human consumption (i.e. "Food") by dividing the quantities of food by the total population 
actually partaking of the food supplies during the reference period, i.e. the present in-area (de facto) population 
within the present geographical boundaries of the country. In other words, nationals living abroad during the 
reference period are excluded, but foreigners living in the country are included. Adjustments are made wherever 
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possible for part-time presence or absence, such as temporary migrants, tourists and refugees supported by special 
schemes (if it has not been possible to allow for the amounts provided by such schemes under imports). In almost 
all cases, the population figures used are the mid-year estimates published by the United Nations Population 
Division. 

Per capita supply figures represent only the average supply available for the population as a whole and do not 
necessarily indicate what is actually consumed by individuals. Even if they are taken as an approximation of per 
capita consumption, it is important to bear in mind that there could be considerable variation in consumption 
between individuals. 

Table 13 

Proportion of the population below the minimum level of dietary energy consumption is the percentage of the 
population whose food intake falls below the minimum level of dietary energy requirements. This is also referred 
to as the prevalence of undernourishment, which is the percentage ofthe population that is undernourished. 

Table 14 

The prevalence of HIV among the population 15-49 years old is measured as the number of individuals aged 15-
49 living with HIV divided by the total population aged 15-49. 

UNAIDS and WHO, in close consultation with countries, developed a methodology to obtain national estimates 
of HIV prevalence for men and women. Different approaches are used for generalized epidemics (where adult 
HIV prevalence exceeds 1% and transmission is mostly heterosexual) and low-level or concentrated epidemics 
(where HIV is concentrated in groups with behaviours that expose them to a high risk ofHIV infection). 

Chapter VI: Communication 

The statistics included in Tables 15-16 were obtained from the statistics database (see www.itu.int) and the 
Yearbook of Statistics, Telecommunication Services of the International Telecommunication Union. 

Table 15 

This table shows the number of main (fixed) lines in operation and the main lines in operation per 100 inhabitants 
for the years indicated. Main telephone lines refer to the telephone lines connecting a customer's equipment to 
the Public Switched Telephone Network (PSTN) and which have a dedicated port on a telephone exchange. Note 
that in most countries, main lines also include public telephones. The number of main telephone lines per I 00 
inhabitants is calculated by dividing the number of main lines by the population and multiplying by 100. 

Table 16 

The number of mobile cellular telephone subscribers (as well as the number of subscribers per 100 inhabitants) 
refers to users of portable telephones subscribing to an automatic public mobile telephone service using cellular 
technology, which provides access to the Public Switched Telephone Network (PSTN). Users of both post-paid 
subscriptions and pre-paid accounts are included. The number of subscribers per 100 inhabitants is calculated by 
dividing the number of subscribers by the population and multiplying by I 00. 

Chapter VII: National accounts and industrial production 

Detailed internationally comparable data on national accounts are compiled and published annually by the 
Statistics Division, Department of Economic and Social Affairs of the United Nations Secretariat. A summary of 
the conceptual framework, classifications and definitions of transactions is found in the annual United Nations 
publication, National Accounts Statistics: Analysis of Main Aggregates, which presents, in the form of analytical 
tables, a summary of selected principal national accounts aggregates based on official detailed national accounts 
data of over 200 countries and areas. Every effort has been made to present the estimates of the various countries 
or areas in a form designed to facilitate international comparability. 
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Table 17 

This table shows gross domestic product (GOP) and GOP per capita in US dollars at current prices, GOP at 
constant 2005 prices and the corresponding real rates of growth. The table is designed to facilitate international 
comparisons of levels of income generated in production. In order to present comparable coverage for as many 
countries as possible, the official GOP national currency data are supplemented by estimates prepared by the 
Statistics Division, based on a variety of data derived from national and international sources. The conversion 
rates used to translate national currency data into US dollars are the period averages of market exchange rates 
(MERs) for members of the International Monetary Fund (IMF). These rates, which are published in the 
International Financial Statistics, are communicated to the IMF by national central banks and consist of three 
types: (a) market rates, determined largely by market forces; (b) official rates, determined by government 
authorities; and (c) principal rates for countries maintaining multiple exchange rate arrangements. Market rates 
always take priority and official rates are used only when a free market rate is not available. 

For non-members of the IMF, averages of the United Nations operational rates, used for accounting purposes in 
United Nations transactions with member countries, are applied. These are based on official, commercial and/or 
tourist rates of exchange. 

It should be noted that there are practical constraints in the use of MERs for conversion purposes. Their use may 
result in excessive fluctuations or distortions i'n the dollar income levels of a number of countries, particularly in 
those with multiple exchange rates, those coping with inordinate levels of inflation or countries experiencing 
misalignments caused by market fluctuations. Caution is therefore urged when making inter-country comparisons 
of incomes as expressed in US dollars. 

Alternative methods of making international comparisons have been developed in recent years. One is the 
Purchasing Power Parities (PPPs) which have been developed as part of the International Comparison 
Programme; another is the World Bank Atlas method of conversion based on the average of the exchange rates of 
the current year and the two immediately preceding years that have been adjusted for differences in inflation rates 
between individual countries and the average of G-5 countries (Germany, France, Japan, the United Kingdom, 
and the United States). The Statistics Division of the United Nations has developed the Price-Adjusted Rates of 
Exchange method (PARE) which, like the Atlas method, is designed to adjust exchange rates that do not 
adequately reflect relative movements of domestic and international inflation. PARE is mainly applied to 
countries with fixed exchange rate regimes and countries going through a period of high inflation (e.g. transition 
countries from 1990-1995). 

The GOP at constant price series, based primarily on data officially provided by countries or areas and partly on 
estimates made by the Statistics Division, is transformed into index numbers and rebased to 2005=100. The 
resulting data are then converted into US dollars at the rate prevailing in the base year 2005. The growth rates are 
based on the estimates of GOP at constant 2005 prices. The growth rate of the year in question is obtained by 
dividing the GOP of that year by the GOP of the preceding year. 

Table 18 

This table presents a desegregation of economic development by analyzing the movement of prices and exchange 
rates in relation to overall economic growth. 

GOP indices based on current prices expressed in US dollars and national currencies are shown in columns I and 
2. The annual changes of GOP in volume terms are reflected in column 3, where the indices are based on the 
movement of GOP at constant prices. 

Column 4 presents indices of price changes of GOP expressed in national currency and column 5 includes indices 
of price changes of GOP in US dollars. The price indices in columns 4 and 5 are obtained by dividing, 
respectively, the indices of GOP at current prices in national currencies and in US dollars shown in columns 1 
and 2, by the volume indices presented in column 3. 

Column 6 provides an implied development in exchange rates derived either by dividing the GOP deflators in 
national currency (column 4) by the GOP deflators converted in US dollars (column 5), or by dividing the GOP 
indices expressed in national currencies by the US dollar indices listed in columns 1 and 2, respectively. 
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Table 19 

The table features the percentage distribution of GDP at current prices by expenditure breakdown. It shows the 
portions of GDP spent on consumption by the household sector (including the non-profit institutions serving 
households) and the government, the portions spent on gross fixed capital formation, on changes in inventories, 
and on exports of goods and services, deducting imports of goods and services. The percentages are derived from 
estimates by the United Nations published in the annual national accounts publication. 

Table 20 

The table shows the percentage distribution of value added originating from the various industry components of 
the International Standard Industrial Classification of All Economic Activities, Revision 3 (ISIC Rev. 3). This 
table reflects the economic structure of production in the different countries or areas. The percentages are based 
on official gross value added at basic current prices broken down by the kind of economic activity: agriculture, 
hunting, forestry and fishing (ISIC A-B); mining and quarrying, manufacturing, electricity, gas and water supply 
(ISIC C-E); manufacturing (ISIC D); construction (ISIC F); wholesale and retail trade, repair of motor vehicles, 
motorcycles and personal and household goods, restaurants and hotels (ISIC G-H); transport, storage and 
communications (ISIC I) and "other activities", comprised of financial intermediation (J), real estate, renting and 
business activities (K), public administration and defence, compulsory social security (L), education (M), health 
and social work (N), other community, social and personal service activities (0) and private households with 
employed persons (P). 

Table 21 

The national indices in this table are shown for the categories "Mining", "Manufacturing" and "Electricity, gas 
and water", as well as major subcategories thereof. The industries shown are classified according to the 
International Standard Industrial Classification of All Economic Activities (ISIC) Revision 4, covering sections 
B, C and D. Data have been collected at the 2-digit level of ISIC, but are shown here in more aggregated 
categories reflecting major industrial subsectors. Major deviations from ISIC in the scope of the indices for the 
above categories are indicated by footnotes to the table. 

The weights used in the calculation of the aggregated indices for a particular country are the value added 
contributions to the gross domestic product (GDP) of the given industry during the base year, in this case 2005. 
These value added contributions are measured at basic prices. The national indices have been rebased to 
2005=100 where necessary. 

Chapter VIII: Financial statistics 

Detailed information and current figures relating to tables 22 and 23 are contained in International Financial 
Statistics, published by the International Monetary Fund (see also www.imforg) and in the United Nations 
Monthly Bulletin of Statistics. 

Table 22 

The discount rates shown represent the rates at which the central bank lends or discounts eligible paper for 
deposit money banks, typically shown on an end-of-period basis. 

Table 23 

The :ates shown represent short-term Treasury bill rates and money market rates. The Treasury bill rate is the rate 
at which short-term securities are issued or traded in the market. The money market rate is the rate on short-term 
lending between financial institutions. 

Chapter IX: Labour force 

Detailed data on labour force and related topics are published in the ILO Yearbook of Labour Statistics and on 
the ILO web site http://laborsta.ilo.org. The series shown in the Statistical Yearbook gives an overall picture of 
the availability and disposition of labour resources and, in conjunction with other macroeconomic indicators, 
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can be useful for an overall assessment of economic performance. The fLO Yearbook of Labour Statistics 
provides a comprehensive description of the methodology underlying the labour series. Brief definitions of the 
major categories of labour statistics are given below. 

"Unemployment" is defined to include persons above a certain age who, during a specified period of time were: 

(a) "Without work", i.e. were not in paid employment or self-employment; 
(b) "Currently available for work", i.e. were availabie for paid employment or self employment during the 

reference period; and 
(c) "Seeking work", i.e. had taken specific steps in a specified period to find paid employment or self­

employment. 

Persons not considered to be unemployed include: 
(a) Persons intending to establish their own business or farm, but who had not yet arranged to do so and who 

were not seeking work for pay or profit; 
(b) Former unpaid family workers not at work and not seeking work for pay or profit. 

For various reasons, national definitions of employment and unemployment often differ from the recommended 
international standard definitions and thereby limit international comparability. Inter-country comparisons are 
also complicated by a variety of types of data collection systems used to obtain information on employed and 
unemployed persons. 

Table 24 

Figures are presented in absolute numbers and in percentages. Data are normally annual averages of monthly, 
quarterly or semi annual data. The series generally represent the total number of persons wholly unemployed or 
temporarily laid-off. Percentage figures, where given, are calculated by comparing the number of unemployed to 
the total members of that group of the labour force on which the unemployment data are based. 

Chapter X: Wages and prices 

Table 25 

The producer price index (PPI) can be generally described as an index for measuring the average change in the 
prices of goods and services either as they leave the place of production or as they enter the production process. 
As such, producer price indices can represent input prices (at purchasers' prices) and output prices (at basic or 
producer prices) with different levels of aggregation. 

The industrial coverage of the PPI can vary across countries. Normally, the PPis refer to indices related to the 
agricultural, mining, manufacturing, transport and telecommunications, and public utilities sectors. Many 
countries are progressively developing service industry PPis for incorporation within their larger PPI frame­
works. PPI prices should be actual transaction prices recorded at the time the transaction occurs (i.e. when 
ownership changes). 

