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BOt invented; by WI. Great peoples in hiItory, in
many wars, have remained neutral; and when I
-.y "great" I am'not referring solely to the great..
Jle88 of power. A Hving example of neutrality is
furnished lly Switzerland, that small but noble
country, in which men of French, Italian and Ger­
man race live in peace, and which ever since the
Congress of Vienna has PQSSeBSed the right to
neutrality.

That is what we were doing; but I might also
ask where the Russian c~ens of the Union of
Soviet Socialist Republics were when the so-called
hordes of Hitler Qvenan Poland, destroyed Cze­
choslovakia, occupied Austria and invaded and
conquered France. We in our country were exer..
ci.sing the right of neutrality in the same way as
the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, in the
situation to which I haverefer~~d.

I think it is not necessary to deal at length with
this subject after the vet'1 eloquent speech by the
representative of Etmop'ia m,~de during the last
meeting" I do not think it necessary to speak here
about injustice after so many speeches by repre­
sentatives whose countries were members of the
League'of Nations during the Italian ~vasionof
Ethiopia, and after so many speeches I/by repre­
sentatives of States Members of the tlnited Na­
tions, during the Second World War.;

This change of mind and feeling 'of our war
allies does not affect our understanding of justiccj.
In this connexion, I wish only to express onQe
again that we never act in the spirit of vengeance.

The Yugoslav delegation also considers that the
forty-fifth item oftheagenda could not and should
not be put on the agenda of the General Assembly,
for several reasons.

This item is identical with the Greek question
which was the object of an inquiry py the Com­
mission of Investigation concerning Greek Fron­
tier Incidents establi.cmed by the Security Council.
This inquiry proved that the essence of the Greek
question lies in the presence of foreign troops in
Greece and in the systematic interference by the
United Kingdom and the United States in the in­
ternal affairs of Greece since 1944.

The inquiry showed that the undemocratic
. regime brought to power by foreign intervention

in 1944, and kept inpowq since, brought about
a state of economic and civil war. Finally the in­
quiry showed that the only solution to the Greek
question lies in the evacuation of foreign troops
from Greece and in the putting to an end of for­
eign interference. This :would enable the 'Greek
people to organize th~\country according to
their own needs and "hews with full independence
and freedom. Such a democratic and independent
Greece would, unlike the present Government of
Greece, become a factor of peace and co-operation
among the Balkan nations.

This question was on the agenda of the Se..
curity Council until 1~ September 1947; at that
time it was r~moved from the agenda in accord­
an~e wi~ the pro~salof.the ~nited S~ates dele­
gation. It must be b~fDe ID nund that It was re­
moved not because it\was not possible to find a
solution in conformitY(! with the interests of the
Greek nation and in .~~~ interest of peace, but, on
the contrary, becaUS<' '~e United States delegation
did not WM.t such a(~ution.to be found.

This is, of course, one of the objec~ of the
United Nations. I cannot conceive of a case which
is more entitled to be on the agenda of the Gen­
eral Assembly than the Greek case. After making
the great promises to the whole world which it·
has made in its Charter, the General .Assembly
cannot afford to stand by as a mere spectator
while a small Member of the United Nations is
in danger of attack from abroad.

Wc do not lend alpport to the view that a
pereon'. present poancat opinions may constitute
groUDds forronsidering him a war criminal. So
far as the transfer of war criminals properly
described is concerned, that is partly.a matter of
Jaw and partly ~ matter of politics. We think it is
ncce88ary to consider objectively and from a legal
point of view the extent of theobligations to trans­
fet war criminals, and the circumstances in whicf
it~.

Now I do not deny for a moment, of course,
that, unfortunately, political considerations have
been introduced into this matter; but I am in­
cUned to think that the Assembly will agree with
me that the representative of Yugoslavia who has
justspoken is quite as capable of giving exp-ession
to political as to legal views, and I am sure that
my colleague,Mr. Vyshinsky, although a great
jurist of world renown, would not, Ion suitable
occasions,! .consider that he is prevented from ex­
preas1ng a political view. I must confess that I
sometimes allow myself to express political views
as weD. The Assembly may rest content that if in
the Legal Committee there are political considera­
tions to which account ought to be, given, they
~an ~ expressed and regard will be paid to them;
but at the same time, it is important that the ad­
vice of the lawyers in that Committeeshould guide
the ultimate decision, and we therefore recom­
mend to the ~emhly that this itenl, should be
retained on the agenda of the Sixth Committee.
