(a) that each State enjoys ~he rights inherent in full sovereignty;

(b) that the personality of a State is inviolable as well as its territorial

integrity and political independence;

(c) the right to det rmine their poH tieal st:>tus, to choose their social,

economic and cultural systems and pursue the:r d.ev0lO])ment ClS they sce fit and to

condu t their internal and external policies without ~ntervention by any other

State; an

(d) he right to the free disposal of their natural t'Teal th and resources.

2. Co respondi , every State h s the duty to discharge faith~llly its international

oblig ions especially to live in peace \'1i th other States.
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
