REPFORT OF THE SECRETARY-GENERAL ON THE WORK OP THE ORGANIZATICN (A/44/1)

Mr., BELOWGOV (Union of Soviet Socialist Republics) {(interpretation from

Russian) : The consideration of the reports of the Secretary-Ceneral on the work of
the Organization, has heretofore merely consisted in taking riote of the reports;
that was all. Quite clearly that was a consaquence of the inertia irherited from
the days when propagandistie rhetoric dominated and when, in the words of the
Sectetatv-seneral,b *Collective security became a hostage of the cold war® (R/44/1,
p_-_'-’_). Today, however, we are all not only witnessing but alsc directly
participating in a turn by the Organization towards co-coeration and civilized
interaction and communication and co-operative work amona States in a joint search
for responses to the most difficult problems of our time,

Although the international situation is still not qivirng cause for euphoria,
we are now seeing positive signs ot a lessening of international tensions, a
settling of regional conflicts, a development of political dialogue, and joint

action to solve ecological and other gqlobal problems, & well a8 incressing trust
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and understandina amonq peoples. In this context we feel that it is difficult not
to support one of the basic conclusions in the Secretary-General's report: the
conclusion that the era of useless confrontation has ended and that the need to
base lasting solutions to international vroblems on generally accepted principles
of the Charter is being universally recognized.

The qualitative change in the activities of the United Natior_\s has been fully

reflected in the Secretary-General's report on the work of the Organization. This

report not only qives a basic assessment of last year's work but also contains a

broad well-considered programme of activity for the United Natiors in the near

future. We can say without fear of exaggeration that qiven the nature of its
content, which include many specific proposals and ideas, this is one of the basic
documents of this session of the General Assenbly.

The Soviet deleqation is plcased to note the fact that in the
Secretary-General's report qreat attention iz being given both to the
Organization's efforts to defuse reqional conflicts and crises and to its
peace-keeping operations - that unigue mechanism for establishing peace.

(a) REPORT OF TEE SECRETARY-GENERAL (A/44/550)
(b) DRAFT RESOLUTION (A/44/L.8)

The PRESIDENT: I call on the representative of Peru to introduce the

draft resolution.

Mr. ARROSPIDE (Peru) (interpretation from Spanish): I am pleased to

introduce draft resolution A/44/L.8, entitled "Co-operation between the United
Nations and the Latin American Economic System®”, The Latin American Economic
System (SELA) is an interqovernmental body established in 1975 and comprised of 26
Latin American and Caribbean States. Its function is to provide the region with
multilateral assistance exclusively to Latin American and Caribbean countries. It
is the only forum for co-ordinaticn and co-operation among the Latin American and

Caribbean countries and its annual dialogue of Foreiqn Ministers is the highest

regional consultative body.

Draft resolution A/44/L.8 is sponsored by all the members of SEILA, and its
purpose is to promote the broadening and strenqthening of cc-operation between the
United Nations system and SELA. Since its establishment many organizations and |
L‘ ' bedies of the United Nations systen have supported SELA, pariicibatim in the {
execution of numercus projects of interest to the Governments of the reqion, J
Let me recall that at its forty-third sessicn the General Asseﬁabl? a&bpted

~ - resolution 43/5, in which the Secretary-General was requested to inform the General
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Agsembly at this session of the implementation of that resolution and aive an
assessment of the co-operation between the United Nations system and SELA.

With the adoption of the draft resolution I am introducing today, we are
seek ing to renew the commitment to broaden such co-cperation which, although it has
existed in the past, we feel can and should be expanded and enriched,

The draft resolution that has been submitted to the plenary Assembly for its
consideration makes reference, in its preambular part, to decision 289 of the Latin
American Council ~ the supreme body of SELA - adopted recently, in whieh it
expresses its satisfaction at the General Assembly‘'s adoption of .resolution 43/5.

