very strict watch on their own activitiés in order to ensure that they are
economic, effective and handscmely repay the financial efforts which they
impose upon govermments. In this sphere therefore, too much of & good thing
is indeed harmful; and serfously so.

I think X interpret correctly the view of the Inter-American Ecomomic
and Soeial Coumcil end sovordingly that of the Covernments which expressed
themselves through it in the recolutiom in question, when I say that the
Commisgion for Latin America ought from the outset to guard ageinst any
later deviation which would cause it to duplicate the fumctions of other
international bodies., Its establishment ought to be conditioned by such a
safeguard. I 4o not think this will be difficult if mechinery for the
consideration and solution of all problems of duplication which may arise,
is set up at ths beginning and if its use is compulsory. I do not propose to
suggest any concrete formula, for 1o do so would be to enter the province of
the Economic and Social Council's relations with the Pan American Union and is
outside the purely informative capacity of my presence with the Commission
today.
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
