6. The Conference was informed that general satisfaction had been expressed
at the forty-fourth 8e80ion of the Commission for the results of the
Conference's work on developing and harmonizing statistics and improving the
comparability of statistical information at the international level.

This was no longer the case 1n
some market economy countries, or in countries witb centrally ~l.nned

economies Where statistical offices are required ~y law to carry out 8 la~&e

number ')f analysis and lltudies needed for management arid planning at all
levels en'.! spheres of society. It was cleat' that the ranount of .nal~ ti~al

work done by national stAtistical offices WIlS not dutermined by economic
syst.ems only but that differences a180 existed within each sy~tem. s~

stot.istical offices bave for yAsrs cre~ted analytieal units within their
organizational structure, while others only recently have developed these or
are still in the pbase of doing 80. Rowever, irrespective of tbe current
level ef data analysis, statistical offices seemed to be experiancing a
growing demand for more comprehensive analysis in their work and publications.

11. There was gener'al alreemtlnt among tbe participants t1\at analys1. can
greatly increase tbe informative value of statistics. Div.rsent viewa,
however, were expressed .121 to bow far a 8~atistical offiee sha.uld so in
interpretative commentaries which so bCYOlld technical analyeis of its own
data. Various participants were of the opinion that a fim line should be
dt'awn between technical analysis and other intear:pratation. 1n"eed, in most
statistical officB£ technical analysis in tbe form of averages, arltbrHtic
means and information coneoming the celiability and coverase of the data bave
become integral parts of the resular statistical. production. thia minimal
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levGl of statistical analysl8 "'. not C!.uGstionod by anybody, but some
participants noted that. in ~, instances, tbat level Was not even reach~d in
practice. . -,

charts, di.srams snd maps- The usual experience of statistical offices with
tbis type of publication has been tMt they sell vwll and receive favourzble
attfl."\tion in the me4ia.

13. To make mora extensive us. of t\be~r data stock. and their resourcoa,
some national statistlcal otfic•• bav. decided tetroduce 'research-type'
publication.. In tba.. studi." data and .cientific methods are brouz,hi:.
toe9ther, thetteby suppllins more in-4opth intarpretation. and inf~rmatlon cm a
sp.~lf!c topice x.portant considerations in these publications are scientific
tbeor, and uth04olos1e:al development., and cau.a-affect analysis is not
avoided.. It nu .U&S••te4, hov1avat", t'h.at if a .tatisti~al aseney wishea to
anaage in r••eat'~b, it sbould ensure that tila.:e activities are conceptually,
if not oqanizatlortally. .eparated frOJl tbe production of Qfficial
etat1atics. When pubU."hed, it should clearly be stated that tbe particular
1'.1•••• 1s 8cianti.fic res.~ch Ii:l4 not ••et of of'ficicl atati.tics. Furt.ber,
the results of such an exar~i'$ should be open to scientific criticism.

14. Beveral participants expre•••dthG feat' tbat intarpretlf.t.iC1n of data

In this context,
on. participant exprsss.et tbe viaw that, if a contrad.tcU.on exists between
objectivity arut analytical work,the beat thina to do was to live with it. It

15. It was noted that it was the duty of statistical offic.QS to provide tM
public with 4ata of t.be hiSb.st infomatlon potential. statistical oEflc.s
bave a fuU. knowledge of data ".abu.... and have access to all tbe ~ata

coUeeted; tMY are tb8=afor6 in a vary atrobS position to .nalyze and
evaluate tbe data. It "a. further pointed out t'hat it may not ba object.ive to
leav" cut statist1c.l analysi. completely and tllat, !.f statistical office,
rdfucta to analyze tba!c own 4ata, o"11ars will do it and .y not do it as
.,all. one participant: noted toMt, WbUa tbo needs of businass circl•• and
rasearcbers for data ana!ysis ..y also ba covere4 by inter••ted sroup. outsld~

tba stati.ti~al gffie., t1\e i.nfo~tion of the g~n.r.l public would 1n any
ca.. rculnthe raeponsibl1'-ty of t.~ .taUstic.l office. Since tbb laQt.
iroup is tbe lea.t abl. to un~ar.tand and analyza tba data, it should ba the
taak of the stati.tical offica ~') pra.er.lt tbe data tCl tbea in a, U'4?:-fdendly
a way .s pOI:d.bla.

