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AGENDA COMMITTEE 

ORDER OF AGENDA ITEMS FOR THE SEVENTH SESSION 

Note by the Secretary-General 

1. The considerations affecting the Committee's recommendations 
regarding the order in which agenda items should be commenced 
(whether the initial stage is in plenary or in committee) include 
the length of time during which the key documents have been available 
to Members, the desirability of arranging related items so that 
members of delegations and of the secretariat attending the session 
for particular subjects may be released as soon as possible, and 
particular questions which affect specific items. 

The Secretary-General draws attention to the following such 
particular questions in connection with the items listed : 

Item 3 '(E/830) : Material for this item incorporating the replies 
to be received from Governments will-not be available until the later 
~art of the session. 

Itemfi 16, 48 : The I.R.O. have requested that these items should 
be dealt with in ti~e to leave· an appropriate interval before the 
commencement of the next session of the Preparatory Co~ission of the 
I.R.o., which immediat~ly follows the Council. 

Item 18 : The Mexican Government have requested that this item be 
placed among the last items to be considered. The Mexican Government 
states that it will transmit its comments on the ~raft co~ventions on 
F~oe4om of Information before 20th July, in view of the fact that it 
has adopted a procedure of consultation with the interested parties 
whose· collaboration will be necessary to the implementation of the 
conventions. 

Items 20. 22 : Having regard to the date of the International Labour 
Conference at San Francisco (June - July 1948) the appropriate 
documents will not have been available to Governments for an adequate 
length of time before the later part of the session.

Item 21 : The French Delegation have informed the Secretary­
General that Madame Lefaucheux, the Chairman of the Commission on the 
Status of Women, must leave for Indochina on 24th July, and request 
that this item be put at the top of the list~ 

ll~JD._?J. .. ..ill : The President of the Council has received a cable 
from the Chairman of the Commission on Narcotic Drugs asking that the 
report of the Commission should be placed as the first item on the 
agenda, in order to avoid delay in the signature of the Protocol 
relat~ng to non-synthetic drugs. 

-
As regards the report which the Secretary-General was· · 

instructed tq present to tho Co1l.!lcil r·ogarding a Commission of Inquiry 
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to study the effects of chewing the coca leaf,. the 
Secretary-~oneral has not yet received answers from the 
Governments concerned. The Report will therefore be 
submitted in the later part of the session. 

Item 23 (iil : In document E/821, the Chairman of the 
Permanent Central Opium Board requests that Part (ii) of 
item 23 be postponed to the next session of the Council, as 
the Board wish to give further consideration_to the question. 

Item 24 : The Executive Board of the ICEF is meeting in 
Geneva on 15th July. 

Item 2,2 : There are strong administrative reas.,ons for 
taking this item early in the session. 

Items 26~ 27, 28, 23 : These four items are closely­
inter-related. The Secretary-General's Coordination 
Commi ttoe, at its May session, .found that in order to 
discharge its responsibilities fully for the seventh 
session of the Council, particularly in connection with 
matters arising out of reports of specialized agencies, 
it would be necessary to have another meeting before the 
seventh session. This meeting is taking place on 15th 
and 16th July i:1 Lake Success, and the documents should be 
available to Hembers in the early days of the session. 

Also, it should bo pointed ·out that these i terns 
require for effective handling the assistance of an 
exceptionally large number of representatives of 
specialised age:1c·ies. 

In order to enable e
1

ffective arrangements to be 
made the Secretary··General strongly recommends that con­
siderations of these items should commence on Monday 2nd 
August, and that every effort should be made to complete 
them within the next ten or twelve days.
