IT. COMMUNICATIONS BY THE SECRETARIAT
(Agenda item 12)

The Commission was informed by the Secretariat of further
“developments concerning matters discussed by the Commission at previous
sessions, as well ag of other developments in the field of transport and
communications which the Secretarlat conaidered advisable to btring to the
attention of the Commission.
12 (a). United Nations Roed and Motor Transport Conforence
The Commission noted that the United Nations Conference on Road and
Motor Transport, which had been recammended by the Commiesion at ite
gecond session, would convene in'Genava. in August 1949 and noted the
provisional agenda of the Conference, which the Secretary-General had
prepared for circulation to the ‘Goverpments in accordance with the
Resolution of the Economic and Social Council authorizing the izolding
of the Conference.
12 (b) Euture Organization in the Field of Inlend Transpert in Asia
and the Far East ; . s _
The Conmission noted that its recommendation at-ite second session
that a Meeting of Inland Transport Experts of countries represented in.the
. ECAFE be convened had been endorsed by the ECAFE and by the Economic end -
Soclal Council., The Meeting would be held in the autwmn of 1949.
12 (c) Future Organization in the Field of Inland Transport in the
© Middle Fast ;
The Canmission was informed that owing to the postpenement by the
Economic and Social Council until its ninth session of its consideration
of the question of the establishment of an Economic Commission for the
Middle East, the Commission®s recommendation concerning a Meeting of
Inlend Txensport Experts of the Middle East to be convened by an Economic
Comission for that area had similarly been postponed by the Council.
12 (a) Future Orgenization in the Field of Inland Transport in Africs
The Cammission took note of the decision by the Economic and Social
Council at its seventh session not to take action on the Commission's
recamendation that the Secretery-General be requested to undertake’a .
atudy and to report on the noeds i’or, and problems concerning, a regionsl
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organization or regional organizations in the field of inland tranmsport in
Africa. The Council's decision was noted to have been based on the opinion
that Africa was not é. unit from th‘e'point of view of tranapoi't.  The
Conmission had it.eelf at its second aession, in ma.king 1ts recomendation
for a etudy by the Secretary-General, suggested that the latter in
addreesing an enquiry to Governments include among his quostions one as

to whether the Governmments concexrned wers of the opinion that Africa should
be considered as constituting one or two regions for this purpose. Where
Goverrments were of the lattei- opihion, they were to be aeked to indicate
what they considered the line of demarcation.

12 (e) Co-ordination Among Inland Tranenort Experts of the Different Regs.ans

The Commission took note of the Resolution of thg Economic and Social
Council at its seventh session, adopted on the recommendation of the Transport
and Cammunications Commission, drawing the attention of the reg\i'onal
economic commissions to the advan‘bﬁgss of permitting the participation,
in the work of their meetings of experts in the field of inland transport,
of experts from other reglons when questions which might af'fé_ct these .
latter regions are under considoration.'

12 (f) Provisional Trusteoship Questiomnaire

The Comission noted the information supplied by the Secretariat that.
the Economic and Social Council had decided to trensmit th_e reports of 1_,1:3'
functional sommissicns, iucluding that of the Tranapoi't and Cdmnuhications
Gamisqion, with reapect to the Provisional Trusteeship Questiomnaire,. to
the Trusteeship Council with the summry recordd of the meetings of the
Economic and Social Counc:ll which contained comments by members of the
latter Council concerning 'bhe recammendations of the functional commissions.
The Trusteeship Council had set up a sub-comnittee on the Provielonal
Questionnaire, which would submit its report to the session of the
Trusteeship Council which would be held in June 1949. The Chairman hoped
that the sub-committee would take account of the suggestions of the
Transport and Communications Commission.

