At th~ Chaiw.an'a request, Dr. · szemi~ SZE (CHINA) mal!e a few 

observations on his proposal. He rocalled that, as the United States 

re~resentative had pOinted . out to the Commission, paragraphs 1, 3, 4l, 
. . 

5 and 6 mad.e . provision "for measures which were virtually in force thanks 

to General MacArthur's initiative. As :regards paragra!)h 21 providing for 

the .eetabliebment of a stock-pile of narcotic drugs, the Cammit~e ¥)ul4 

certainly require the opinion of t~e Legal Department of the tnited 

Nations. The. proble~ was to ascertain wi.tether the United Iiatic·ns vera 

authorized by . ~he Charter to assume the reaponaibili ties enta.Ued. by the 

establishment of such stock-pile.

With regard to paragraph 7, providing for supervision by United Nation!S 

inspectors, the questio!l was whether 1 t would be legal for tM.e to be 

carried out by the Organization. The Delegation of C'.aina held the vi~ 

that such supervie~on was necessary. 

Mt-. SCHREIBER (LEGAL DEPARTMENT OF THE UNITED NATIONS) replied.
