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1, Under agenda item 5L the Fifth Committee considered the budget estimates

of the United Nations for the financial year 1962 as well as certain related
items.éf The Committee reccmmends a gross appropriation for 1962 of $82,1hk,Tho
snd en estimete for income (other than income derived from staff assessment )

of $5,391,800, Thke net expenditure for 1962 is thus estimsted at $76,752,940.

2. As regards the Working Capltel Fund, the Cormittee recommends that the
level of the Fund should be maintained for 1962 at thé level of $25 million, as
approved for the current year.

3. The Committee further recommends a 1962 estimate for staff asseessment

income of $8,670,250 for transfer in the course of 1962 to the Tax Eqpaiization
Fund from which credits are distributed %o Membef States In sccordance with
General Assembly resolution 973 (X) of 15 December 1955.

L. For its exemination of the budget proposed for 1962, the Committee had
before it, as basic documents, the budget estimates submitted by the Secretery-
Genersl (A/L770) end the related report of the Advisory Committee on Administrative
and Budgetary Questions (A/h814). In addition, revised estimates for a number

of appropristion sections were congidered on the basis of additional feports of
the Secretary-General and the Advisory Committee.

5. The Fifth Committee ackncwledges with apprecistion the valuable contribution
which the Advisory Commlttee has made through its expert consideration of a

large number of items. The Committee is grateful also for the assistence rendered
throughout the session by the Chairmen of thet Committee, who, in accordance with
past practice, was invited to take a continuous part in the deliberations.

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Chapter T

INTRCDUCTICN AND GENERAL DISCUSSICN

6. The general discussion on the 5udget estimates for 1962 was held ot fourteen
reetings between 6 October and 1 November 1961. These meetings fell in the
period between the death of the Secretary-General on 18 Septerber and the
eppointment of his successor on 3 November 1961. Two topics predominated
throughout the meetings. The first concerned the filling of the wvacant post of
the Secretary-Ceneral and embraced the related question of the structure and
organization of the Secretariat. Ths second topic wae the geographical
distribution of the staff of the Secretariat,"which} as an agenda ltem of the
current session, is the subject of a separate report to the General Assembly
(A/....). The views of delegations on the two topics are summarized in the
Official Records of the Committee, and the-presenthreport is eccordingly limited,
very largely, to the strictly budgetary aspects of the discussion.

T. Dumerous references were ﬁade, in the course of the gereral discussion, to
the progressive increases in the vegular budget that had cecurred in the period
1956 to 1962, a8 illustrated by the following figures:

8. It was recognized by a number of representotives that in submitbing initisl
egtimates for 1952 that exceeded the 1961 appropriations by so slight a margin
a8 0.77 per cent, *“he Secretary-General had in fact achieved "the twin objectives
of securing, on the one hand, a level of expenditure for 1962 which is as close
as possible to that approved for 19561, vet, on the other, mking the_ﬁecessary
provision to meet the expanding worl: programmes required by decisions of the
principal organs, the enlarged conference activity and other unavoidable cost
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increases.“ij While revisions of the 1962 estimetes necessitated by decisions
taken after the svbmission of the estimates might raise the figure of increase
by some $7 millicn or conceivably by more, the Secretary-General's discretion
and freedom of action were severely limited; the revisions were attributable
1argelylto actions taken by the Councile or the Main Committees of the General
Assembly; the regpongibility of Members in that respect could not be
overeupphasized, and it was neither fair nor reasonable Tor delegations to ascribe
%o the Searetariat responsibilify for the direct fiﬁancial consequences of their
own decisions. Other factors of incréase, such as dost-of-living viaes or
statutory salayry increments, were likewise not within the Seccrestary-General's
control. i - -
9. Beyond these considerations, vhich in the maln had to do with the respsctlive
conpetence of United Nations organs - the General fssembly, the Councils
\Secretary-General - several delepgations expressed the oplnicn that '
a fixed level of expenditure wos not desirable, even if it could
be imposed, in a growing and dymamic organization which was asked to undertaie an
increasing mmber of taslks in ever vﬁdening fields of responsibllity. Hevertheless,
there remained the harsh faoc that, the necessery contributions had not been and
8ti11 were not forthecoming to firance the authorized United Natione activitiles as-
e whole, with the resvlt that, evsn at the present level of activity, the
Orgenization might face a finanecial bankruptey. |
10, Over the pest five years, the gross ftotal of the United Nations budget had
increased by nearly 50 per cent to approximately $73 million, and the total costs
oft the Uhited Naticns family of organizations might amcunt in 1962 to between
$h50 and 5500 million. The finencing of expenditure of that order entailed a
reel sacrifice on the part of all Member States, large and smell - on the part
of countries striving to mobilize their resources for the developrent of their
own econonies, and even on the part of countries which, while shouldering the-
major burden of United Wations and agency contribufions, were also anxious to
support thelr own programmes of techrical assistance in meny parts of the world.

Iz was true that, in compsrison with the anmiel cost of armaments or space

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explucation, $500 million was not a large sum; 1t was, however, sulstantial in
relation to the sums available for economic and social developuent and other.
constructive purposes.

1l. Because of the progressive expansion of activities, it was the duty of the
Committee dlosely to scrutinize each new programme and‘ngw item of expenditure in
order to make sure that the increasing cells on the limited ,I'escrurcea of the
Member States were fully justified in every case. That duty would arise even if
tﬁe Tinancial position of the Orzanization were well assured. The desperate
sitnation of the moment obviously called - Tar more imperatively - for 8 policy
of retrenchment and austerity, for, if the Unlted Hations continued to incur
commitments not fully matched by revemme, it wevld either suffer & financial
collapse which, in dashing thé hopes of all mankind, would do incalculable harm,
or it would be reduced to the status of s pensioner dependent on the charity of
its richer Members - a status Jar removed from the Charter principles of the
collective responsibility of Members and their sovereign eqpalluy.

