Assembly, 

a:ppropriate f'i.na.ncie.l :provision for it _might best b.e ma4e, at least in the first 

year of 1959, by a lump-sum provision in section ~~ as part of the Scientific 

Committee's budget. In the absence at this stage of aey firm basis for estimating 

sueh costs in detail, the Secret~-General ~~uld suggest that a tentative ceiling 

of perhaps $50,000 might a.ro,:t.·opr!ately be established.
