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The General COlJllllittee, at its meeting on Thursday, 7 February 

1946, consid.erea. a me:moranclum suhoittea. by the Executive Secretary 

on applications for employment with the permanent Secretariat from 

nationals of non-Member States, 

The Co:rnmi ttee agreed. that, while und.er the present riz.1:ing there 

could. be no question of actually employing nationalll of non-Member 

States, there might be some ad.vantage 11 filing such applications, 

Since if a country not now a Member of the Unitea. Nations were 

subsequently admitted. to :membership, it would. naturally desire to be 

repres,entea. on the Secretariat as soon as pussible ru:'ter its election,

The General CO!lIJllittee therefore.reco:rmnendS to the General 

Assembl;r the ad.option of the following Resolution: 

1. To receive anii file such applications for employment with

the Secretariat as may be received_ from nationals of non-Member 

States, 

2, To inform the Governments of non-Member States ma.king 

enqui�y with regard to e.,pplications for enqiloyment that such

applications will be received_ ancl filecl, but that 8mploym.ent can 

only take place in accorclance with the regulations of the Secretariatj
