Taki!la into account ·chat it is the primary duty of parties to a. d~spute to 

seek by their own efforts, and especially through negotiations, to settle their 

disputes (:paragraph 1 of Al"t\icle 33 of th6 Charter) and tha·li it is the iplperative 

duty of Members of the United Nations to find agreed solutions to litigious . 
qtlestione, so as to ,develop friendly relations amons nations based on respect 

for the principle of equal rights ~ self -determination of peoples, and· to talce
