Recalling also thc' United nations conferences held during recent years on
major issues relating to economic and social develorment and the establishn:.ent
of the new international econor1ic order, particularly the 1978 Cnference :,n
Primary Health Care, jointly spc;nsored by the Horld Health Organization and the
United IJations Children I s Fund at Alma Ata in the Soviet Uni )n,

lJotinr: that a substantial portion of the population in many cvuntries,
devellpinr as "Tell as devel''''pt->d? lacks access to basic health services, and that
people lacking adequate health cannot fully participate in or contribute t) the
economic and social development nf their nation,

Helcominr~ the importp..nt efforts _. f the i.'lorlcl Health Organization, the United
lIations Children's Fund and the other ar,encies of the United IJations system
associated with the effort to attain the 8)al of IIhealth for all by the year 2000 11

as expressed in Horld Health Assembly resolutions \-lEA 30.43 (1977) and
\1HA 32. 30 (1979),

Considerin,r- that peace and security are important for the preservation and
improvement of the health of all people and tllat co-operation amon~ nations on vital
health issues can contribute importantly to peace,
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Co~nizant of the vital role that health and health care play in the development
of countries, particularly that of developing countries,

1. Endorses the Alma Ata Declaration and in particular its view that
prl.mary health care, aimed at the solution of the major world health problems
through a ~cI!lbinatiorJ. of prcr'lotive, preventive, curative and rehabilitative
measures, constitutes the key to the ultimate achievement of a healthful
society, especially when primary health care is incorporated into the development
process, particularly that of developing countries~

2. lktes with approval the Horld Health Assembly decision contained in
resolution villA 32.30 that the development of the World Health Organization's
programnes and the allocatior- of its resources at the global, regional and
country levels should reflect the corrmitment of that organization to the priority
of the achievement of health for all by the year 2000;

3. Calls ~pon the relevant bodies uf the United Nations system to
co-ordinate with and support the efforts of the Horld Health Organi:.ation by
appropriate actions within their respective spheres of competence;

4. Appeals to >lember States to carry out the actions called for l.n the
Alma Ata 0eclaration;

5. Reiterates the appeal contained in paragraph 10 of VTorld Health
Assembly r~sclution 32.30 to "the international community "to give full support
to the formulatio'l and implementation of national, regional and global strategies
for achievine; an acceptable level of health care for alII;;

6. 1tTelcomes the decision of the Horld Health Assembly to ensure that the
global strategy is to be reflected in the World Health Organization's contribution
t r the roreparation jf the new international development strategy of the United
IJ3.tions and calls upon the Preparatory Committee for the [Jew International
Develorment Strategy to give full and careful attention to the World Health
Orfani~ationis contribution;

7. Calls upon 1,1ember States, both developed and developing, to co-oper~.te

with each other and with the Horld Health Organization in the exchange of
te(~nological information and expertise in order to facilitate the achievement
of the primary health care goals;

8. Requests the Director-General of the World Health Organization,
followiLg th~ sixty-seventh session of the World Health Or~anization Executive
Board and the thirty-fourth session of the World Health Assembly, to submit a
rerort to the appr'"'1?riate sess::.on of the Economic and Srlcial Council in 1981 on
the profress achieved in the formulation of the Global health strategy and, in
turn, calls UpCl! the Council to submit recorrmendations for further action by the
General ASf~mbly at its thirty-sixth session.
