The European Counci) welcomed the continuing
progress being made in Central and Castarn European
countries in establishing pluralist democracy founded
on the rule of Yew, full respect for human rights, and
the principles of the market-artented economy. The
European Counctl reaffirmed the right of individus)
citizens to participate fully in this process snd
called o0 41 states to observe this principle without
reservation. The Curopean Counct) welcomed in
particular the Aalding nf free slectinng i{n Ceatral and
Castarn Curope and expressed the hope that these will
1ead t0 o fuller realisation of democratic idesls
which, of course, sntetl full respect for the rights of
the opposition parties. The European Council expressed
1ts deep satisfaction at the progress already made and

{n prospect towards overcoming the divisions of Europe .

and restoring the unity of the continent whose peoples
share & common heritage and culture.The Europesn
Counci) recalled the contribution already made by the
Community and the Member States to supporting the
procass of political and sconomic refaorm, notably
through the G-24, and affireed {ts intention to broaden
snd intensify that approach.
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The European Counci) reaffirms the important role

played by the CSCE in the process of change in Europe.
At & time when our continent s actively engaged fn

surmounting 1ts divisions, the CSCE provides o

necessary framework for maintaining stability and
promoting cooperation in Europe and for deepening the

reforms that are underway.

It attaches great importance to the comprahensive
nature of the CSCE process which brings Sogether the
peoples and governments of Europe, the United States
and Canada,

It welcomes the dectston taken by the Member
States of the CSCE to convene in Paris a Summit of
Heads of State and Government. The Europesan Counetl
proposes the date of 19 November 1990 for this meating.

For the European Council, thts Summit has an
sxceptional importance. It should be an opportunity to
define the cructal role which the CSCE wil) play fn the

- future archfitecture of Europe and 1n estadliishing & new

sot of relations between participating States, based on
the Helsinki principles, to be further expanded by new
commitments and 1nvolving a balanced development of the
C$CL encompassing notably the development of plurelist
democracy, the rule or 1aw, human rights, botter
protection of minorities, human contacts, security,
economiec cooperation, the environment, further
cooperation in the Mediterranean and cooperstion in the
field of culture.

The Curopean Counct) expects that the Sumait,
smong pther things, will:

e make & decistive contridution to strengthening
etabil1ty and cooperation in Curope, and to
disarmament;

= take note of the results obtatned in *alks relating
to German unity, n particular fte final settienent
under international Vew;
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- provide a basie¢ ortfantation for future economie
relations and cooperation in Europe. A ¢loser
association between the Community and other States
members of the CSCE s an example of such relations

and coeperation;

- set out guidelines for a democratic Europe and
consolidate the pr1ncip1cg of a State based on the
rule of law.

The European Council proposes agreament on regular
mestings of Heads of State and Government of tha CscCe,
as well as of Minfstars of Fereign Affairs, and the
establishment of a small administrative secretariat, as
well as the holding of more frequent follow=up
mestings. The Summit will also provide the oppoertunity
to consider the relationship between the CSCE process
and other relevant institutions, such as the Council of
Eurcpe. Furthermors, the Summit could take decisions
on new mechanisms in the field of securtity and
cooperation 1n Europe, including suitable means te
avoid conflict and disputes, and the active
participation of parliamentary bodies.

The Eurecpean Community and its Membaer States
intend to assume a leading role in this enterprise and
to contribute actively to all discusston within the
CSCE process,

Considering the importance of the Paris Summit,
the European Council has agreed that the Community and
{ts Mamber States will strengthen thair coordinatien
with a view to defining and expressing & common
position on a1l questicns, in the various sectors of
the CSCE, i1n wnich they have an essentfial common
interest, and taking into account the impertance of
coordination with the participating states and
organisations.
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4, Sub-Saharan Africa

The Curopean Council expressead {ts sertous concern
about sub-Saharan Africa. The economic sttuation in
these countries, Including debt, 1s worrying. The
European Counctl, emphasising the commitment of the
Community asnd 1ts member States to the development of
Africe, iIn parttcular through the Lomé Convention,
declared tts determination to pursue this further and
also t1ts support for progress in the observance of
human rights and in sound government management 1n
sub-Saharan Afyice.

