inferieur a 410 dollars) eta TMI eleve (plus de 100)J 259 millions dans 32 pays a 
revenu moyen (PNB par habitant de 411 a 1 000 dollars) eta TMI moyen (50 a 99)J 
551 millions dans les 54 pays restants (PNB par habitant superieur a 1 000 dollars 
et TMI inferieur a 50). 

Le tableau 2 indique le nombre de pays assistes selon differentes categories 
de programme en 1984. 

Depenses 

Le tableau 3 a) indique les depenses du programme du FISE pour les groupes de 
pays ayant des niveaux differents de PNB par habitant et de TMI et le tableau 3 b) 
la depense annuelle du FISE par enfant pour le meme groupe de pays. Le montant de 
la depense par enfant a !'echelon national n•a qu•une valeur indicative : il va de 
soi que la somme depensee par enfant beneficiant directement de !'assistance 
fournie au titre du programme est plus elevee que ne le montre le chiffre 
correspondant a la depense par enfant sur le plan national. 

La depense moyenne par enfant en 1984 pour les pays ou le FISE cooperait a des 
programmes a long terme a ete de 26 cents des Etats-Unis, soit 16 cents provenant 
des ressources generales et 10 cents provenant des fonds supplementaires. La 
depense moyenne par enfant pour les groupes a TMI eleve a generalement ete plus 
grande que pour les pays a TMI plus faible. De nouvelles ameliorations en faveur 
des pays a TMI eleves sont prevues pour 1988. Les depenses concernant 
d'importantes activites de secours et de readaptation, ainsi que les projets 
regionaux et interregionaux, sont exclues, de maniere a faciliter la comparaison de 
!'assistance par enfant pour les programmes nationaux a long terme. 

Lorsque, en 1983, le Conseil d'administration du FISE a adopte !'utilisation 
du TMI comme nouveau critere permettant de determiner le montant des ressources a 
allouer, il a decide de ne pas abaisser le plafond budgetaire prevu pour le 
programme et de viser a ce qu'il soit pleinement tenu compte avant 1988 du nouveau 
critere qui venait s'ajouter a celui du PNB par habitant et du nombre d'enfants par 
pays. Il est maintenant peu probable que cette date soit tenue si l'on ne dispose 
pas de ressources supplementaires pour les pays a TMI eleve et a PNB faible. 

Le tableau 4 indique la ventilation des depenses de 1984 par grandes 
categories de programmes et sa comparaison avec les depenses des annees 
precedentes. Il convient de noter que cette ventilation est arbitraire, le FISE 
preconisant une approche qui fait intervenir un certain nombre de secteurs dans la 
plupart des programmes. 

I . .. 
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Le tableau 5 donne le montant global des depenses du programme dans chaque 
region geographique. Le FISE ayant une approche nationale, et non regionale, les 
differences entre regions refletent la population enfantine, les ressources 
financieres et le TMI relatifs des pays de la region [comme indique dans les 
tableaux 3 a) et 3 b)], et non une politique de cooperation regionale. 

Le tableau 6 indique le nombre des institutions et des centres qui ont re~u ou 
doivent recevoir du materiel et des fournitures du FISE. Ces tabulations sont 
fondees sur des donnees communiquees par les bureaux exterieurs du FISE. Ces 
indices purement statistiques n'ont qu'une valeur limitee, car nombre de programmes 
importants ne se pretent pas a une simple mesure quantitative. Ils ne refletent 
pas non plus la qualite du travail accompli. 

Le tableau 7 donne des precisions sur le personnel national qui a beneficie 
d'une formation et d'une orientation grace a des allocations du FISE. Sur les 
319 000 personnes formees de la sorte en 1984, 288 000 (soit 88 p. 100) ont suivi 
des cours d'une duree d'un mois ou moins, 21 000 (6 p. 100) des cours allant d'un a 
trois mois, 15 000 (5 p. 100) des cours de trois a 12 mois et 3 000 (1 p. 100) des 
cours d'une duree superieure a 12 mois. 

Le tableau 8 indique le nombre des installations achevees d'adduction d'eau et 
d'evacuation des excreta, ainsi que le nombre des beneficiaires.
