PRELIMINARY REMARKS

1. These tables contain the information supplied by Governments to the Permanent Central
Opium Board and published by the Board, under the provisions of the Conventions of 19 February
1925 and 13 July 1931.

2. Table XII refers to the substances falling under the Convention of 1925 only (opium,
coca leaves and cannabis), and Table XIII to the substances falling under both this Conven­
tion and that of 1931-namely, all the" drugs" which are mentioned in Article I of this latter
Convention or which were subsequently subjected to its provisions.

3. The Report of the Board on its work in 1956 contains eleven tables (Nos. I to XI)
showing the main trends in the different phases of the movement of narcotics over a number
of years.! The following two tables, on the other hand, are more in the nature of "control"
tables. They constitute "balance-sheets" intended to show, for each country or territory,
whether the available supply has been duly accounted for and whether stocks existing at the end
of the year tally with the balance calculated by the Board. In the case of the substances falling
under the 1931 Convention, Table XIII also shows whether Governments have remained within
the limits of the estimates; thus, it constitutes the statement called for under Article 14, para­
graph 3, of the Convention of 1931.

4. Some Governments have supplied or amended their statistics since the publication of
tables I to XI; in the following tables, the latest figures have been used. This will explain
differences in some of the data published in the two sets of tables.

5. The index which follows indicates the pages where any country or territory may be
found in one or the other of Tables XII and XIII. Explanatory notes are given on page 16
for Table XII and on page 30 for Table XIII.

EXPLANATORY NOTE

1. This table constitutes, for each country and territory, the" balance-sheet" for 1955 of the substances
falling only under the Convention of 19 February 1925-namely: opium, coca leaves and cannabis.
Countries and territories with no figures or figures of less than one kilogramme do not appear.

2. Columns numbered r to 10 contain the statistics which, under this Convention, have been supplied
to the Board by Governments. They were asked for in the following statistical forms:

3. Columns I, II and III contain the results of calculations made by the Board on the basis of the above
statistics:

The figures in column I represent the total assets - i.e., the quantities in stock at the beginning of the year, to
which have been added, during the course of the year, the amounts produced and imported, and, in certain cases, the
quantities originating from confiscations in the illicit traffic.

The figures in column II represent the total liabilities - i.e., the amounts consumed, converted, exported and
used for Government requirements.

The figures in column Ill, which represent the difference between columns I and ll, indicate the amounts which
should be in stock, according to the Board's calculations. These quantities cannot in all cases agree with the actual amount
of the stocks held at the end of the year: the Board, for example, is not informed of the losses in weight which occur
throclgh desiccation of the opium during the time-lapse between its harvesting and its utilization; further, the Board
does not always receive information on substances confiscated on account of local illicit transactions, which are subse­
quently used for licit purposes. Moreover, the omission of quantites below one kilogramme in most of the returns is bound
to produce certain discrepancies.

4. The term opium includes raw opium, medicinal opium and opium in the form of medicinal preparations
containing up to 20% of morphine, made directly from opium. The term cannabis refers not only to the
plant itself, but also to its galenical preparations, its resin and preparations thereof.

5. The scope of the information requested under the Convention vanes from substance to substance:

Opium. - Neither the amounts of raw opium utilized in the compounding of medicinal opium and medicinal
preparations made from opium nor the quantities of these products thereby obtained are declared to the Board; this,
in fact, does not materially affect the" balance-sheet ", for the amounts used more or less equal the products obtained.
As a result, however, column 2 shows only the production of raw opium, and columns 7 and 8 the amounts of raw opium
utilized for the manufacture of products (morphine and smoking-opium, respectively) other than medicinal opium and
medicinal preparations of opium.

Cannabis. - As far as cannabis, its resin and preparations are concerned, only the imports, exports and
confiscations effected on account of illicit exports and imports are to be reported to the Board. The statistics relating
to the galenical preparations of cannabis are more complete, but do not include manufacture. Thus, it is not possible
to strike a balance. The figures shown in columns 6 (Consumption) and I and 10 (Stocks) refer only to galenical preparations.

