Recently, I sent you a message in an attempt to draw your attention to 
the graveness of the provocative acts against Iran by the Eacthist r6gime in 
Iraq, acts which we suspect are supported by the United States. In that context, 
I respectfully urged you to order an investigation of Iraq's violation of 
human rights and other provocative acts. 

NOW, I would like to draw your attention to the military aggression of the 
United States against Iran. This shameless act of invasion has been described 
by the President of the United States as a "humanitarian act", the ultimate 
abuse of lan@a~e by a Government. We are determined to defend the 
integrity of our territory and the authenticity of our revolution. 

Nevertheless, I would like to call your attention to the responsibility 
of your office to investigate and expose acts of aggression against the States 
Members of the United Nations. Acquiescence towards acts of military aggression, 
such as'the one committed by the United States Government against Iran, can only 
encourage the ag:gressors and endancer international peace and secul'ity.
