Upon instructions of the Chairman of the Executive Committee of the 
Palestine Liberatibn OrKanization, I should like to bring the following to your 
attention: 

On Sunday, 6 May 197’9 at 0730 hours, four Israeli warplanes raided the 
Palestinian refugee camp at Nahr al Dared near Tripoli for a period of 
15 minutes. One infant and five other civilians were killed and 10 others were 
wounded. 

I am also instructed to call upon you to take immediate measures to put an 
end to this renewed cycle of violence which Israel has launched and which 
aggravates the already explosive situation in the area and constitutes a threat 
to peace.

I am instructed by the Chairman of the Executive Committee of the Palestine 
Liberation Organization to bring the following to your attention: 

Within 24 hours of their barbarous raid in the vicinity of Tripoli, the 
Israeli Air Force at 1530 hours Beirut time bombarded the villages of 
Al.-Aishiya and Riman. The raid, which lasted 15 minutes, resulted in damage to 
a number of houses. Details of injuries and deaths have not yet been reported. 

I am also asked tc call upon you to take immediate action to put an end to 
the persistent Israeli policy of murdering innocent children and women in 
Palestinian refugee camps.
