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Introduction

The Economic and Social Commission for Western Asia (ESCWA) is
pleased to present the fifteenth issue of the Bulletin on Population and Vital
Statistics in the Arab region.

The purpose of this bulletin is to provide available data and statistics on
ESCWA countries’ vital events (births, deaths, marriage and divorce) and on
population size and composition, based on national sources (registration
systems, censuses and surveys).

This issue includes vital statistics and indicators for the period 2000 -
2011. The Bulletin, which has been revised and underwent a few changes, is
composed of three sections. The first section includes data on population size
and composition in the Arab region; the second section includes data on
fertility and mortality; and the third section provides statistics and indicators
related to marriages and divorces.

Following a recommendation made during the ninth session of the
ESCWA Statistical Committee (Beirut, 13-15 October 2010), data in this
bulletin were only taken from national sources, and were compiled mainly
from a questionnaire prepared by ESCWA.

We hope that this Bulletin will meet the needs of data users, especially
researchers, academics and those working in the field of population,
reproductive health and development by providing a comprehensive picture
on population growth and its dynamics.

ESCWA is grateful to member countries for their collaboration in
producing the Bulletin.

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Section I of this Bulletin, entitled “Population”, presents data on
population size and composition drawn from the latest population
censuses in the Arab region.

The section provides a detailed portrait of population size and
composition according to age, sex, place of residence (urban/rural) and
nationality (if relevant), based on the last two censuses carried out in each
country, with the exception of Lebanon which conducted its last population
census in 1932. Almost all ESCWA member countries have undertaken
a population census every ten years. Population figures drawn from the 2000
census round were provided by 12 ESCWA member countries, and those
drawn from the 2010 census round were provided by nine countries.

Figure 1 displays the population size of each ESCWA member country
according to the last population census. Table 1 shows the census count at the
census reference date, together with United Nations estimates of the
population at mid-year 2011. According to the United Nations estimates for
2011, the population of ESCWA member countries increased by 2.35 percent
from 258.8 million in 2010 to 264.9 million in 2011, representing 72 per cent
from the total population of the Arab countries and 3.8 per cent of the world
population. About half (48 per cent) of the ESCWA population lives in two
countries, Egypt and the Sudan. Egypt alone encompasses 31 percent of the
total population of the Arab region.

The Arab region is very diverse in terms of population size and
composition. Population size in 2011 ranged from 82.5 million in Egypt to
only about 1.3 million in Bahrain. Population composition by age, sex and
nationality, also differs greatly across countries. Although population counts
from the most recent population census are not strictly comparable, owing to
differences in census reference date, they do shed light on variations in the
age-sex structures across countries. According to figures 6-31 showing
population pyramids from the last population census for each country in the
ESCWA region, countries fall into two groups. The first group has a bell
shaped pyramid with a large base at the younger age groups (Egypt, Iraq,
Jordan, Palestine, the Sudan, the Syrian Arab Republic and Yemen) and
a narrow top. The second group of countries is in the Gulf Cooperation
Council. It generally has a unique shape, as it displays a significantly higher
male proportion in the age group (20-59), owing to large numbers of migrant
workers, most of whom are men. In 2010, non-nationals represented 54% of
the population in Bahrain, 88.5 percent in United Arab, 31 per cent in the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, 64 per cent in Kuwait, and 86 per cent in Qatar.

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Figures from the last population census carried out in ESCWA countries
since 2000 show a very diverse population composition by age and sex
between these countries. Table 33 shows that dependency ratios have
decreased in all ESCWA countries. As shown in figure 2, the dependency
ratio ranged from 17 per cent in Qatar to 89 per cent in Palestine to 94 per
cent in Yemen. High fertility countries, such as Palestine and Yemen, have
higher dependency ratios than lower fertility countries, such as Egypt and
Jordan. On the other hand, the Gulf countries have lower dependency ratios
than other ESCWA member countries, owing to the disproportionately large
number of immigrant workers in the working age population in the Gulf. In
2010, the dependency ratio in some ESCWA member countries was higher
than the average of the Least developed countries (77.1 per cent).

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Figure 3 displays the proportions of children, youth and elderly
populations as reported in the last population census in each country. The size
of these population groups are affected by fertility trends and labour
migration. The proportion of children aged less than 15 years ranged from a
low of 14 per cent in Qatar in 2010 to a high of 45 per cent in Yemen. The
children in high fertility countries such as Palestine, the Sudan, the Syrian

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Arab Republic and Yemen constitute over 40 per cent of the total populations.
Over a fifth of the populations in eight of the ESCWA members countries are
youth, while the proportions of children and youth in the GCC countries are
lower than in other ESCWA countries. This, however, does not indicate any
imbalance in the population composition; it is due to high numbers of labour
migrants in these countries.

Figures 4 and 5 show changes in the proportions of youth and children in
the period between the latest two censuses undertaken in the 2000 and 2010
census rounds in seven ESCWA countries. These figures indicate a large
decline in the proportion of children in all countries except Egypt, and an
increase in the proportion of youth populations in all ESCWA countries
except Bahrain, Kuwait and Oman, due to the decrease in labour migration to
these three countries. Despite reported fertility declines in Egypt, census
figures do not reflect corresponding shifts in the proportions of children and
youth there, owing perhaps to age misstatement, under-enumeration in some
young population groups, or both.

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Recent estimates of annual population growth rates were provided by 11
ESCWA countries. Estimates for the period 2009-2011 show a wide variation
in population growth rates in these countries, ranging from O per cent per
annum in Qatar (for nationals) to 2.8 per cent in both Iraq and Palestine to 3.4
per cent in Kuwait. In eight counties, however, population is expected to
grow by at least 2.2 per cent per annum, implying that the populations in these
countries would double in about 34 years or less (Table 36).

