PROTOCOL
ON THE ESTABLISHMENT OF DIPLOMATIC RELATIONS
BETWEEN ECUADOR AND THE KINGDOM OF SAUDI ARABIA

The Governments of the Republic of Ecuador and the Kingdom
of Saudi Arabia, desirous of strengthening their friendly relations and
developing their cooperation for mutual benefit, based on the principles
and purposes of the United Nations Charter and International Law, -
- particularly in regard to legal equality, independence, sovereignty and
the territorial integrity of States, as well as the principle of non-
intervention in matters relating to their jurisdiction, the peaceful
settlement of disputes and non-recognition of territorial acquisitions
through the use of force.

Both Governments have decided to establish diplomatic relations
and exchange diplomatic missions at the level of non-resident
representation, in terms of the relevant Vienna Convention, willing by
this step to strengthen fruitful cooperation in political, economic, trade,
technical and cultural spheres and in other fields of mutual interest,
and responding to the aspirations of the two countries for fnendly and
brotherly relations and contacts.

Done in New York, on the 26" day of the month of Muharram of
the year 1430 H., corresponding to the 23" day of the month of January
of the year 2009, and signed in triplicate in Arabic, Spanish and English
all texts being equally authentic.