PPis can be calculated in a number of different combinations. In this publication, the PPis are classified 
according to the following scheme: 

(a) Components of supply 
Domestic supply 
Domestic production for domestic market 
Agricultural products 
Industrial products 
Imported goods 

(b) Stage of processing 

(c) End-use 

Raw materials 
Intermediate goods 

Consumer goods 
Capital goods 
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Though a few countries are still compiling the wholesale price index (WPI), which is the precedent of the PPI, the 
WPI has been replaced in most countries by the PPI because of the broader coverage provided by the PPI in terms 
of products and industries and the conceptual concordance between the PPI and the System ofNational Accounts. 
The WPI would normally cover the price of products as they flow from the wholesaler to the retailer and is an 
index for measuring the price level changes in markets other than retail. 

For a more detailed explanation about the PPI, please refer to the Producer Price Index Manual: Theory and 
Practice published by the International Monetary Fund in 2004. 

Table 26 

A consumer price index is usually estimated as a series of summary measures of the period-to-period proportional 
change in the prices of a fixed set of consumer goods and services of constant quantity and characteristics, 
acquired, used or paid for by the reference population. Each summary measure is constructed as a weighted 
average of a large number of elementary aggregate indices. Each of the elementary aggregate indices is estimated 
using a sample of prices for a defined set of goods and services obtained in, or by residents of, a specific region 
from a given set of outlets or other sources of consumption goods and services. 

The table presents the general consumer price index for all groups of consumption items combined, and the food 
index including non-alcoholic beverages only. Where alcoholic beverages and/or tobacco are included, this is 
indicated in footnotes. 

Chapter XI: Agriculture, forestry and fishing 

The series shown on agriculture and fishing have been furnished by the Food and Agriculture Organization of the 
United Nations (FAO). They refer mainly to the long-term trends in the growth of agricultural output and the 
food supply, the output of principal agricultural commodities and fish production. 

Agricultural production is defined to include all crops and livestock products except those used for seed and 
fodder and other intermediate uses in agriculture; for example deductions are made for eggs used for hatching. 
Intermediate input of seeds and fodder and similar items refer to both domestically produced and imported 
commodities. For further details, reference may be made to FAO Statistical Yearbook. FAO data are also 
available through the Internet at http://faostat.fao.org. 

Table 27 

The data on the production of cereals relate to crops harvested for dry grain only. Cereals harvested for hay, green 
feed or used for grazing are excluded. 

Table 28 

Oil crops, or oil bearing crops, are those crops yielding seeds, nuts or fruits which are used mainly for the 
extraction of culinary or industrial oils, excluding essential oils. In this table, data for oil crops represent the total 
production of oil seeds, oil nuts and oil fruits harvested in the year indicated. Naturally, the total production of oil 
crops is never processed into oil in its entirety, since depending on the crop, important quantities are also used for 
seed, feed and food. However, although oil extraction rates vary from country to country, in this table the same 
extraction rate for each crop has been applied for all countries. Moreover, it should be borne in mind that the 
crops harvested during the latter months of the year are generally processed into oil during the following year. 

In spite of these deficiencies in coverage, extraction rates and time reference, the data reported here are useful as 
they provide a valid indication of year to year changes in the size of total oil crop production. The actual 
production of vegetable oils in the world is about 80 percent of the production reported here. In addition, about 
two million tonnes of vegetable oils are produced every year from crops which are not included among those 
defined above. The most important of these oils are maize germ oil and rice bran oil. The actual world production 
of cake/meal derived from oil crops is also about 80 percent of the production reported. 

Table 29 

The data on roundwood refer to wood in the rough, wood in its natural state as felled or otherwise harvested, with 
or without bark, round, split, roughly squared or in other form (i.e. roots, stumps, burls, etc.). It may also be 
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impregnated (e.g. telegraph poles) or roughly shaped or pointed. It comprises all wood obtained from removals, 
i.e. the quantities removed from forests and from trees outside the forest, including wood recovered from natural, 
felling and logging losses during the period-calendar year or forest year. 

Table 30 

The data cover (i) capture production from marine and inland fisheries and (ii) aquaculture, and are expressed in 
terms of live weight. They include fish, crustaceans and molluscs but exclude sponges, corals, pearls, seaweed, 
crocodiles, and aquatic mammals (such as whales and dolphins). 

The flag of the vessel is considered as the paramount indication of the nationality of the catch. Marine fisheries 
data include landings by domestic craft in foreign ports and exclude landings by foreign craft in domestic ports. 

To separate aquaculture from capture fisheries production, at least two criteria must apply i.e., the human 
intervention in one or more of the phases of the growth cycle, and individual, corporate or state ownership of the 
organism reared and harvested. 

Data on aquaculture production are published in the FAO Yearbook of Fishery Statistics, Aquaculture 
Production; capture production statistics are published in the F AO Yearbook of Fishery Statistics, Capture 
Production. 

Table 31 

The data refer to livestock numbers grouped into twelve-month periods ending 30 September of the year stated 
and cover all domestic animals irrespective of their age and place or purpose of their breeding. 

Table 32 

The data generally refer to the fertilizer year l July-30 June. 

Nitrogenous fertilizers: data refer to the nitrogen content of commercial inorganic fertilizers. 

Phosphate fertilizers: data refer to commercial phosphoric acid (P20 5) of super phosphates, ammonium phosphate 
and basic slag. 

Potash fertilizers: data refer to K20 content of commercial potash, muriate, nitrate and sulphate of potash, manure 
salts, kainit and nitrate of soda potash. 

Chapter XII: Manufacturing 

Industrial activity includes mining and quarrying, manufacturing and the production of electricity, gas and 
water. These activities correspond to the major divisions 2, 3 and 4 respectively of the International Standard 
Industrial Classification of All Economic Activities. Many of the tables are based primarily on data compiled for 
the United Nations Industrial Commodity Statistics Yearbook. Data taken from alternate sources are footnoted. 

The methods used by countries for the computation of industrial output are, as a rule, consistent with those 
described in the United Nations International Recommendations for Industrial Statistics and provide a 
satisfactory basis for comparative analysis. In some cases, however, the definitions and procedures underlying 
computations of output differ from approved guidelines. The d(fferences, where known, are indicated in the 
footnotes to each table. 

Table 33 

The statistics on sugar were obtained from the database and the Sugar Yearbook of the International Sugar 
Organization. The data shown cover the production and consumption of centrifugal sugar from both beet and 
cane, and refer to calendar years. 

The consumption data relate to the apparent consumption of centrifugal sugar in the country concerned, including 
sugar used for the manufacture of sugar-containing products whether exported or not and sugar used for purposes 
other than human consumption as food. Unless otherwise specified, the statistics are expressed in terms of raw 
value (i.e. sugar polarizing at 96 degrees). The world total also includes data for countries not shown separately 
whose sugar consumption was less than I 0,000 metric tons. 
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Table 34 

The data refer to beer made from malt, including ale, stout, and porter. 

Table 35 

The table presents data on cigarettes only, unless otherwise indicated. 

Table 36 

The data refer to two types of fabrics: (i) woven fabrics of cotton, containing 85% or more by weight of cotton, 
unbleached, bleached, dyed, of yams of different colours and printed; woven fabrics of cotton, containit?-g less 
than 85% by weight of cotton, mixed mainly or solely with man-made fibres, unbleached, bleached, dyed, of 
yams of different colours and printed and other woven fabrics of cotton; (ii) woven fabrics of carded or combed 
wool or of carded or combed fine animal hair for clothing, home furnishing textiles, household linens or for 
technical or industrial uses. 

Table37 

This table presents data on footwear with uppers of leather, other than sports footwear, footwear incorporating a 
protective metal toe-cap and miscellaneous special footwear. 

Table 38 

The data refer to the aggregate of sawnwood and sleepers, coniferous or non coniferous. The data cover wood 
planed, unplaned, grooved, tongued and the like, sawn lengthwise or produced by a profile chipping process, and 
planed wood which may also be finger jointed, tongued or grooved, chamfered, rabbeted, V jointed, beaded and 
so on. Wood flooring is excluded. Sleepers may be sawn or hewn. 

Table 39 

Statistics on all hydraulic cements used for construction (Portland, aluminous, slag, and so on) are shown, except 
in the form of clinkers. 

Table40 

The table presents statistics on pesticides, including insecticides, rodenticides, fungicides, herbicides, anti­
sprouting products and plant-growth regulators, disinfectants and similar products, put up in forms or packings 
for retail sale or as preparations or articles (for example, sulphur-treated bands, wicks and candles, and fly­
papers). 

Table 41 

The data on crude steel and steel semi-finished products refer to ingots, other primary forms, and semi-finished 
products of iron, non-alloy steel, stainless steel or other alloy steel. 

The data on pig iron and spiegeleisen refer to non-alloy pig iron, alloy pig iron and spiegeleisen, in pigs, blocks 
or other primary forms. 

Table 42 

The data refer to unwrought aluminium obtained by electrolytic reduction of alumina (primary) and re-melting 
metal waste or scrap (secondary). 

Table 43 

The table presents statistics on passenger cars, including motor cars and other motor vehicles principally designed 
for the transport of persons (except public-transport type vehicles, vehicles specially designed for travelling on 
snow, and golf cars and similar vehicles). 

Table 44 

The data refer to refrigerators of household type such as compression-type, absorption-type, electrical, and other 
household type refrigerators; freezers of the chest type, not exceeding 800 litre capacity; freezers of the upright 
type, not exceeding 900 litre capacity. 
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Chapter XIII: Energy 

Table45 

Data are presented in metric tons of oil equivalent (TOE), to which the individual energy commodities are 
converted in the interests of international uniformity and comparability. To convert from original units to TOE, 
the data in original units (metric tons, terajoules, kilowatt hours, cubic metres) are multiplied by conversion 
factors. For a list of the relevant conversion factors and a detailed description of methods, see the United Nations 
Energy Statistics Yearbook and related methodological publications. 

Included in the production of commercial primary energy for solids are hard coal, lignite, peat and oil shale; 
liquids are comprised of crude petroleum and natural gas liquids; gas comprises natural gas; and electricity is 
comprised of primary electricity generation from hydro, nuclear, geothermal, wind, tide, wave and solar sources. 

In general, data on stocks refer to changes in stocks of producers, importers and/or industrial consumers at the 
beginning and end of each year. International trade of energy commodities is based on the "general trade" system, 
that is, all goods entering and leaving the national boundary of a country are recorded as imports and exports. 
Sea/air bunkers refer to the amounts of fuels delivered to ocean-going ships or aircraft of all flags engaged in 
international traffic. Consumption by ships engaged in transport in inland and coastal waters, or by aircraft 
engaged in domestic flights, is not included. Data on consumption refer to "apparent consumption" and are 
derived from the formula "production+ imports- exports- bunkers +/- stock changes". Accordingly, the series 
on apparent consumption may in some cases represent only an indication of the magnitude of actual gross inland 
availability. 

Included in the consumption of commercial energy for solids are consumption of primary forms of solid fuels, net 
imports and changes in stocks of secondary fuels; liquids are comprised of consumption of energy petroleum 
products including feedstocks, natural gasoline, condensate, refinery gas and input of crude petroleum to thermal 
power plants; gases include the consumption of natural gas, net imports and changes in stocks of gasworks and 
coke oven gas; and electricity is comprised of production of primary electricity and net imports of electricity. 

Table46 

The definitions of the energy commodities are as follows: 

-Hard coal: Coal that has a high degree of coalification with a gross calorific value above 23,865 KJ/kg (5,700 
kcal/kg) on an ash free but moist basis, and a mean random reflectance of vitrinite of at least 0.6. Slurries, 
middlings and other low-grade coal products, which cannot be classified according to the type of coal from which 
they are obtained, are included under hard coal. 