With regard to the operative varagraphs of draft resolution A/44/L.8, the
General Assembly takes note with satisfaction of the report of the
Secretary-General; expresses satisfaction with decision 289 of the Latin American
Council; urges the Economic Commission for latin America and the Caribbean to
broaden and deepen its co-ordination and mutuazl support activities with SELA; urqes
the United Nations Development Programme to strengthen and broaden its support to
the proarammes that the SELA Permanent Secretariat is carrying out; urqes the
specialized agencies and other organizations and proqrammes of the United Nations
system to continue and intensifv their support for and co-operation with the
activities of SELA; requests the Secretary~General of the United Nations to
pronmote, in close collaboration with the SELA Permanent Secretary, the holding of a
meetina in 1990 between their respective secretariats, with the aim of identifying
those areas in which it will be possible to broaden co-operation betwean the United
Nations system and SELA; requests both the Secretary-General and the SELA Permanent
Secretary to initiate consultations for the purpose of drafting an aqreement of
co-operation between the United Nations and SELA,

Since the draft resolution does not contain any controversial elements and

will have no financial implications for the Organization, but rather embodies the
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aspirations of the countries of Latin America and the Caribbean with regard to the
broadening and intensifying of co-operation between the United Nations and SELA,
the delecation of Peru, on behalf of the entire region, hopes that the draft
resolution, sponscied by all the countries members of SELA, will be adepted without
a vote.

Mr., PACLILLO (Uruquay) (interpretation from Span.sh): The Latin American

Economic System (SELA) is in more ways than one a unigue institution within the
family of international organizations.

It is unique because of its purposes, since its main objective is to promote
consultations and co-ordination on economic and social matters allowing the region
to adopt common positions and strategies and act together and with autherity in
regard to third countries, qroups of countries or international organizations. It
is unigue because of its Constitution, for it is composed exclusively of Latin
American and Caritbean nations and, accordinqly, is an institution with a truly
reqional mission, Lastly, it is unique because of its orqanic structure, which
includes a plenary body - the Latin American Couacil, which is the highest-level
forum at which the countries of the region can analyse common economic and social
problems —~ the Permanent Secretariat, which functions with a very small staff, and
the Action Committees, flexible bodies which are formed and function on the basis
of practicality, efficiency and eco;xomy.

Hence, SELA is the only hody capable of a truly regional apprcach to the
problem of the acute economic crisis affecting the Latin American and the Caribbean
countries and its attendant social and political problems, The existence and
functionina of SELA is based on certain undeniable assumptiops, namely, the
existence of interests and problems common to all its members, the need to find
immediate solutions to these problems and the belief that by acting together the

countries of the reqion can maximize their neagotiatina power.
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hoc. 2dingly, SRLA constitutes an institutional reflection of the social and
politicn: fact that has characterized the Latin American and Caribbean reqion ever
sinec ¢ eca of independence:s the profcund solidarity between its members,
desplte Cieir ethnic and cultural diversity and their different political
Qrganinn¢ «on and ecconomie development. This regional solidarity is evident in all
areag of nternational life, but is much more intense in the economic and social
fields i xe the Latin American and Caribbean countries are confronting the most
difficul challenqes and where comwon interests are most striking.

In 2 few years since its establishment in 1975, SELA has beccme an extremely
usefel ln trument for the region in identifying these common problems, formulating
strateglic: and strengthening the negotiating positions of its menbers.,

Obvirusly, SBELA's efficiency will depend largely on how its activities are
co~crdinniod with those of other organizations, in particular with the United
Nations, and on the deqree of co~-operaticn with these orqanizations. We are happy
to sec Zrcn the report of the Secretary-General that co-operation between the
United WNolions and SBLR has bezen further strengthéned and broadened, both with

regard ¢o Che topics and with reqgazrd %o the institutions.
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The report describes a lona list of activities in which the agencies mentiocned
‘have worked together, including some of the issues which are at present of the
qreatest concern to the countries of the region, for example, multilateral trade
negotiations, services, the environment and food security.

Co-cperation between the United Nations and SELA has therefore become strorger
in the past year and everything seeme to indicate that it will be developed in L
depth and extended to other programmes, agencies and organizations of | the United
Nations system. In the context of this broad co-operation attention chould be
drawn to the many aspects on which SELA is acting in conjunction with the Economic
Commission for Latin America and the Caribbean (BQLAC) and the technical znd
ginancial support given by the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP).