16. During dbcu..sion, It vas noted that 1:181(# of conflicts wtth ra.earcb
institut.ions could arise Wl}f\ a If tat il.'St.:lca1 offlcfI ens.sell in ras.arcb-type
activity. A .olution could be to invite t.he.e iMtUut.ion. to co-operata and
to undert.ake 'joint ventures'. In t.l,i, t'~,.pect, on. part:.icivant suss••ted
that to have multiple economic analy.is may £~tv. the objectivity problem and
would sUnulate fb8Ch side to produce bettot: work..
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17. Amone the measures cited which could be taken tt' entulT'tce the informative
value of stat1stt.~s waD tne improved presentation of print.e4 publicati.ons. It
was noted that statistical tablet. by themselves are not uSlit'-frlen~Uy. .Some
countries had Mde special efforts in the area of pUb1icat.~()nlil 8114 1lad
released a number of new publications ~~oncentratins on analysis tn.'itten in 6
popular style. In other eases, r4lgular publlcations had been mach~ QOr8
readable by adding text, 6barts, and maps to the tables and by inclUding ~

section in which the main findings were highlighted. SMdB countries reported
that this approach bad a.1so proved to be very u~efu1 for tbe 1nQ4ia. It was
also noted that the application of sophisticated statistical methods does not
make redundant tbe presentation of the frequency distributions underlying the
utatlstical results. Finally, it was mentionBd that some statistical offi~e8

bad taken measures to encouragB analytical work inside their offices by
creating researcb unUs that cut across subject-mattflr boundaries and by
inviting outside researchers to work on their data bases.

18. Reference was aloo made t.o the fact that the statistical information
requirf!d by some users was increasingly of a specialized nature.
Consequently, producers of statistics find tbemse1ves und9r pressure to meet:.
customers· special requirements. There is also ~ growing demand from users to
let accese to micro-data in order to perfotrlfl their own calculRtions and
an8l1sb. There was general asreement amons participants that the
confidentiality of th6 data should be protected at all costs, andtmt only
anonymous and unidentifiable data sbould be made available to extarnal users.
In tbis t'1I8pectt onc participant mentioned the experience of bis country,
where a synthetic data base had been ct'eatyd that "GS equipped with software
Which a\lowed researebers to simulate various policy cbanges.

19. '1he repr8sentatl.ve of tb~ IntematJ.9nal Statistical. Institute (ISI)
informed the Conference tbat t1to ISI was alaio living consideration to tbese
problems, and that it hgd est.abU..~ a cotmli::tee to stUdy tbe role of
statisticians in society.

20. During discusslon, it was noted that. this topic was of interest to most
~tati8tical services, and it ~, sUIgeoted that an ~xcbange of experience on
analytical methods take place, ei~ber at a future plenary Bession (as an item
for substantive discussion), or at .~ ad-hoc meetinl of experts.

21. In concludins its conilldorstion of thie Gsenda item. the Confc)reRce
warmly tbanked tbe autbors of tbe paper3 for providing 3n excellent basis for
discu8clon of tbis topic.

"'4Sion. Seversl a.pects of the introduction of micro-eomputer8 into
.taU.etlcal .ervices "ere distinguishe(l. In a fit'at in.tance, ialportant
diffe".6tlces were identified in the objec~lve. boins pursuad tbrough the u.e of
micro-c01lPUut's. Secondly, a nuraber 01 or8anlzational .ch.... W8re Hint
iapl.--nted to&~t.her witb mcro-computers, whicb could be defined in teras of
tbe level of ccmrlJnication between mlceo-ccmputers on one 81de Dnd between
mlcro--computors and aainfratH. on the other. Thirdly, t.he actual use of
~J.cro-cOUlPut.':ft has developed over time. rout'thly, tbe lncrea.ing u.e of
mlcro-cOJllPUters has create4 now opportunitl.,. for staff and additional demand.
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on their qualifications. Fift.bly, typical problems are associated with any
larse-scale use of micro-computers, Which necessitate th~t special measures be
adopted in order'to safesuar6 the qualityaetrlbutes of Btatietlcs. Last but
not least, the Conference also considered tbe likely development of the use of
microcomputers in statistical services during the foreseeable future.