12 (g) Travel Questions . : _

The' Commission took note of the report on "Travel Questions - Further
Developments" (document EfCN. 2/62) vhich had been prepared by the Secretariat
to a.ssist the Coomission in ite implementation of Economlc and Social Council
Resolution 35 (IV), adopted on 28 March 1947, which instructed the Conmission
to follow international developments in the fieid of travel and to report .
from time to time to the Council. Since the previous session of the
Commission a number of international bodies had been active in this field,:
their activities in some cases being of a world-wide character while in
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other cases the activity had occurred withir the American and European
regions. The Camission noted particularly Annex V of the Secreteriet
report, containing data relating to passports, visas and frontier
formalities collected by the Intermational Union of Official Travel
Orgenizations (LU,0.T.0,). The Commission decided to thank the I,U.0.T.O.
for this informetion and for its offor to supply any further information
that might be desired by the United Nations, and to ask the I.U.0.T.0. to
provide a similar report conceyning passports and frontler formalities
for the next session of the Transport and Communicatiens Comnission.
12 (h) Establishment of Priorities

In view of the difficulties set forth in the Canmission®s report
on ite second session in the establislment of priarities, and taking into
account the fact that the proposals formulated in the report of the present
sesslon of tho Cormission wonld nob emtall any special budgetery commitments,
the Camission refrained from trying to establish an order of priority
among the various matters on its programme of work resulting fram the present
report, as thie in ite opinion was not practicable.
12 (1) Transport and Commmnications Review

The Commission welcomed the insvguration by the Secretariat during
the pest year af the quartorly “Transport and Communications Review', which
the Camission considered a great improvement over the Monthly Summary of
Important Evente in the Fleld of Transport and Communications which the
Review replaced. The new Review contained articles, including contributions
from members of the Commission and heads of some speclalized agencies and a
section entitled "Survey of World Transport and Commmnicatiens". It was
noted that the desirability of continuing the latter section was under
review by the Secretariat. The comments of the members of the Commission
on this question would be taken inte consideration. A report of the
current session of the Commission and some of the papers considered by
the Camission would be published in forthcoming issues of the Review.
12 (J) Unification of Maritims Tonnage Measurement

The Commisgion had before it & document (E/CN.2/57) prepared by the
Secrotariat sumarizing the hietory of the international efforts to
achleve unification of maritime tonnage measurement. A conference held
at Oslo in 1947 with representatives of elght countries and observers from
two others, had signed a Convention to which had been annexed the draft
"International Regulations for Tomnage Measwrement of Ships" prepared by
a technical cammittee of the League of Nations, which had been completed
and circulated to Govermments in 1939. The members of the Commission were
in agrecment that this was an urgent question and one which should be
eonsidered on a world-wide basis. There was also egresment that the
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Inter-governmental Maritime Consultative Organization (IMCO) would be the
appropriate body to consider the question. As IMCO was not, however, yet
in being and the date on which it could be expected to start functioning
was not kmown, it was Telt some other means must be found in the meantime
to bring the qhestion before the Governments on & world-wide basis. The

’IIE. BARRIE!RS TO THE INTERNATIONAL TRAIHPORT OF GOODS
(Agenda 1tem 3)

The Camission had before 1t a paper by the Secretariat
(document E/CN.2/49) prepared, on the instruction 6f the Economic and
Social Council, in conjunction with the Executive Secretary of the Interim
Camission for the International Trade Organization (ITO). The Commiasion,
at its second seseion, had considered a report of the International Chamber
of Commerce (ICC) on the problem of Barriers to the International Transport
of Goods and recommended to the Council the preparation by the Secretariat
8 report containing e study of the respective competence of the varilous
international bodies concerned with this problem, and of the aspects which
might usefully be coneldered by the Commission. The report of the ICC
contained twelve recommendations, two of which according to the Secretariat®s
memorendwn were more particularly the concern of the Transport and
Communications Comuission. This refers to numbers 1 and 4, relating
to the reduction of the number of documente required in international
transport of .goods and to the abolition of the transit manifest. The
other gquestions were more specifically within tha pwrview of ITO, except
for certain ones which came within the scope of the International Civil
Aviation Organizetion (ICAO), IMCO, or the World Health Orgenization (WHO).~ ™
It wag, however, emphasized that all of the questions were closely related
and most of them could not be studied exclusively by one of the bodies
mentioned. ' ' ¥ :

/The Commission,
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The Commission, having discussed the respective competence of the
verious bodies as set out in the Secretariat's report, while agreeing that
1tems 1 and % fall more particularly within the competence of the Commission,
recognized that these as well as other elements of the problem of barriers
hed ‘both trade and trensport aspects which were in fact highly inter-related.
The problem wes one which urgently required consideration by Governments.
A difficulty lay however iIn the fact that the ITO was not yet in being,
and the Commission d1d not know whether the Interim Commission of the ITO
would consider itself competent to deal with the matter or not.