12. Severe criticism of the Secretariat was expressed by sowe delegations on the
ground that it had failed to maintein an attitude of impartiality and cbserve

the .Charter of the United Nations and the Financial Regulations. The Secretariat
had circumvented the exclusive prerogative of the Security Council to decide on
the allocation of funds for peace-lieeping operations. Under Article 11 of the
Charter, any questlon relating to the maiatenace of internatiohal peace and
security, including the gquestion of the financing of operations Tfor that purpose,
mist be referred to the Security Gouncil on the adwministrative and financial
implications of proposals under consideration in the Council. The Council had
been excluded from decisions on the Tinancing and staffing of poiitical

missions, on the extension of the terms of such missions, and on the allocation
of funds for an ensuing financial year. As a result, a number of nissions
established many years before were contiming to SPend funds without doing any woukk.
135, An equally unsatlsfactory 31tuat10n prevailed in regard to the firancing of
operations under the regular Unlted Niations programme of technical assistance.
Decisions on the execution of such programmes were taken by the General Assembly
- and the programmes were financed from the regular budget. There was, however, no

provision in the Charter empowering either the General Asserbly or any cther body
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to take decislons imposing obligations of that nature on all Member States. Such
programres should be financed from an operational budget or a special Tund '
established by agreement among Menber States.

14, Where administretive expendlture was concerned, the Secretariat had falled,

| in_the opinioh of thege delegations, to exercise the proﬁer degree of control.

A number of superflucus posts had been established at high levels, and unwarranted
expenditure wes incurred on consulLants, official travel and other items. As a
result of its administrative laxity, the budget had risen from $47 milliion in 1955
to $7% million in 1961, while for 1962 a further increase of some $10 miliion was
in prespect. A reform of the finanecial and budgetary system.gas urgently called
for, first, in order to preclude the use of United Nations funds in furtherance

of the political aims of any group of Member States, and, secondl&,,in order ©o
ensure the striciest economy and conbtrol over expenditure.

15. The Soviet Union delegétion accordingly proposed the adoption of the
following measures:

() TFirst, operatiornal expenditure - for example, expensee comnected with
the maintenance of international peace and security and with technicel assistance -
should be excluded from the regular budget of the United Nations, which would thus
cover only the edministrative expenses necessary to maintain the Secretariat and
the activities of the various organs of the United Nations, and to provide for the
upkeep of premises at Headquarters and other offices; |

(b) Secondly, the ennual administrative budget should be stebllized at a
given level; deviations from the level would be authorized only in exceptional
circumstences and by express decislon of the General Assembly;

(c) Thirdly, if the finencing of peace-keeping operations, the provisions
of the Charter, and in particular Articles 11, 43 and 48 should be strictly
observed; in other words, the Security Council must consider and adcpb decisions
in matters relating to the maintenance of interﬁational peace and security,
including the provision of the necessary funds. The General Assembly could
consider anrd approve such expenditvure only after an affirmative decision of
the Security Council. TIn regerd to Councll decisions involving the expendlture
or funds, the Secretariat, in compliance with article 13.1 of the Financial

Regulations, mst submit to the Council a report on the administrative and
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financial Implications. In eddition, before the close of each financial Vear,

the Secrgtariat should submit to the Counecil reports indicating the cost of

continuing in the ensuing yeaf anyfmeasures previocusly authorized by the Councii;
(d) Fourthly, the apportionment of the cost of providing technical

agsistance to the less developed countries, and of executing the various programmes

in the economic, soeial end kindred fields must be the subject of a special

agreement among the Member States prepared to do their part in the Firencing of

the sctlivities. Such a system would permit of a considerable expansion of the

United Nations programmes of technical assiétance, for, by‘correcting the

exigting unsatisfactory situastion, 1t would remove an obstacle to the Pull

participation of & number of Menmber States.

16. Other delegations, dissenting from the foregoing views (paras. 7 to 10 above),

considered Artiecle 17 (2) of the Charter to be conclusive on the question of the

ezpenses of the Orgenigzation and the methiod of their apportionment. In eny

evenf, as the corplaints came from a group of Members which includes States

represented on the Security Council, they should surely have been ventilated,

long since, in the Council itself. While inability to pay could be understood,

refusal to do so by £hose vho were abie could not.

17. Delegations addressing themselves to the question of pricrities Tully agreed

with the Chairman of the Advisory Committee that the applieation of priorities

could only be given reality if Members themselvee kept the need for economy in

the forefront of their minds (A/C.S/BSE, para. 1k). The view was expressed that,

elthough rmch progress - for which the Secretariat deserved great credit - had

been made in recent years in the appli%ation of priorities, much still remsined

to be done. 'The Secretary-Genefal’s analysis of expendliure for the years 1956 -

1961 by main fields of activity (A/C.5/870) showed that, while there had been a

considerable expansioﬁ of priority programmes during that period in the economic

and social fields, the increase in other programmes had been to some extent

restrained. The process of compensation between thoss two categories of prograﬂmbs

should be carried further. Properly understood, the spplicaticn of priorities

did not consist solely in controlling expansion in sectors of low or deciining

importance., TIn a dynamic orgenization it was essential to make positive reductions

end thus release resources from sectors where the work programme was declining in

/

J e
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absoiute or in relative terms; it was, in other wovds, essential thet the
distributlen of resources within the tudget fatals shauld be vigilantly but
flexibly controlled. In fact, hcwever, there had beeir no decline in any of the
rain fields of expenditure between 1956 and 1961. Even in the Trusteeship
Department,\in spite of the accession to independence of so weny countries in
recent years, edpendlture had risen slightly. Yet, the proceas of emancipatlon ’
had itself been responsivle, in larze part, for the welcome increase in the
economic and social programmes of the United Nations, end, to that extent, the
increase should be matched by a compensatory decline in other sectors.

18, Soame delepations consgidersd that the Economic and Social Covuncil could
clearly do more in esteblishing vriorities in the fieldg that lay within its
corpetence. Thus, it had in part reversed the {rend towards biemmial sessions
of its functional comrissions &espite the evidence that the helding of annual
sessions, far from offering advantage, mighﬁ actually hamper the erffective
execvtion of programmes. To cite snother example - in the fieid of huren rights,
the Council might reasoﬁably give priovity to the holding of high-level seminars
in preference to the unproductive practice of compiling detailed legal studies.
In general, the Council appearsd to pay too little attention to rule 34 (3) of
its rules of procedure, under which it was required to indicate, vhenever
appropriate, the ?riority or degree of urgency which attached Lo projects, and %o
specify the projects that might be deferred, modified or elimineted. That '
reguirement had scarcely been observed in practice and the Council had so far
giﬁen no indication of the items in its work programme which might be deferred
until such time as suitable provision could be included in the maln budget
estimates.