Kashoire

The European Counctil discussed the current
tension bDetween India and Pakistan over the question
of Kashmir, The European Community and 1ts membder
States enjoy excellent relations with Indis and
Pakistan. Yhey welcome and encourage recent efforts
to de-escalate the state of tension between the two
countries. They hope that such 1nitia) positive steps
will lead to a fuller dialogue and a resolution of
this prodlem tn order that India and Pakigtan can
resume full and fruitful relations.,
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Qrugs gend Organiged Crimg

The Zuropean Council held a thorough debate on tha
basis of reports from the NHigh-Leve) Coordinators’
Group, CELAD, and from the TREVI Greup. It agraed that
drug addictton and triffic in drugs are sources of great
damage to individuals arnd society as well as to States
and constitute o major nmenace to Europe and the rest of
the world. In view of the extent of this scourge and in
the perspective of a Europe without internal frontiers
the European Council agreed on the need for a coharent
and effective policy at the Eurepean level. In this
context the European Counctl suggested the early
convening of a Conference of Western and Eastern

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Curopean countries under the auspices of the Pompidou
Group.

The Buropean Counci) endorsed the conclustons of
the two reports and asked tae Council to reach agresment
before the end of the year on the basts of tha
Comminsion’s proposals on trade n precursors with
non-Community countries and On an {ntegrated programme
for cooperation with Colombia with particular regard to
the eale and price of cof.se and other substitute
producte. It welcomed the Commission proposal to combat
money laundering and asked for fina) adoption of
adequate measures before July 1991 drawing on the work
Of the GAFI set up In Parte 1n July 1969. It tavited
the Momber States to edopt legfslation which provides
for sefgure of the assets 27 persons involved in drug
trafficking.

It stressed the responsibility of ecach Member State
to develop an appropriate druy demand reduction
programme. [t also (nvited the Commission to present on
4 regular baste to the Counci) end Kintesters for Health
& report on work done in this area.

The European Counci) considered that effective
sction by each Member State, supported by Joint action
of the Twelve and the Communtity, shouléd be a main
priority over the coning years. The necessary human and
Baterial resources both st nationa) and Community leve!
would be provided for an effective fight against drugs
and organiced crime.

The Curopean Counct) asked CELAD 1n close
consuitation with the Commiseton to prepare for the
meating of the Luropesn Council {n Rome a Curcpean plan
to combat drugs covering measures on prevention, on
demand reducttion programmes, on heslth and social poliey
with regard to drug sddicts, the suppression of drugs
trafficking and providing for an active European role in
fnternational cction, Dilaterally and in multilaterasl
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fora., 1t asked the TREV! Group to epeed up work on the
creation of a common information syestom, a Europesn
programme of training for law enforcement officers from
drug-producing and transit countries, coordination of
Hember States’ programmes of techntcal police
cooperation with those countries, and the establishment
of a Curopean central drugs intelligence unit (¢
possible before the end of 1990, It urged the Group to
proceed with expanding the network of Yiatson officers
in producer and transit countries and with {mproving
controls at externa) frontiers with particular regard to
the 1nfrastructure problems faced by Member States with
8 Yong coast line.
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7. The following are the texts of the Declarations approved by
the European Council:

7 A, QECLARATION OM ANTI-SEMITISH, RACISM AND XENOPHOBIA

The European Counci) expresses 1tes deep revulsion at recent
manifestations of anti-semitism, ractom and xenophobia,
particularly expressions of anti-semitism invelving acts of
desecration perpetrated against the dead, which are calculated
to cause the utmost distress to the Yiving. It s all the more
distressing that such aboninations should enjoy any eurrency

precisely at a time when we are commemorating the end of the
Second World War,

The Europeean Counctl Jeplores al) manifestations of these
phenomena. It agrees Lhat vigorous measures must ba taken teo
combat Lhem, whenever and wherever they appeay {n the
Community. TYhe member 3tates wil) assess the extent to which
their national lagislation must effectively be used in order to
counter them,

The Curopean Counotl hav taken notae of the fact that these
prodlems are not restricted to the member States of the
Community. Comparable ocutrages have also occurred tn recent
times olsewhere 1n Europe.

The Curopean Counct) als0 rncalls the Declaration of the
Community Institutions and tho mombor Statec agatnst Ractism and
Xenophobia of 11 June 1986. 1t considars raspect for the
dignity of the human being and the eltmination of
manifostations of diserimination to D0 06 pavamount importance.
$uch manifestations, iIncluding expressions of prejudice
directed against foreign 1mmigrants, are unacceptable. The
Curopean Council underlines the positive contribution that
workers from third countries have made and continue to make to
the development of the Community as a whole.