6. Production and utilization of raw opium and coca leaves are shown in greater detail in the tables
annexed to the Board's I<.eport.r

7. Unit ot weight and symbols. - The unit of weight used in this table is the kilogramme; a blank
space separates the hundreds from the thousands. A question mark (?) signifies that the relevant figure or,
in some cases, the factors required for calculating it, are not available. The sign" " signifies" nil" or an
amount under one kilogramme.

I. This table constitutes, for each country and territory, at once the" balance-sheet" for 1955 of the drugs falling under
the Convention of 19 February 1925 and/or the Convention of 13 July 1931, and the statement called for in Article 14, para­
graph 3, of the Convention of 1931. A detailed list of the drugs in question appears on page 6 of the present document.
Countries and territories with no figures or figures of less than one kilogramme do not appear.

2. Columns I to 8 contain the statistics which, under these Conventions, are supplied to the Board by Governments.

3. Columns I, II and III contain the results of calculations made by the Board on the basis of the above statistics:

The figures in column I represent the total assets-i.e., the quantities in stock at the beginning of the year. to which
have been added, during the course of the year, the amounts manufactured and imported, and, in certain cases, the
quantities originating from confiscations in the illicit traffic.

The figures in column II represent the total liabilities-i.e., the amounts consumed, converted, exported and used
for Government requirements.

The figures in column Ill, which represent the difference between columns I and ll, indicate the amounts which
should be in stock according to the Board's calculations. These quantities cannot in all cases agree with the actual amount
of the stocks held at the end of the year: for instance, the Board does not always receive information with regard to
substances confiscated on account of local illicit transactions, which are subsequently used for licit purposes. Moreover,
the omission of fractivns of a kilogramme in most of the returns is bound to produce certain discrepancies.

4. Columns A, B, C and D contain the following data, printed in italics:

Column A. - The limit of manufacture and/or imports, calculated by the Board under Articles 6 and 7, or Article 12
in the case of purely importing countries, of the Convention of 1931.

Column B. - The estimated amount required for domestic consumption for medical and scientific purposes. The
figures were taken from column I of the Statement of the" Estimated \'Yorld Requirements of Narcotic Drugs in 1955 ..
published by the Supervisory Body (document E/DSB/I2).

Column C. - The estimated amount required for conversion into other drugs or other substances. The figures
were taken from column II of the above-mentioned Statement.

Column D. - The level of the reserve stock it was desired to maintain. Figures were taken from column III of
the above-mentioned Statement.

5. Under the Convention of 1931, partly manufactured drugs fall under the definition of the drug itself, and estimates
are to be established accordingly. The Board, however, has deemed it preferable to show separately the movement of crude
cocaine, in view of the fact that the drug enters the trade in this form. Estimates, therefore, appear only against the pure
drug and are supposed to cover the requirements of the drug in all its forms (i.e., including its" crude" form). It may
happen, of course, that a double count occurs under .. manufacture" (column 2). when the crude drug is both produced
and refined into the pure drug in the same country; in this case, an approximate adjustment can be made by deducting the
amount of the crude drug shown in column 6 from that given in column 2.

6. Under the terms of the 1931 Convention, Governments are not required to report to the Board the consumption of
drugs falling under Group II of Article I (codeine, ethylmorphine, pholcodine, dihydrocodeine, acetyldihydrocodeine and
propoxyphene). Hence, it is not possible to calculate either the "balance" or the limit of manufacture (column A)
thereof-except for the few countries which have volunteered consumption figures of these drugs.

7. Manufacture and conversion of morphine are shown in greater detail in the tables annexed to the Board's Report. t

8. Units of weight and symbols. - The unit of weight used in this table is the kilogramme; a blank space separates
the hundreds from the thousands. The fractions of a kilogramme have been disregarded, both in statistics and in calculations
and estimates mentioned above in paragraphs 2,3 and 4. A question mark (?) signifies that the relevant figure, or in some cases