With regard to the annual population growth rates, they have decreased
in a number of GCC countries, mainly in Bahrain, perhaps because of the low
migration levels to these countries in 2011 compared to previous years,
because of declining fertility rates, or because of both factors.

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Section 11, entitled “Fertility and Mortality”, presents estimated life
expectancy at birth by sex, registered births, deaths, and causes of death in the
Arab region from 2000 to the latest year for which data were available. In
addition, the section includes levels of fertility as estimated based on the latest
population censuses and/or household surveys in the region.

Recent estimates of life expectancy at birth for the period 2000-2011
were provided by nine countries: Bahrain, Egypt, Oman, Palestine, Qatar,
Saudi Arabia, Syrian Arab Republic, United Arab Emirates and Yemen. The
latest estimates for the period 2009-2011 indicate that in 2011, Qatar had the
highest life expectancy rates for males at 78 years, and the United Arab
Emirates had the highest rates for females at 80 years in 2009. As shown in
tables 37-38, life expectancy at birth improved for both males and females in
most countries in the period 2000-2011. Although estimates for several
countries during this same period show inconsistent trends in life expectancy
at birth, a slight decline in related rates, which remains unjustified, was noted.
Moreover, as expected, estimates of life expectancy for females are higher
than for males. The gender difference, however, is lower than expected,
amounting to only 1-2 years in few countries with have provided relevant
estimates to ESCWA (figure 32 and 33).

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Tables 40-42 present data on registered live births by sex and gender
ratios at birth in all ESCWA countries during the period 2011-2013. Table 43
shows that gender ratios at birth have been within an acceptable range (103-
107) during recent years (2008-2011) in these countries, except Yemen. This
demonstrates that female births are under-registered in Yemen only. The
registration of female births in Iraq has significantly improved in the period
2000 to 2008-2009.

The Total Fertility Rate (TFR) was reported by most ESCWA countries.
The TRF decreased in all countries over the last fifteen years. According to
available estimates drawn from the latest population censuses or surveys, the
highest TFR (6.1 births per woman) was recorded in Yemen in 2004, followed
by Kuwait and the Sudan (5 births per woman). The lowest TFR (1.9 births
per woman) was in Bahrain and Lebanon (2 births per woman in 2009) and in
the United Arab Emirates (table 44).

Tables 45-54 present data on registered deaths and cause of death based
on administration records for infants and children, by sex, for selected years.
Table 55 presents infant mortality rates (IMR) and under-5 mortality rates
(USMR), according to the latest censuses and/or surveys. It shows that the
highest IMR (79 infants per 1000) was recorded in the Sudan in 2008,
followed by Palestine (21 infants per 1000), while the lowest (7 infants per
1000) was recorded in Bahrain, Qatar and the United Arab Emirates. As for
U5MR, the highest rate was recorded in the Sudan in 2008 (110 children per
1000), followed by Palestine in 2010 (25 children per 1000), while the lowest
rate was recorded in Qatar (8 children per 1000) (figures 34 and 35).

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Tables 56-62 present causes of death, classified according to the
International Classification of Diseases (ICD 10). Data provided by ESCWA
countries show that the most common causes of death are diseases of the

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Section 111, entitled “Marriages and divorces”, presents data on
registered marriages and divorces in the Arab region, from 2000 till the
last year for which data are available. The mean age at first marriage,
estimated according to the latest population census and/or household
survey, is also provided.

Tables 63-65 present total numbers of marriages and divorces in ESCWA
countries since year 2000, in addition to data on mean age at first marriage by
nationality and sex, according to the latest family surveys and population
Censuses.

Table 63 presents annual data on the number of registered marriages in
ESCWA countries during 2000-2011, indicating that this number increased in
all ESCWA countries. In relation to the period 2009-2011, however, data
show that number of registered marriages slightly decreased in Jordan, Qatar
and the United Arab Emirates.

Table 64 presents recent data on age at first marriage, based on different
data sources, such as population censuses and household surveys in the
ESCWA countries. According to the latest available data, the highest mean
age at first marriage for men was 29 years in Jordan, Kuwait, the Syrian Arab
Republic and Egypt; for women, it ranged between 23 and 28 years in most
ESCWA countries except Iraq and Palestine. The lowest mean age at marriage
for both men and women was in Palestine, at 25 years and 19 years,
respectively. Moreover, data from Bahrain, Kuwait, Oman, Qatar, Saudi
Avrabia and the United Arab Emirates show that there were variations in the
mean age at marriage between nationals and non-nationals in these countries,
as non-nationals got married later than nationals. For example, in 2011, mean
age at first marriage in Qatar was 30 years for non Qatari men and 27 years
for Qatari men, against 27 years for non Qatari women and 24 years for Qatari
women.

As table 65 indicates, the number of divorces in the period 2006-2011
increased by 35 per cent in Lebanon, Jordan and Qatar; to 48 per cent in the
Syrian Arab Republic; and doubled in Egypt. In 2011, the number of divorces
increased by 8 per cent in Lebanon. In the period 2006-2011, the increase was
the lowest in the United Arab Emirates at 29 per cent.
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Table 66 shows the marital status by sex in ESCWA countries. Since the
table includes data on national and non-national population, the comparison
amongst countries is not possible at this stage. However, in Qatar for
example, the table indicates that the rate of married males is higher than that
of married females, as migrant workers leave their families in their original
countries.