-Lignite: Non-agglomerating coal with a low degree of coalification which retained the anatomical structure of 
the vegetable matter from which it was formed. Its gross calorific value is less than 17,435 KJ/kg ( 4,165 
kcal/kg), and it contains greater than 31 per cent volatile matter on a dry mineral matter free basis. 

- Peat: a solid fuel formed from the partial decomposition of dead vegetation under conditions of high humidity 
and limited air access (initial stage of coalification). Only peat used as fuel is included. Its principal use is as a 
household fuel. 

- Crude petroleum: A mineral oil consisting of a mixture of hydrocarbons of natural origin, yellow to black in 
colour, of variable density and viscosity. Data in this category also includes lease or field condensate (separator 
liquids) which is recovered from gaseous hydrocarbons in lease separation facilities, as well as synthetic crude 
oil, mineral oils extracted from bituminous minerals such as shales and bituminous sand, and oils from coal 
liquefaction. 

- Natural gas liquids (NGL): Liquid or liquefied hydrocarbons produced in the manufacture, purification and 
stabilization of natural gas. NGLs include, but are not limited to, ethane, propane, butane, pentane, natural 
gasoline, and plant condensate. 

- Motor gasoline: Light hydrocarbon oil for use in internal combustion engines such as motor vehicles, excluding 
aircraft. It distills between 35°C and 200°C, and is treated to reach a sufficiently high octane number of generally 
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between 80 and 100 RON. Treatment may be by re-forming, blending with an aromatic fraction, or the addition 
of benzole or other additives (such as tetraethyllead). 

- Jet fuel: Consists of gasoline-type jet fuel and kerosene-type jet fuel. Gasoline-type jet fuel: All light hydro­
carbon oils for use in aviation gas-turbine engines. It distills between I 00°C and 250°C with at least 20% of 
volume distilling at 143°C. It is obtained by blending kerosene and gasoline or naphtha in such a way that the 
aromatic content does not exceed 25% in volume. Additives are included to reduce the freezing point to -58°C or 
lower, and to keep the Reid vapour pressure between 0.14 and 0.21 kg/cm2

. Kerosene-type jet fuel: Medium oil 
for use in aviation gas-turbine engines with the same distillation characteristics and flash point as kerosene, with 
a maxi-mum aromatic content of 20% in volume. It is treated to give a kinematic viscosity of less than 15 eSt at 
-34°C and a freezing point below -50°C. 

-Gas-diesel oil (distillate fuel oil): Heavy oils distilling between 200°C and 380°C, but distilling less than 65% in 
volume at 250°C, including losses, and 85% or more at 350"C. Its flash point is always above 50°C and its 
specific gravity is higher than 0.82. Heavy oils obtained by blending are grouped together with gas oils on the 
condition that their kinematic viscosity does not exceed 27.5 eSt at 38°C. Also included are middle distillates 
intended for the petrochemical industry. Gas-diesel oils are used as a fuel for internal combustion in diesel 
engines, as a burner fuel in heating installations, such as furnaces, and for enriching water gas to increase its 
luminosity. Other names for this product are diesel fuel, diesel oil and gas oil. 

- Residual fuel oil: Heavy oil that makes up the distillation residue. It comprises all fuels (including those 
obtained by blending) with a kinematic viscosity above 27.5 eSt at 38"C. Its flash point is always above 50°C and 
its specific gravity is higher than 0.90. It is commonly used by ships and industrial large-scale heating 
installations as a fuel in furnaces or boilers. 

-Liquefied petroleum gas (LPG): Hydrocarbons which are gaseous under conditions of normal temperature and 
pressure but are liquefied by compression or cooling to facilitate storage, handling and transportation. It 
comprises propane, butane, or a combination of the two. Also included is ethane from petroleum refineries or 
natural gas producers' separation and stabilization plants. 

-Natural gas: Gases consisting mainly of methane occurring naturally in underground deposits. It includes both 
non associated gas (originating from fields producing only hydrocarbons in gaseous form) and associated gas 
(originating from fields producing both liquid and gaseous hydrocarbons), as well as methane recovered from 
coal" mines and sewage gas. Production of natural gas refers to dry marketable production, measured after 
purification and extraction of natural gas liquids and sulphur. Extraction losses and the amounts that have been 
re-injected, flared, and vented are excluded from the data on production. 

- Electricity production refers to gross production, which includes the consumption by station auxiliaries and any 
losses in the transformers that are considered integral parts of the station. Included also is total electric energy 
produced by pumping installations without deduction of electric energy absorbed by pumping. 

Chapter XIV: Environment 

Table47 

The source of the data presented on the emissions of carbon dioxide (C02) is the Carbon Dioxide Information 
Analysis Centre (CDIAC) of the Oak Ridge National Laboratory in the USA. 

The CDIAC estimates of C02 emissions are derived primarily from United Nations energy statistics on the 
consumption of liquid and solid fuels and gas consumption and flaring, and from cement production estimates 
from the Bureau of Mines ofthe U.S. Department of Interior. The emissions presented in the table are in units of 
1,000 metric tons of C02 ; to convert C02 into carbon, divide the data by 3.66406. Full details of the procedures 
for calculating emissions are given in Global, Regional, and National Annual C02 Emissions Estimates from 
Fossil Fuel Burning, Hydraulic Cement Production, and Gas Flaring and on the CDIAC web site (see 
http://cdiac.esd.ornl.gov). Relative to other industrial sources for which C02 emissions are estimated, statistics on 
gas flaring activities are sparse and sporadic. In countries where gas flaring activities account for a considerable 
proportion of the total C02 emissions, the sporadic nature of gas flaring statistics may produce spurious or 
misleading trends in national C02 emissions over the period covered by the table. 
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Table 48 

Chlorofluorocarbons (CFCs) are synthetic compounds formerly used as refrigerants and aerosol propellants and 
known to be harmful to the ozone layer of the atmosphere. In the Montreal Protocol on Substances that Deplete 
the Ozone Layer, CFCs to be measured are found in vehicle air conditioning units, domestic and commercial 
refrigeration and air conditioning/heat pump equipment, aerosol products, portable fire extinguishers, insulation 
boards, panels and pipe covers, and pre-polymers. 

The Parties to the Montreal Protocol on Substances that Deplete the Ozone Layer report data on CFCs to the 
Ozone Secretariat of the United Nations Environment Programme. The data on CFCs are shown in ozone 
depleting potential (ODP) tons that are calculated by multiplying the quantities in metric tons reported by the 
Parties, by the ODP of that sub-stance, and added together. 

Consumption is defined as production plus imports, minus exports of controlled substances. Feedstocks are 
exempt and are therefore subtracted from the imports and/or production. Similarly, the destroyed amounts are 
also subtracted. Negative numbers can occur when destruction and/or exports exceed production plus imports, 
implying that the destruction and/or exports are from stockpiles. 

Chapter XV: Science and technology 

Research and experimental development (R&D) is defined as any creative work undertaken on a systematic basis 
in order to increase the stock of knowledge, including knowledge of man, culture and society, and the use of this 
stock of knowledge to devise new applications. More information can be found on the UNESCO Institute for 
Statistics web site www.uis.unesco.org. 

Table 49 

The data presented on human resources in research and development (R&D) are compiled by the UNESCO 
Institute for Statistics. Data for certain countries are provided to UNESCO by OECD, EUROST AT and the 
Network on Science and Technology Indicators (RICYT). The definitions and classifications applied by 
UNESCO in the table are based on those set out in the Recommendation concerning the International 
Standardization of Statistics on Science and Technology (UNESCO, 1978) and in the Frascati Manual (OECD, 
2002). 

The three categories of personnel shown are defined as follows: 

Researchers are professionals engaged in the conception or creation of new knowledge, products, processes, 
methods and systems, and in the planning and management of R&D projects. Postgraduate students engaged in 
R&D are considered as researchers. 

Technicians and equivalent staff comprise persons whose main tasks require technical knowledge and experience 
in one or more fields of engineering, physical and life sciences, or social sciences and humanities. They 
participate in R&D by performing scientific and technical tasks involving the application of concepts and 
operational methods, normally under the supervision of researchers. As distinguished from technicians 
participating in the R&D under the supervision of researchers in engineering, physical and life sciences, 
equivalent staff perform the corresponding R&D tasks in the social sciences and humanities. 

Other supporting staff includes skilled and unskilled craftsmen, secretarial and clerical staff participating in or 
directly associated with R&D projects. Included in this category are all managers and administrators dealing 
mainly with financial and personnel matters and general administration, insofar as their activities are a direct 
service to R&D. 

Headcount data reflect the total number of persons employed in R&D, independently from their dedication. Full­
time equivalent may be thought of as one person-year. Thus, a person who normally spends 30% of his/her time 
on R&D and the rest on other activities (such as teaching, university administration and student counselling) 
should be considered as 0.3 FTE. Similarly, if a full-time R&D worker is employed at an R&D unit for only six 
months, this results in an FTE of0.5. 
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Table 50 

The data presented on gross domestic expenditure on research and development are compiled by the UNESCO 
Institute for Statistics. Data for certain countries are provided to UNESCO by OECD, EUROST AT and the 
Network on Science and Technology Indicators (RICYT). 

Gross domestic expenditure on R&D (GERD) is total intramural expenditure on R&D performed on the national 
territory during a given period. It includes R&D performed within a country and funded from abroad but excludes 
payments made abroad for R&D. 

The sources of funds for G ERD are classified according to the following five categories: 

Business enterprise funds include funds allocated to R&D by all firms, organizations and institutions whose 
primary activity is the market production of goods and ser-vices (other than the higher education sector) for sale 
to the general public at an economically significant price, and those private non-profit institutes mainly serving 
these firms, organizations and institutions. 

Government funds refer to funds allocated to R&D by the central (federal), state or local government authorities. 
These include all departments, offices and other bodies which furnish, but normally do not sell to the community, 
those common services, other than higher education, which cannot be conveniently and economically provided, 
as well as those that administer the state and the economic and social policy of the community. Public enterprises 
funds are included in the business enterprise funds sector. Government funds also include private non-profit 
institutes controlled and mainly financed by government. 

Higher education funds include funds allocated to R&D by institutions of higher education comprising all 
universities, colleges of technology, other institutes of post-secondary education, and all research institutes, 
experimental stations and clinics operating under the direct control of or administered by or associated with 
higher educational establishments. 

Private non-profit funds are funds allocated to R&D by non-market, private non-profit institutions serving the 
general public, as well as by private individuals and households. 

Funds from abroad refer to funds allocated to R&D by institutions and individuals located outside the political 
frontiers of a country except for vehicles, ships, aircraft and space satellites operated by domestic organizations 
and testing grounds acquired by such organizations, and by all international organizations (except business 
enterprises) including their facilities and operations within the country's borders. 

The absolute figures for R&D expenditure should not be compared country by country. Such comparisons would 
require the conversion of national currencies into a common currency by means of special R&D exchange rates. 
Official exchange rates do not always reflect the real costs of R&D activities and comparisons are based on such 
rates can result in misleading conclusions, although they can be used to indicate a gross order of magnitude. 

Chapter XVI: International merchandise trade 

Current data (annual, monthly and/or quarterly) for most of the series are published regularly by the United 
Nations Statistics Division in the Monthly Bulletin of Statistics. More detailed descriptions of the tables and 
notes on methodology appear in the International Trade Statistics Yearbook. 

Data are obtained from data supplied by the governments for dissemination in United Nations publications, from 
national published sources and from data published by other international organisations. 

Statistical territory 

The statistics reported by each country refer to its statistical territory which may coincide with its economic 
territory or with some part of it. 