The main objective of the draft resolution now submitted to the General
Assembly for adocption is to propose mes2sures for the continuance and deevening of
the co-operation and recinrocal support between the two institutions. Accordingly,
the respective gecretariats are requested to proceed together to identify areas in
which co-operation between the two institutions can be extended and consultations
ean begin with a vies to drafting an agreement on cc-cperation between thenm.

Assured of the co-operation of all the speciaziized aqgencies and other United

Nations orqanizations and programmes, SELA will undoubtedly become stronqer and at
the same time continue to be able to use ies teewzcesk in the nost efficient way.

Therefore, we trust that, as has happened in the case of similar draft resclutions
at previous gsessions of the General Assembiy, this session will adopt by consensus

draft resolution A/44/5.8, which is before it todey.

Mr. MONTARO (Mexico) (interpretation from Spanish): It is a paradox
that, at a time when the democratic scene in Latin America a_nd the Caribbean has
bscore more encouraging, the region should be immersed in the most serious economic

erisis in its history. The 1980s have bean for all cuz countries a lost
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decade of development, as is shown by the increasing qap between the levels and
quality of life of the developing countries and those of the industrialized
countries,

It is not logical that in a situation in which the industrialized wr+-1d has
achieved the longest period of qrowth in post=war years the multilateral provision
for international co-operation should be constantly decreasing.

The claim that the Latin American an@ Caribbean countries should bear the
burden of the artificial scarcity of resources is unacceptable, Justice means
qiving the highest priority to the improvement of the conditions of those who, in a
world of inequality, have received the most unjust treatment; it also means that
the developing countries should not have to bear the greatest part of the burden of
the least advantaged among them. It is essential that, through international
economic co-operation in trade, finance and technology, the resources of the
nations with the greatest economic power be transferred to those who have had less
access to the benefits of the modern economy.

Given this world situation, which is not favourable to the development
objectives of the Latin American and Caribbean countries, international and
regional economic and technical oo-o::;etation is ever more necessary. The specifiec
demands and priorities of the countries of the reqion should be the point of
departure for the allocation of resources through international co-operation.

Co-operation between the Latin American Economic System (SELA) and the United
Nations ie particularly relevant now because for 15 years SELA has bLeen the main
forum for agreement and co-operation in Latin America and the Caribbean. Since its
establishment SELA has played a central role in the process of Latin American

inteqgration and a very iuportant role in harmonization of the economic policles of

the countries of the region.
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The Latin American Economic System plays a fundamental part in the task of
defining and secking means of resolving the crisis in the reqion. We feel that
this body should be the liaison body for bringing Latin American arguments on
extrareqional responsibility with regard to the foreian debt to the attention of
internstional bodies. For this purpose we have stepped up contacts and meetings
with iInternational institutions, particularly in the financial area, to ensure that
the countries of the region have the necessary technical and operational bases to
produce viable, effective solutions to the debt problem.

For this purpose SELA has stepped up its co-operation with the United Nations
in order to co-ordinate efforts towards cormon ends. The co-operation between SELA
and the Beonomic Commisaion for Latin America and the Caribbean (ECIAC) has proved
to be a key element in the diagnosis of the Latin American economic situation and
in the analyzis of specific projects in pricrity sectors.

'l;h.e joint activities of SELA and the United Nations Development Proaramme
(UNDP), through its Fourth Regional Programme for Latin America and the Caribbean,
are particularly important in this reqard. There are important ties and points of
converqgence between SELA, as a reqional focal point for the promotion and
strenathening of technical co-operation among developing countries, and the UNDP's
Special Unit for Technical Co-operation amcnqg Developing Countries. The holding of
annual meetings of the directors of technical co-operation such a8 the one in
Mexico in June, and the implementation of programmes of action and projects for
technical co-cperation among developing countries in specific matters are examples
of the specific co-operation taking place between SELA and the United Nations in
the £ield of technical co-operation among developing countries.

This co-operation is also reflacted in the work of the SELA Action
Committees. Here the support of the United Nations has been particularly

significant in the working out of the Imedjate Flan of Action for Central Americs
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by the Action Committee for the Economic and Social Development of Central America
(CADESCA), which was established in 1983 with the cbjective of stimulating the
development of the countries of the area.

In Latin America we understand that harmonization and co-operation in this
area are key elements in the solution of these problems. We appreciate the work of
SELA but are aware of the need to strenqthen plans for co-operation among the
developing countries and the role of the United Nations in this task.