23. At the most seneral level, the tasks a$sisned to micro-computers depend
on the ways in which mainframe computers have been used bistorically in tbe
statistical production process. unsatisfactory mainfr&me' resources ma1ce it
lUcely that tbe use of micro-computers be planned, from th. very besinnins,
f6r all phases of the statistical producti,cnproce... on the other hand,
offices tbat have developed satisfactory mai.nframe production of statbtlca
are more likely to focus on applicatioms in tfbicb the micro-computer offers
clear advantales in terms of user-friencUiness (e.s. word proces.ins) or which:
csnnot be performed tbrousb the 1tI8inframe alontt (e.s. desktop publisnifli&). It
sbould be noted, bowever, that all offic88 plan for aft l\'crease4 ul1. of
micro-computers irrespective of the ~road strategy pursued.

24. The introductl~ of micro-computers often st~rts witb the ~trcha8e of Q
number of stand-alone c~uters. The Conference agreed that the di~advantases

of an orsanizational modelt'.hat reUee entit"ely on stand~,alone won: .-:tations
ete prohibitive in the IonS t'U!'.. Accordinsly, most officos either have
installed or envisage tbe estab1i8~t of local area networks (LAH) as the
most ade~uate way towards the expansion of computer resources. Some of tt,ose
t:ABs . have e sat-ewey to \uinframe computers. Hainframe connections are a
prerequi.U.«,b for oqanlzational models in whicb statistical processins rnlies
on a partitionlD& of £unet!.0n9 between tl\slnframe and miet~.~computers.

25. The Conference also noted that tbe introduction of mlcro-comF~t*rs ~~lls

for significant cba1tSOe in tbe functinns of SDP upoc1aUots. ThGir tasl\:s heve
.hifted someWhat away from the development of application softwar$ towards ~n

advisory role for subject-matter specialists. This development may result in
a decrease in tbe rMtlber of "pure" application progrmmlers. However., the
qu.ntitative effect on staffins requirements eannot always be easl1y assessed.

26. The ways in wbicb mict"<3-cmnputers are actually used in atatlstical
services obviously correspond lar3e1y to the seneral objectives pursued and to
the orsanizational models implemented.. Word processins and computer-as~isted

pubU.sbin.S systems were MUtioned as fields of wide 2pplic~tion. Several
countries also perform data entry, editins and codtr~ on ml~r~~vmputers, but
otbers consider tbese tasks as ~infrl&n\Ci operationI'. In addition, d~,ta

storaS8, sut"l'ay desisn, .tatlst.ica1 analysis, tabulilt.!.on. the manasemant. (If
some wall-defined data bases, the compilation of certain ~tatistl~al

indicators, the preparation of srapbs, and ~tbematical or economet~ic

snodellins are fun~t.lons that are mot-e frequently bolns per-formed on tba
micro-computer. In senora1, it .eems that any aspect of tbcs statisti~al

produetion proce~s can be - and ls beins - ~8rforme4 ~n .icro-computerB. The
Ilict"o-computer aleo favours the intesration of function. that bad previously
been perfot'Md separately. The jof.nt production of text. tables Clnd srapbs,
the combined desisn of surveys an4 procosslns of survey rea:u1ts, ate. are
c•••• in point.

27. Tha implications of tbase develolltQ8t\ts for tbe qualf.flcation. of staff
al'. felt An all offic... on tbe one band, tba adequate trainins of stoff in
the Ul8 of micro-computers is essent.ial for succelcf~l1y introducing
micro-computers into tbe statisticsl production process. On the otber band,
tbe intesration of functions duriD! the production process balps to alleviate
stress on selected cate"oria. of staff who otherwise suffer from monotonous
work.

B. ~b!r iSSUes in the 0~3anization and operation of statistical services

Documentation: CB8/644

45. The Conference expressed its gratitude to the Government of Hungary for
its offer to host the n.ext Seininar for Executive Offi. ials of Hational
Statistical Services. 'rhe Conference aereed that the 8eminat" would focus
on(-GL-)o adapt th.1 lSer1,iees rendered by national statistical offices to the
requirements of user,; f,f statistics. It also ag~eed to convene the ~eminar

late in March 1991. Within this broad orientation, the Conference apprl"'.Ied
both the substantive as well as the argan~.zational proposals contained in
C88/644. It was noted that reports dealing with stQffing requirements could
be submitted under broad topic B as described in CBS/644 (Optimization of
tecbnical equipment in ~espect of service requirements).