Baving considered this problem of procedwre at some length, the
Comission adopted the following resolution:

IV, DVTERNATIONAL ROAD TRANSPORT - FURTHFR PROBLEMS AND DEVELOPMENTS
(Agenda 1tem L)

The Camission had before it a roport on International Road Transpart -
Further Problems and Develomments (docwment E/CN.2/54) prepared by the

/Secretartiat
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Secretariat Iin response to a request by the Camission at its second
sesgsion, The Commission at that time, having recommended that a world
conferenco be convened to conclude & new convention to supersede the
obsolete Conventions of 1926 on Rpad and Motor Traffic, noted that there
were other problems in the fiold of road trensport besides those covered
by the two Conventions, and asked the Secretariat to report to the
Comrission on further developments. The Econamic and Social Council,
in deciding to hold the world comference, had added a third Convention
to those mentioned by the Cammission which were to be revised by the
Conference, namely the 1931 Convention on Road _Sie;aals‘. The threce
Conventions under revieion by the 1949 Conference would therefore be
those conceined with technical conditions for 1qtemtior’xa1 road ' transport.
There would remaein a number of other comditions for international road
transport on which agreement might be sought. Among the more important
problems relating to road traffic in general were those of Customs
Formalities, Civil Iiebility and Compulsory Insurance, and Fiscal Charges.
There were in addition problems peculiar.to commercial road transport,
including that of authorization for the operation within the various
countries of commercial vehicles registered abroad, and the problem of
the road transport contrect. On one of the guestions mentioned, that of
Customs Formalities, the Sub-Committee on Road Transport of the Inland
Transport Committee of the ECE had prepered three draft Customs Conventions,
on Touring, on Commercial Road Vehicles, and on the Intermational Twanepowt
of Goods by Road, respectively.

While the 1949 world Conference on Road and Motor Transport 19
concerned with the specific task of concluding ‘a world-wide Convention
to supersede the Conventions of 1926 on Road and Motor Traffic, and the
Convention of 1931 on Road Signals, the Secretary-General considered that
it would be desirable while so many road transport experts of the varilous
countries were assembled, to bring to their attention the questions referred
to above - including the three FCE draft Customs Conventions - in the hope
that their views might be secured on the further steps which should be
taken intermationally in the near future in the’ £161d of road tra.naport
The Secretarlat paper had therefore been prepared for the double purpose
of iInforming the Commisslon and the world Conference of the existence of
these further problems.

The Commission noted with satisfaotion the progresp which had been .
made, particularly by the Inland Tramsport Committee of the ECE and by
the Secretariat in its preparator:f work for the world Conference. The
Commission was of the opinion that while it was desirable that the question

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of the further steps which should be taken internaizionauy, including the
question of holding a furtl r conference to deal with same of the questions,
be considered by the world Conference, the European Govermments should not
congider themselves precluded from putting into effect in the meantime

the provieions of the ECE draft Customs Conventions on an interim basis

if they sc desired, perhaps through unilateral or other provisional action
by the Governments concerned.

V. TRANSPORT IN IATTI! AMERICA
(Agenda 1tem 5)

The Commission noted on the basis of a report by the Secretariat
(E/CN.2/50) that the Economic and Social Council, after considering a
recamendation by the Cammission at ite gecond session and & recommendation
by the Econamic Camission for Iatin Amorica (ECIA) adopted at the first
session of the latter, on 28 August 1948 edopted a resolution concerning
Transport in latin America. With respsct to Inland transport, the
Troansport and Communicatlons Cormission had recommended that the Council
refer to ECIA the consideration of the means best sulted to promote the
solution of problems in the fisld of inlend tremsport in Iatin America.
The Council in its resolution recognized that this question should be
studied by ECIA with appropriate assistance from the Transport and
Cammunications Commission. The Commission would therefore await a request
from ECIA for assistance. _

The Council, in accordance with the recommendetion by ECIA, requested
the Trensport and Commmnications Commfssion to make a further study of the
problems of maritime shipping, including freight rates, affecting Latin
America, in order to facilitate consideration of these matters as soon
a8 possible in ECIA.