19. These delegatbions felt that the Secretariat alsc might be more zealous In
applying the system of priorities to the economle and social fields, for whereas
the 1962 estimates disclosed a progfessive improvement in the co-ordination of
efforts, in keeping with the resolutions of the General Assenbly and the Cduncil,
the record as regards the system of priorities was less satisfactory: there was
in fact little evidence that older and less valuable projects were being '
discontimied, or even that they were belng identified and azssigned to a lover

order of priority; Furthermore, although the Secretary-General had drawn the

/eo.
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Council's atlention at its thlrty-second session to General Assembly

regsolution k9 (XIV) concerning the deferment of new projects, he had dore so
only at a late stage and somewvhat unobtrusively. He had also failed to submit
gn analysis of the budget estimates by rain fields of aectivity during the session.
The Secretariat had likewise neglected to submit a writien report on the '
concentration of activities; its oral observations had contalned no suggzstions
for specific action by the Council.

20, A mmber of delegations offered critical comment on the present structure
and form of the budget estimates. They contended that there was gcope for a
pruning of the estimates since they contained ltems which were not specifically
estimates of‘expenditure or income. FPor example, the proposal to.establish
gdditional bermanent or temporary posts did not, in their oplh_on, accord with
accepted rules of budgetéry procedure. The establishment of such posts should
be the subhject of specific resolutions of the Genersl Assembly, while the
estimates themselves should merely reflect the financial conseguences of such
decisious. Moreover, no single ciiterion appeared to be in force for the
classification of expenditure. tipenditure, for example, under Part V was
classified according to a functional eriterion; under Part VII, according to

the eriterion of administretive unite. Logieally, it would be a sounder practice
Yo apply the criterion of administrative units to the whole budget and to mesign
a secondary place to other eriteria. TFurthermore, no dis*inction vas mads in
the budget bLetween administrative and cperational expendltu*e in spite of the
Pact that such a distinction was 1Dd1spensably required for deterriring the
rethod of financing and the approprlauelscale of assessrent. In general, the
improvement of the Organization's Financisl Regulations could do much to solve
its Tinancial difficulties. The virtually automatic approval of supplementary
and revised estimmtes, the establishment of new posts ir the oudget, the
unrestricted transfer of credits within budget sections, and the somevhat liberal
provisiouas that governed unforeseen expenditures were all factors conducing to a
lack of budgetary discipline which must be avoided if the Organizaticn was to
regein g sound firaneisl bqsis. ' .

2lL. *they represeﬁtatives pointed cut that the mejorlity of the Comnittee had

hitherto been satisfied with the structure of the tudget and by the contimuing
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refinement of the form of presentation, which comprised moreover a progressive
increase, from year td year, in the volume of information furnished to the Member
States. It was also to be noted that although.new posts were not specifically
authorized in a General Assembly resolution, the Secretary-General was required
to submit at each session, together with his budget estimestes, a corprehensive
and binding menning-table for all established posts; that constituted a very
adcqpate measure of budgetery contrel which could hardly be improved by the
submission of an ad hoe resolution of the Assembly.

o2, The representstive of the Secretary-General pointed out that the present
form of the budget, to which many references had been made, was the result of &
decision taken in 1959 to exteﬁé Por a two-year period an experiment initiated
in 1958. During the entire period of the experiment there had been consultatlons
with the Advisory Committee and, as & result, additional tables had been
incorporsted in the budget, for ithe information of the Members. The present
form permitted greater flexibility in the use of staff and {thus ensured the
maximum possible use of the total resources of the Secretariat. The modest
increase in the nurber of Professional posts dufing the pest six years and the
efforts made to limit requests for additicmal posts in 1962 testified to the
effectiveness of the current form of budget presentation.

25. The budget should not,‘however, be merély g collection of estimates for
specific purposes. Tt should also be so designed as to facilitate the review
and control of expenditure by the General Assaﬁblg, while enabling the
Secretary-General to make the wmost flexible use of the resources authorized
under each section. The 1961 and 1962 budgets, he submitted, went far in
meeting those criteria. They included, Tirst of all, estimates for the execution
of work programmes in the established offices of the United Netions. Those were
followed by estimateé covering work progremmes in the field, ard at the end came
the estimates Tor special offices. But in the final anslysis, the level of

the combined estimates depended primarily on the levél of the authorized
programmes. In consequence, whereas the estimates for the established offices
were more suscepbible to control, and indeed represented the more stable portion
of the total budget, the estimates for technical prograxmes and field missions

were necessarily subject to wider fluctuation. Reference had also been made to

/...
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the possible separation of operational expenses frem the regular budget; that
guestion raised considerations which went far beyond those of a purely technical
or budgetary character. If, on the other hand, it was desired to stabilize the
"administrative budget®, it would be necessary, in the first place, to determine
sn appropriate level for administrative expenses. Taking the current level of
expenses a5 the only logical point of departure, one might reasonably contend that
the administrative budget could not be cut below the present level unless, at
the same time, there was & corresponding reduction in the level of programmes.
Any decialon to that effect would have to be teken by organs whose ruling would
not be open to question. The responsibility for establishing priorities for
programmes or services rested with the Member States, and the Secretarlat should
not be called upon to exercise that kind of finel judgement.

Section 18 - Special missions

2L, The Committee gave much attention, in connexion with the first reading of
section 18, Special missions,é/-to the matters ralsed in paragraph 259 of the
Advigory Committee's budget report (A/4814), the text of which is reproduced below:

"In exemining the estimates for the special missions provided for in this
sectlon, the Advisory Committee has borne in mind that these operatilons

owe thelr existence to declsions of the Security Couneil and the General
Aspenbly. Pending e decision by the appropriate organ that a mission
should be discomtinued or that the scope of its functions should be changed,
1t 1s the responslbility of the Secretary~General to ensure that each
mission 1s meintained at & level commensurate with the adequate fulfilment
of the purposes for which 1t was set up. Within this Pramework, the
Advisory Committee has elweys felt free to scrutinize and comment upon

the Secretary-General's proposals with a view to ensuring that the
activities concerned were being administered in the most economicel and
effective manner. To the same end, the Committee would point to the

need, especially in the case of missions which have been in exlstence for
some time and are likely to conbtinue, for a perilodic review of administrative
and organizetional requirements in the light of developing circumstances.”