Against this background, the Curopean Council recalls the
United Nations Conventtion on the Elimination of Reelad
Discrimination, Lhe Council of Europe Declaration on
Iatolerance and ongoing work in the framework of the CSCE. The
Curopean Ceunell supports aotion, notadbly 1n the context of the
numan dimenston of the CSCE, te counter anti-gomilism, ractem,
incitement t0 hatred and xenophobdia, The importance which the
Community and 1ts moember States attach to this eubject s
17%ustrated by the proposals sgainet racicm and xenophodia made
in their name, and by the initiatives on reltated fssues taken
by individud) memdor States at the curreant sesston of the COM
in Copenhagen.
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78 DECLARAYION OF SOUTHERN AFRICA

The European Council welcomes the important changes that have
taken place in Southern Africa since 1t mot In Strasbourg.

The European vouncty wermly welesmoo the eurresafyl ¢ong¢luston
of the procrads of .Dringing Namidbia to indapandence with a
constitution based on multieparty democracy and Auman riyhts,
The European Community and 1ts momber States will continue to
give aid and support to the poople of Namibta as they build
thoir new country, 1n particular in the framework of the new
Lomé Convention. They welcome the talka whi¢h have taken place
between the Angolan Government and UNITA under Partuguese
auspices., Thoy Yook forward te the resolution of the confliict
fn Angola and also Of thas 1n Mozambique through dtalogue.

The Curvpean Counoll grestly walaomes the significant changes
that heve Saken place in Santh Africe in recent months: the
release of Nelason Mandela and of other politice) priconers’ tne
unbanning of political organications; the substantial V11fting
of the state of emergency; the commitmant by the Government to
sbol1sh the sparthetd systam and to create & democratia and
non=-racial South Africa, and 1ts willingness to enter into
negotiations on the future of South Africa with the
represantatives of the majorisy.

They pay tribute to the parts played in bringing adout these
changes by Prosident F W do nierk and Mi Nelaen Mandels The
efforts of Prestident F W de Klerk to bring about & new era in
South Afriad are testimony to his foreosight and courage. MWr
Nelson Mandela, a prisoner for 87 yeare, has inspired millions
of South Africans opposed €0 apartheid and thereby amply
demonstraced his yualibdecs of dtatasmannhip, audlities that
w;1l be required 1n the chellonging pariod ahmad 4n South
Africs.

The objective A? the [uropean Community and tts membder States
18 the compliele Jismantlament of the apartheig syscom, by
peacefu) means and without delay, and tts replacement by a
uniterd, non-rac¢isl and democratic state In which aV) people
shal) enjoy common and equea) citizenantip and whure vespest for
unfversally recognived human rights (s guarvantesd. They
welcoma the Joint commitment between the South African
Government and the ANC n the Groote Schuur Minute to stability
and & pesceful process of negottations, They call on aVd
parties in South Africa to endorse thie objective. It fs the
1ntention of the Eurcpean Community and 1¢s momber States to
encourage, by every means availabdble to them, the early opening
of negottations leading to the creation of a united, non~racial
and democratic South Africa.
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Negotiations on & new South Africa should get under way without
delay. The substantia) progress made towards removal of the
obstacles roprecented by the ctatea of emergency and the
detontion of political prisonars 1s welcome. The European
Council looks forward to early agroecmunt between tho South
Afe fean Qevavamant ard tho ANC on tha randitinns In whigh
exilas can return and on Lhe dafinicion of politica) prisoners
Yedding 40 Shetw roloace. The Eurapean Gaunctl calle on al)
parties to remove the remaining obstacles to paaceaful
negotiations and to rafrain from violence or advocacy of
violence.

The CEuropean Counctl fully recognises that & new post=
onarthedd South Africa should be adle to aval) itself of o))
tha aconomic regources, ineluding accacs to externatl rinance,
required to ensure 1ts future pruvpurily and the full
development of all 1te people. South Africa faces acute
socio-economic problems, aspecially 1n the areas of employment,
education and housing, agatnst a background of & high rate of
populatton growth. Thase prodblems have been greatly
exacerbated by apartheid. Posftive action 16 needed to rectify
fmbalances. .

Throuah the programme of positive measures, the Community has,
€or 2 numbar of yrars, haen providing ags12tance o Lhe viultms
of aparthetd. 1In tha 14ght of tha rccent developments 4n South
Afr1¢s and as a strong eignal of political support to those
dlsadvantagod by 3partheid and nf taa wil) te contribute to a
new sogio-economic balares, tho Community intends to incresse
the funds being mede available under its programme and to adept
Lhe programme s tho naode of the new situatfon, tncluding
those connected with the return ana resattiement vf exiles. 14
neluviiwd BRE paatetue attitude heing Aleplayad by al) garties,
factuding the new Soulh African Govarnmont, to guch programmes.