Systems of trade 

There are two trade systems in common use by which international merchandise trade statistics are compiled - the 
general trade system and the special trade system: 
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(a) The general trade system is in use when the statistical territory of a country coincides with its economic 
territory. 
(b) The special trade system (strict definition) is in use when the statistical territory comprises only the free 
circulation area, that is, the part within which goods may be disposed of without customs restriction. A 
"relaxed" definition of the special trade system is in use when (i) goods that enter a country for or leave it after 
inward processing and (ii) goods that enter or leave an industrial free zone are also recorded and included in 
international merchandise trade statistics. 

Valuation 

Goods are, in general, valued based on the transaction value. It is recommended that the statistical value of 
imported goods be a CIF-type value and the statistical value of exported goods an FOB-type value. FOB-type 
values include the transaction value of the goods and the value of services performed to deliver goods to the 
border of the exporting country. CIF -type values include the transaction value of the goods, the value of services 
performed to deliver goods to the border of the exporting country and the value of the services performed to 
deliver the goods from the border of the exporting country to the border of the importing country. 

Currency conversion 

Conversion of values from national currencies into United States dollars is done by means of external trade 
conversion factors which are generally weighted averages of exchange rates, the weight being the corresponding 
monthly value of imports or exports. 

Coverage 

The statistics relate to merchandise trade. It is recommended that international merchandise trade statistics record 
all goods which add to or subtract from the stock of material resources of a country by entering (imports) or 
leaving (exports) its economic territory. Goods simply being transported through a country (goods in transit) or 
temporarily admitted or withdrawn (except for goods for inward or outward processing) do not add to or subtract 
from the stock of material resources of a country and are not included in the international merchandise trade 
statistics. For details and a list of inclusions and exclusions see International Merchandise Trade Statistics, 
Concepts and Definitions, Revision 2. 

Commodity classification 

The commodity classification of trade is in accordance with the United Nations Standard International Trade 
Classification (SITC). 

World and regional totals 

The regional, economic and world totals have been adjusted: (a) to include estimates for countries or areas for 
which full data are not available; (b) to include countries or areas not listed separately; and (c) where possible, to 
eliminate incomparabilities owing to geographical changes, by adjusting the figures for periods before the change 
to be comparable to those for periods after the change. 

Volume and unit value index numbers 

These index numbers show the changes in the volume of imports or exports (volume index) and the average price 
of imports or exports (unit value or price index). 

Table 51 

The regional totals for imports and exports have been adjusted to exclude the re-exports of countries or areas 
comprising each region. Estimates for certain countries or areas not shown separately as well as for those shown 
separately but for which no data are yet available are included in the regional and world totals. Export and import 
values in terms of U.S. dollars are obtained from data published by the International Monetary Fund (IMF) in the 
publication International Financial Statistics, from the replies to the Monthly Bulletin of Statistics questionnaires 
and from national sources. 
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Table 52 

These index numbers show the changes in the volume (quantum index) and the average price (unit value or price 
index) of total imports and exports. 

The indices are obtained from data published by the International Monetary Fund (IMF) in the publication 
International Financial Statistics, from the replies to the Monthly Bulletin of Statistics questionnaires and from 
national sources. 

Unit value indices obtained from national indices are rebased, where necessary, so that 2000=100. Indices in 
national currency are converted into US dollars using conversion factors obtained by dividing the weighted 
average exchange rate of a given currency in the current period by the weighted average exchange rate in the base 
period. The terms of trade figures are calculated by dividing export unit value indices by the corresponding 
import unit value indices. The product of the terms of trade and the volume index of exports is called the index of 
the purchasing power of exports. The footnotes to countries appearing in table 51 also apply to the index numbers 
in this table. 

Table 53 

Manufactured goods are defined here to comprise sections 5 through 8 of the Standard International Trade 
Classification (SITC). These sections are: chemicals and related products, manufactured goods classified chiefly 
by material, machinery and transport equipment and miscellaneous manufactured articles. 

The unit value indices are obtained from national sources including replies to the Monthly Bulletin of Statistics 
questionnaires, except those of a few countries which the United Nations Statistics Division compiles using their 
quantity and value figures. For countries that do not compile indices for manufactured goods exports conforming 
to the above definition, sub-indices are aggregated to approximate an index of SITC sections 5-8. 

Unit value indices obtained from national indices are rebased, where necessary, so that 2000=100. Indices in 
national currency are converted into US dollars using conversion factors obtained by dividing the weighted 
average exchange rate of a given currency in the current period by the weighted average exchange rate in the base 
period. All aggregate unit value indices are current period weighted. 

The indices in Special Drawing Rights (SDRs) are calculated by multiplying the equivalent aggregate indices in 
United States dollars by conversion factors obtained by dividing the SDR/US$ exchange rate in the current period 
by the rate in the base period. 

The volume indices are derived from the value data and the unit value indices. All aggregate volume indices are 
base-period weighted. 

Chapter XVII: International tourism and transport 

The data on international tourism have been supplied by the United Nations World Tourism Organization 
(UNWTO) from detailed tourism information published in the Yearbook of Tourism Statistics and in the UNWTO 
statistics database available from http://www.unwto.org/statisticslindex.htm. 

For statistical purposes, the term "international visitor" describes "any person who travels to a country other 
than that in which he/she has his/her usual residence but outside his/her usual environment for a period not 
exceeding 12 months and whose main purpose of visit is other than the exercise of an activity remunerated from 
within the country visited". 

International visitors include: (a) tourists (overnight visitors): "visitors who stay at least one night in a collective 
or private accommodation in the country visited"; and (b) same-day visitors: "visitors who do not spend the 
night in a collective or private accommodation in the country visited". The .figures do not include immigrants, 
residents in a frontier zone, persons domiciled in one country or area and working in an adjoining country or 
area, members of the armed forces and diplomats and consular representatives when they travel from their 
country of origin to the country in which they are stationed and vice-versa. The figures also exclude persons in 
transit who do not formally enter the country through passport control, such as air transit passengers who 
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remain for a short period in a designated area of the air terminal or ship passengers who are not permitted to 
disembark. This category includes passengers transferred directly between airports or other terminals. Other 
passengers in transit through a country are classified as visitors. 

Table 54 

Data on arrivals of non-resident (or international) visitors may be obtained from different sources. In some cases 
data are obtained from border statistics derived from administrative records (police, immigration, traffic counts 
and other types of controls), border surveys and registrations at accommodation establishments. 

Unless otherwise stated, table 54 shows the number of non-resident tourist/visitor arrivals at national borders 
classified by their region of origin. Totals correspond to the total number of arrivals from the regions indicated in 
the table. 

When a person visits the same country several times a year, an equal number of arrivals is recorded. Likewise, if 
a person visits several countries during the course of a single trip, his/her arrival in each country is recorded 
separately. Consequently, arrivals cannot be assumed to be equal to the number of persons travelling. 

Expenditure associated with tourism activity of visitors has been traditionally identified with the travel item of 
the Balance of Payments (BOP): in the case of inbound tourism, those expenditures in the country of reference 
associated with non-resident visitors are registered as "credits" in the BOP and refer to "travel receipts". 

The new conceptual framework approved by the United Nations Statistical Commission in relation to the 
measurement of tourism macroeconomic activity (the so-called Tourism Satellite Account) considers that 
"tourism industries and products" includes transport of passengers. Consequently, a better estimate of tourism­
related expenditures by resident and non-resident visitors in an international scenario would be, in terms of the 
BOP, the value of the travel item plus that of the passenger transport item. 

Nevertheless, users should be aware that BOP estimates include, in addition to expenditures associated with 
visitors, those related to other types of individuals. 

The data published should allow international comparability and therefore correspond to those published by the 
International Monetary Fund (and provided by the Central Banks). Exceptions are footnoted. 

Table 55 

Outbound tourism includes departures (in thousands) as well as expenditure in million US dollars. Indicators on 
expenditure (in other countries) are equivalent to those for inbound tourism but are registered as "debits" in the 
BOP's travel and passenger transport items. The data published are also provided by the International Monetary 
Fund and the same previous warning is applicable. 

More detailed tourism information from the United Nations World Tourism Organization is available in the 
Compendium of Tourism Statistics and from http://www.unwto.org/statistics/index.htm; information on the 
balance of payments is published by the International Monetary Fund in the Balance of Payments Statistics 
Yearbook. 

Chapter XVIII: International finance 

Table 56 

Foreign exchange rates are shown in units of national currency per US dollar. The exchange rates are classified 
into three broad categories, reflecting both the role of the authorities in the determination of the exchange and/or 
the multiplicity of exchange rates in a country. The market rate is used to describe exchange rates determined 
largely by market forces; the official rate is an exchange rate deter-mined by the authorities, sometimes in a 
flexible manner. For countries maintaining multiple exchange arrangements, the rates are labelled principal rate, 
secondary rate, and tertiary rate. Unless otherwise stated, the table refers to end of period and period averages of 
market exchange rates or official exchange rates. For further information see International Financial Statistics 
and www.imf.org. 
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Table 57 

The data on external debt for developing countries were extracted from Global Development Finance, published 
by the World Bank. In this table, developing countries are those in which 2010 GNI per capita was below 
$12,276. 

The World Bank Debtor Reporting System (DRS) maintains statistics on the external debt of developing 
countries on a loan-by-loan basis. The estimated total external indebtedness of developing countries is a 
combination of DRS data and other information obtained from creditors through the debt data collection systems 
of other agencies such as the Bank for International Settlements (BIS) and the Organization for Economic Co­
operation and Development (OECD), supplemented by market sources and estimates made by country economists 
of the World Bank and desk officers of the International Monetary Fund (IMF). 

Long-term external debt is defined as debt that has an original or extended maturity of more than one year and 
that is owed to non-residents and is repayable in foreign currency, goods, or services. Long-term debt has three 
components: a) public debt, which is an external obligation of a public debtor, including the national government, 
a political subdivision (or an agency of either), and autonomous public bodies; b) publicly guaranteed debt, which 
is an external obligation of a private debtor that is guaranteed for repayment by a public entity; and c) private 
non-guaranteed external debt, which is an external obligation of a private debtor that is not guaranteed for 
repayment by a public entity. Public and publicly guaranteed long-term debts are aggregated. 

All data related to public and publicly guaranteed debt are from debtors except for those on lending by some 
multi-lateral agencies, in which case the data are taken from the creditors' records. These creditors include the 
African Development Bank, the Asian Development Bank, the Central Bank for Economic Integration, the Inter­
American Development Bank, the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development (IBRD) and the 
International Development Association (IDA). (The IBRD and IDA are components of the World Bank.) 

The data referring to public and publicly guaranteed debt do not include data for (a) transactions with the 
International Monetary Fund, (b) debt repayable in local currency, (c) direct investment and (d) short term debt 
(that is, debt with an original maturity of less than a year). 

The data referring to private non guaranteed debt also exclude the above items but include contractual obligations 
on loans to direct investment enterprises by foreign parent companies or their affiliates. 

Data are aggregated by type of creditor. The break-down is as follows: 

Official creditors: 

a) Loans from international organizations (multilateral loans), excluding loans from funds administered by 
an inter-national organization on behalf of a single donor govern-ment. The latter are classified as loans 
from governments; 

b) Loans from governments (bilateral loans) and from autonomous public bodies; 

Private creditors: 

a) Suppliers: Credits from manufacturers, exporters, or other suppliers of goods; 

b) Financial markets: Loans from private banks and other private financial institutions as well as publicly 
issued and privately placed bonds; 

c) Other: External liabilities on account of nationalized properties and unclassified debts to private 
creditors. 

A distinction is made between the following categories of external public debt: 

Debt outstanding (including undisbursed) is the sum of disbursed and undisbursed debt and represents 
the total outstanding external obligations of the borrewer at year end; 

Debt outstanding (disbursed only) is total outstanding debt drawn by the borrower at year-end; 
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Commitments are the total of loans for which con-tracts are signed in the year specified; 

Disbursements are drawings on outstanding loan commitments during the year specified; 

Service payments are actual repayments of principal amortization and interest payments made in foreign 
currencies, goods or services in the year specified; 

Net flows (or net lending) are disbursements minus principal repayments; 

Net transfers are net flows minus interest payments or disbursements minus total debt service payments. 