We are directing our efforts ‘towards the search for just, lasting solutions to
the economic problems of Latin America and the Caribbean. For this purpose we must
use the established bodies and qive multilateral harmonization and co-operation a
new impetus based on an up-to-date, realistic and objective view of the changes now
g0ing on in the world andbour region's need to benefit from those changes.

Mexico expresses its unswerving support of the draft resoiution presented by

the delegation of Peru and we hope that the Assembly will adopt it by consensus,
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Mr. HERNANDEZ (Dominican Republic) (interpretation from Spanish?z The
delegation of the Dominican Republic is aware that in an ever more inteédenehdgnﬁ
world it is impossible to disregard the internationalization of the probless faeinq
our peoples in their strugale for liberation and the right to development.

When, exactly 14 years aqo today, in Panama City, 25 Latin American and
Caribbean delegations — and today there are 26 - signed the agreement estsblishing
the Latin American Economic System (SELA), their most fervent desire was to avoid
more frustration. We Latin Americans and Caribbeans had learned from cur
experience in the area of institutional plans and schemes for international
relations.

Thus SELA was established to £ill a vacuum in the structure of international
relatiors in Latin America and the Caribbean caused by the lack of a genuine
regional forum in which to discuss positions and take joint decisions to defend the
interests of the countries there, The coming into existence of SELA a8 the first

genuinely Latin American body of ite kind simpiy met the need of an entire region

anxious to ensure the success of its search for itz own identity.

Never has it been clearer than it is today that Latin America and the
Caribbean have made progress along the path of development and in so doi'nq
discovered how qreat the qap is between their legitimate hopes and the real
possibilities that have not cowme to fruition.

From that perspective, the establishment of SELA tangibly reflected the }
region’s will to build new realities and qive new content to Latin American f
relations; at the same time, the conception of this initiative has enabled us to j
maintain as a constant element of our multilateral actions the principles of

egquality, sovereignty, solidarity and independﬁnce as well a8 non~intervention in

internal affairs, on the basis of full respect for the economic, social and
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political systems frecly chosan by the peoples and States themselves - principles

tht are SELA's very raison d'dtre.

If the taspo:isiv\oirieas &nd efficiency of an international organization can be
defined, inter aii’a, by thé swiftness and agility with which a problea, a subject
or & point of special interest is included in its aqands or proqrasme of
activities, it ca indeed be said that SELA is an efficient body. Topics such as
food security or the broader question of econoaic gecurity; cases such as economic
agaression against its member States; vroblems such as the abominable foreign dabt,
Or new practices that are of interest, such as questions relating to the
international transfer of data or international trade in services: all these can
be quickly analysed in spacial meetings, or at least cons idered and discussed at
high-level mestinge of qovernmental experis and included in some biernial
ptognms - as han indeed been the case repeatedly ~ when they are the moat timely
and uzqent. '

During the forty-third session of the General Assombly, bceiuee of our
Government's confidence in SELA and SELA's need for Close eo-opa:atipn with the
United Nations, our delegation not only supported but also became a sponsor of
resolution 43/5, in which the General Assembly urged the iiconomic Commission for
Latin America and the Caribbean to broaden and deepen its co-ordinaticn iml_uutual
support activities with the fLatin American Bedmuie System, & well as its
participation in common efforis to harmonize action amonq the various reqionsl and .
subregional entitiee in the economic field; and urged the United Nations
Developent Prograsee (UNDF) to strendthen and broaden its support to the Programse
that the Permanent Secretariat of the Economic Commigsicn for Latls.n America is '
cazrying out within the framework of the 198%-1991 work proqramme approved by the
Latin American Council.

"Approves the first report of the Credentials Committee.®
The Assembly also has before it an amendment to that draft resolution. The
amendnent has been submitted by a nunber of States and is contained in document
A/44/L.9.
I eéll on the representative of the Libyan Arazb Jamahiriya to introduce the
amenément.