46. The Conference confirmed its earlier selection of the following topics
for substantive discussion in 1990:

(1) the relations between statist,ical services and the mass media; and

(11) the role of statistical offices in satisfying statistical needs
for research purposes.

The Federal Republic of Germany (basic paper), France a.n4 Yugoslavia will
provide the documentation for the first of these two t.opics; Sweden (basic
paper), «::anada and Denmark will «20 the same for the second.

47. Professional, in-depth considerations of selected fields of statistics
continue to be of great interest to the members of the Conference. It was
decided that foreign trade atatistics wou14 be suitable for such a review in
the near future. A ff.rst discussion was decided to 'Oe 1\9),d at the 1990
plenary session. It will be based upon a paper by BUROSTAT on plans and
expected problems f ~ foreign trade 9tati~tics in SEC member cmmtrieo after
1992 and on a report by the CMEA secretariat on actual and planned changes in
foreign trade statistics of CHEA member countries (see also paragraphs 36
above and 72 below). tn addition, Canada and the United states were invited
in contritute a short report on their experience with the current changeo in
their bilateral trade stat,istics. The Conference noted that its plans for
discussins in-deptb foreign trade statistics corrC!lspond also to operative
paragraph 5 Q~ C~ission Decision C(44).

48. 'rhe Conference selected the following topics for possible substantive
d!~cti.sion at the 1991 ~lenary session:

(i) the social role of official statistics as compared to otber
systems of infcrmation;

(il) development of ~vi~onm4ntal accounting systems; and

(iil) statistical information systems of land use.

The final selection or the topics will be made at the 1990 plertary session.

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C. Use of registers in national statistical offices

49. Under this agenda item, the Conference was informed of the work done by
the secretariat on the preparation of the inventory of national practices in
the creation and maintenance of registers of businesses. The Conference was
also informed of the work on business registers done by ,EUROSTAT and by the
International Round-Table on Business Survey Frames.

50. The Conference stresaed the importance it attaches to this programme
element, and agreed that all efforts should be made to ensure a rapid progress
of work on thi9 project and to avoid duplication of work with other bodies.

51. The Conference noted that the title of the meeting planned to be held in
1990 was not explicit enough, and suggested it bl& changed to: "Meeting on the
Use of Business Registers in National Statistical Offices". It confirmed its
decision to include this meeting in its progranune of work for 1989/90, with
the terms of reference previously approved.

VII. METHODOLOGICAL DEVELOPMENT AND HARMONIZATION OF ECONOMIC STATISTICS

A. J2§~;elopment and linking oi SNA and MPS national accounts and balances
~ystems

Documentation: CES/WP.22/104

52. Under this agenda item the Conference was informed of work underway on
the revision of the SNA and of the results achieved in several global and
regional expert group meetings held since the last plenary session, as well as
on the development in the links and comparisons between the two national
accounting systeme, the System of National Accounts (SUA) and the System of
Balances of the National Economy (MPS) • Reference was also made to the
decisions of the statistical commission as outlined in paragraphs 16 to 28 of
document CES/624.

53. It was noted that the Statistical commission had supported the proposal
of including environmental accounts as satellite accounts in the revised SNA
and of preparing a Handbook on Environmental Accounting. In this respect the
necessity of co-ordination with the ongoing work in the field of environment
statistics in the ECE region was stressed by the Conference.

54. According to the work plans of the Uc~ted Nations Statistical Office,
the draft of the revised S8ft. should be ready in English towards the end of
1989, and the French and presumably the Spanish versions during the summer of
1990. The Russian translation of the draft of the revised SNA would be
available shortly before the next session of the Statistical Commission.

55. As regards the intelgration of the two accounting systems, various
interpretations of the term "integration" wer~ mentioned. Several
participants stressed tha.t the tuo systems would continue to exist in the
future. Some participa~'1ts proposed to develop an "integrated system of
macro-indicators of SUA and MPS". Most participants agreed that integration
should aim at specific procedures for minimizing differences between the two
accounting systems.