The Comuission on the basls of the extracts fram the discussions
of the latter question during the first sessicn of ECIA and during the
soventh session of the Economic and Social Council contained in the
report of thé Secretariat, came to the conclusion that the eléments of
the problem had not been suificiently brought out and that therefore
the Comission was unable to consider in what menner the problem should
be dealt with. Some members of the Camilssion felt that the question
would be one in the technical ccompetence of a body constituted specifically
to deal with maritime questions. One member of the Commission was of
the opinion that the problem of freight rates was not appropriate for
censideration by an inter-govermmental body.

On the basis of the replies it appeared that some progress had been ma.de

unilateral basis of the visa requirements Most of the Govermnente replyine
to the Secretéry-cemrol'e two enquiries had indicated that their practices
conformed with the recommendations of the Meeting of Experts insofar as

vas compatible with oxleting conditions. '

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The Members of the Commission from €zechoslovakia, the Union of Soviet
Socialist Republics and Yugoslavie were of the opinion that the guestion of
pagsports and frontier formalities was one of domestic concern to Govermments,
and not within the competence of the Commission or of the United Nations.

The preliminary report was & sfudy
of the first of these questions, namely the problem of establishing the
economic and technical statistiéal re}g,uiraments in the transport fleld. It ~
contained a minimum 1ist of statisticel series of intermational interest
which it would be useful to havebava.ilable on an internationally comparable
basis, The series were considered from the stand;ioint of availability, as
well as from that of their economic and technical importance. Thie document

would be transmitted to the Statistical Commission with the comments made
by the Membors of the Transport and Cammmnications Commission. The other
problems, namely those of achieving comparadbility and of standardizing forms
would bo studied later, The Council had instimcted the Secretary-Ceneral to
make the study in consultation with the specialized agencies and regional
economic commissions concerned. This would be done before the study was
put Into final form. Tt was explained to the Commission by the Secretariat
that the recommended statistical series weie based on officially published
figures in the various countries. The Statistical Office complled
statistics and based all its studies on the official statistics of
Goverrments, supplemented Where necesgary by correspondence with the
GCovermments concerned. The published mories would be sufficlent in the
rroliminary stages of the prescnt study. As a final stage the report would
be circulated to the governments for cemment.

IX, CO-ORDINATION OF TNIAWD TRANCRPORT
(Agenda item 9)

The Commission consldered a repoxt on the gquestion of the co-crdination
of inland transport prepared by the Secretariat on the inatruction of the
Economic and Sc‘acia.l Council, The Council's instruction had been based cn
the Camisalon's recommendation at its second session that ths Secretary-

results of a study to be madeé by the Internetionsl Chamber of Cammerce (ICC)
as might be commmnicated to the Secretarist and, inter alia, such other
pertinent information as tho Secretariat might obtain from Interested
speclal age'nciea, the regional economic commissions of the Econamic and
Social Council or any other competent intermational vodies., The ICC had
been mnsble to complete its atudy of co-ordinetion, but had submitted a
trief preliminary statement, The Secretariat, in its paper, had
incorporated the statement of the ICC, togsther with information recelved
from the International Union of Railwaye (UIC), the Pan-American Railway
Congress Assoclation, as well as certain other available published
information, The regional econcmic commissions had only tentatively
epproached the problems In accordance with its instructions, the i
Jecretariat had not asked Governments to submit thelr comments on the
subject, although it was felt that taeir collaboration would eventually
be needed in order to make-a really complete and authoritative survey.