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25, Some dglegations, while conecurring in the observations of the Advisory
Comitbee, felt thet they did not go far enough. Tt was the practice of the
Secretariat - these delegations contended -~ to determine the composition of,

and exercise a general control over, the special missions thet had been established
by the General Assembly or the Securlty Council. “The Secretariat had moreover

a tendency to perpetuate missions that had been set up in the distant past,

gt times in violation of the Charter; apart from the latter consideration,

.gome of the missions, though perbaps necessary gt the date of thelr establishment,
no longer served a useful purpose of functioned actively. It was therefore a
clear responsibliity of the Secretariet to draw asttention tb the continuing cost
of such nissions and to refrain from automafically proposing recurring gnnual
sporoprigtions calculated to keep them indefinitely in existence. The Comuittee
should serve notice that further appropriations would not be recomuended for auy
of the special'missions unless the parent organs confirmed the need for continuing
the missions, redefined their secope and functions, and specifled their anticipated
duration. The Secretariat, for its part, had failed in the patent duty of
reporting to the Security Council or the General Assembly on the scope of the
activities of the missions and submittiné_estimates of the related expenditure.
26. Other speakers taking part in the discussion considered that, while scme
economles under section 18 might conceivably be possible, the Secreteriat could
not properly be held responsible for the perpetuation of any of the specisl
missions. Unléss and until instructed to the contrary, the Secretariat had no
option but to assume that there was a continuing need for misslons instituted

by the policy-making organs of the'United Nations. Any member of the Security
Council could at any time propose achtion to wind ﬁp e mission which 1% regerded
as no longer necessary, and any Mewber State could ‘take similar action in the
General Assembly. By the anmuel submission of buﬂge% estimates, the Secretarlat
kept the Assewbly and, through 1t, the Security Council fully 1nformed of the
continuing costs of the missions; the financizl implications of the missions

were therefore known to the sppropriating suthority. It was exclusively for

the Members which had created the migsions to take any policy decisions that

were, in thelr opinion, appropriste in the circumstances.

Jun
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27. The representative of the Secretary-General pointed out that the |
Secreéariat's initiative in the matter was a very limited cne. Pending a decision
by the competent organ thet e particular mission should be discon%inued or the
scope of its functidns changed, it was the responsibility of the SBecretary-General
to ensure its edequate maintenance and servielng. While the ofiﬂinal resclutions
of the General Assembly or the Securlty Council were in some cases not as explic1t
as was desirable - and thus left & certain latitude to the Secretariat in
determining what was an adequate level -~ the Secretariat had no authority to
initiate fundamental political aétioﬁs. The responsibility that did devolve upon
the Secretariat, within limitetions, was to see that there was due regard to
economy and efficiency in the operation of the missions. Tt wWas not correct to
say that the Secretariat defined the nature and scope of tihe operation or
détermined the budgetary provision that should be made. It merely maede budgetary
proposeals to the General Assembly; the Advisory Committee had much o sey, and
the Fifth Comnittee everything, about such proposels.
28. At the 80hth meeting, the Czechoslovak representative proposed the following
text for lnclusion in the Fifth Committee’s report on the 1962 budget estimates:

"The Fifth Committee endorses the observations of the Advisory Committee

on Administrative and Budgetary Questions conteined in paragraph 259 of its

ninthl report to the General Assembly at its sixteenth session (A/481L), and
emphasizes:

(a) That the appropriate orgens which esteblished the missions for
which provision is included in section 18 should review the scope
and functions as well as the need for continuatlon of these missions,
and

(b) That pending such exemination, the Secretariat should review thé
administrative and orgenizational reqguirements of these missions in the
light of developing circumstancgs."
29. At the 868%th meeting, the Czechoslovak representative expiained that in
drafting paragraph (b) of its proposal {4/C.5/L.6T79), his delegation had not
intended to assign to the Secretariat tasks which fell outside its provinece, but
to call for the preparation by the Segretariat of the necessary background papers
of a technicel character. To cbviate anmy possible asmwbiguity, ke was prepared
to substitute the following text:

"(b) The Fifth Committee further requests the Secretsry-General to
bring this decision to the attention of the competent organs.”
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30. Other representatives saw difficulbdy in retaining the proposed dreft text
(A/C.5/1.679) even in its revised form. Paragraph (&) did not reflsct the tenor
of the Advisory Committee's cbservations (4/481%, para. 259), which were based
on the premise that the parent orgens were aware of what had to be done. The
Fifth Committee clearly had no authority to teke political decisions, and it was
likewlse not entltled, on the pretext of pursuing economy, to reguest any organ
to take a political declislon. Tt would bé preferable simply to guote the entire
text of paragrepl 259 of the Advisory Committee's report as representing the
views of the F1fth Comittee. Concurring in that suggestion, the representative
qf Czechoslovakia withdrew his proposal. ‘

31. Some delegations nevertheless felt that it would be within the Fifth
Committee's competence to adopt a variant of parsgraph (a) and "express the hope
that the appropriate organs which established the missions for which provision
is inclﬁded in section 18 might keep under review the scope and functions, as
well as the need for continuation, of these missions”.

32. Sﬁbject to what iz said above, it was the consensus of the Committee that the
observations of the Advisory Committee in paragraph 259 of its report (A/4814)
should be endorsed, and thet due regard should be pald by the appropriate organs
to the administrative end budgetary considerations set out therein, as well as to
the discussion of the matter held in the Committee.
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Chapter IT

UNITED NATIONS PREMISES

A+ Meeting-room facilities at Headguarters

3%. 'The questlon of providing adequate meeting-room facilities at Headguarters
which had engaged the Committee's attentiom at the previous session, was again
considered at the 877th meeting on 10 November 1961. '

34, In document A/b.5/889 the Secretary-General submitted a factual report on
the work done since January 1961 in enlarging the seating accommodation in the
Plenary Hall, the Main Committee rooms and the Economic and Social Council
Chamber. The report indicated that, by means of purely temporary changes, it was
now possible to seat in each of those meeting rooms 106 delegations as compared
with the previous maximum of 100 delegations.. As regards the further action which
the growlng membership of the Organilzation demanded,&/ it was explalned that the
pgssibility of adding to the seating capacity in the meeting rooms by means of
temporary installations had been virtually exhausted: in the Main Committee
rooms, not only was there no scope for any similar installations on the flcor
area, but & serious question of cost arose in connexion with a possible expansion
of the rooms by means of basic structural alterations; in the case of the Economic
and Social Council Chamber a further enlargement of the temporary seating
capacity - for use as a Main Committee room - was totally precluded; in the case
of the Plenary Hall, some addition tc the seating capacity by means of temporary
installations might still be envisaged. It was, however, unguestionable that
both as regards the latter meeting room and as‘regards Conference Rooms 1, 2, 3
and 4, any such terporsry addition could be achieved only at the expense of the
presént standérds of comfort and efficlency, and through a reduction in the
accommodetion aveilable to the Press and the public.

35, 1In a related report (44940, paras. 6 and 7), the Advisory Committee

suggested that it would be prudent, in view of the serious cash position, once

again to defer the permanent expansion programmei/ and to turn instead to cne or
both of the following temporary expedients:

(2) In the Main Committee rooms and the Economic and Social Council Chamber,
8 seating capacity of 108 could be achieved within the existing facilities ~ if
Member States would temporarily forego their claim to accommodation for a
representative on the {loor area combined with a seat reserved on the podium for
the member of thelr delegation elected to serve as Vice-Chairmen or as Rapporteur.
In the Plensry Hall, further temporary installations at some $5,000 per
additional delegation, could be arrsnged;

(b) it should be possible to achieve a limited further expansion, et
reasonable cost, of the existing seating capacity for 106 delegations on the
floor area of Main Committee Rooms 1, 2, 3 and 4 and in the Plenary Hall, though
not in the Economic and Social Council Chamber; any such temporary arrsngements
would entail some sacrifice of present standards of accommodation and glve rise
to a number of technical, though not insuperable, difficulties.

36. Wembers teking part in the discussion were agreed that, in spite of the risk
of inconvenience and even discomfort to delegations, a heavy capital outlay for
the improvement of facilities could not be justified in 1662. Most delegations
favoured the first of the provisional expedients recommended by the Advisory
Committee {para. 3 (a) above); they recognized that, on the one hand, there was
an element of risk 1n providing accommodation for only 106 delegations, or - in
certain circumstances - a maximum of 108 delegations, at the seventeenth session
but that, on the other hand, the Advﬁsory Committeé‘s recommendation to defér
for one year the permanent expsnsion programmé was entirely reasonable. They
were accordingly ready to accept the inconvenience that might be causéd by new
provisicnal arrengements designed to allow more delegations to be seated.

%27. Representatives of the Secretary~General pointed out that delegations had
already adepted themselves to srrangements which feli pelow the original
standards of comfort, and that even provisicnal alterations entailed considerable
expense. The experts-who had been consulted were of the opinlon that it woula

hardly be possible fo accommodate more than 106 delegations in the conference

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rooms; in addition, safety and fire hagards had to be taken into account. But
vhatever solution was adopted, the Secretariat would not be in a position to
provide sufficiently accurste cost estimates in the immedlate future. 1In those
circumstances, the wisest course might be to provide that any necessary
expenditure should be treated, under the customery annual resolutlon, as an

unforeseen or extraocrdinary item.

Decisicn of the Committee

38. The Committee agreed, without objection, to accept the suggestion of the
Advisory Committee in paragreph 7 of its report (A/4949) to defer the
implementation of the permanent expanéion programme for one more year by recourse
to the temporary expedients outlined in paragraphs 6 (a) end 6 (b) of that report.
It further agreéd that any expenditure needed to be incurred in the meanwhile for
the provisional enlsrgement of meeting-room facilities should be subject to the
provisicns of paragraph 1 of the 1962 reéolution on unforeseen and extraordinary
expenses. .

B. Modernizetion of the Palais fes Hatiomns

39. At its 857th meeting, the Committee aspproved, without cobjection, & proposal
submitted by the Secretary-Genersl (4/C.5/877, paras. 13-17), with the concurrence
of the Advisory Committee (4/4018, paras. 15), for an additional appropriation of
$210;000, under section 7 of the 1962 estimates, for the progremme of
modernizatlon of the Palais des Nations.

40. Under the terms of General Assembly resolution 1447 (XIV) of 5 December 1959
the total cost of the programme was approved st the figure of $1,790,000,
comprising (a) $590,000 for improvements to the conference rooms and anclllary
services at the Palais des matidns, and (b) $1,200,000 for the modernization of
the Assenmbly Hall block.

41. The Secretary-General's report (A/C.5/877) indicated that project (a) above
had been virtually completed, within the target cost figure of $590,000, but that
as regards project (b) - modernization of the Assembly Hall block - the figure of
$1,200,000 was 1likely to fall short of total requirements by $291,000. Of the
latter amount, $81,000 had already been committed, with the cancurrence of the

/..
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Advisory Committee for work undertéken in 1961, leaving s balance of $210,000 to
be appropriated - under the Secretary-General’é proposal - for 1962.

L2, The main factors giving rise to the incréased requirement of $291,000 were,
in summary, the follbwing: ;

(a) -The necessity to speed up all phases of the construction work on the
Assembly Hall and to effect certain temporary instellations in order to be ready
in time for the opening of the Conference of the International Labour Organisation
in June 1961 ($25,000);" -

(b) Unforeseen aifficulties encountered in underteking construction work,
such as the need to excavate through hard rock and masonry in order to relocate
and reconstruct air-conditioning and electrical ducts ($90,000);

(c) Increased costs for labour and materials since the estimates were
apﬁroved ($80,000);

(d) The adjustment and revision of original construction plans, the need
for which only became apparent as work progressed ($90,000).

Bzcommendation of the Committee

43, The declsion of the Fifth Committee (para. 1 above) is embodied in a draft
resclution (attached as Annex IV to the present report) which the Committee

recommends to the General Asserbly for adoption.

C. Construction of the United Nations Building in Sentiago, Chile

Lh, At the 85T7th méeting, the Committee considered a report of the Secretary-
General (A/C.5/887) setting forth the development that had taken place in the
previous twelve months in the construction of the United Nations Building in
Santiago, Chile.

45. The mein features of the report were:

(a) In order to complete the project within the expenditure authorization
of $1,550,000 (General Assembly resolution 1407 (XIV) of 1 Decenber 1959), it
bhad proved necessary tb reduce the office space standards as well as the space
originally. earmarked for certain common services. However, no reduction was

contemplated in the conference facllities;

(b) Most of the administrative procedures to give effect to the various
tax exemptlons granted by the Govermnment of Chile had been agreed upon. A saving
of some $97,000 was anticipated from that source; and

(c) Under the revised comsftruction schedule, the Building was expected to
be ready for occupency during the last quarter of 1963, rather than in the
summer of that year.
46. Representatives spoke with appreciation of the genercus assistance which
the Chilean Govermment had continued to extend towards the successful completion
of a United Nations project of high importance.
L7. The Committee took note of the Secretary-General's report (A4/C.5/887).
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Chapter III

UNITED NATTONS CONFERENCE ON THE AfELIGATION OF SCIENCE AND
TECHNOLOGY FOR THE BENEFIT OF THE LESS DEVELOFED AREAS

h8. At the 855th meeting, the Fifth Committee consildered, under sectlion 2 of the
1962 estimates, the reports of the Secretary-General (A/C.5/878) and the Advisory
Committee on Administrative and Budgetary GQuestions (A/h919) on the subject of
the United Nations Conference on the Application of Science and Technology for
the Benefit of the Less Developed Areas.

49, In resolution 834 (XXXII) of 3 August 1961, the Economlc and Social Council
decided that the Conference should be held in Geneva, if possible in August 1962,
for not more than twelve days.

50. The Secretary-General tentatively estimated the total costs of the
Conference at $2,404,900 (A/C.5/878, pars. 10; annexes)éj distributed as

follows, by flnenclal year:

185,000 1,761,900 458,000

51l. Under the recommendation of the Advisory Committes (A/h919, PETS . 22), the
total expenditure for the Conference would be limited to $2,000,000, to be
distributed over the three financlal years (1961-1963) at the diseretion of the
Secretary-CGeneral, The reduction of‘$h0h,900 was made up of two elements:
(a) $284,900 under section 2, in respect of the Conference estimates
Proper; and

Committee for transfer from the Conference budget (section 2) to

5é. The Advisory Committee suggested that, in view of the tentative nature of
the Secretary-General's estimates, the Committee should be kept informed of
develcopments as the planning of the Conference progressed, and that, specifically,
it'might review the situation at its first session in 1962 and, as appropriate,
make further recommendations.

Discugsion in the Comithee

535, Almost all the representatives who spoke in the course of the discussion
welcomed the declsion of the Economie and Social Council. The proposed
Conference would undoubtedly prove a decisive event in the history of the United
Wations. The benefits that would flow from the meetings of scientists and
technologists and the guiding prineiples that they would serve to establish would
help the less dgveloped countries to accelerate thelr progress in comlng years
by applﬁing meny of the latest advances in the technical fields to the solution
of their economic and soclal problems, The more advanced countries would also
draw adventage from the Conference through a betier knowiedge'and understanding
of the needs of the former countries, It was gratifying that the decision of
the Council had been unanimous and thaet the executive heads of the specialized
agencies had evinced the keenest interest and pledged thelir full support.

54, The Committee addressed itself largely to two mein points: the first
concerned the timing of the Conference; the second, the scope and volume of its

publications. As regaerds the former point, the querles of representatives had

380,000 for 1962) for the provision of office space for the Conference

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to do with the year cf the quarter of the year in which the Conference might be
held to best advantage. It was thus suggested thaf, while the Council preferred
the date of August 1962 ~ the earliest possible date, 1t still remained for
consideration whether that date was feasible {a) from the point of view of the
Secretariat, and (b) from the point of view of the Governments which, however
anxious to glve a&ll possible assistance, had to cope with problems of the
adwinlstrative machinery. The question arose whether the scientists and technical
experts would really have time to draft their papers and whether the Secretariat,
for its part, would be able %o translate end reproduce them in time for careful
study on the part of the participants.

55. The representative of the Secretary-General sald that August 1962 had
originally seemed to be the most suitable date for the Conference. A date later
in that year could not be fitted into the conference programme without exceeding
the appropriation; additional staff would have to be recruited in lieu of the
Headquarters staff who, though available in August, would be engaged, as from
mid-September, on CGeneral Assembly work., At least three, and possibly four,
major conferences were planned for 1963, and it had not been thought desireble
or indeed feasible to add to so heavy a programme. It had also been felt that
the proceedings of any conference held in 1963 would not in fact be published
until 196k and some members of the Scilentific Advisory Committee, as well as

the rvepresentetives of scme Governments, had suggested to the Secretary-General
that that would constitute somewhat too long a delay.

56. The Secretary-General's representative added that he presumed that the
Secretariat was not asked to express a view as to which would be the best date -
that would be a matter for the General Assembly to decide - but had been reguested
to indicate whether, from an administrative point of view, the proposed date of
August 1962 was feasible. On the basis of the experience galned from previous
conferences of a similar type, the organizaticn of the Conference by August 1962
was possible glven the fullest co-operatlon of Govermments. The provisional
agenda would be communicated to Govermnmeuts by sbout the middle of November, the
definitive agenda by sbout the middle of December 1961, at which point the
Secretariat would be in a position to invite Governments to appolnt experts to
participate in the Conference. To allow time for their processing, the papers

/o--
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to be submitted to the Conference should reach the Secretarilat early in April:
that would afford the authors a three-month interval for drafting - an interval
thought to be adequate for experts of the eminence of those upon whose services
Governments would undoubtedly call. It was also relevant that, as the total
number of papers had been fixed in advance, the papers to be‘submitted by any one
country would likewise be limited., Finally, in reply to a question, the Secretary-
Genersl's representative stated that 1f the Conference were to be postponed until
1963, 1t would be preferable to consider a date félling within the first quarter
rather in the latter part of the year. However, that might, after

examination, be found to necessitate some upward revision in the budget since that
part of the staff which would be drawn from Headquarters officials on home leave in
Europe and on duty with the summer session of the Economic and Social Couneil
would not then be avallable in Europe, and would have to be replaced by staff
 expressly recrulted for the Conference.

57+ A number of delegations, vhile entertaining some doubts regarding the choice
of August 1962, agreed that in thet matter the desires of the interested countries
should be taken into account; the latter appeared to be most anxicus for the
Conference to be held at the earliest date consistent with 1ts proper preparatiecun.
58. On the subject of the Conference publications, the balence of opinion
favoured the programme recommended by the Secretary-General and the Advisory
Committee, which fulfilled the most economlcal standasrd compatible with the
effectlve performance of the work of the Conference. It would not be right to
spend an additional $1.8 mlllion on the translation and reproduction in extensgo
of all of the 500 papers in all the working langueges, even though, as other
delegatlons polnted out, they would hold out much interest to the less developed
countries., The Secretariat might, however, as suggested by the Advisory
Committee (A/h9l9, para. 21), investigate the possibility of assoclating a
copmercial house with the publication of a part of the Conference proceedings.

59. The representative, of the Secretary-General said that, if the Committee
approved an appropriation of $2 million for the Conference, the Secretariat would
naturslly consider itself bound not to exceed that figure; as regards the number
of papers, however, 500 was no more than a tentative estimate. It might in fact
prove pogsible to accept & larger number of papers within the budgetary limit.
There was reason to hope that many Governments would provide the text of their

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papers in at least two langusges as many of them had done in the case of fthe
two Conferences on the Utilizatlon of Atomle Energy for Peaceful Purposes.,

Decision of the Committee _

60, By T7 votes to none, with 1 abstention, the'Committee approved the
recommendation of the Advisory Committee (A/4919, para. 22) for an appropriation
of $2,QO0,000 fqr the Conference on the Application of Science and Technology

Chapter IV

SALARTES OF JUDGES OF THE INTERNATIONAL COURT OF JUSTICE

61. At ite 89lst and 895rd meetings, held on 28 November and 1 December 1961,
the Fifth Committee considered a report of the Secretary-General (A/C.5/876),
suhmitting statistical and other dets comncerning the salaries of the menmbers of
the International Court of Justice. After observing that "it seems evident that
the United Nations, no less than the Govermments of Member States, must from time
to time review the salaries of 1ts Judges™, and thet "the Secretary-General
therefore believes thet 1t is his duby to bring certeln relevent data to the
ettention of the General Assembly, for such ection as it deems fit", the
Secretary-General expressed the hope that the data "mey be sufficilent to enable’

- the General Assembly to form an opinion as to what action would be reasonsble in
the eircumstances”.

62. In a related report (A/hgsl) the Advisory Committee on Administrative and
Budgetary Questlons outlined three possible approaches which might afford guidence.
to the General Assembly in the event of its concluding that en increase in the
sglarlies of the members of the Court was called for. Expressed in monetary
terms, the alternetive approaches represented increases in the annusl salaries
from $20,000 to the following respective emoumnts:

Approach (a) $27,700
Approach (b) 26,528
Approach (c) 25,000

63. Subject to the decision of principle to be taken by the General Assembly,

the Advisory‘ﬁommlttee expressed its preference for the third method of adjustment
((e) above) with a pro rata increase in the special allowances payable to the
President, Vice-Presidents end ad hoe judges (exeluding subsistence allowances ).
6h. It was pointed out that the salaries of the members of the Court had
initially beeh fixed at a level designed to ensure their complete independence
and to reflect the fact that Judicial salaries in national courts were somewhat
higher than those granted to the equivalent ranke of the civil service. The
stabilify of judiciel courts should be matched by the stebility of judges’
selaries, and it seemed therefore inadviseble to link the selaries of the members

one
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of the International Court to a Tluctuating clreumstance such és the cost of
living. Judicisl salaries should be adjusted as infrequently as possible, perhaps
not more than once in every ten years. On that ground, the selarles of the
mewmbers of the Court showld be Tixed at a Tigure higher than a strict mathematical
caleulation night perhaps warrant.

65. The Unilted States representative said that it was his Goverrment's firm
policy to support anmy measures celculated to strengthen the Internatbional Court

of Justice and maintain its prestige as the prineipal Judicial organ of the
United Nations. The gulding prineiples for determining the salaries 6f its
mermbers, as laid down in the report of the Executive Committee to the Preparatory
Commission (PC/EX/113/Rev.l, Part II, chapter V, C), were, first, that the
salaries should be such as to remder the office of judge acceptable to the most
eminent of the persons qualified, in accordance with Article 2 of the Statute,

4o hold office - they should therefore not -be lower than those they would receive
in their cwn countries; secondly, that the galaries should be such as to guarantee
the absolute independence of the judges; and thirdly, that the real value of the
salaries should not be less than that of the salaries received by the judges of
the Permenent Court of Tnternational Justice during the period 1936 to 1939. A4s
the present salaries of the members of the Court had been fixed eleven years ago,
they were no longer in harmony with the guiding principles. His delegation
therefore proposed thet the Committee should, in accordance with the conditiomal
suggestlions of ‘the Adviscry Committee (A/hggl, paras. 13 (c) and 14), recommend
an increase in the salaries from $£0,000 to $25,000 per ennum, together with a
pro rata increase in the special allowances peyeble to the President, Vice-
Presidents and ad hoc judges (exclusive of subsistence ellowances).

66. 'The representative éf Pakistén submitted thet, in considering the question,
the Committee might wish to teke account of geveral impondersbles. In the first
place, most, if not all, of the members of the Court had to live ewey from their
own countries - in which they might still be maintsining a home - and, because
they were sppointed for a limited term of office, they often found 1t necessary
to live in hotels, at some sacrifice of comfort and money. Secondly, because of
the way in which the work of the Court was organized, with vacations in the summer
and at Christmas bime, most of the judges made two trips to the home country

[ene
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during the year, one of them at thelr own expense. Thirdly, no extra allowance
for rent or transport was included in their emoluments. For those reasons - and
because the new scale was intended to remailn in force for a number of years and
might be eroded by further cost-of-living Increases - the alternative set out

in parsgraph 13 (b) of the Advisory Committee's report (4/4981) seemed preferable.
His delegation accordingly proposed that the salaries of the members of the

Court should be raised to $26,528 per annum; that the President should receive

a special ellowance of $6,hOO per annum; and that the Vice-Presidents should
recelve an allowance of $40 a day for every day that they acted as President, up
to a total of 4,000 per ennum. His delegation also proposed that the daily
gllovwance (inclusive of subsistence allcwance) for ad hoe judges should be
calculated as l/565th of whatever new salary the Generai(Assembly might approve
for a member of the Court. Under the United States proposal, the subsigtence
allowance being exéluded from the calculation of the pro rata increése, the ad hoec
judges would receive less than the members of the Court, whereas, under existing
provisions, the emoluments of the two categories of judges were identical.
Provided that parity of treatment was maintained, the apportionment of the dally
emoluments of the ad hoec judges - ag between compensatory allowance and subsistence
allowance -~ was of pecondary importance.—

67. A nunber of members taking part in the discussion supported the United States
proposal (para. 5 gbove); however, several members, while favouring the main part
of that proposal; to the effect that the salaries should be raised to $25,0C0,
concurred in the second part of the Pakistan proposal relating to the allowances
for the ad hoe jJudges.

68. The United States representative accepted, as an amendment to his proposal the
second part of the Pekistan proposal regarding the ad hoc judges.

69. The representative of Pakistan withdrew his proposal (para. 6 above).

Financisl implications

TO. The adoption of the draft resolution recommended by the Committee (para. iz
below) would give rise to en additional ammual expenditure estimated at

Chapter V

PCST CLASSIFICATICN FOR GENEVA

73, At its 90Cth meeting, on 12 December 1961, the Committee congidered a report
of the Secretary-General (A/C.5/903 and Corr.l) proposing that the post
classificatioﬁ for Geneva should be raised, as from 1 November 1961, from class 3
to class & within the existing post adjustment system; and, as from 1 January 1962,
from class O to class 1 within the new system due to come into force on the lattef
date. The financial implications were estimated at $16,400 in 1961, and at
$128,400 in 1962. However, as regards the former year, the Secretary-General was
prepared to meet the costs of the incfease within the supplementary estimates
already approved for 1961.

T4. The Secretary-Generalls proposal was supported by the following explanatory
data (A/C.5/903, paras. 2-k):

(a) The special cost-~of-living index for imternational officlals in Geneva
was based on a weighted list of goods and services approved by the Expert Committee
on Post Adjustments (ECPA). It had been prepared after consultatlion between the
Swiss Federal Statistical Office and the statistical services of the United Nations
and the International Iabour Office. Because the officilal Swiss figure for
movement of rentals was not suitable for internationsl officials, the index
Included =z special.renf component based on data gathered, from the officials
themselves, twlce a year, in Merch and September. In consequence, & complete
index flgure could be obtained only for those two months; it became available
in May and November,

(v) Information had been received from the ILO to the effect that the speciel
index, which stood at 114.3 in March 1961 (the nine-month average then belng
112.2), had reached 118.2 in September (& nine-month average of 115.7)-

(c) on 1 January 1961, the United Nations "oficial® rate of exchange was
reduced from %.3b francs to the dollar to .30, with the result that while the
net emoluments of the staff (in Swiss francs)} were reduced by spproximately
1 per cent, the cost-of-living index flgure rose by the same epproximate
percentage. '

75. In reporting on the Secretary-General's proposal, the Advisory Committee
pointed out (A/501k4, paras. 5, T=9) that:

foen
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() The Director-General of WHO, having authority to change the
classification by administrative action, had introduced elass U4 as from
1 Hovember 1961, for the reason that WHO does not 2pply such changes retrosctively;
end that, on the other hand, the Governing Body of the ILN had approved in
November 1961 a change in the Ceneva post classification from class 3 to class b
in the old system with effect from 1 September 1961, and from class O to class 1
in the new system with effect from 1 January 1962; and

(b) Although the plan for the special index had been spproved by ECPA and
subsequantly by the ACC, nelther of those bodies had examined in detail the actual
resulting figures compiied by the TLO and the Swiss Federal Office of Statistics.
76. The Advilsory Committee added the opinion that the budgetary consequences
of the adopticd of the special index were so serious that prior review by the
General Assembly would have heen advisable.
77 In epite of itc reservations as to the timing of the procedures that had
been followed, the Advisory Committee, taking account of the fact that the main
Geneva-based agencies had already moved to a higher post classification, refrained
from recommending any modification in the Secretarthenergl‘s proposal.
T8. Discussion in the Committee turned largely on two points. It was felt,
in the first place, that a proposal having considerable financial implications
should not be presented at so late s date, just before the close of the session,
and sc soon after the General Assembly's approval of a salary increase, ranglng
from 7 to 1T per cent, for the Professional and higher categories of staff. In
the second place, the disparity in the.procedures followed in the various
ergenizations for making changes of classification was a source of concern to a
nugber of delegations. Thus, in WHG the Director-General was empowered to make
such changes by his own edministrative decision, whereas in the case of the ILO
the deelsion had been taken by the Governing Body, which had no true equivalent
either in WHO or in the United Nations; finally, in the last-named organization
such proposals - at least as fegards the principal duty statlons - were normally
referred for decision to the General Assembly. It should be possible to unify
procedures in the orgauizations adhering to the common salary system, for

co-operation was implicit iﬁ the existence of such a2 system. It would he useful

foon
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if the Advisory Committee could study the possibility of arrangements belng devised
under which, in organizations applying the common system, changes in the post
adjustment system would be given effect to administratively at the same %ime and
in the same manner by all.

79. Other representatives pointed out that co-ordinaticn was no less desirable at
the legislative than at the administrative level. The responsibillity for insisting
on uniformity of procedurea and goncerted asztiom rested, in largest part, with the
representatives of Member States In the legislative bodies of the organization.

80. As regards the specific proposal before the Committee, several representatives
suggested that 1t would not be right to penalige the United Nations staff at

Geneva - by withholding the change from class 3 to class k.

81. The representative of the Secretary-General saild that the application of any
post adjustment systeﬁ involving a number of organizations was necessarily
complicated, &snd decilsions could not sasily be synchronized. Cost-of-living
increages had alresdy occurred at (Gepeva and décisions had been taken accordingly.
The questions raised by the Advisory Cemmittee on Administrative and Budgetary
Questions and in the Fifth Committee would, however, be the subject of review by
the ECPA at ite next session, and the results thereof would be available to the
General Assembly next year.

Decigion of the Committee

82. The Fifth Committee approved, by 50 votes to none, with 9 abstentiéns, the
Secretary-Ceneral's proposal (A/C.5.903, para. 8).

91. In connexion with the income estimates it was pointed out that a number of
delegations had raised the question of taxes paid by the United Nations in
different countries ﬁhere offices of the Organization are located. It was
recalled that requests for clarification of this question had been made repeatedly
&t the thirteenth, fourteenth, fifteenth sessions and the present session of the
General Assembly, and although some information had been given on certaln aspects
of the problem, the Committee should have a comprehensive report thereon. The
Committee agreed, on a pfoposal'by the representaﬁive of Poland, that its report
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should include a request to the Secretariat that detailed information concerning
the eapplication of all kinds of taxes to the United Nations in all countrles

where United Nations offices are located should be submitted to the General
Assembly at its seventeenth session.

92. The representative of the Secretary-General drew the attention of the
Committee to the fact, noted in document A/C.5/908, that there were still some
items before other Committees of the Assembly and the plenary, the action on which
might involve'adjustments in the amounts which the Comuittee had approved, Other
decisiocne faken or pending might involve expenditures in 1962 which  could not be
estimated with preclision and which the Secretary-General proposed to meet, with
the prior concurrence of the Advisory Committee, under the resolution relating

to unforeseen and extrsordinary expenses for 1962.