At 4te maeting 1n Strasbourg In December last, the furopoan
Counat) decided that the Community and 1ts member States would
maintain the pressure that they exert on the South African
suthorities in order te promote the profound and frreversible
rhanges whieh thev have repeatedly stood for, The Luropean
Council affirms ites willingness to considor & gradua)
relaxation of this proccure when there 19 furthar cleoar
evidence that the process of change slready fniftiated continues
in the direction called for st Strasbourg.
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The European Council holds the view that the new South Africa,
which will have harnessed the full richness, not only of its
physical, but also of its abundant human resources, has the
potential to act as a stimulus fur growth in the Southern
African region. The European Council looks forward to being
able to welcome, in the near future, a new, democratic and
economically prosperous South Africa as it takes its proper
place as an African nation in the international community.
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The turopean Counctl recalls 1ty long-standing postition of
principle on the Arab-Israelt conflict 1n the Middle East. It
13 determined to encourage all afforts to promote dislogue
Lelwsen Lhe parlive dlreclly cuncernud Yoading Ly Lhe
negotiation or a comprehensive settigemant consistent with the
principles 1t has set out, beginning with the Venfc¢e
Geclaravion ten years sgo ana rurther aeveiopea since, noiLably
in the Madrid Declaration. This settiement should be found in
the framewurk Of an iInternatlions) peace confarence under the
suspicos of Lhe Unliled Nalions wilh the particlipelliun uf Lhe
PLO. The European Counci! expresses {ts support for ovory
effort by the permanent members of the Security Counsil to
create a climate of confidence between the parties and, in thiy
way, to factilitate the convining of Lhe International peace

confarence.

The Kuropean Council welcomes the commitment to continuing the
peace process expressed in the letter to the President of the
Eurcpean Counctl from the Prime Mintster of lsvaal, The
Curopedan Counect) hopes that {1t wil) be followed {n practice.
It stresses the urgent need for Israel to begin a political
dislogue with the Palestintian people which could laad to o
comprehencive, juct and lacting caottlomant to the Arabelgsraeld
eonflifet. Such a settliement should dDe on the bacsis of
Resolutions 242 and 338 of the Security Counci) based on the
principle of "Yand for pesce".

The Curopean Counct) stressas that all parties have &
responsibitity to refrain from acticns or statements which
might impede stups towards dialogue and negotiation. Those who
would choose violant over peaceful means for achieving
political objectives cannot be allowed to pravat). Neither the
taking of human Jife, whatever the circumstances, nov violence
sgatagt eiviliane can play any part in acrhiaving pearn and
recenciliation.

Threats of war and of the use of weapons of mass destruction
serve only to (ncrease tensfion In the region and should be
oschewed. The Community and 1ts member States have
consistently condemned both threats and acts of viulaence in the
region, whatever their ortgin. In suc™ a delfcate sttustion,
011 ahannels of dialoguo and nogotiation should be Kkept open.

The Curopean Council {s concerned that, by making territorial
comoromice over more difficylt, lsvael’s settiement policy tn
the Occupied Tarritories presents a growing obstaclie to peace
fn the regfon, Roftorating that Jewi¢h cettleaments (n the
territorties occcupied by lsrael since 1967, 1ncluding Last
Jerusalem, are 111ega) under international Vaw, {1t calls
earnestly on the Government of lsrael not to permit settlements
thors. The Hurepean Counell rooognices and cuppomto the right
of Sevietl Jawe to enigvate to Icrael and eliewhere., It fe,
howaver, firmly of tire viaw that this right must not be
tmplemented at the expense of the rights of the PFPalestinfans in
the Qccupioed Territories.
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Recent events underiine once agatn that the status quo (n the
Occupied Territories 1s untenadle. The lamentable position
concerning the observance of human rights fn the Occupied
Tarritorties has 1ed the Community and 1ts member States to set
out repeatedly thair concern. They are resolved to step up
their already significant gsupport for the protection of the
human rights of the population of the Occupied Territor ss.

In the present situstion, and particularly with regard to the
protection of the population, the UN, too, can and should play
4 useful role. The European Council supports such ¢ role of
the UN.

The European Counctil refars to the obdligation on Parties to the
Geneva Convention Relative to the Protection of Civilian
Persons {n Time of War to respect and to ensure respact ‘or ity
provistons. The Twelve have repeatediy called on Itrael to
adhere to 1ts obligations towards the Palestinian population in
the territory under 1ts occupation which s protected by that
Convention., They have observed that ft has rotably fafiled te do
$0 1n o number of important areas. Concerned that the human
rights of the population of the Occupted Territories continve
to be inadequately protected, the European Crnunci) calls for
further action, in sccordance with the Convention, to ensure
that protection.

The European Council has reviewed the range of actions taken on
the basts of the Strasbourg Declaration in order to arrest the
deterioration of the economic and soctfal sftuation In the
Occupied Territories and to help to preserve the future of
Palestinian society. It notes with gsatisfaction the signtficnt
tnerease of Community aid, particularly 4n the 1990 programme
of direct aid which is ready for adoption. It confirms it
determination to double direct Community aid by 19002,

The Evropean Council also expresses its satisfaction with the
growth 1n exports of agricuitural produce froa the Occupied
Yerritories to the Community, It invites the Community
fastitutions to take sppropriate actior for a rapid further
improvement of the conditions of access to the Community market
for Palestinian products and to examine further poosidilities
for increasing trade between the Community and the Oeccupien
Territortes.

As an expression of the tmportance which the furopesn Counci!?
sttaches to facilitating the speeady and efficient
fmplementation of the Community’s expanding programme for the
benefit of the population of the Occupied Territories, the
Commission 1s iInvited to appoint a representative to the
Occupied Territories for this purpose at an es:iy date,
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7D DECLARAY ON _NUCLE NOK-PRO RAYI

The European Counctl strongly supports and s fully committed
to the objective of nuclear non-proliferation, It believas that
the further spread of nuclear weapons or othar nuclear
explosive davices would endanger stabsiity and threaten
regional and global security. The Eurapean Counctil attacher tha
greatest importance to the maintenance of an effective
intarnational nuclear non-proliferation regime and will make
every effort to contribute to strengthening non-proliferation
and encouraging the participation of further countries in the
regime. The Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons
(NPT) ts an fimportant elament {n that regime. The Twelve Member
States of the European Community, pariies to the NPT or not,
wil) work sctively to secure a successzful outcome to the
discussions which will take place {n the forthcoming months,
and In particuler the deliberations 07 the Pourth Review
Conference of the NPT, and hope that those discussions wil
provide stable and sssured solutions to the prodlaems
encountered by the tnternationd! community tn preventing the
spredd of nuclesr weapons, The European Council expresses its
concearn that there s 4 continuing risk that further countries
may acquire nuclear weapons and that a number of countries
remain outstde the non-protiferstion vegime. It calls on a0
states to join 1n efforts to eVYiminate this risk of nuclaar
proliferation.

The European Counci) recognises the indispensadle role played
by the JAEA and 1ts safeguards in the development of the
peaceful uses of nuclear energy., It racognises that these
safeguards are the cornerstone of an effective
non-proliferation regime. The European Counci) reaffirms the
need for the peaceful application of nuclear enargy to take
place under credible, affective and efficient fnternationct
safeguards. In this connectton, 1t receils thae {mportant
contribution of Euratom safeguards. For their part, the Twelve
Member States of the Community have accepted, in accordance
with their respective Individual status, the exercise of
international controle on thetr nuclear {nstallations and awoly
contraints to thetr export policies. The furopean Counct)
strongly supports the application of safeguards on as universa)
& basts as possible. It calls on other 3tates to subscribe to
similar commitments,

The Curopean Council bellaves tn the nead fur an equitable and
stadle framework for tnternstional nuclaar trade. The Twelve
Member States of the European Community have 00)lectively
ddhered to the Nuclear Suppliers Group Guidolines, thereby
dsouming & basi(e eommon dicaipitine for their nuclesr exports.
The European Counci) expresses the hope that other sountries
will conduet thetr nuclesr export policias on a similar bDasis,
Within the framework of guidelines for nuclear trade, the
European Council wishes to co-operate with all countries,
especially developing countries., While maintaining and furthar
developing the existing non-prolifer.tion regime, the Buropean
Council will work to uphold the right of all countries to the
development of research, production and ute of nuclear energy
for peaceful purposes.
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In a context where several countries in vartous regions of the
world perceive an fncreasing role for nuclear energy, the
European Counci) belteves that thy development of the peaceful
uses of nuclear energy should be inseparable from necessary
dction Lo eliminate the rigk of proliferation of nuclear arms,
and should be accompanied by the utmost attention to safety. In
that regard the Twelva nember Statec of the furopean Community
have proposed that the (AZA convene a Technicsl Conference §n
1991, to review the situation in the field of nuclear safety as
well as to formulate recommendations on further maasures for
{mproving safety in order to supplement extating measures {n
this fleld,

The Europisan Counct) reaffirms once again tts support for the
objective of the non-proliferation of nuclear weapons and wid)
continue to work in a spirit of dialogue and co-operation in
order to enlarge the fntarnational consensus in favour of an
offective non-proliferation regtme,
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1E DECLASATIOH ON THE IRANIAN EARTHQUAKE

The European Council expresses 1ts profound sympathy to the
Government and people of the [slamic Repubiic of lran at the
tearrible loss of 1ife, injuriet and devastation caused by the
earthquakeo in northwest Iran on 21 June.

The Community and 1ts member States wish to give all possible
assistance to the victime of this disaster. They Nave already
begun a substantial programme of relief and will give every
consideration to immediate further aid and to reconstruction
assistance.

The European Council conveys the deep sympathy of the poople of
the Europaean Community to the 1njured and condolences to those
familtes and friende who have been bereavad.
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7 F RECLARATION ON CYPRUS

The Europaan Council discussed the Cyprus Quastion n the YT1ght
of the impasse {n the intercommunal dialogue.

Tha European Council, deeply concerned at the situation, fully
resffirme its previous declarations and 1ts support for the
unity, independance, sovereignty and territorial integrity of
Cyprus {n accordance with the relevant UN resolutions.
Reitarating that the Cyprus prodlem affects ECTurkey relations
and bearing in mind the importance of these relations, it
stresses the need for the prompt elimination of the obstacles
that are preventing the pursuit of effective fntercommunal
talks simed at finding & just and viable solution to the
question of Cyprus on the basis of the mission of good offices
of the Secretary General, as 1t was recently reaffirmed by
Resolution 649/00 of the Security Counectd,
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THE ENVIRONMENTAL IMPERATIVE
DECLARATION BY THE EUROPEAN COUNCIL

Tha natural envivonment which forms the 1ife support system of
our planet 4s gravely at risk. The earth’s atmosphere s
seriously threatensd. The condition of water resources,
including the seas and oceans, {is causing concern, natural
resources are being depleted and thaere is growing loss of
genette diversity. Thae quality of 1{ife - indeed, the
continuation of 1ifa = could no longer be assured werse recent
trends to procaed unchalliengad.

As Heads of State and Government of the European Community, we
recognise our special responsibility for the environment both
to our own citizens and to the wider world, We undertake to
intensify our efforts to protect and enhance the natural
snvironment of the Community itself and the world of which {¢
is part. Wa intend that action by the Community and {ts Member
States will be developed on a coordinated basis and on the
principles of sustainable development and preventive and
precautionary action. We have, therefore, adopted the following
Declaration setting out guidelines for future action,

T munit i sion

The obligations of the Eurcopean Community and its Member States
in the area of environmenta! protection are clearly defined in
the Treatfes. There 13 al180 an increasing acceptance of a
wider responsibility, as one of the foremost regional groupings
in the world, to play & leading role in promoting concerted and
effective action at global level, working with other
industrialised countries, and assisting developing countries to
overcoms their spacial difficulties. The Community’s
cradibility and effectiveness at this wider level depends in
Yarge measure on the abiflity to adopt progressive environmental
measures for implementation and enforcement by 1ts Membar
States. The intarnal and extarnal dimensions of Community
environment policy are therafore insxtricadly linked.

Completion of the Internal Market in 1992 will provide & major
fmpetus to economic development in the Community. There must be
a corresponding accaleration of effort to ensure that this
davalopment {19 sustainadlie and environmentally sound. In
particular, the environmentsal risks {inhevent in greater
production and tn increased demand for transport, energy and
{nfrastructure must be countered and snvironmental
considerations must be fully and effectively integrated into
these and all other policy aress.

The Community and the Member States must find effective
solutions to all forms of pollution, including that created by
the agricultural sector, and should support efforts to promote:
clean technology and non-polluting processes and products in
industry, Better arrangements ara also neaded to protect the

seas and coasta) regions of Mamber States from the threat posad
by the transport of ofl and hazardous substances. This applies
in particular to the marine waters to ths wast and south of the
Community whare new co-operation arrangements should be
developed without delay, with the help of the Commisston.

While welcome progress has deen made fn recent times in the
adoption of environmenta) measures at Community level, much
more needs to be done taking due account of the subsidiarity
principie, the differing environmenta) conditions in the
regions of the Community and the neod for balanced and cohesive
development of these regtons. We urge the Counct) and the
Commtssion to press ahead with their work on this basis. The
forthcoming Intergovernmental Conference should address ways of
sccelorating Community deciston-making on eavironments?
Tegistation with a view to providing the Community with the
necessary capacity in all rospects to respond to the urgency of
the sttuation.

Community environmental Yegislation wil) only be affective (¢
1t s fully tmplemented and enforced by Member States. We
therefore renew our commitment in this respect. %Yo ensure
transparency, comparability of effort and full {nformation for
the pudlic, we invite the Commission to conduet ragular reviews
and to publish detatled reports on its findings. There should
alse be parfodic evaluations of exfsting Directives to ensure
that they are adapted to scientific and technical progress and
to resolve persistent difficultias in implementation; such
reviews should not, of course, leaad to a reduced standard of
environmental protection In any case,

Standarde designed to ensure a high leve) of environments)
protection wil) remain the corneretone of Community environment
polfey. But the traditional “"command and control® approach
should now be supplemented, where appropriste, by economic and
fiscal messures 1f anvironmental considerations are to be fully
Integrated into other policy sreas, 1f pollution 19 to Do
prevented at source, and 1f the pollyter s to pay. We
‘therefore call on the Commission to accelerate 1ts work in this
fleld and to present, before the end of 1990, propossls for o
framework or guidelines within whieh such measures could be put
into effect by the Member States in a manner consistent with
the Treatioes.

Implementation of Community environmenta) messures and the
protection of the common Curopean heritage can give rise to
unequel burdens for tndividual Member $tates. In this context,
we welcome the recent ENVIREO initiative, under which support
from the Structural Funds will be provided for the mansgement
of hazardous wastes and the treatment of coastal waste water
discharges. Ne invite the Commisston to review the overall
Tevel of budgetary resources devoted to Community environment
policy, eurrently disbursed through s number of separate
funding mechaniesms, and to submit fts findings to the Counci)
48 soon ag possidle,
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The Community and 1ts Member States have a2 special
responsibility to encourage and participate in fnternationa)
acttion to combat global environmental problems., Their capacity
to provide Yeadarship in this sphere {s enormous. The
Community must use more effectively 1ts position of moral,
sconomic and puirtical authority to acvance international
afforts to solve glcbal problems and to promote sustainadle
development and respect for the global commons. In particular,
the Antarctic deserves special protection as the Yast great
unspoited wilderness, The Community ehould also support afforts
to butld 1nto intarnationa) structures the capacity to raspond
more effectively to glodal probdlems,

Depletion of the ozone layer 18 a major cause for concern. The
Community has already agreed to prass for revision of the
Montrea! Protocol on substances which daplete the o2zone layer
80 as to speed up constderadly tha complete elimination of
these substances., It 1o also committed to the provision of
additional financial and technical resources to aseist
developing countries in tmplementing the Protocol. We cal) on
a1 the Contracting Parties to the Protocol to support these
proposals and we call on States which have not alresdy done o
urgently to ratify or accede to the Protocol.

Recoent scientific assessments show that man-made emissions are
substantially increasting the atmospheric concentrations of
greenhouse gases and that a business-as~usual approsch will
Tead to additional global warming in the decades to come. We
urge a1l countries to Introducy extensive energy efficiency and
conservation measures and to adopt as soon as possidle targets
and strategies for VYimiting emissions of greeanhouse gases. We
cal) on the Commiseton to expedite 1ts proposals for concrete
action and, in particular, measures relating to ecarbon dioxide
em.osions, with a “few to establishing & strong Community
position in preparation for the Second World Climate
Conference. The Community and 1ts Member States will take al!?
possible steps to promote the e¢arly adoption of s Climate
Convention and associated protocols, including one on tropica)
forest protection.

¥e are gravely concornsd at the ocontinuing and rapid
destruction of the tropical forests. We welcome the commitment
of the new Government of Brazil to halt this destruction and to
promote sustainabdle forest managemant., The Community and fts
Member States will actively support this process. We have asked
the Commission to open discuseions as & matter of urgency with
Brazi) and the other Amazonian Pact countries with g view to
developing & concrate action progremme involving the Community,
1ts Moemder Stateas and these countries. Llements for priority
consideration should include debt for forest conservation

exc: angesy codes of conduct for timber Importing 4Yndustries:
and the additional resources necessary to enadle the forests te
be preserved and managed on a sustainabdle bastis, making optima'
use of exfsting agencies and mechanisms. We appeal to cther
industrialised countries to join us In our efforts. In our own
cuuntries, we will work to protect the forests and to extend
and etrangthen programmes of afforestation.

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Destruction of the tropicel forests, soi) eroston,
desertification and other environmenta) probleme of the
developing countries can be fully addressed ondy fn the context
of North-South relationships general'y. Nevertheless, the
Community togather with the Member $tates should play s major
role fs asstoting these countries in thetr efforts to achieve
tTong-term sustainable development, In thrs gontext, we welcome
the provisions of the Fourth Lomé Conventiun under which
fncreased assistance s to be jiven to ACP sountries, at their
request, in the ft1e1d of population, environment and
sustainable resource dovelopment. Ue aVlso0 welcome the strategy
st out {n the Regolution on Environment and Oevelopment agreed
by the Councti) on 29 May 1990, particulariy (n regard to the
recognition of the need for additional resources to help deal
with the environmental prodlems of developing countries. More
generaliy, the cooperation agreaments between the Community and
the countries of Asta and Latin America faliing outsfde the
Lomé framework should increasingly emphasise our shared
environmental concerns.

The environmental sftuation 1n Central and Castern lurope
presents special challanges. We endorse the sgresment reached
tn Dubltn on 16 June 1990 between the Environment Minteters of
the Community and those of Central and Castern Curope on the
steps to be taken to improve the environment in Lurope as a
whole and in Contral and Castern Curope in particular,

Remedial measures must be taken by these countrias to ¢lear up
problems which have developed through years of neglect and to
ensure that their future economic development 18 substatnadle,
Thay need the support of the Community and 1ts Hember States in
order to aschiove these obdbjectivaa., Action already taken within
the PHARE programme 1s encouraging but will need to be
developed further, both in the context of the expanded 024
progremme and in the co-operation sgreements betwaen the
Community and tha countries of Central and Castern furope. We
Took forward aleo to thne contribution to be made by the
Curopean Bank for Reconstruction and Developmeant 1n thite
reguard.

Parsona) Attitudes and Shared Retoonsibilities

Increased public awareneis and concern for envivonmental f{ssues
15 one of the major developments of our time, We note with
satisfaction the adoption of the Regulation te estadlish the
Curopean Eavironment Agency which will provide relteble and
objective Information on the state of the environment for the
citizans of Lurope.

Another tmportant development 1o the adoption of the Directive
on Fresdom of Access to Invironmental Information which wil)
greatly increase the availebility of Information to the pubdiie
and wil) Yead to the publication of reguisr State of the
Environment Reports. We invite the Member Staves $0 accompany
these reporte by natfona) environment sction plans, prepared in
8 fora which will attract maximum public intereet and svppors.

Ne urge Member States to tske positive steps to disseminate
environmenta) information widely among their citizens in order
to build up more caring snd more responsible attitudes, ¢
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greater understanding, based on sound scifentific assesemente,
of the nature and causoes Of problems, and a better appreciation
of. the coste and other implications of possible solutions,

The development of highar Yevels of knowledge and understanding
of environmental fssues will fuctlitate mare effective action
by the Community and 1te Membar States to protect the
environment. The objective of such action must be to guarantee
citizens tha right to & clean and healthy environment,
particularly {n regard to =~

¢ the quality of ailr

¢ rivers, Yakes, coasta) and marine waters
¢ the quality of food and drinking water

¢ protection agatinst noise

¢ protectton against contamination of sofl, sofl erosfon and
Jesertification

e pregservation of habitats, flora and fauns, landscape and
other elaments of the natural heritage

¢ the amenity quality of residential areas,

The full achifevement of this objective must be & shared
responsibilfity. Problems cannot be resolved without concerted
action. 1In each country, everyone - Government, publie
authorities, private undertakings, individuale and groups -
must be fully involved. Acceptance at a1l levels of this
concept must be promoted,

Mankind 1s the trustee of the natural! environment and has the
duty to snsure 1ts enlightened stewardship for the benefit of
this and future generations. Solidarity must be shown with the
poorer and less developed nations.

We note with tnterast the concluaions of the $1ena Forum on
Internationa) Law of the Environment and suggest that these
should be constdered by the 1992 UN Conference on Invironment
and Oevelopment,

A1) of our dectisions matter. The evironment s dependent on
our collective actions and tomorrow’s environment depends on
how we acl today.

The European Council tnvites the Commission to use thesae
principles and objectives as the basts of the Fifth Actton
Programme for the Cnvironment and to present & draft of such o
Programme in 1991,