The countries included in the table are those for which data are sufficiently reliable to provide a meaningful 
presentation of debt outstanding and future service payments. 

Chapter XIX: Development assistance

The table presents estimates of flows of financial re-sources to individual recipients either directly (bilaterally) or 
through multilateral institutions (multilaterally). 

The multilateral institutions include the World Bank Group, regional banks, financial institutions of the European 
Union and a number of United Nations institutions, programmes and trust funds. 

The source of data is the Development Assistance Committee of OECD to which member countries reported data 
on their flow of resources to developing countries and territories, countries and territories in transition, and 
multilateral institutions.

The table presents the development assistance expenditures of donor countries. This table includes donors' 
contributions to multilateral agencies; therefore, the overall totals differ from those in table 58, which include 
disbursements by multilateral agencies.

The table includes data on expenditures on operational activities for development undertaken by the organizations 
of the United Nations system. Operational activities encompass, in general, those activities of a development 
cooperation character that seek to mobilize or increase the potential and capacity of countries to promote 
economic and social development and welfare, including the transfer of resources to developing countries or 
regions in a tangible or intangible form. 

Expenditures on operational activities for development are financed from contributions from governments and 
other official and non official sources to a variety of funding channels in the United Nations sys-tem. These 
include United Nations funds and programmes such as contributions to the United Nations Development 
Programme, contributions to funds administered by the United Nations Development Programme, and regular 
(assessed) and other extra budgetary contributions to specialized agencies.

Comme dans beaucoup de pays en developpement, les 
registres d'etat civil ne permettent pas d'etablir des statistiques fiables et completes des naissances et des deces, 
diverses techniques d'estimation ont ete utilisees pour calculer !'esperance de vie a partir d'autres sources et 
notamment des recensements et enquetes demographiques. Sur Ia base des statistiques de !'esperance de vie par 
sexe, on peut calculer la difference entre la longevite des hommes et celle des femmes a tous les ages. Cependant, 
ce sont les tendances et les ecarts des taux de mortalite infantile et juvenile qui influent de faryon preponderante 
sur les tendances et les ecarts de !'esperance de vie a Ia naissance dans la plupart des pays en developpement. 
Ainsi, !'esperance de vie ala naissance ne revet qu'une utilite limitee dans ce pays pour evaluer les niveaux et les 
ecarts de Ia mortalite des femmes et des hommes a des ages plus avances. 

Le "taux de fecondite" est le nombre moyen d'enfants que mettrait au monde une cohorte hypothetique de 
femmes si, pendant toutes leurs annees d'age reproductif, les taux de fecondite par age de l'annee en question 
restaient inchanges. 

Le "taux de mortalite infantile" correspond au nombre total de deces au cours d'une annee donnee des enfants de 
moins d'un an divise par le nombre total de naissances vivantes au cours de Ia meme annee, multiplie par 1 000. 
II s'agit d'une approximation du nombre de ded:s pour 1 000 enfants nes vivants qui meurent Ia premiere annee. 
Dans la plupart des pays en developpement, ou les donnees d'etat civil sont deficientes, les sources les plus 
fiables sont les enquetes demographiques aupres des menages. Lorsque de telles enquetes ne sont pas realisees, 
d'autres sources sont utilisees et des estimations generales sont realisees qui est necessairement d'une fiabilite 
limitee. Lorsqu'il n'a pas dans les pays de systemes complets et exacts d'enregistrement des faits d'etat civil, les 
statistiques de Ia mortalite infantile par sexe sont difficiles a rassembler ou a estimer avec quelque fiabilite que ce 
soit en raison des distorsions de Ia notification; elles ne sont done pas indiquees ici.

to 2008.

Les disponibilites par 
habitant exprimees en poids du produit sont calculees a partir des disponibilites totales pour Ia consommation 
humaine (c'est-a-dire "Alimentation humaine") en divisant ce chiffre par Ia population totale qui a effectivement 
eu acces aux approvisionnements alimentaires durant Ia peri ode de reference, c' est-a-dire par Ia population 
presente (de facto) dans les limites geographiques actuelles du pays. En d'autres termes, les ressortissants du pays 
vivant a l'etranger durant Ia periode de reference sont exclus, mais les etrangers vivant dans le pays sont inclus. 
Des ajustements ont ete operes chaque fois que possible pour tenir compte des presences ou des absences de 
duree limitee, comme dans le cas des immigrants/emigrants temporaires, des touristes et des refugies beneficiant 
de programmes alimentaires speciaux (s'il n'a pas ete possible de tenir compte des vivres fournis a ce titre a 
travers les importations). Dans la plupart des cas, les donnees demographiques utilisees sont les estimations au 
milieu de l'annee publiees par la Division de la population des Nations Unies. 

Les disponibilites alimentaires par habitant ne representent done que les disponibilites moyennes pour !'ensemble 
de la population et n'indiquent pas necessairement Ia consommation effective des individus. Meme si elles sont 
considerees comme une estimation approximative de la consommation par habitant, il importe de ne pas oublier 
que la consummation peut varier beaucoup selon les individus.

La Division de statistique du Departement des affaires economiques et sociales du Secretariat de !'Organisation 
des Nations Unies etablit et publie chaque annee des donnees detaillees, comparables au plan international, sur 
les compte~ nationaux. On trouvera un resume de l'appareil conceptuel, des classifications et des definitions des 
operations dans National Accounts Statistics: Analysis of Main Aggregates, publication annuelle des Nations 
Unies, qui presente, sous forme de tableaux analytiques, un choix d'agregats essentiels de comptabilite nationale, 
issus des comptes nationaux detailles de plus que 200 pays et territoires. On n 'a rien neglige pour presenter les 
chiffres des differents pays et terri to ires sous une formefacilitant les comparaisons internationales. 

Tableau 17 

Ce tableau fait apparaitre le produit interieur brut (PIB) total et par habitant, exptime en dollars des Etats-Unis 
aux prix courants et a prix constants (base 2005), ainsi que les taux de croissance correspondants. Le tableau est 
con9u pour faciliter les comparaisons internationales du revenu issu de Ia production. Afin que Ia couverture soit 
comparable pour le plus grand nombre possible de pays, la Division de statistique s'appuie non seulement sur les 
chiffres officiels du PIB exprime dans la monnaie nationale, mais aussi sur diverses donnees provenant de 
sources nationales et internationales. Les taux de conversion utilises pour exprimer les donnees nationales en 
dollars des Etats-Unis sont, pour les membres du Fonds monetaire international (FMl), les moyennes pour la 
periode consideree des taux de change du marche. Ces derniers, publies dans Statistiques financieres 
internationales, sont communiques au FMl par les banques centrales des pays et reposent sur trois types de taux : 
a) taux du marche, determines dans une large mesure par les facteurs du marche; b) taux officiels, determines par 
les pouvoirs publics; c) taux principaux, pour les pays pratiquant differents arrangements en matiere de taux de 
change. On donne toujours la priorite aux taux du marche, n'utilisant les taux officiels que lorsqu'on n'a pas de 
taux du marche libre. 

Pour les pays qui ne sont pas membres du FMl, on utilise les moyennes des taux de change operationnels de 
l'ONU (qui servent a des fins comptables pour les operations de l'ONU avec les pays qui en sont membres). Ces 
taux reposent sur les taux de change officiels, les taux du commerce et/ou les taux touristiques. 

11 faut noter que I 'utilisation des taux de change du marche pour Ia conversion des donnees se heurte a des 
obstacles pratiques. On risque, ce faisant, d'aboutir a des fluctuations excessives ou a des distorsions du revenu 
en dollars de certains pays, surtout dans le cas des pays qui pratiquent plusieurs taux de change et de ceux qui 
connaissent des taux d'inflation exceptionnels ou des decalages provenant des fluctuations du marche. Les 
comparaisons de revenu entre pays sont done sujettes a caution lorsqu'on se fonde sur le revenu exprime en 
dollars des Etats-Unis. 

D'autres methodes ont ete elaborees ces dernieres annees pour les comparaisons internationales. L'une, celle de 
Ia parite de pouvoir d'achat (PPA), procede du Programme de comparaison internationale; une autre methode de 
conversion, celle de 1' Atlas de Ia Banque mondiale, est basee sur Ia moyenne des taux de change de l'annee en 
cours et des deux annees immediatement precedentes, ajustes en fonction des differences d'inflation entre les pays 
consideres et la moyenne des pays du G-5 (Allemagne, Etats-Unis, France, Japon, et Royaume-Uni). La Division 
de statistique de l'ONU a mis au point Ia methode des Taux de Change Corriges des Prix (TCCP) qui, comme 
celle de !'Atlas, est con9ue pour corriger les taux de change qui ne rendent pas convenablement compte de 
!'evolution relative de !'inflation dans un pays par rapport a !'inflation a !'echelon international. Le TCCP sert 
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surtout pour les pays a taux de change fixe et ceux qui connaissent une periode de forte inflation (par ex. les pays 
en transition entre 1990 et 1995).

Chapitre IX: Main-d'reuvre 

Des donnees detaillees sur Ia main-d'G!uvre et des sujets connexes sont publiees dans l'Annuaire des Statistiques 
du Travail du BIT et sur le site Web du BIT http://laborsta.ilo.org. La serie indiquee dans l'Annuaire des 
Statistiques donne un tableau d'ensemble des disponibilites de main-d'G!uvre et de l'emploi de ces ressources et, 
combinees a d'autres indicateurs economiques, elles peuvent etre utiles pour une evaluation generate de la 
performance economique. L 'Annuaire des statistiques du Travail du BIT donne une description complete de la 
methodologie employee pour etablir les series sur Ia main-d'G!uvre. On trouvera ci-dessous quelques breves 
definitions des grandes categories de statistiques du travail. 

Par "ch6meurs", on entend les personnes depassant un age determine qui, pendant une periode donnee, etaient: 

(a) "sans emploi", c'est-a-dire sans emploi remunere ou independant; 
(b) "disponibles", c'est-a-dire qui pouvaient etre engagees pour un emploi remunere ou pouvaient s'adonner 

a un emploi independant au cours de Ia periode de reference; et 
(c) "a Ia recherche d'un emploi", c'est-a-dire qui avaient pris des mesures precises a uncertain moment pour 

trouver un emploi remunere ou un emploi independant. 

Ne sont pas consideres comme ch6meurs: 
(a) Les personnes qui, pendant la periode de reference, avaient !'intention decreer leur propre entreprise ou 

exploitation agricole, mais n'avaient pas encore pris les dispositions necessaires a cet effet et qui 
n'etaient pas a Ia recherche d'un emploi en vue d'une remuneration ou d'un profit; 

(b) Les anciens travailleurs familiaux non remuneres qui n'avaient pas d'emploi et n'etaient pas a la 
recherche d'un emploi en vue d'une remuneration ou d'un profit. 

Pour diverses raisons, les definitions nationales de l'emploi et du ch6mage different souvent des definitions 
intemationales types recommandees, limitant ainsi les possibilites de comparaison entre pays. Ces comparaisons 
se trouvent en outre compliquees par Ia diversite des systemes de collecte de donnees utilises pour recueillir des 
informations sur les personnes employees et les ch6meurs.

!'autre. Normalement, l'indice conceme l'agriculture, les industries extractives, les industries manufacturieres, les 
transports et telecommunications et les services publics de distribution. Nombre de pays mettent peu a peu au 
point des indices des prix a Ia production pour les services, de maniere a pouvoir les integrer a leurs indices des 
prix a la production plus generaux. Les prix servant pour ces indices doivent etre des prix effectifs de transaction 
enregistres au moment ou s'effectue Ia transaction (au moment ou le proprietaire change). 

Les indices des prix a la production peuvent se calculer selon plusieurs combinaisons differentes. Dans la 
presente publication, on les classe de Ia maniere ci-apres: 

(a) Elements de l'offre 
Offre interieure 
Production nationale pour le marche interieur 
Produits agricoles 
Produits industriels 
Produits importes 

(b) Stade de la transformation 
Matieres premieres 
Produits intermediaires 

(c) Utilisation finale 
Biens de consommation 
Biens d'equipement 

Meme s'il y a encore quelques pays qui compilent l'indice des prix de gros, qui est l'ancetre de l'indice des prix a 
la production, la plupart l'ont remplace par ce demier, qui offre une couverture plus large de produits et de 
branches d;activite, et coincide dans ses concepts avec le Systeme de comptabilite nationale. L'indice des prix de 
gros suivait normalement le prix des produits a mesure qu'ils passaient du grossiste au detaillant il permet de 
mesurer les changements du niveau des prix sur les marches autres que le marche de detail. 

Pour un complement de details sur l'indice des prix a la production, on se reportera au Producer Price Index 
Manual, Theory and Practice public par le Fonds monetaire international en 2004.

Chapitre XI: Agriculture, forets et peche 

Les series presentees sur /'agriculture et Ia peche ant ete fournies par /'Organisation des Nations Unies pour 
!'alimentation et /'agriculture (FAO) et portent principalement sur les tendances a long terme de Ia croissance de 
Ia production agricole et des approvisionnements alimentaires, et sur Ia production des principales denrees 
agricoles et Ia production halieutique. 

La production agricole se definit comme comprenant !'ensemble des produits agricoles et des produits de 
/'elevage a /'exception de ceux utilises comme semences et comme aliments pour les animaux, et pour les autres 
utilisations intermediaires en agriculture; par exemple, on deduit les a!ufs utilises pour Ia reproduction. L 'apport 
intermediaire de semences et d'aliments pour les animaux et d'autres elements simi/aires se rapportent a lafois a 
des produits locaux et importes. Pour taus details complementaires, on se reportera a l 'annuaire statistique de Ia 
FAO. Des statistiques peuvent egalement etre consul tees sur le site Web de Ia F AO http://faostatfao.org. 

Tableau 27 

Les donnees sur Ia production de cereales se rapportent uniquement aux cereales recoltees pour le grain sec; 
celles cultivees pour le foin, le fourrage vert ou le piiturage en sont exclues. 

Tableau 28 

On designe sous le nom de cultures oleagineuses !'ensemble des cultures produisant des graines, des noix ou des 
fruits, essentiellement destinees a !'extraction d'huiles alimentaires ou industrielles, a !'exclusion des huiles 
essentielles. Dans ce tableau, les chiffres se rapportent a Ia production totale de graines, noix et fruits o!eagineux 
recoltes au cours de l'annee de reference. Bien entendu, Ia production totale d'oleagineux n'est jamais 
transformee integralement en huile, car des quantites importantes qui varient suivant les cultures sont egalement 
utilisees pour les semailles, !'alimentation animale et !'alimentation humaine.

En depit de ces imperfections qui concement le champ d'application, les taux d'extraction et les periodes de 
reference, les chiffres presentes ici sont utiles, car ils donnent une indication valable des variations de volume que 
Ia production totale d'oleagineux enregistre d'une annee a !'autre. La production mondiale effective d'huiles 
vegetales atteint 80 pour cent environ de Ia production indiquee ici. En outre, environ 2 millions de tonnes 
d'huiles vegetales sont produites chaque annee a partir de cultures non comprises dans les categories detinies ci 
dessus. Les principales sont I 'huile de germes de mai's et I 'huile de son de riz. La production mondiale effective 
tourteau/farine d'oleagineux represente environ 80 pour cent de Ia production indiquee.

/'aquaculture; celles sur les captures sont publiees dans l'Annuaire statistique des peches, captures.

Ces activites correspondent aux grandes divisions 2, 3 et 4, 
respectivement, de Ia Classification internationale type par industrie de toutes les branches d'activite 
economique. Un grand nombre de ces tableaux sont etablis principalement sur Ia base de donnees compilee pour 
l'Annuaire de statistiques industrielles par produit des Nations Unies. Les donnees tirees d'autres sources sont 
signalees par une note. 

En regie generale, les methodes employees par les pays pour le calcul de leur production industrielle sont 
conformes a celles dans Recommandations internationales concernant les statistiques industrielles des Nations 
Unies et offrent une base satisfaisante pour une analyse comparative. Toutefois, dans certains cas, les definitions 
des methodes sur lesquelles reposent les calculs de Ia production different des directives approuvees. 
Lorsqu 'elles sont connues, les differences sont indiquees par une note.

Pour passer 
des unites de mesure d'origine a !'unite commune, les donnees en unites d'origine (tonnes, terajoules, 
kilowattheures, metres cubes) sont multipliees par des facteurs de conversion. Pour une liste des facteurs de 
conversion appropriee et pour des descriptions detaillees des methodes appliquees, se reporter a I' Annuaire des 
statistiques de l'energie des Nations Unies et aux publications methodologiques apparentees. 

Sont compris dans la production d'energie primaire commerciale: pour les solides, Ia houille, le lignite, la tourbe 
et le schiste bitumineux; pour les liquides, le petrole brut et les liquides de gaz nature!; pour les gaz, le gaz 
nature!; pour l'electricite, l'electricite primaire de source hydraulique, nucleaire, geothermique, eolienne, 
maremotrice, des vagues et solaire. En general, les variations des stocks se rapportent aux differences entre les 
stocks des producteurs, des importateurs ou des consommateurs industriels au debut et a la fin de chaque annee. 
Le commerce international des produits energetiques est fonde sur le systeme du "commerce general", c'est-a­
dire que tous les biens entrant sur le territoire national d'un pays ou en sortant sont respectivement enregistres 
comme importations et exportations. 

Les soutes maritimes/aeriens se rapportent aux quantites de combustibles livrees aux navires de mer et aeronefs 
assurant des liaisons commerciales intemationales, que! que soit leur pavilion. La consommation des navires 
effectuant des operations de transport sur les voies navigables interieures ou dans les eaux cotieres n'est pas 
incluse, tout comme celle des aeronefs effectuant des vols interieurs. 

Les donnees sur Ia consommation se rapportent a la "consommation apparente" et sont obtenues par la formule 
"production+ importations- exportations- soutes +/-variations des stocks". En consequence, les series relatives 
a Ia consommation apparente peuvent occasionnellement ne donner qu'une indication de l'ordre de grandeur des 
disponibilites interieures brutes reelles. 

Sont compris dans la consommation d'energie commerciale: pour les solides, Ia consommation de combustibles 
solides primaires, les· importations nettes et les variations de stocks de combustibles solides secondaires; pour les 
liquides, Ia consommation de produits petroliers energetiques y compris les charges d'alimentation des usines de 
traitement, !'essence naturelle, le condensat et le gaz de raffinerie ainsi que le petrole brut consomme dans les 
centrales thermiques pour la production d'electricite; pour les gaz, la consommation de gaz nature!, les 
importations nettes et les variations de stocks de gaz d 'usines a gaz et de gaz de cokerie; pour I' electricite, la 
production d'electricite primaire et les importations nettes d'electricite.

Les definitions des produits energetiques sont donnees ci-apres : 

- Houille: Charbon a haut degre de houillification et a pouvoir calorifique brut superieur a 23 865 kJ/kg (5 700 
kcal/kg), valeur mesuree pour un combustible exempt de cendres, mais humide et ayant un indice moyen de 
reflectance de Ia vitrinite au moins ega! a 0,6. Les schlamms, les mixtes et autres produits du charbon de faible 
qualite qui ne peuvent etre classes en fonction du type de charbon dont ils sont derives, sont inclus dans cette 
rubrique. 

-Lignite: Le charbon non agglutinant d'un faible degre de houillification qui a garde la structure anatomique des 
vegetaux dont il est issu. Son pouvoir calorifique superieur est inferieur a 17 435 kJ/kg ( 4 165 kcal/kg) et il 
contient plus de 31% de matieres volatiles sur produit sec exempt de matieres minerales. 

- Tourbe : Combustible soli de issu de Ia decomposition partie lie de vegetaux morts dans des conditions de forte 
humidite et de faible circulation d'air (phase initiale de la houillification). N'est prise en consideration ici que la 
tourbe utilisee comme combustible. La tourbe est utilisee principalement comme combustible domestique. 
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- Petrole brut: Huile minerale constituee d'un melange d'hydrocarbures d'origine naturelle, de couleur variant du 
jaune au noir, d'une densite et d'une viscosite variable. Figurent egalement dans cette rubrique les condensats 
directement recuperes sur les sites d'exploitation des hydrocarbures gazeux (dans les installations prevues pour Ia 
separation des phases liquide et gazeuse), le petrole brut synthetique, les huiles minerales brutes extraites des 
roches bitumineuses telles que schistes, sables asphaltiques et les huiles issues de Ia liquefaction du charbon. 

- Liquides de gaz nature! (LGN): Hydrocarbures liquides ou liquefies produits lors de Ia fabrication, de Ia 
purification et de Ia stabilisation du gaz nature!. Les liquides de gaz nature! comprennent !'ethane, le propane, le 
butane, le pentane, !'essence naturelle et les condensats d'usine, sans que Ia liste soit limitative. 

- Essence auto : Hydrocarbure Ieger utilise dans les moteurs a combustion interne, tels que ceux des vehicules a 
moteur, a !'exception des aeronefs. Sa temperature de distillation se situe entre 35°C et 200°C et il est traite de 
fa9on a atteindre un indice d'octane suffisamment eleve, generalement entre 80 et 100 lOR. Le traitement peut 
consister en reformage, melange avec une fraction aromatique, ou adjonction de benzol ou d'autres additifs (tels 
que du plomb tetraethyle). 

- Carbureacteurs: Comprennent les carbureacteurs du type essence et les carbureacteurs du type kerosene. 
Carbureacteurs du type essence: Comprennent tous les hydrocarbures legers utilises dans les turboreacteurs 
d'aviation. Leur temperature de distillation se situe entre I 00°C et 250°C et donne au moins 20% en volume de 
distillat a 143°C. Ils sont obtenus par melange de petrole lampant et d'essence ou de naphta de fayon que Ia 
teneur en composes aromatiques ne depasse pas 25% en volume. Des additifs y sont ajoutes afin d'abaisser le 
point de congelation a -58°C ou au-dessous, et de maintenir Ia tension de vapeur Reid entre 0,14 et 0,21 kg/cm2. 
Carbureacteurs du type kerosene: Huiles moyennement visqueuses utilisees dans les turboreacteurs d'aviation, 
ayant les memes caracteristiques de distillation et le meme point d'eclair que le petrole lampant et une teneur en 
composes aromatiques ne depassant pas 20% en volume. Elles sont traitees de fa9on a atteindre une viscosite 
cinematique de moins de 15 eSt a -34°C et un point de congelation inferieur a -50°C. 

- Gazole/carburant diesel (mazout distille): Huiles lourdes dont Ia temperature de distillation se situe entre 200°C 
et 380°C, mais qui donnent moins de 65% en volume de distillat a 250°C (y compris les pertes) et 85% ou 
davantage a 350°C. Leur point d'eclair est toujours superieur a 50°C et leur densite superieure a 0,82. Les huiles 
lourdes obtenues par melange sont classees dans Ia meme categorie que les gazoles a condition que leur viscosite 
cinematique ne depasse pas 27,5 eSt a 38°C. Sont compris dans cette rubrique les distillats moyens destines a 
l'industrie petrochimique. Les gazoles servent de carburant pour Ia combustion interne dans les moteurs diesel, 
de combustible dans les installations de chauffage telles que les chaudieres, et d'additifs destines a augmenter Ia 
luminosite de Ia flamme du gaz a l'eau. Ce produit est aussi connu sous les appellations de gazole ou gasoil et 
carburant ou combustible diesel. 

- Gaz de petrole liquefies (GPL): Hydrocarbures qui sont a l'etat gazeux dans des conditions de temperature et de 
pression normales mais sont liquefies par compression ou refroidissement pour en faciliter l'entreposage, Ia 
manipulation et le transport. Dans cette rubrique figurent le propane et le butane ou un melange de ces deux 
hydrocarbures. Est egalement inclus !'ethane produit dans les raffineries ou dans les installations de separation et 
de stabilisation des producteurs de gaz nature!. 

- Gaz nature!: gaz constitue essentiellement de methane, extraits de gisements naturels souterrains. 11 peut s'agir 
aussi bien de gaz non associe (provenant de gisements qui produisent uniquement des hydrocarbures gazeux) que 
de gaz associe (provenant de gisements qui produisent a Ia fois des hydrocarbures liquides et gazeux) ou de 
methane recupere dans les mines de charbon et le gaz de gadoues. La production de gaz nature! se rapporte a Ia 
production de gaz commercialisable sec, mesuree apres purification et extraction des condensats de gaz nature! et 
du soufre. Les quantites reinjectees, bn1lees a Ia torchere ou eventees et les pertes d'extraction sont exclues des 
donnees sur Ia production. 

-La production d'electricite se rapporte a Ia production brute, qui comprend Ia consommation des equipements 
auxiliaires des centrales et les pertes au niveau des transformateurs consideres comme faisant partie integrante de 
ces centrales, ainsi que Ia quantite totale d'energie electrique produite par les installations de pompage sans 
deductions de l'energie electrique absorbee par ces dernieres. 
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Chapitre XIV: Environnement 

Tableau 47 

Les donnees sur les emissions de dioxyde de carbone (C02) proviennent du "Carbon Dioxide Information 
Analysis Center" (CDIAC) du "Oak Ridge National Laboratory" (Etats-Unis). 

Les estimations du "Carbon Dioxide Information Analysis Center" sont obtenues essentiellement a partir des 
statistiques de l'energie des Nations Unies relatives a la consommation de combustibles liquides et solides, a la 
production et a la consommation de gaz de torche, et des chiffres de production de ciment du "Bureau of Mines" 
du "Department of Interior" des Etats-Unis. Les emissions sont indiquees en milliers de tonnes de dioxyde de 
carbone (a diviser par 3.66406 pour avoir les chiffres de carbone). On peut voir dans le detail les methodes 
utilisees pour calculer les emissions dans "Global, Regional, and National Annual C02 Emissions Estimates from 
Fossil Fuel Burning, Hydraulic Cement Production, and Gas Flaring" et sur le site Web du Carbon Dioxide 
Information Analysis Center (voir http://cdiac.esd.ornl.gov). Par rapport a d'autres sources industrielles pour 
lesquelles on calcule les emissions de C02, les statistiques sur Ia production de gaz de torche sont rares et 
sporadiques. Dans les pays ou cette production represente une proportion considerable de !'ensemble des 
emissions de dioxyde de carbone, on peut voir apparaltre de ce fait des chiffres parasites ou trompeurs pour ce 
qui est des tendances des emissions nationales de dioxyde de carbone durant Ia periode visee par le tableau. 

Tableau 48 

Les chlorofluorocarbones (CFC) sont des substances de synthese utilisees comme refrigerants et propulseurs 
d'aerosols, dont on sait qu'elles appauvrissent Ia couche d'ozone. Aux termes du Protocole de Montreal relatif a 
des substances qui appauvrissent Ia couche d'ozone, Ia production de certains CFC doit etre mesuree : ils sont 
utilises dans les climatiseurs de vehicules, le materiel domestique et commercial de refrigeration et de 
climatisation (pompes a chaleur), les produits sous forme d'aerosols, les extincteurs d'incendie portables, les 
planches, panneaux et gaines isolants, et les prepolymeres. 

Les Parties au Protocole de Montreal communiquent leurs donnees concernant les CFC au secretariat de !'ozone 
du Programme des Nations Unies pour l'environnement. Les donnees sur les CFC, indiquees en tonnes de 
potentiel de destruction de !'ozone (PDO), sont calculees en multipliant le nombre de tonnes signale par les 
Parties par le potentiel de destruction coefficient de Ia substance consideree, et en faisant Ia somme de ces PDO. 

La consommation est definie comme production de substances controlees, plus les importations, moins les 
exportations. Les produits intermediaires de l'industrie sont exemptes, et on les soustrait done des importations 
et/ou de la production. De meme, on soustrait aussi les quantites detruites. On peut obtenir des quantites 
negatives, lorsque les quantites detruites et/ou exportees sont superieures a Ia somme production + importations, 
ce qui signifie que les quantites detruites ou exportees ont ete prelevees sur les stocks accumules. 

Chapitre XV: Science et technologie 

La recherche et /e developpement experimental (R-D) englobe taus /es travaux de creation entrepris de far;on 
systematique en vue d'accroitre Ia somme des connaissances, y compris Ia connaissance de /'homme, de Ia 
culture et de Ia societe, ainsi que I 'utilisation de cette somme de connaissances pour de nouvelles applications. 
Pour tout renseignement complementaire, voir /e site Web de /'lnstitut de statistique de /'UNESCO 
www.uis.unesco.org.

Les donnees presentees sur le personnel employe dans Ia recherche et le developpement (R-D) sont compilees par 
l'Institut de statistique de !'UNESCO. Les donnees de certains pays ont ete fournies a !'UNESCO par l'OCDE, 
EUROSTAT et "Ia Red de Indicadores de Ciencia y Technologia (RICYT)". 

Les definitions et classifications appliquees par !'UNESCO sont basees sur Ia Recommandation concernant Ia 
normalisation internationale des statistiques relatives a Ia science et a Ia technologie (UNESCO, 1978) et sur le 
Manuel de Frascati (OCDE, 2002). 

Les trois categories du personnel presentees sont definies comme suivant: 
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Les chercheurs sont des specialistes travaillant a Ia conception ou a Ia creation de connaissances, de produits, de 
procedes, de methodes et de systemes, et dans Ia planification et Ia gestion de projets de R-D. Les etudiants 
diplomes ayant des activites de R-D sont consideres comme des chercheurs. 

Techniciens et personnel assimile comprend des pcrsonnes dont les taches principales requierent des 
connaissances et une experience technique dans un ou plusieurs domaines de l'ingenierie, des sciences physiques 
et de la vie ou des sciences sociales et humaines. lis participent a la R-D en executant des taches scientifiques et 
techniques faisant intervenir )'application de principes et de methodes operationnelles, generalement sous le 
controle de chercheurs. Pour se distinguer des techniciens qui participent a Ia R-D sous le controle de chercheurs 
dans les domaines de l'ingenierie, des sciences physiques et de Ia vie, Ie personnel assimile effectue des travaux 
correspondants dans Ies sciences sociales et humaines. 

Autre personnel de soutien comprend les travailleurs, qualifies ou non, et le personnel de secretariat et de bureau 
qui participent a !'execution des projets de R-D ou qui sont directement associes a )'execution de tels projets. 
Sont inclus dans cette categorie les gerants et administrateurs qui s'occupent principalement de problemes 
financiers, le personnel et !'administration en general, dans la mesure ou leurs activites ont une relation directe 
avec laR-D. 

Personnes physiques est le nombre total de personnes qui sont principalement ou partiellement affectees ala R-D. 
Ce denombrement inclut les employes a 'temps plein' et les employes a 'temps partiel'. Equivalent temps plein 
(ETP) peut etre considere comme une annee-personne. Ainsi, une personne qui consacre 30% de son temps en 
R&D et le reste a d'autres activites (enseignement, administration universitaire ou direction d'etudiants) compte 
pour 0.3 ETP en R&D. De fa~on analogue, si un employe travaille a temps plein dans un centre de R&D pendant 
six mois seulement, il compte pour 0.5 ETP.

Les donnees presentees sur les depenses interieures brutes de recherche et developpement sont compilees par 
l'lnstitut de statistique de !'UNESCO. Les donnees de certains pays ont ete foumies a I'UNESCO par l'OCDE, 
EUROST AT et "la Red de lndicadores de Ciencia y Technologia (RICYT)". 

La depense interieure brute de R-D (DIRD) est Ia depense totale intra-muros afferente aux travaux de R-D 
executes sur le territoire national pendant une periode donnee. Elle comprend la R-D executee sur le territoire 
national et financee par 1, etranger mais ne tient pas compte des paiements effectues a 1, etranger pour des travaux 
de R-D. 

Les sources de financement pour Ia DIRD sont classees selon les cinq categories suivantes: 

Les fonds des entreprises incluent les fonds alloues ala R-D par toutes les firmes, organismes et institutions dont 
l'activite premiere est la production marchande de biens ou de services (autres que dans le secteur 
d'enseignement superieur) en vue de leur vente au public, a un prix qui correspond a Ia realite economique, et les 
institutions privees sans but lucratif principalement au service de ces entreprises, organismes et institutions. 

Les fonds de l'Etat sont les fonds foumis a la R-D par le gouvemement central (federal), d'etat ou par les 
autorites locales. Ceci inclut tous les ministeres, bureaux et autres organismes qui foumissent, sans norrnalement 
les vendre, des services collectifs autres que d'enseignement superieur, qu'il n'est pas possible d'assurer de fa~on 
pratique et economique par d'autres moyens et qui, de surcroi't, administrent les affaires publiques et appliquent 
Ia politique economique et sociale de Ia collectivite. Les fonds des entreprises publiques sont compris dans ceux 
du secteur des entreprises. Les fonds de 1 'Etat incluent egalement les institutions privees sans but lucratif 
controlees et principalement financees par I'Etat. 

Les fonds de l'enseignement superieur inclut les fonds foumis a la R-D par les etablissements d'enseignement 
superieur tels que toutes les universites, grandes ecoles, instituts de technologie et autres etablissements 
postsecondaires, ainsi que tous les instituts de recherche, les stations d'essais et les cliniques qui travaillent sous 
le controle direct des etablissements d'enseignement superieur ou qui sont administres par ces demiers ou leur 
sont associes. 

Les fonds d'institutions privees sans but lucratif sont les fonds destines ala R-D par les institutions privees sans 
but lucratif non marchandes au service du public, ainsi que par les simples particuliers ou les menages. 
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Les fonds etrangers concernent les fonds destines a Ia R-D par les institutions et les individus se trouvant en 
dehors des frontieres politiques d'un pays, a !'exception des vehicules, navires, avions et satellites utilises par des 
institutions nationales, ainsi que des terrains d'essai acquis par ces institutions, et par toutes les organisations 
internationales (a !'exception des entreprises), y compris leurs installations et leurs activites a l'interieur des 
frontieres d'un pays. 

II faut eviter de comparer les chiffres absolus concernant les depenses de R-D d'un pays a !'autre. On ne pourrait 
proceder a des comparaisons detaillees qu'en convertissant en une meme monnaie les sommes libellees en 
monnaie nationale au moyen de taux de change specialement applicables aux activites de R-D. Les taux de 
change officiels ne refletent pas toujours le coCit reel des activites de R-D, et les comparaisons etablies sur Ia base 
de ces taux peuvent conduire a des conclusions trompeuses; toutefois, elles peuvent etre utilisees pour donner une 
idee de l'ordre de grandeur. 

Chapitre XVI: Commerce international des marchandises 

La Division de statistique des Nations Unies publie regulierement dans le Bulletin mensuel de statistique des 
donnees courantes (annuelles, mensuelles et/ou trimestrielles) pour Ia plupart des series de ces tableaux. Des 
descriptions plus detaillees des tableaux et des notes methodologiques figurent dans l'Annuaire statistique du 
Commerce international. 

Les donnees proviennent de publications nationales, des informations fournies par les gouvernements pour les 
publications des Nations Unies ainsi que des publications d'autres organisations internationales. 

Territoire statistique 

Les statistiques fournies par chaque pays se rapportent au territoire statistique. Celui-ci peut colncider avec le 
territoire economique en totalite ou en partie. 

Systemes de commerce 

II existe deux systemes de commerce qui servent couramment pour les statistiques du commerce international de 
marchandises- le systeme de commerce general et le systeme de commerce special: 

(a) Le systeme de commerce general est utilise lorsque le territoire statistique d'un pays coincide avec son 
territoire economique. 

(b) Le systeme de commerce special (definition stricte) est applique lorsque le terri to ire statistique ne 
comprend que Ia zone de libre circulation, c'est-a-dire Ia zone a l'interieur de laquelle les biens peuvent etre 
ecoules librement sans restriction douaniere. Une definition "assouplie" du systeme de commerce special est 
utilisee lorsque (i) les biens qui entrent daris un pays en vue de ou le quittent apres un perfectionnement 
actif et (ii) les biens qui entrent ou quittent une zone franche industrielle sont egalement enregistres et inclus 
dans les statistiques du commerce international de marchandises. 

Evaluation 

En general, les marchandises sont evaluees a Ia valeur de Ia transaction. II est recommande d'adopter une valeur 
de type CIF pour Ia valeur statistique des biens importes et une valeur de type FOB pour Ia valeur statistique des 
biens exportes. Les valeurs FOB comprennent Ia valeur transactionnelle des biens et Ia valeur des services fournis 
pour acheminer les biens jusqu'a Ia frontiere du pays exportateur. Les valeurs CIF comprennent Ia valeur 
transactionnelle des biens, Ia valeur des services fournis pour acheminer les biens jusqu'a Ia frontiere du pays 
exportateur et Ia valeur des services fournis pour acheminer les biens de Ia frontiere du pays exportateur jusqu'a 
Ia frontiere du pays importateur. 

Conversion des monnaies 

La conversion en dollars des Etats-Unis de valeurs exprimees en monnaie nationale se fait par application de 
coefficients de conversion du commerce exterieur, qui sont generalement les moyennes ponderees des taux de 
change, le poids etant Ia valeur mensuelle correspondante des importations ou des exportations. 
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Couverture 

Les statJstJques se rapportent au commerce des marchandises. II est recommande d'enregistrer dans les 
statistiques du commerce international de marchandises tous les biens dont )'entree (importations) ou Ia sortie 
(exportations) du territoire economique fait augmenter ou diminuer le stock des ressources materielles du 
territoire economique du pays considere. Les biens simplement transportes a travers le pays (biens en transit) ou 
admis ou expedies temporairement (a I' exception des biens destines au perfectionnement actif ou pass it) ne font 
ni augmenter ni diminuer le stock de ressources materielles d'un pays et ne sont done pas a inclure dans les 
statistiques du commerce international de marchandises. Pour plus de details et une liste des inclusions et 
exclusions, voir Statistiques du commerce international des marchandises : concepts et definitions, revision 2. 

Classification par marchandise 

La classification par .marchandise du commerce exterieur est celle adoptee dans Ia Classification Type pour le 
Commerce International des Nations Unies (CTCI). 

Totaux mondiaux et regionaux 

Les totaux economiques, regionaux et mondiaux ont ete ajustes de maniere: (a) a inclure les estimations pour les 
pays ou regions pour lesquels on ne disposait pas de donnees completes; (b) a inclure les pays ou regions non 
indiques separement ; et (c) a eliminer, dans Ia mesure du possible, les donnees non com parables par suite de 
changements geographiques, en ajustant les chiffres correspondant aux periodes avant le changement de maniere 
a les rendre comparables a ceux des periodes apres le changement. 

Indices de volume et de valeur unitaire 

Ces indices indiquent les variations du volume des importations ou des exportations (indice de volume) et du prix 
moyen des importations ou des exportations (indice de valeur unitaire ou de prix).

Chapitre XVII: Tourisme international et transport 

Les donnees sur le tourisme international ont ete fournies par !'Organisation mondiale du tourisme (l'OMT) qui 
pub lie des renseignements detailles sur le tourisme dans I 'Annuaire des statistiques du tourisme et dans le Ia base 
de donnees de l'OMT en ligne au http://www.unwto.org/statistics/index.htm. 

A des fins statistiques, !'expression "visiteur international" designe "toute personne qui se rend dans un pays 
autre que celui ou elle a son lieu de residence habituelle, mais different de son environnement habitue!, pour une 
periode de 12 mois au maximum, dans un but principal autre que celui d'y exercer une profession remuneree". 

Entrent dans cette categoric: (a) les touristes (visiteurs passant Ia nuit), c'est a dire "les visiteurs qui passent une 
nuit au moins en logement collectif ou prive dans le pays visite"; et (b) les visiteurs ne restant que la journee, 
c'est a dire "les visiteurs qui ne passent pas la nuit en logement collectif ou prive dans le pays visite". Ces 
chiffres ne comprennent pas les immigrants, les residents frontaliers, les personnes domiciliees dans une zone ou 
un pays donne et travaillant dans une zone ou pays limitrophe, les membres des forces armees et les membres 
des corps diplomatique et consulaire lorsqu'ils se rendent de leur pays d'origine au pays ou ils sont en poste, et 
vice versa. Ne sont pas non plus indus les voyageurs en transit, qui ne penetrent pas officiellement dans le pays 
en faisant controler leurs passeports, tels que les passagers d'un vol en escale, qui demeurent pendant un court 
laps de temps dans une aire distincte de l'aerogare, ou les passagers d'un navire qui ne sont pas autorises a 
debarquer.

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Annex I - Country and area nomenclature, regional and other groupings 

A. Changes in country or area names 

In the periods covered by the statistics in the Statistical Yearbook, the following changes in designation have taken place: 

Bolivia (Plurinational State of) was formerly listed as Bolivia; 

Cambodia was formerly listed as Democratic Kampuchea; 

Czech Republic, Slovakia: Since 1 January 1993, data for the Czech Republic and Slovakia, where available, are shown 
separately under the appropriate country name; 

Democratic Republic of the Congo was formerly listed as Zaire; 

Hong Kong Special Administrative Region of China: Pursuant to a Joint Declaration signed on 19 December 1984, the 
United Kingdom restored Hong Kong to the People's Republic of China with effect from I July 1997; the 
People's Republic of China resumed the exercise of sovereignty over the territory with effect from that date; 

Macao Special Administrative Region of China: Pursuant to the joint declaration signed on 13 April 1987, Portugal 
restored Macao to the People's Republic of China with effect from 20 December 1999; the People's Republic of 
China resumed the exercise of sovereignty over the territory with effect from that date; 

Myanmar was formerly listed as Burma; 

Saint Kitts and Nevis was formerly listed as Saint Christopher and Nevis; 

Serbia, Montenegro: As of 1992, data provided for Yugoslavia refer to the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia which was 
composed of the two republics of Serbia and Montenegro. On 4 February 2003, the official name of the "Federal 
Republic of Yugoslavia" was changed to "Serbia and Montenegro". On 3 June 2006, Serbia and Montenegro 
formally dissolved into two independent countries. When data are available separately for Montenegro and/or 
Serbia, they are shown under the respective heading. 

Timor-Leste was formerly listed as East Timor; 

Venezuela (Bolivarian Republic of) was formerly listed as Venezuela; 

Yemen: On 22 May 1990 Democratic Yemen and Yemen merged to form a single State. Since that date they have been 
represented as one Member with the name "Yemen". 

It should be noted that unless otherwise indicated, for statistical purposes, the data for China exclude those for Hong Kong 
Special Administrative Region of China, Macao Special Administrative Region of China and Taiwan province of China. 

B. Regional groupings 

The scheme of regional groupings given below presents seven regions based mainly on continents. Five of the seven 
continental regions are further subdivided into 21 regions that are so drawn as to obtain greater homogeneity in sizes of 
population, demographic circumstances and accuracy of demographic statistics. This nomenclature is widely used in 
international statistics and is followed to the greatest extent possible in the present Yearbook in order to promote 
consistency and facilitate comparability and analysis. However, it is by no means universal in international statistical 
compilation, even at the level of continental regions, and variations in international statistical sources and methods dictate 
many unavoidable differences in particular fields in the present Yearbook. General differences are indicated in the 
footnotes to the classification presented below. More detailed differences are given in the footnotes and technical notes to 
individual tables. 

Neither is there international standardization in the use of the terms "developed" and "developing" countries, areas or 
regions. These terms are used in the .present publication to refer to regional groupings generally considered as 
"developed": these are Europe and the former USSR, the United States of America and Canada in Northern America, and 
Australia, Japan and New Zealand in Asia and Oceania. These designations are intended for statistical convenience and do 
not necessarily express a judgement about the stage reached by a particular country or area in the development process. 
Differences from this usage are indicated in the notes to individual tables.

B. Groupements regionaux 

Le systeme de groupements regionaux presente ci-dessous comporte sept regions basees principalement sur les continents. 
Cinq des sept regions continentales sont elles-memes subdivisees, formant ainsi 21 regions delimitees de maniere a 
obtenir une homogeneite accrue dans les effectifs de population, les situations demographiques et Ia precision des 
statistiques demographiques.

Son utilisation pour I'etablissement des statistiques internationales n'est cependant rien moins 
qu'universelle, meme au niveau des regions continentales, et les variations que presentent les sources et methodes 
statistiques internationales entrainent inevitablement de nombreuses differences dans certains domaines de cet Annuaire. 
Les differences d'ordre general sont indiquees dans les notes figurant au bas de Ia classification presentee ci-dessous. Les 
differences plus specifiques sont mentionnees dans les notes techniques et notes de bas de page accompagnant les divers 
tableaux. 

L'application des expressions "developpes" et "en developpement" aux pays, zones ou regions n'est pas non plus 
normalisee a l'echelle intemationale. Ces expressions sont utilisees dans Ia presente publication en reference aux 
groupements regionaux generalement consideres comme "developpes", a savoir !'Europe et l'ex-URSS, les Etats-Unis 
d' Amerique et le Canada en Amerique septentrionale, et I' Australie, le Japon et Ia Nouvelle-Zelande dans Ia region de 
1' Asie et du Pacifique. Ces appellations sont employees pour des raisons de commodite statistique et n' expriment pas 
necessairement un jugement sur le stade de developpement atteint par tel ou tel pays ou zone. Les cas differant de cet 
usage sont signales dans les notes accompagnant les tableaux concernes.

The metric system of weights and measures is employed in the Statistical Yearbook. In this system, the relationship 
between units of volume and capacity is: l litre= l cubic decimetre (dm3) exactly (as decided by the 12th International 
Conference of Weights and Measures, New Delhi, November 1964). 

Section A shows the equivalents of the basic metric, British imperial and United States units of measurements. According 
to an agreement between the national standards institutions of English speaking nations, the British and United States units 
of length, area and volume are now identical, and based on the yard= 0.9144 metre exactly. The weight measures in both 
systems are based on the pound= 0.45359237 kilogram exactly (Weights and Measures Act 1963 (London), and Federal 
Register announcement of 1 July 19 59: Refinement of Values for the Yard and Pound (Washington D.C.)). 

Section B shows various derived or conventional conversion coefficients and equivalents. 

Section C shows other conversion coefficients or factors which have been utilized in the compilation of certain tables in 
the Statistical Yearbook. Some of these are only of an approximate character and have been employed solely to obtain a 
reasonable measure of international comparability in the tables.