Mr. TREIKI (Libyan Arab Jamahiriya) (interpretation from Arabic): On
behalf of the Arab Group, of which I have the honcur to be Chairman for the month
of October, I wish to introduce the amendnent contained in document A/44/1.9.,

pefore doing so, however, I would refer to document A/44/644, a letter
adaresséd to the Secretary-General by the Chairman of the Arab Group in which the
members of the Group state their cbjections to the credentials of the delegation of
Israel. I would refer also to document A/44/638, eontaining the reservations of
States membere of the Orqanization of the Islamic Conference.

In my capacity as Chairmsn of the Arab Group and on behalf of the Member

 States that have sponsored the amendment challenqing the credentials of the Israeli
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deleqation to the forty-fourth zession of the General Assembly - Algeria, Bahrain,
Democratic Yemen, Djibouti, Irag, Jordan, Kuwait, Lebanon, the Libvan Arab
Jamahiriya, Mauritania, Morocco, Oman, Qatar, Saudia Arabia, Somalia, Sudan, the
Syrian Arab Republic, Tunisia, the United Arab Emirates and Yemen - and on behalf
of Palestine and two States that have joined in sponsoring the amendment, Cuba and
the Islamic Republic of Iran, I wish at the outset to review the legal and
political considerations in this case.

The Israeli delegation's credentials have no legal validity. More than
41 years have passed since Israel was admitted to the United Nations. Since then
it has decisively proved that it is not a peace-loving State. It continously
violatss the principles of the Charter, im particular Article 4. Israel has not
carried out its obliqations. Furthermore, it has disregarded and undermined ail
the relevant Security Council and General Assembly resolutions. I have in mind in
particular resolution ES-9/1, of 5 February 1982, which notes that

®..s Israel's record and actions establish conclusively that it is not a

peace~loving Member State and that it has not carried out its obligations

under the Chartét'; (resolution ES~9/1, para. 11)'

That resolution in itself proves that Israel has not carried out its
cbligations under the Charter. It proves algo that Israel does not meet the
Charter requirement of being able and willing to carry ou: those obligations.
Thus, Israel is not a peace~loving State and is not entitled to membership of the

United Nations,
In the light of all that, we object to the acceptance cf the credentials of
the Israeli delegation to the forty-fourth session of the General Assembly. We

base ocur* objections on the following points.
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First, Israel continues to refuse to implement Security Council resolutions
relating to the quest:on of Palestine and the situat-.mn in the Middle East, in all
their aspects. - In" so doinq, it violates Article 25 of the Charter. which states
that . .

"Thez:néiibgrs of the United Nations agree to accept Qnd carry out the
decisions of the Security Council in accox:danqe with the gresent Chartei".
Secondly, Israel refuses to implement the General Assenbly resolutions

relating to t;.he question of Palestine and the situation in the Middle East,
resolutions that call for the attainment by the Palestinian pecple of their
inalienable rights, including the right of return, the right to self~-determination,
and the right to establish an independent State in Palestine; and which also call
fa an end to the Israeli occupation of the Arab territories, in accordance with
the principle of the inadmissibility of the acquisition of territory by force.
Consequently, the resclutions call for the immediate withdrawal by Israel from all
the occupied Arab territor ies, 'includinq Jerusalem and the Syrian Golan Heights,

Furthermore, Israel has refused to implement the General Assembly resolutions
on other aspects of the question of Palestine and the situation in the Middle East,
in violation of its obligations under international conventions, treaties and other
instruments of international law, and in spite of the fact that the second
paraaragh of the preamble to the Charter requires that it carry out those

obligations,
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Thied:y, there is the violation by Israel of human rights in the occupied
Palestinin snd other Arab territories, including Jerusalem, and the violation of
the rulcs c2 the Fourth Geneva Convention of 1949. We refer here to the escalaticn
of brutal, daily repression of the Palestinian Arab people in the occupied
Palectinic territories and the wpopulations in the other occupied Arab lands, where
more than 030 psople have been martyred and the number of detainees exceeds
35,000, This is in addition to the deportation of Arab citizens from those
territorico, vhich has continued since the beqinning of the Palestinian intifadsh
aqainst tho Israeli occupation, and the mass destruction of the houses and homes of

the Palcotinians,

Fourthly, Israel has continued its annexation of Palestinian and other Arab

territorics, including Jerusalem and the Golan, in violation of the principles of

the Charte: and of international law, and has persisted in its agqress ion against

Arab Stntc It has enlarged the area of its aqqression to include Lebanon, Iraq
and Tunis!  in contravention of the Declaration on Principles of International Law
conecriing  :iendly Relations and Co-operation among States in accordance with the
Chartor ¢ ‘e United Nations, which states that all States have ﬁe duty to

rofenin £ the threat or use of force aqainst the territorial integrity or

golitienld 'ependence of any State, or in any other manner inconsistent with the
BUICESC © che United Mations.
-¥, Israel continues to co-operate with the racist régime in Scuth

Africa, especially in the miclear £ield and in the development of conventional

weapons and wedium- and lona-range nmissiles, thus posing a threat to the peace and
security of the entire African continent,
8ixthly, the fact that the credentials of the Israeli delegation to the

forty-fourth session of the General Asaezbly were issued in the uccupied City ot
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Jerusalem constitutes a viclation of Security Council regolutions, in particular
resolution 478 (1980), and the relevant General Asseably resolutions, in particular
rezolution 35/169 E, of 15 December 1980.

In conclusion, it is incumbent on me to refer to a session some vears aqo when
our Assembly rejected the credentials of the Government of South Africa. That was
a precedent that had two fundamental implications: £irst, it refuted the view of
those who call for rule 27 of the rules of procedure of the General Assembly, on
the submission of credentials, to be applied literally; secondly, the credentials
vere contested for reasons related to the Gerernment of South Africa‘'s violation of
the principles of the Charter and of international ias, and this applies
categorically to Israel. This precedent, of which you, Mr. President, are €uliy
cognizant, is a principle that should be followed in rejecting the credentials of

the Israeli delegaticn.

Secondly, the Cambodian
people must be allowed to express their political choice throuagh an act of
self-determination by means of internationally supervised, free elections,

Although Viet Nam has announced its withdrawal, this withdraw2l has yet to be
verified by any credible international agency. Moreover, the Cambodian people have
yet to be qiven an opportunity to exercise freely their right to
self-deteraination.

Until a political settlement is reached in Cambodia, Democratic Kampuchaea
should maintain its United Nations seat, for several reasons. FPirst, retention of
the seat is coterminous with the defence of certain fundamental principles of the
United Nations Charter. If Democratic Kampuchea is denied its seat, that will be
tantawount to sayinq that it is permissible for a militarily nowerful State to
invade a weaker neighbowr and to install a qovernment that will do its biddirg. If
Democratic Kampuchea is denied its seat, the policy of mioht will have prevailed.
There will be no incentive for Viet Nam to neqotiate seriously to achieve a durable
and peaceful settlement, and the various neace negotiations that are curcently
unde way will be undercut. Finally, if Democratic Kampuchea is denied its seat,
that will be tantamount to punishing the victim and rewarding the aqqressor, thus

making a2 mockery of the United Nations Charter.
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Mr, YU (China) (interpretation from Chinese): The Chinese delegation
supports the proposal of the Credentials Commnittee on acceptance of the credentials
of the countries referred to in the Committee's report, including Democratic
Xampuchea. The Chinese deleqation reiterates that the coalition Government of
Democratic Kampuchea is the sole legal Government of Kampuchea and the qenuine
representative of the Kampuchean people. The Heng Samrin régime, which is propped
up by the forces of foreian aqqression, can in ro way represent the people of that
country. The Chinese deleqation recommends that ti.e General Assembly accept the
credentials of the representatives of Democratic Kampuchea. That is the pogition
of the Chinese Government.

Mr, DORANI (Djibouti) (interpretation from French): Although Diibouti
submitted its credentials to the Secretary-General, it is not included in the list
in paraqraph 4 of the Credentials Committee's report. We hope that this fact will

be reflected in the verbatim record.

delegation wishes to state that it endorsed the report of the Credentials Committee
in accordance with rule 27 of the rules of procedure.

With regard to the credentials of Democratic Kampuchea, my deleaation
maintains the position it has adopted in previous vears: we do not accept having a
régime lmposed from outside through military occupation - in violation of the
sovereignty, independence and territorial integrity of bemcecratic Kampuchea -
established and maintained for so many years by Viet Nam.

My delegation shares the.hopes expressed here by many delegations that

Democratic Kampuchea will be able to exercise its right to self-determination.