56. The Conference was informed of the outcome of the meeting held in the
framework of the CHEA on issues regarding the System of, Balart!:,es of the
National Economy. The meeting had suggested that the CHEA standing Committee
on Co-operation in the Field of Statistics include the integration of the two
accounting systems into its programme of work.
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57. Participants expressed tbeir gratitude to tbe autbors of t.be '''comparison
of total consumption of t.be population bet.ween Czecboslovakia anel Finland".
The Conference endorsed t.he recommendat.ion of t.he Working Part.y on National
Account.s and Balances, t:hat. t.be final version of tbis t'eport be used in t.be
preparat.ion of tbe Expert Group on SNA/Hl~S links and comparisons.

58. The Conference was informed of the results of tbe multilalteral work
undert.aken on the conversion of t.be national account.s of YugoslaviLa in t.erms
of SNA, as well as of t.be work done on t.his subject by Yug;oslavia in
eo-operation with EUROSTAT. The Conference was also informed tbat 'Finland and
the CHEA intended to prepare a glossary of the terms used in tbe SNA and MPS.

59. The Conference took note of the conclusions reacbed by tbe Working Party
at its fourteenth session. It agreed to postpone the fifteentb session of tbe
Working Part.y on National Accounts and Balances from 1989/90 to 1990/91, witb
tbe terms of reference previously approved, and to include in its programme of
work for 1991/92 a work session on National Accounts, to consider the content
of the Handbook on SNA/MPS links.

B. International comparison of real product and purcbasing power parities
(ICP)

Documentation: C8S/630

60. The Conference noted tbat tbe report on tbe European Comparison
Programme, 1985, bad been publisbed in tbe Statistical Standards and Studies
series.

61. The Conference WRS informed about tbe decisions of the Statistical
Commission as outlined in paragrapbs 40 to 43 of document CES/624. It noted
that t.be Commission bad requested the United Nat.ions statistical Office to
convene a meeting of an intersecretariat working group on ICP and that this
meeting was planned to be beld in July 1989.

62. The Conference noted with satisfaction tbat cour European countries ­
Czecholovakia, Iceland, Switzerland and the USSR - which did not participate
in the previous pbases of tbe comparison programme bave decided to join the
present phase of ECP. The USSR expressed its willingness to join t.he
programme in terms of a bilateral comparison conducted with Austria or another
European country.

63. Several part.icipants stressed t.hat high priority should be given to the
European Comparison Programme in t.he programme of work of the Conference.

64. The Conference expressed its gratitude to Austria for having hosted the
consultation on ECP, and noted with pleasure tbat Austria was ready to host.
the next consultation as well.

65. The Conference approved the conclusions of tbe consultation, as
present.ed in document CES/630, and agreed to convene Q further consultation on
the European Comparison Programme in 1991/1992 witb the terms of reference
suggested in CES/630.

66. During the session, a report bZO Aust.ria and Poland on a "Comparative
analysis of social e,..cpenditures and its finance" was made available to
part.icipants. The Conference welcomed t.his report. It was noted that t.be two
countries would continue t.heir work, presumably with the involvement of
additional countries. '
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C. Statistics of the distribution of income of households

Documentation: C8S/643

67. In addition to the summary report on the comparison of income
distribution between Hungary and the Hetherlands presented in CES/643, a
detailed progress report on the comparison was made available to the
participants at the plenary session. The Conference expressed its gratitude
to the authors of the study and noted that this report will also be submitted
to the work session on income distribution statistics, planned to be held in
September 1989.

68. It was pointed out that income distribution of households constitutes an
important part of the statistical practice of the two countries and that both
countries have a relatively well developed system of income statistics, Which
offered a good basis for the comparison. The experience obtained in carrying
out the study had been very instructive for the two countries.

69. The Conference conflt:med its decision to convene a work session on
income distribu.t.ion statistics in 1989/90, with the following terms of
reference: (1) review of the present stage of work on statistics I)f the
distribution of income of 'households and main directions of future
developments; and (ii) bilateral comparisons of .distribution of income.

D. Classifications of economic activities and of loods and gervic~

70. The Conference was infot1lled of the decisions of the United Rations
Statistical Commission regarding the revision of the ISle a~d the development
of the CPC. The Conference was also informed that the Economic and Social
Council had adopted these two classification systems.

71. The representative of the CHEA informed the Conference that the working
material for a conversion key between the SFTC and SITC, Rev.3 was now ready
and would be sent to the ECB secretariat shortly.

72. The Conference noted that several CHEA member countries intended to make
use of either the Harmonized System or the SITC, Rev.3 in their foreign trade
statistics, and that a meeting of experts on forei!n trade statistics,
convened by the CHEA, was planned to be held in June 1989. The Conference
noted that the question of foreign trade statistics will be considered
in-depth at its next plenary. session, and therefore it requested the CHEA
secretariat to present a report on changes in foreign trade statistics in CHEA
member countries at its next plenary session.

B. Agricultu~al statiBt~.6

73. The Conference noted that, due to the lllte availability of documents, it
bad been necessas;y ~o . postpone the nineteenth session of the Study Group on
Food and Agricultural Statistics in Europe. It therefore confirmed its
intention to convene the nineteenth session of the Study GroUp with the terms
of reference previously agreed, but in 1989/90 instead of 1988/89.

14. The Conference agreed to convene the twentieth session of the Study
Group in 1990/91, with the terms of reference suggested in CES/622.
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F. General anerSl statistic!

Documentation: CBS/631

75. 'rhe Conterenee at~~:'oved the results of the consultation by
correspondence as set out in document CBS/631. 'rheconcentrationof work in
thE!. near fut1.ire on the pUblication prograDllle of ECB in the fie14. of energy was
appre~iated and its value emphasized. The Conference noted with satisfaction
tbe increasing role of tbe Intersecretariat Working Group on Energy Statistics
in harmonizing botb tbe concepts used in international data collection an~tbe

data collection mechanisms• 'rile Conference endorsed tbe approach to seek
reduction in national response burdens tbrougb co-operation in tbe
Intersecretariat Working Group, which was seen as complementing in practice
the co-ordination acbieved tbrougb the ACC Sub-Committee on stati~tical

Acti.1/1ties.

76. 'rhe .Conference expressed the view tbat an integration of all conceptual
work dOne under tbe Commisssiont s work programme on energy statistics would
furtber promote ~be international comparabili~y of energy data and improve tbe
efficiency of international collection of energy data. The Confer:enee felt
that such an inte&ration could best be achieved under tbe heading of general
energy statiotics. The secretariat was asked to explore all possibilities for
sucb an intflgration and prepol;"G a detailed written report about the results of
this exploration for eonsiderationat tbe 1990 plenary sessicm.

G. statistics of enlineeriol industries a~td aut~~tion

Documentation: EHG.AUT/AC.1/16; CBS/AC.57/20

77. 'rhe Conference took note of operative paragrapb 7 of Decision D (44), by
Whicb tbe Bconomic Commission for Europe "requests tbe Working Party on
Engineering Industries Qnd Automation, in collaboration witb tbe Conference of
EuropealL Statisticians, to compile statistics for sectors of tbe engineering
industries which .are of c011II1ercial impc:l:l..ancetl

• In this respect, the
Conference was informed of the results of a Task Force on tbe revision of tbe
BCB/OECD questionnaire on engineering industries and automation. 'rhe Task
Force, whicb bad been convened by tbe Working Party on Engineering Industries
and Automation, was beld in Geneva from 8 to 9 June 1989.

78. The Conference approved tbe report of tbe second joint meeting on
questions of statistics concerning engineering industries and automation and
agreed to ccmvene a joint meeting on statistic!lJ ilf engineering industries and
automation in 1989/90 with the terms of reference suggested in CBS/622.

H. Transport statistics

Doeum,ntation: TRAHS/WP.6/115; CES/AC.62/32 and TRAHS/WP.6/R.15; CES/AC.62/29

79. The Conference approved tbe report of the Work Session on Price and
Quantity Indices in Transport and the report of the tbirty-nintb session of
the World.ng Party on Transport Statistics, both held unDer the joint auspices
of the Inland Transport Committee and of the Conference.

80. The Conference agreed to convene the fortieth session of the Working
Party on Transport Statistics, jointly with tbe Inland Transport committee, in
1989/90, with tbe te~ of reference suggested in CES/622.
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1. Statistics of services

Documentation: CBS/632; E/Co.3/1989/7

81. Information on tbe discussions and decisions of tbe Statistical
Commi~sion regarding tbe statistics of services, as reflected in paragrapbs 29
to 33 of.CES/624, was given to tbe Conference.

82. During discusQicm, sevet>al participants stressed the importance of
statistics of services, and requested tbat work on statistics of services in
tbe framework of tbe Conference progress as soon as possible towards practical
application. It was also r.equested tbat countries not participating in tbe
Voorburg Group receive tbe working material submitted to meetings of tbe Group
as soon as it becomes available.

11. The Conference agreed to convene a work session on statistics of
services in tbe ·first balf of 1990 witb tbe following terms of reference:
(i) review of tbe progress made to date by the various bodies active in tbis
area (including tbe Voorburg Group); and (H) furtber work by tbe Conference
ort statistics of services. This work session should be asked, inter alia, to
submit to tbe next plenary session concrete proposals as regards the topics to
be included on tbe agenda of a "full" meeting, to be convened in 1991.

84. The Conference noted tbat tbe Senior Economic Advisers to ECE
Governments bad decided to convene a Seminar on personal and collective
services, witb tbe recommendation tbat all the otber organizations involved in
tbe study of this subject be invited to participate and make a contribution.
The Conference encouraged national statistical offices to participate in the
Seminar.

J. Otber projects in tbe field of economic statistics

85. No questions were raised under this agenda item.

VIII. HE'lHODOLOGICAL DEVELOPHENT AND HARHONIZATION OF SOCIAL AND DEMOGRAPHIC
STATISTICS

A. Healtb statistics

86. The Conference agreed to convene tbe fifth ECE/WHO Joint Heeting on
Health Statistics in 1991/92. It also approved the proposed terms of
reference for tbe meeting, but agreed that the topic relating to tbe
International Classification of Diseases (ICD) should be amended to read
"problems encountered by countries in implementing or planning to implement
the ICD (Tentb Revision) and tbe ICIDH".

B. Statistics of education

Documentation: CBSIAC. 23148 ;IJNBSCO/CONF•88/ST.• 001116

87. The Confet'ence took note of tbe conclusi.ons of the Fifth ECB/UtlESCO
Joint Heeting on statistics of Education and approved its recommendations for
future work by the Conference.
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c. Population and housing censuses

Documentation: CES/SEH.25/9
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88. The representative of the united Nations statistical Office informed the
Conference of the statistical Office's. ,recent and planned future work in the
field of popuLation and llou~in& censuses. Reference was also made to the
outcome .of the discussion' on censuses Which took place at the 1989 session of
the Statlstical Commission (see CES/624, paras. 44-45).

89. The Conference took' note of the conclusions reached by tbe participants
at the Seminar on the Relevance and Importance of Population and Housing
Census Data which had been be1d in Wiesbaden at the invitation of the
Government of the Federal Ctepublic of Germany.

90. The Conferenee appro~ed the Seminar's recommendations for further work,
including its recommendation~: (i) that prOVision be made in the Conference's
programme of work for the pUblieation of a statistical volume containing basie
tables from tbe 1990 round of population and housing eensuses US!.lg inter alia
the reeommended core tabulation programme in the regional recommendations for
the 1990 round ()f censuses in the region; (!i) that tbe ECE secretariat serve
as a elearing house to faeilitate member countries exchanging census
questionnaires and other relevant information on censuses; and (iii) that the
Conference establish. a Group of Rapport-eurs to studv costing aspects of
population and housing. censuses in ECE countries.

held under tbe provision of that decision in Hungat'V in FebNat:y 1961. Th~

'.:ooferenee furtber noted that some deleg.ations at lobe: 5··9 June 1989 resumed
session gf the Economic Commission f~r Europe lia;! given support to further:
work by the Commission on the economic aspects of asiog of populati.on. It
s1tJo took note of the Executive Seer6Ut'y's coquest that t.he Conferenee give
the matter its consideration during its current plenary cessiQn.

103. A large number of participanta expl:'esse4 suPPoJ:'t for a SU'U\C1\stlon ft·om
the delegation of Canada tbat the ConferGn~e convene a seminar- on demograpbie
and economic consequences and implications of cbs~sins population age
structures In ECE countries under programma element 12.4.9, and tberefore the
Conference agreed to this proposal. It also noted that the seminar would be
interdisciplinary in nature and tberefo~$ that it would likely be of
considerable tntef.-est. t.o national statist.ieal offices, demographie institutes
and ot.her governmental inst.ttutions. Consequcmtly, it f."equested. the
secretariat. to confer' with participarlt.s at the Sept.ember 1989 Seminar on
Demographic Projections in order to devise more precis9 terms of reference for
t~e seminar which would be of sufficient interest and relevance to all these
various types of governmental institutions.