Membors of the Commission drew attention to various aspects of the
problem of co-ordinetion, inter alia, to the existence of three points of
viow with respect to this problem, namely those of Govermments of carriers
and of transport users, The UIC represented the point of wview of railway
carriers, whllst the point of view of users was represented by the ICC.
It was also pointed out that there were two aspects of co-ordination which
should be distinguished, namely (1) the physical integration of transport, e.g.
the use of road transport to supplement rallways, and (2) the division of
funciions between the different forms of transport. The latter was the
difficult sconomic question. It was also stressed that insufficient
attention had been paild to the international aspects of tho problem of
co-ordination. The interest of the Imtermational Labour Office was
reiterated. The question had been brought before the Commiesion originelly
at ths request of the Inlend Transport Cormittee of the ILO which was
concerned with the effects of the structure of the inland transport
= industry on labour and employment.
’ The Commission was of the opinion that, while it was desirable to
recelve the completed report of the ICC, in the meanwhile bthe Secretary-Ganeral
tshould procéed without delay with the further study of the problem, to this
end sseking the views of additional organizations in the field of transport
in order to supplement the information already in hand.

X. APPLICATION OF THE CENTRAL COUNCIL OF INTERNATIONAL TOURING FOR

(Agenda item 10)

The Commission at 1ts second session had considered a request fram
the Econmic and S>cial Council to give its opinion on the application for
consultative status of five non-govermmental organizations in the field of
transport. The Comnission had made recommendations with respect to four
of the &ganizations. Concerning the fifth organization, the Central
Council of Tnternational Touring, the Commission had requested the

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Sscretariat to supnly further information with respect to two questlons,
namely whether the Central Council had euthority to epeak for 1ts members
through 1ts authorized representatives, and whether the granting of
consultative status to it needed consideration, in view of the fact that
cortaln of the organizations which constltute lte membership had already
applied individually flor consultative status, and thelr applications had
elther been granted or were under consideration by the Econamic and Socilal
Councll. The information awvallable cancerning these two questions had
been put before the Conmission in document E/CN.2/59. The Secretariat, on
the basis of this information, thought that the Central Council of
International Touring did not have autkority to speak for its members
throush authorized representatives. Two of the seven principal members of
the Central Council had recelved category B consultative status while
two others had also been granted 1t subject to the exclusion of. thelr
Spanish affiliates. The other three had not applied for consultatlve status.
The Cormission, on the basis of this information, adopted the following
rosolution:

XI. CIASSIFICATION OF INLAND TRANSPORT
(Agenda item 11)

The Commission had berore it a paper (document E/CN.2/61) prepared by
the Secretariat discussing the use of the term "inland transport", in
various internatlonal bodies. The question of the means of transport which
should be iznde;'stood by the term "inland transport" had arisen during the
Second Session of the Transport and Communications Commission. The Secretariat
had been instructed to bring the me.tte:r to the attention of the Cammiesion
at its third seasicn. '

The Cormission was of the opinion that 1t would be desirable for
practical purposcs to arrive at an agreement on the fields of transport to
be understood within the meaning of the term "inland transport”, particulerly
with referonce to avoiding overlapping and conflict of competence. Howe"ver,
although there was general agrecment on the inclusion of certain means of

/trancport
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transport in the term "inlend transport", namely rail, road and inlend
vatervay transport, as well as pipelines, difficulty was encountered with
respect to the inclusion ar exclusion of certain other means of transport,
particularly seaports, coastal shipping, and aviation within continental
limits, ' . :

Some meubers of the Commission felt that regional inland trensport
bodies should be eble, when necessary, to consider in conjuncticon with inland
transport matters problems in other fields than inland transport.

As & result of 1ts discussions, the Commission came to the conclusien
that the field of inland transport did not lend itself to loglcal definition
but that a classification could be made of the means of transport which
unquestionably fall within this field. It accordingly adopted the following
resolution: : :

XII. PROBLEMS IN THE FIELDS OF THE INTERNATIONAL TRADE ORGANIZATION
AND THE INTER-GOVERNMENTAL MARITIME CONSULTATIVE ORGANIZATION

The Commission, in the course of its discusslon, particularly with
respect to tonnage measurement and barriers to the international transport of
goods, was lmpressed with the difficulties which it encountered in dealing
with some urgent problems becauge they fall within the fields of the
International Trade Organization and the Inter-governmental Maritime
Consultative Organization, and neither of these Organizations has yet come
into being., The Commission accordingly adopted. the following resolution:
